Arizona head coach Rich Rodriguez 
Opening statement: 
"We're happy to get that one and proud of our guys. That is a well‐coached football team that played hard. After the 
first play, our defense settled down and got some turnovers. Anu Solomon really competed and ran well. His running 
was probably the difference for us offensively. It was a good win and I told the team the more you win, the more is at 
stake. There is a lot at stake the next few weeks and I think regardless, our senior class gets to go out as winners and 
that's a nice accomplishment for them." 
 
On quarterback Anu Solomon being healthy: 
"His ankle has been bothering him. I told him to walk around campus with one of those boots on. I told him ‘you are 
going to get people talking about it’ and he said he needed a disguise. He is a tough guy and he may not burst for 40 
yards, but he made some big runs tonight and that made a difference for us."  
 
On running back Nick Wilson: 
"Nick is a physical guy. He runs hard and he runs downhill. I have to watch the film to see how we blocked the run. I 
think at times we did OK, but I don't think we pushed the pile as well as we could have. For a guy that weighs 225 
pounds, when Nick gets going, he runs low to the ground and he brings it." 
 
On the crowd and the first play: 
"We had a nice crowd, and they were silent and our sideline was quiet. I always yell to our defense before the first play 
of the game to play action deep ball. Whether they are going to throw it or not, I always say that because I think they are 
going to do it. It wasn't even playing action, it was just a dig route to the post behind him, and it was well executed. 
However, there was so much football to be played. I thought the key after that was not only getting the turnovers, but 
getting good field position from them. I think it was the difference in the game, because we still sputtered around 
offensively at times and we didn't execute as well as we needed to. We have to give them credit, too. We made a few 
big plays when we had to. You want to be able to run the ball when everyone knows you are going to run it. When we 
ran it in the fourth quarter, it was key.

"It kind of took from the momentum drastically, especially while we were already starting to move the ball, it definitely 
took the edge off." 
 
On the team’s resiliency: 
"No matter if our record is 0‐8 or 8‐0, we always look to come out and fight, and focus on winning each game we're 
playing." 
 
On how to respond from the loss: 
"Go into this bye week, try and get healthy and execute too. Just to be ready for what’s ahead in two weeks and work on 
the plays that we didn't do well on." 
 
On Colorado’s defense: 
"The first half, we held them to 21, but we just couldn't answer on offense." 
 
On not being able to capitalize on the good start: 
"We need to execute. Our protection kind of broke down a little bit, too, we lost some focus but just execute." 
 
On the 75‐yard touchdown on the first play from scrimmage: 
"It was great, but we just couldn't keep it going."

QUICKLY  Colorado now leads the series, 13-4 (UA has won four of last five) … Colorado is now is 9-7 all-time in the state of Arizona and 1-2 this year on artificial turf … The Buffaloes wore the combination of black helmets with white uniforms and gold pants for the first-time ever (and dropped to 1-11 when wearing black helmets) … CU has lost 18 in a row to ranked opponents (23 straight on the road), and have lost 10 straight league games (11 on the road) and six games overall …  
Quickest Score From Scrimmage … The 75-yard pass from Sefo Liufau to Shay Fields just 11 seconds into the game was the quickest score in a game in CU history.  The top five quickest scores in CU history:

return was the longest since Travon Patterson returned one 45 yards against Texas Tech in Boulder on Nov. 23, 2010.  
First Career Action: DB Brandon Brisco (walk-on; om special teams); DB Richard Yates saw his first career action from scrimmage at safety after Evan White left with a concussion.  CU finished with a season-low 353 yards of total offense, snapping the school record run of eight in a row but still one shy of the season high of nine set in the 1993, 1994 and 1995 seasons.

 WR NELSON SPRUCE (9-89, 0 TD) He added to his CU season single-season record with 99 receptions for the year and now has 
1,091 yards; he has 198 career catches for 2,187 yards, second and sixth, respectively all-time at CU (he passed Phil Savoy on the yardage list and is staring down the reception mark of 215 by Scott McKnight, 2007-10).  He has caught at least one pass in 23 straight games (multiple in 19 straight, three or more in 16 in a row).   
Spruce-to-Liufau: The second quarter throwback TD pass from Spruce to Liufau enabled the duo to tie Cody Hawkins and Scotty McKnight with 15 (Hawkins threw all those; Liufau has thrown 14 of the 15).  Spruce is now 4-of-4 passing in his career with 1 TD Liufau has caught three of those for 56 yards.  

