¾ Conference play as No. 3/3 Texas travels to No. 13/13 Oklahoma State in a 

Big 12 intra-division matchup.    

¾ At least fi ve Big 12 contests have been televised every week since a full slate 
of Conference games began on Oct. 8 & 10. Including this week’s games, 
57 of 73 outings will have been telecast on some type of media platform. 

¾ No. 3 Texas and No. 14 Oklahoma State are listed in the second edition of 
the BCS standings. UT has made a nation-leading 79 appearances in the 86 
all-time standings. Oklahoma is third with 68 showings. Texas has been in the 
top four 11 consecutive weeks, including all nine ratings in 2008, beginning 
on Oct. 19, 2008.  

¾ Five road teams won Conference games last week for the fi rst time since 
Oct. 4, 2008. 

¾ Thus far in 2009 fi ve starting quarterbacks (Robert Griffi n – Baylor; Sam 
Bradford – Oklahoma; Austen Arnaud – Iowa State; Taylor Potts – Texas 
Tech; and Steven Sheffi eld – Texas Tech) have missed starts due to injury.  
Through eight weeks of the season, these fi ve QBs have combined to miss 
all or part of 16 games.  By comparison, last season one starting quarterback 
(Stephen McGee – Texas A&M) missed all or part of 10 games because of 
injury. 

¾ Oklahoma puts its nation-leading 27-game home fi eld win streak on the line 
when it hosts Kansas State Saturday. Texas is fourth with 13 consecutive 
home victories and remains on the road this week.  

¾ Four Big 12 teams are listed in the Top 21 of toughest schedules ranked 
by cumulative opposition - 2. Oklahoma, 15. Colorado, 19. Baylor, 21. 
Kansas. 

¾ Three Big 12 squads are ranked in Oct. 25 polls with Texas listed at No. 3 in 
each. Other ranked teams include Oklahoma State and Oklahoma. Kansas 
and Texas Tech received votes. A complete listing is on page 5. 

 
 ¾ Big 12 Players of the Week were awarded to - Offense: Colt McCoy (Texas), 

Defense: Jesse Smith (Iowa State) and Special Teams: Michael Brandtner

With its selection of 
a Big 12 team in 2008, the Gator Bowl has fulfi lled the agreement the Conference 
has with it and the Sun Bowl of selecting a Big 12 team twice in a four-year period. 
The Sun Bowl will select a Big 12 team in 2009 - the fourth and fi nal year of the 
agreement.

Dr Pepper Big 12 Football Championship Tickets
Tickets for the 2009 Dr Pepper Big 12 Football Championship Game at Cowboys 
Stadium in Arlington, Texas, will go on sale Thursday, November 5 at 10 a.m. 
CT. Tickets for the game can be purchased through all Ticketmaster outlets, 
by phone at (800) 745-3000, on-line at www.ticketmaster.com, or in person at 
the Cowboys Stadium ticket offi ce. Tickets will not be sold through the Big 12 
Conference offi ce.

Championship game tickets are $120, $80, $70, $60 and $50 each based upon 
location. The above prices do not include state and local taxes, and additional 
ticket convenience and handling fee charges.

Each participating university is allotted up to 12,000 tickets, which will become 
available upon qualifi cation for the championship. These tickets and all other 
information will be distributed by the respective participants’ ticket offi ce.

Big 12 Report
On September 17, the Big 12 debuted “The Big 12 Report” a weekly magazine-
style show that is available exclusively on the Conference Web site.  Hosted by 
Big12Sports.com Correspondent Wendell Barnhouse, the show will be broadcast 
each week and focus on the schools and student-athletes throughout the Big 12.  
In addition, the broadcasts will give fans a unique look into the workings of the 
Big 12 Conference itself - including television, bowl games, scheduling and more 
- along with interviews with the Commissioner and other selected Big 12 staff. 

Big 12 Heisman Winners
The Big 12 has four Heisman winners in the league’s 13-year history, the most 
of any conference during this time span. A Big 12 player has captured the trophy 
four of the last 11 seasons: 2008-Sam Bradford (OU); 2003-Jason White (OU); 
2001-Eric Crouch (NU); 1998-Ricky Williams (UT). 

In 2008, Texas QB Colt McCoy fi nished second, 122 points behind Bradford, 
while Texas Tech QB Graham Harrell and WR Michael Crabtree fi nished fourth 
and fi fth, respectively. This marked the fi rst time in the award’s 74-year history 
four of the top fi ve fi nishers hailed from the same conference. 

BCS Sightings 
The 2008 season marked the fi fth time the Big 12 has advanced two teams to 
BCS games in the same season (2001, ‘03, ‘04, ‘07, ‘08). Conference teams 
have played in 16 BCS games in the 11-year history of the structure, posting a 
7-9 mark.

Jacob Branstetter’s 57-yard fi eld goal against OU was a career-long, 
tied for the fourth-longest in KU history, tied for the sixth-longest in Big 
12 history and tied for the second-longest in the NCAA this year.

