31 points in his second career game, the most points by any
(U freshman. He's the sixth CU frosh to average 10 or more
points at the end of the season.

o Midway through the season, after suffering an 82-80 over-
time loss o Southem Utah, head coach Joe Harrington resigned
and Ricardo Patton was nomed interim head coach.

© On Jan. 29, 1996, Ricardo Patfon won his first game as
(U’s head coach, as his Buffs beat Missouri 106-94. The game
was televised on ESPN's “Big Monday,” and the win was CU’s
first on ESPN since they upset No. 2 Oklahoma State in 1992.
® Billups earned Big Eight Freshman of the Year and the
coaches second team. He scored the most points by freshman
(465) and the only CU frosh in history to break the 30-point in
asingle game (he did four times).

© On Dec. 2, Billups recorded the first ever triple-double by o
Buff, and the sixth in Big Eight Conference history. He scored
24 points, added 11 rebounds, 11 assists in this historic per-
formance in home win over George Mason.

o (U suffered the worst season-opening loss in school history
falling o UC Santa Barbara 71-47, a 24-point deficit.

© On Feb. 7, CU turned in one of its best performances of the
year in a 64-63 overtime win af Kansas State. The win marked
the first one-point victory since beating Purdue in 1988, and the
first overtime road win in Big Eight play since beating Missouri
81-79 in January of 1973.

 On March 5, Patton was named head coach on a permanent
basis, making him CU’s 16th head coach in 93 seasons.

o The Buffaloes shattered the school record for 3-pointers made in a
season, bettering a mark of 218 set in 1998-99.
