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The NCAA first sponsored a men’s national championship in skiing in 1954, though national title meets (National Intercollegiate e
Championships) were held as early as 1946, the same year CU's program began. Women's programs came into being in the late 1970s, -
with then CU head coach and eventual AD Bill Marolt at the forefront of making it a reality. CU has competed in each of the last 41
NCAA Championships and in 52 of 55 overall. One of those three occasions where CU didn't qualify (1964), several team members had
competed in the Winter Olympics, and in 1967, CU sent only a few skiers to Maine for financial reasons. The old AIAW sponsored women's

titles between 1977-82; in 1983, the NCAA absorbed the AIAW but combined the men’s and women'’s competition, as was the case in i
rifle and fencing. Here's an in-depth look at the NCAA Championship history of the Buffaloes. :
