Both athletes and staff will be on the
field and available to the media following a brief cooling off period at the conclusion of all games.
Buff practices are held on Prentup Field, from 7:30 a.m. to approximately 9:00 a.m. Tuesdays,
Wednesdays and Thursdays. Players and coaches may speak with the media after practice. Practice
times may vary. The coaching staff is generally available in their offices weekdays from 9 a.m. to
3:00 p.m. and after practices. Please feel free to call any member of the coaching staff during the
day at 303-492-0632, however to contact a student-athlete, we ask that you go through the sports
information office.

NETWORKS

Commissioner Larry Scott announced the creation of the Pac-12 Networks on July 27, 2011,
putting the conference at the forefront of television deals. The Pac-12 Networks, which launch
on August 15, will consist of one national network and six regional networks, in conjunction
with four of the nation’s largest cable operators. In addition to hundreds of live televised Pac-12
sporting events, Pac-12 Networks subscribers will have access to their carrier’s TV Everywhere
platform, providing access to all Pac-12 Networks programming on any device through their
broadband service.

In its inaugural season, the Pac-12 Networks will televise 217 live events including football,
volleyball, men’s and women’s soccer, men’s water polo, field hockey and cross country telecast
over 100 days this fall. The Pac-12 Networks will televise 58 women’s soccer matches, including
seven of the University of Colorado’s contests.
