1991 Milestones
� Sept. 13–Colorado defeats Pepperdine, 

ranked No. 13, for the program’s first ever 
win over a Top 15 team, in the first round 
of the Eddie Bauer First Serve Classic in 
Seattle, Wash.

� Nov. 5–With a 3-1 win over Colorado 
State, the program records its 100th win.

� Dec. 7–CU ends the year with a marathon 
match against Penn State in the NCAA 
Tournament, the second tournament in 
program history and the third straight trip to 
the postseason for CU.

� AWARDS–Nicole Vranesh and Wendy Van 
Wyhe are both named first-team all-Big
Eight.

� STAT SHOTS–Nicole Vranesh’s 1,712 
assists are still a CU single-season record, 
and was an all-time Big Eight record at the 
time.  Her 13.67 assists per game was 
tops in the Big Eight and NCAA for 1993, 
and a CU record at the time. 

� STAT SHOTS–Staci Wolfe led the Big 
Eight in service aces with 59 in 122 
games, or .48 per game.  Her 10 aces 
against Montana in her second career 
match is still a CU and NCAA record, and it 
was in a three-game match.

� STAT SHOTS–Michele Kohler becomes 
the second player in CU history to record 
1,000 career digs.

� STAT SHOTS–CU’s 16.66 team kills per 
game ranked sixth in the NCAA and their 
14.74 assists ranked eighth.  Both were 
tops in the Big Eight along with their 
average of 17.17 digs per game.
