1993 Milestones
� Sept. 4–In the third match of the season, CU 

head coach Brad Saindon wins his 100th career 
match.

� Oct. 13–CU edges Nebraska 3-2 in Boulder to set 
up CU’s first-ever conference championship.  With 
this championship, CU became just the second 
team to win a Big Eight championship, as
Nebraska took the first 17 and the final two.
Dec. 5–After topping the Huskers again and 
claiming their second straight Big Eight 
Tournament championship, CU earns a first-round 
bye and takes revenge on Illinois from an early 
season loss to the Illini.  CU makes it to its first 
Sweet 16, losing in five games to Penn State.

� AWARDS–Karrie Downey and Nicole Vranesh 
both earn first team All-District, while Janine 
Zumerchik is named second-team.  Downey and 
Vranesh are also first-team All-Big Eight 
selections.  Brad Saindon earns his second 
straight Big Eight Coach of the Year Award and 
third overall.

� STAT SHOTS–The Buffs lead the Big Eight with 
17.47 kills per game and 14.87 assists per game. 
The kills per game were second in the NCAA and 
the assists per game were seventh in the NCAA.

� STAT SHOTS–Nicole Vranesh led the Big Eight 
with 13.49 assists per game, which was good for 
fourth in the NCAA.

� STAT SHOTS–Staci Wolfe led the Big Eight with 
59 aces in 112 games, or .53 per game.

� STAT SHOTS–Karrie Downey becomes the third 
player to reach 1,000 kills and the fourth to reach 
1,000 digs, while Vranesh edged her out to 
become the third to 1,000 digs.

� STAT SHOTS–Vranesh took over first place on 
the career assists chart, recording her 4,000th and 
5,000th on the season.  She also finished her 
career playing in 343 consecutive games.

� STAT SHOTS–Staci Wolfe’s 1,403 attacks are still 
a single-season record while Karrie Downey’s 501 
kills was a CU record and is still No. 2.
