Against the Tigers, Thorne netted his second
career double-digit game (10 pts.).

TEAM LEADERS: CU’s leading scorers are
Richard Roby (15.8 ppg.) and Marcus Hall
(13.5 ppg.); leader on the glass is Roby (6.2
rpg.) and Jermyl Jackson-Wilson (5.0 rpg.);
Hall tops the team in assists (3.6 apg.), steals
(1.8 spg.) and 24 3-pointers.

HALL or ROBY: Through 13 games, Marcus
Hall and Richard Roby have split leading
scorer chores six times each. Xavier Silas has
the other with his career-high 24 points against
Florida A&M. In leading the team six times,
Roby is averaging 21.3 ppg., while is averag-
ing 16.2 ppg.

ROBY WATCH: Richard Roby has led the
team in scoring six times this year and is aver-
aging 19.4 points, 8.4 rebounds, 3.4 apg. and
1.8 spg, in his last five games. Roby is inching
his way up the school’s all-time career scoring
list with 1,662 points (sixth overall). Roby is
19 points from passing Emmett Lewis (1,680,
1976-79).

1,000 POINTS: Marcus Hall is 93 points
from becoming the 25th player in school his-
tory to score 1,000 points in his career. Hall
has 907 points entering tonight’s game and is
in 31st place overall.

SEASONED VETERAN?: With 13 starts al-

ready under his belt, freshman Cory Higgins -

is making the most of his initial season. Higgins |
recorded his sixth double-digit scoring game
with a season-best 15 points against Grambling;
led the team in assists for the second straightl
game (7 at CSU, 6 vs. GSU) and is one of twoI
players shooting 50 percent or better (40-of-
81). He also has 10 3-pointers, ranking fifth |
overall. |

COOL AT THE LINE: In recent years, CU
was not a very good free throw shooting team
(something the previous staff said players
needed to do on their own time: .651 last year).
This year, the Buffaloes are shooting .708 (third I
in the Big 12).

20 +: Richard Roby has a team-best four 20-
point games of the season (35th career). He
also recorded seven career double-doubles
(this season: New Orleans, Colorado State) and
grabbed a season-best 14 boards against the
Privateers. Marcus Hall and Xavier Silas each
have a 20-point effort this season.

3-POINT STREAK: Dating back to the
2001-02 season, CU has made a 3-pointer
in 176 consecutive games. Last time they
failed to make at least one trey was Jan. 16,
2002 against lowa State in Boulder. The Buffs
won 63-61.

IRON MAN: Marcus Hall ended his streak
of 161 consecutive minutes played. From
Nov. 29-Dec. 22, Hall played 196 out of 200
possible minutes spanning five games (40
each at Air Force, Stanford, at Wyoming, New
Orleans, at Colorado State). For the season,
Hall averages the most on the team with 35.9
a game.

REDSHIRT YEAR: Sophomore forward Jer-
emy Williams will be redshirted this season
and will return next year with three full years
of eligibility. He was academically ineligible
for the fall semester. Williams averaged 7.7
points and 4.6 rpg. last season with 18 starts.

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HEAD GOAGH JEFF BZDELIK

1st Season at Colorado/5th College Season Overall

Jeff Bzdelik, a man synonymous with suc-
cess on both the professional and college levels
in the state of Colorado, was named the 17th
men’s basketball head coach for the University
of Colorado men’s basketball program, athletic
director Mike Bohn announced April 4, 2007.

Bzdelik (buzz-DEL-ik), 55, comes to Colorado
from the United States Air Force Academy, where
he guided the Falcons to a 50-16 record (a 75.8
winning percentage) in two seasons from 2005-07.
During those two seasons he led the Falcons to a
2005-06 NCAA Tournament and a 2006-07 NIT
Final Four appearance.

Bzdelik brings 29 years of coaching experi-
ence to the Boulder campus from the collegiate
to the professional ranks. He returned to the col-
lege game in 2005-06 after 15 seasons as both
a coach and scout in the NBA, including two-
and-a-half seasons as head coach of the Denver
Nuggets.

His two-year win total of 50 victories at the
Academy was a school-best in any two-year span
of the 51-year history of Air Force basketball,
while his 26 victories in 2006-07 was also a
school high. He’s the only coach to have won at
least 24 games in back-to-back seasons. Bzdelik
guided the Falcons to a 31-1 home record, in-
cluding a 15-0 mark in 2005-06 and 16-1 in
2006-07.