 WR SHAY FIELDS (5-94, 1 TD) His 75-yard TD to open the game was the second longest reception by a freshman in school history, bested only by a 94-yard TD catch and run by Jeremy Bloom against Kansas State on Oct. 5, 2002 (thrown by Robert Hodge).  He now has 45 receptions this year (for 411 yards), already owning the frosh reception best and has a shot at the yardage mark (514 by Paul 
Richardson on 34 receptions in 2010). 
 

 QB SEFO LIUFAU (33-24-2, 252, 1 TD) He has at least one TD pass in 18 straight games (each one of his  career), the fourth longest nation’s best streak of 12 in a row came to an end.

PK Will Oliver (2-2 FG, 2-2 PAT, 8 points) He has now made 97 consecutive extra points (school record), and has made nine straight field goals (tied for second most in school history with Jeremy Aldrich; Mason Crosby holds the record of 10). 
 

TB Phillip Lindsay (17-114, 0 TD rushing) He had CU’s fourth 100-yard rushing game this year, the first of his career, which included his career long run on 36 yards.

Postgame Notes

•	 Arizona won its seventh game of the season for the third-straight year to ensure 
a winning season.

•	 The Wildcats gained 288 rushing yards on 47 attempts (6.1 yards per carry). It was 
the second-highest rushing total of the season (353 in opener vs. UNLV) and also 
the second-highest per carry average (7.4 also vs. UNLV).

•	 Arizona produced a pair of 100-yard rushers (Nick Wilson, 21-153; Anu Solomon, 
12-115) for the second time this season. Wilson teamed with Terris Jones-Grigsby in 
100-yard rushing outputs in the season opener against UNLV on Aug. 29.

•	 Solomon established a new career high with 115 net rushing yards (previous 
high: 60 vs. Nevada, Sept. 13, 2014). 

•	 The last time a UA quarterback reached the century mark in rushing yards was 
B.J. Denker, who had 102 yards on 14 totes against Oregon on Nov. 23, 2013.

•	 Arizona’s first points of the game came when nickel back Anthony Lopez register 
his first career sack and forced a fumble, which was scooped up Tra’Mayne Bondu-
rant for a 22-yard touchdown. It marked Arizona’s first defensive touchdown of the 
season.

•	 For Bondurant, it was his fourth career defensive touchdown (previous three 
were via interception).

•	 David Richards’ second-quarter receiving touchdown was his first of the season. 
Richards is the 10th Wildcat to haul in a receiving touchdown this season.

•	 Samajie Grant hauled in a pair of touchdown receptions for his first career multi-
touchdown performance.

•	 Austin Hill (3-46) caught a pass for the 26th-straight game that he has played.

•	 Arizona’s defense forced three turnovers in the first half – more than any single 
game this year. The Cats had forced two in four of the previous five contests. 

•	 The defense finished with four turnovers gained for the first time since forcing 
five against USC on Oct. 27, 2012.

•	 The Wildcats converted each turnover into a touchdown for 28 points. UA entered 
the game with a 31-3 advantage in points off turnovers for the entire season.

•	 Quarterback Anu Solomon threw a touchdown pass for the ninth-consecutive 
game to begin his career.

•	 Reserve cornerback Devin Holliday intercepted his second career pass and first 
since his collegiate debut against NAU on Aug. 30, 2013.

•	 Senior safety Jourdon Grandon picked off his first pass of the season (fifth of 
career). 

•	 Linebacker Scooby Wright, a semifinalist for the Lombardi and Nagurski awards, 
recorded 10 tackles, 2.0 for loss and 1.0 sack. Wright now has 107 tackles, 20.5 tack-
les for loss and 13.0 sacks to go with five forced fumbles.

•	 For Wright, it was his sixth-straight game with a sack. The sophomore has at least 
one tackle for loss in all nine games this season.

•	 Colorado entered the game leading the nation with 245 first downs. UA’s defense 
held the Buffaloes to a season-low 19 tonight.

•	 The Cats held the Buffs to 353 yards of total offense – the lowest output all sea-
son. Colorado had gained in 400 or more yards in eight-consecutive games.