Kerry Meier has at least two catches in 28 consecutive games and 
Dezmon Briscoe has at least two in 25 consecutive games.

KU is looking for its sixth win in 2009, which would give the Jayhawks 
at least six victories for the fi fth consecutive season, a streak which 
has only been accomplished twice in school history (1895-99 and 
1902-06).

Todd Reesing is one of four quarterbacks in the country to rank in the 
top fi ve nationally in both career passing yards (9,782) and career total 
offense (10,387).

The Tigers held Texas to an average of 3.0 yards per rush (43 carries 
for 131 yards), the second-lowest total of the year for the Longhorns 
(46 yards vs. Colorado). Mizzou also sacked Colt McCoy three times, 
better than UT’s 1.71 sacks allowed average.

A sellout crowd of 71,004 (the 10th-largest crowd ever at Memorial 
Stadium, and the largest since 1983), turned out for MU’s Homecoming 
contest against UT last week.

Mizzou and Colorado will face off for the 75th time when they meet 
Saturday in Boulder. The Tigers hold a 40-31-3 advantage in the series, 
having won three straight and four of the last fi ve meetings.

A win Saturday would give MU four straight wins over CU for the fi rst 
time since it won six straight from 1979-1984. It was also the last time 
MU has won consecutive games in Boulder, as the Tigers claimed wins 
at Folsom Field in 1979 (13-7), 1981 (30-14) and 1983 (59-20).

Kansas State is 3-1 in Big 12 Conference play for the fi rst time since 
the 2000 season. The last Wildcat team to start 4-1 in league play was 
the 1999 squad, which went on to fi nish 7-1.

Brandon Banks became the 11th player in school history to surpass 
the 3,000-yard barrier for all-purpose yards. Banks leads the team 
in receptions with 33 and has totaled 1,296 all-purpose yards (162 
average), a fi gure that ranks second in the Big 12. 

Running back Daniel Thomas had a career-high 145 yards rushing on 
20 carries against Colorado. Thomas ranks fi rst in the Big 12 in rushing 
attempts (165), yards (814) and touchdowns (9).

Kansas State forced four Colorado turnovers and has a total of 10 
takeaways in the last two games. For the season, the Wildcats are 
plus-10 in turnover margin, tied for fi rst in the Conference.

Grant Mahoney had a career-long 52-yard fi eld goal and is the fi rst ISU 
kicker with three fi eld goals of 50 or more yards in the same season. 
Mike Brandtner was named Big 12 Special Teams Player of the Week 
after averaging 52 yards on four punts.

ISU is 5-3 overall for the fi rst time since 2005, which marks the fi rst 
time since 1931 (George Veenker) that a rookie head coach has won 
fi ve games.

Jesse Smith has notched six double-digit tackle games this season, 
the most by any player in the Conference and was named the Big 12 
Defensive Player of the Week.

A&M holds an 8-1 advantage over ISU in the all-time series. The only 
Cyclone win over the Aggies came the last time the two teams met at 
Kyle Field, with ISU winning 42-14 in 2005.

Wide receiver Scotty McKnight extended his school-record streak to 
32 games with at least one reception. His streak ranks ninth nationally. 
McKnight ranks sixth in the Big 12 with 5.9 receptions per game.

The Missouri game is CU’s Homecoming, marking the 14th time the 
Tigers have been CU’s guest for Homecoming. The Buffs are 9-4 in those 
encounters, with the last one coming in 1995 (21-0 CU win).

In last year’s game against MU, Tyler Hansen became just the fi fth true 
freshman to start a game at quarterback in CU history.  

Colorado ranks fourth in the Big 12 in kickoff returns, averaging 24.6 
yards per return. Darrell Scott ranks second in the Conference in kick 
returns (21), kick return yards (564) and kickoff return average (26.9).

Joe Pawelek is scheduled to start his 41st consecutive game Saturday 
against Nebraska. The school record is 45-consecutive starts.

WR Kendall Wright has caught at least one pass in every game (19) 
of his career. Last week he became Baylor’s 25th player to amass at 
least 1,000 career receiving yards (1,048). 

Four Bears rank in the top 10 in the Conference in tackles - Joe Pawelek 
(2nd with 66 tackles), Antonio Jones (6th with 57), Jordan Lake (T7th 
with 54) and Antonio Johnson (10th with 53).   

Nebraska leads the all-time series 10-1, winning last season in Lincoln, 
32-20. BU’s Lake tallied a season-high15 tackles and Kendall Wright 
led all BU receivers with three catches for 60 yards.
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NEBRASKA (4-3, 1-2)

Nebraska travels to Baylor, holding a 10-1 series lead including a 32-
20 win over the Bears last season.

In 2008, Nebraska recorded 497 yards of total offense (161 rushing 
and 336 passing). The Husker defense held Baylor to 16 fi rst downs 
and 350 total offensive yards. 