In 2005-06, Bzdelik led the Falcons to a 24-
7 record and the school’s fourth appearance ever
in the NCAA Tournament. He also led the Fal-
cons to a 12-4 record and second place finish in
the Mountain West Conference. Air Force also
capped the season leading the nation for the
fourth consecutive season in scoring defense.

Prior to returning to the college ranks with
the Air Force Academy, Bzdelik was the Denver
Nuggets head coach for two-and-a-half seasons
(2002-2005). He was named head coach in Au-
gust of 2002 after spending one year as a scout
for the Nuggets. Bzdelik engineered one of the
biggest turnarounds in NBA history during his
second season in 2003-04, leading the Nuggets
to the playoffs for the first ime since 1994-95
while posting a 43-39 record. The 26-game im-
provement over the previous year was the sixth-
best in NBA history.

Bzdelik also became the first coach in league
history (since the adoption of an 82-game sched-

ule) to guide a team to the playoffs the year after
winning less than 20 games. In his first season,
Bzdelik earned NBA-wide praise for Denver’s
competitiveness, work ethic and never-give-up at-
titude. Despite having the youngest team in fran-
chise history, Bzdelik’s team shattered the fran-
chise record for scoring defense by more than five
points per game, giving up only 92.4 per outing.
In addition, the Nuggets led the league in turn-
overs forced (17.1 per game) and had six of the
top 12 marks for single-season scoring defense.

Surprisingly to many, he was let go by the Nug-
gets after just 28 games into the 2004-05 sea-
son, with the team off to a 13-15 start. But that
decision would eventually become Air Force’s and
now Colorado’s gain.

From 1995-2001, Bzdelik was an assistant
coach under Pat Riley in Miami, holding the title
of Assistant Coach/Director of Scouting during the
final two years. With the Heat, he was respon-
sible for the preparation of all game plans, video
coordination and statistical data as well as player
development.

In 2000, he was recognized by USA Today as

one of the NBA’s top five assistant coaches. In
the 1998 Pro Basketball issue of Sports Illus-
trated, he was voted as the NBA’s best advance
scout by league general managers.
Prior to his tenure with the Heat, Bzdelik spent
the 1994-95 season as the lead scout for Riley
and the New York Knicks. He also served as an
assistant coach with the Washington Bullets from
1988-94 and was Wes Unseld’s first assistant in
1993-94. In addition, he coached the Bullets sum-
mer league team in 1988 and 1994.

The Illinois native began his coaching career
in 1978 at Davidson (N.C.) College. In 1980, he
was named an assistant coach at Northwestern
University where he spent six seasons and was
instrumental in the Wildcats” first NIT appear-
ance in school history.

He then accepted his first head coaching posi-
tion at the University of Maryland-Baltimore
County, one he would handle for two years be-
fore moving on to the NBA.

During the 1986-87 season at UMBC, his
squad was cited by The Sporting News as having
“One of College’s Biggest Turnarounds,” in the
school’s inaugural season in Division I. After go-
ing just 11-44 the previous two seasons as a Divi-

sion II program before Bzdelik’s arrival, UMBC
went 12-16 in his first year and 13-15 in 1987-
88 in Division I. His teams excelled in the class-
room as well, posting a 2.86 grade point aver-
age during his tenure.

Bzdelik is a 1976 graduate of the University
of lllinois-Chicago, where he earned a bachelor’s
degree in physical education. He earned four var-
sity letters in basketball at UIC and was named
team MVP as a senior in 1975-76. He still holds
the school record for the best free-throw percent-
age in one season, shooting 88.1 percent (59-
for-67) from the line in 1975-76 and still ranks
among UIC’s all-time leading scorers.

Bzdelik also spent six years in the Army Na-
tional Guard during the early to mid 1970s.

He was born December 1, 1952 and gradu-
ated from Prospect High School in Mount Pros-
pect, Ill. He is married to the former Nina
Bernardzik, who was a standout volleyball player
at UIC between 1974-76 and is a member of
the Flames’ Athletic Hall of Fame. They are the
parents of two children, Brett (18) and Courtney

BOULDER, Colo. (AP/CU Sports Info.) - J.R.
Giddens 18-foot jumper in the corner with 33 seconds
remaining helped New Mexico to a 54-47 victory over
Colorado, Friday evening at the Coors Events Confer-
ence Center.