DT Ndamukong Suh has at least one tackle for loss in each of the 
Huskers’ last 11 games and 17 of the last 18. Suh blocked an extra 
point and a fi eld goal against Iowa State. He has blocked fi ve kicks 
in his career.

The Husker defense allowed just 239 total yards, marking the sixth 
straight opponent Nebraska has limited to fewer than 280 yards of 
total offense. 

OKLAHOMA (4-3, 2-1)
This Week: Kansas State
Next Week: at Nebraska

Oklahoma hosts Kansas State for Homecoming in their 90th meeting 
with OU having a 69-17-4 advantage. 

Last season, OU won 58-35. Chris Brown rushed for 142 yards and a 
touchdown. DeMarco Murray rushed for 104 yards and two touchdowns. 
He also caught four passes for 63 yards and two touchdowns. LB  Travis 
Lewis posted 15 tackles (nine solo) with two for loss. 

The Sooners have allowed only three points in the fi rst quarter of their 
last 13 games and have held their opponents scoreless in the fi rst 
quarter in nine consecutive games. 

Landry Jones has thrown for a touchdown in the last fi ve consecutive 
games he has played in. He has passed for 13 touchdowns and 1,363 
yards on the season (117-of-192). 

OKLAHOMA STATE (6-1, 3-0)
This Week: Texas

Next Week: at Iowa State

Oklahoma State will matchup against Texas in their 24th meeting. UT 
leads the all-times series 21-2. OSU is 3-0 in Big 12 play for just the 
third time  - 1997 and 2008. 

In 2008, OSU lost by just four points, 28-24. Zac Robinson completed 
17-of-26 passes without an interception for 199 yards and a 
touchdown. 

Robinson is 217 yards away from tying Mike Gundy for the school 
career passing yards record (7,997). He has thrown at least one 
touchdown pass in all seven games this season, with 12 total. His 85 
career touchdowns ranks eighth among active NCAA players. 

OSU recorded 445 yards of total offense against Baylor, marking 
the fourth time this season it posted over 400 yards in a game. The 
Cowboys recorded their second straight turnover-free game.

TEXAS (7-0, 4-0)
This Week: at Oklahoma State

Next Week: Central Florida

Texas holds a 21-2 series lead against Oklahoma State, winning the last 
11 contests, including a 6-1 record in Stillwater. 

In 2008, UT won 28-24. Colt McCoy completed 38-of-45 passes for 391 
yards and two touchdowns as well as rushed for a touchdown. Jordan 
Shipley caught 15 passes for 168 yards and a touchdown. 

Colt McCoy earned Big 12 Offensive Player of the Week after completing 
26-of-31 passes for 269 yards and three touchdowns against Missouri. 
He extended his school-record streak to 24 consecutive games with a 
touchdown pass. His 39 career victories ties Peyton Manning for second 
on the NCAA all-time win list.

The Longhorn defense has held three of its last four opponents to less 
than 175 yards of total offense. In the last fi ve games, UT has allowed 
103 yards rushing on 128 attempts (0.8 yards per carry). 

TEXAS A&M (4-3, 1-2)
This Week: Iowa State

Next Week: at Colorado

Texas A&M hosts Iowa State with the Aggies leading the series 8-1, 
including 3-1 in College Station. 

Last year against the Cyclones, the Aggies won 49-35. Jerrod Johnson 
completed 31-of-39 passes for 381 yards and four touchdowns. Cyrus 
Gray rushed for 69 yards and a touchdown. Jamie McCoy caught seven 
passes for 110 yards and two touchdowns. 

Jerrod Johnson recorded his 40th career passing touchdown, becoming 
the fi fth Aggie quarterback to do so. He also became the eighth player 
in school history to surpass the 5,000-yard mark (5, 074) in career total 
offense after accumulating 309 yards against the Red Raiders (238 
passing, 71 rushing).

Von Miller continues to lead the conference and the nation in sacks 
(1.79) for the eighth consecutive week after posting two sacks against 
Texas Tech. 

TEXAS TECH (5-3, 2-2)
This Week: Kansas
Next Week: Open

Texas Tech holds a 9-2 all-time series lead over Kansas, winning the last 
six out of seven including the last three consecutive games. 

Last year against the Jayhawks, TTU totaled 556 offensive yards (138 
rushing and 418 passing). The Red Raider defense held KU to 315 yards 
of total offense (161 rushing and 154 passing).  

Head Coach Mike Leach (81-42) is just one win away from passing 
Spike Dykes as Texas Tech’s all-time wins leader. 

The Red Raiders have scored a touchdown on their opening possession 
in four consecutive games. TTU ranks fi rst in the nation in passing 
(418.88), fourth in total offense (488.50) and fi fth in scoring (40.00). 
Tech has ranked in the top 25 in each of those categories for the eighth 
consecutive week.