After Marcus Hall converted a driving layup with
1:04 remaining in the game, cutting the Lobos deficit
to 50-47, the UNM countered with Gidden's jump shot
as the visitors won their first season-opening road game
since the 1979-1980 season.

Buffaloes senior guard Richard Roby, who aver-
aged 17.3 points last season, was nearly shut out for
the first ime in his career.

It was the largest attended regular season opening
game in 26 years of the Coors Events Center.

The Lobos, who beat the Buffs 106-65 last season
in Albuquerque, jumped out to an early lead and took a
30-19 cushion into the locker room after closing the
first half on a 9-2 run that featured a 3-pointer and two
free throws by Wills.

Roby, who ranks seventh on Colorado's all-time scor-
ing list, was one of two Buffaloes starters shut out in the
first half. The other was Hall, who redshirted last sea-
son and underwent minor thumb surgery last month.

Hall scored all of Colorado's nine points over the
first 10:18 of the second half, but his teammates went
cold and New Mexico maintained a double-digit lead.
Hall then committed charges on back-to-back posses-
sions, one of them wiping off a basket for the Buffs.

Freshman Cory Higgins added 10 points, five re-
bounds and three steals for Colorado.

The Buffaloes were coming off a 60-50 win at Air
Force on Thursday night in coach Jeff Bzdelik's emo-
tional return to the academy. Bzdelik bolted from Air
Force to Colorado last April. The team had also won
back-to-back road games for the first time since the
1998-99 season.

Stanford showed it was comfortable playing at the Buf-
faloes' slowed-down pace. The Cardinal scored 13 points
under their season average.

The Cardinal won a school-record seven games dur-
ing a busy November. The schedule slows down in De-
cember, though, as the Cardinal won't play again until
Dec. 19 when they host Santa Clara.

It was the first meeting between the two schools since
the Cardinal's 71-58 win on Nov. 30, 1991. Stanford
now leads the all-time series 6-3.

FORT COLLINS, Colo. (AP) - Marcus King-Stock-
ton hit a layup with 31.3 seconds remaining and Rich-
ard Roby finished with 18 points and 10 rebounds,
helping Colorado to a 73-70 win over Colorado State
on Saturday night.

BOULDER, Colo. (AP) - Richard Roby scored 18
of his 25 points in the second half and Colorado's de-
fense forced 25 turnovers in routing winless Grambling
State, 93-47.

Cory Higgins added a season-best 15 points and
Marcus Hall 12 for Colorado (7-5). The 46-point win
was the most lopsided win of the season for the Buffa-
loes.

CU Wins Third Straight, 63-52 Over SMU

BOULDER, Colo. (AP) - Senior guard Marcus Hall
scored a game-high 16 points leading three other play-
ers in double figures propelling the University of Colo-
rado to a 63-52 home victory over SMU on Friday
night.

Senior Richard Roby and sophomore Xavier Silas
each added 15 points, in addition to 10 points by Levi
Knutson helping CU (8-5) to its third straight victory.
All of Roby’s 15 points came in the first half.

“We are getting more consistent,” said CU head
coach Jeff Bzdelik. “We had four players in double-
digits, which means that we had good shot distribution.
I like that we are sharing the basketball. Our assist to
turnover ratio is getting better.”

The Buffaloes shot 46 percent from the field against
a team that had held their last two opponents below 30
percent shooting.

Alex Malone and Bamba Fall had 11 points for SMU
(6-7), while Papa Dia added 10 for the Mustangs.

It was the first meeting between the schools in 28
years. They last played on Dec. 8, 1979 in Dallas with
the Buffs holding a 4-1 advantage in the series.

Colorado scored the first six points of the second
half, including four from Cory Higgins, to extend its
lead to 42-28. SMU missed its first four shots and two
free throws by Dia before Malone’s rebound basket
with 14:20 left made it 42-30. A second put back bas-
ket by Malone and his 3-pointer got the Mustangs within
45-37.

Silas scored on a layup with 1:44 to go to make it
58-47, but Fall had a three-point play and two free
throws to get the Mustangs within 58-52 with 1:08 re-
maining. Silas and Hall sealed the game by each hitting
two free throws.

Roby had 15 points at halftime on 5-for-7 shooting
and three 3-pointers as the Buffaloes turned a 19-17
deficit into a 36-28 lead at the break. Colorado shot
52 percent in the first half.

SMU hurt itself with eight turnovers, three in the last
four minutes that led to three layups. The Mustangs
were 3-for-10 shooting from beyond the arc in the open-
