1,000 POINTS: Marcus Hall is 54 points away
from becoming the 25th player in school history
to score 1,000 points in his career. Hall has 946
points entering today’s game and stands in 26th
place overall.

TEAM LEADERS: CU’s leading scorers are Ri-
chard Roby (16.9 ppg.) and Marcus Hall (11.9
ppg.); leader on the glass is Roby (6.2 rpg.) and
Jermyl Jackson-Wilson (4.4 rpg.); Hall tops the
team in assists (4.0 apg.), steals (2.0 spg.) and 27 3-
pointers.

LAST GAME REVIEW: Richard Roby scored a
team-high 27 points with nine rebounds, the sixth
time that he has scored over the 20-point barrier
this season, however Kansas State’s Michael Beasley
countered with 26 of his game-high 29 points in
the second half to lead the Wildcats to a 72-56
victory, last Wednesday. CU hurt itself by hitting
only 17-0f-31 free throws and were out-rebounded
by a 41-to-30 margin.

SEASONED VETERAN?: With 18 starts under
his belt, freshman Cory Higgins is making the most
of his initial season with 31.3 minutes per game.
Higgins recorded his seventh and eighth double-
digit scoring game, respectively with a team-best
13 points against Nebraska and 15 points at Texas
A&M. He also grabbed a season-best eight rebounds
(all defensive) at Texas.

4th ALL-TIME: Richard Roby keeps his assult
on the school scoring list with 1,760 points. Af-
ter netting his third 27-point effort of th season,
he stands 117 points from passing Shaun
Vandiver (1,876). Vandiver played three years
from 1989-91 scoring 1,876 points in 91 games
(20.6 ppg.).

BUFFALO GOLD: For the first time since the
2000-01 season, CU wore gold uniforms in their
conference home opener against Nebraska. The
last time CU wore gold was an 81-71 home win
versus Oklahoma State (Jan. 27, 2001). During
the 1999-2000 season, CU also wore gold in a
69-64 loss at Nebraska on Feb. 26.

Against K-State on Wednesday, the Buffs returned
to the gold unis.

HALL or ROBY: Through 18 games, Richard
Roby and Marcus Hall have led the majority of
games in scoring. Roby has led nine times, Hall
six times, while Cory Higgins has done it in back-
to-back games (at Texas A&M, Nebraska). Xavier
Silas (24 pts. vs. Florida A&M) has performed it
once. In his nine games, Roby averages 22.2 ppg.,
while Hall is 16.2 ppg.

EASY POINTS: In recent years, CU was not a
very good free throw shooting team. This year,
the Buffaloes are shooting .686. With under two
minutes to play in the game, Marcus Hall is an
impressive 20-0f-22 (.909) during that stretch,
while the entire team is 43-0f-52 (.827 percent).

TRIFECTA: For only the third time this sea-
son, Cory Higgins joined Marcus Hall and Rich-
ard Roby for leading the team in rebounding,
assists and steals in the same game outright.
Higgins topped CU at Texas (8 rebounds, 3 as-
sists, 1 steal). Hall was led in all three categories
against Tulsa and Roby against New Orleans.
Roby is the closet to lead in all five categories
(points, rebs, assts., stls., blks.) in a single game
topping four of five against New Orleans, only
missing the blocked shots category.

CAN’T PASS THROUGH THIS HALL: Senior
Marcus Hall’s eight steals against Tulsa were the most
since Jose Winston had eight for the Buffs in a 67-56
win over St. Mary’s on Nov. 11, 1999. It’s the second-
most steals in a game this season in Division I (Lester
Hudson, Tenn.-Martin, 10). The school record for
steals in a game is 10 by Jay Humphries against Mil-
waukee-Wisconsin on Jan. 15, 1983. Hall’s 118 ca-
reer steals puts him in ninth place on the all-time list at
CU (teammate Richard Roby is fifth on the all-time list
with 161 career swipes).

AK-47 MEET MH-1: The stat sheet will tell you
Hall didn’t even record a double-double against Tulsa,
but that’s doesn’t explain how close he was to notch-
ing the first quadruple-double in NCAA Division I
history. Hall shot just 2-0f-14 against Tulsa, prevent-
ing him from reaching 10 points, usually the easiest
stat to fill. Other than that, he was just one teammate’s
missed lay up and two tipped passes out of bounds
away from infamy. A lot of what if’s, but Hall is turn-
ing into the Andre Kirilenko of college basketball
with his ability to fill a stat sheet in several categories.
His final line: 4 points, 10 rebounds, 9 assists, 8 steals.

CU DURING BIG 12 INCEPTION: After 18 games,
CU not only has won more games this season than last,
but their field goal percentage and limiting their turn-
overs per game rank near the top over the last 12

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HEAD GOAGH JEFF BZDELIK

Ist Season at Colorado/5th College Season Overall

Jeff Bzdelik, a man synonymous with suc-
cess on both the professional and college levels
in the state of Colorado, was named the 17th
men’s basketball head coach for the University
of Colorado men’s basketball program, athletic
director Mike Bohn announced April 4, 2007.

Bzdelik (buzz-DEL-ik), 55, comes to Colorado
from the United States Air Force Academy, where
he guided the Falcons to a 50-16 record (a 75.8
winning percentage) in two seasons from 2005-07.
During those two seasons he led the Falcons to a
2005-06 NCAA Tournament and a 2006-07 NIT
Final Four appearance.

Bzdelik brings 29 years of coaching experi-
ence to the Boulder campus from the collegiate
to the professional ranks. He returned to the col-
lege game in 2005-06 after 15 seasons as both
a coach and scout in the NBA, including two-
and-a-half seasons as head coach of the Denver
Nuggets.

His two-year win total of 50 victories at the
Academy was a school-best in any two-year span
of the 51-year history of Air Force basketball,
while his 26 victories in 2006-07 was also a
school high. He’s the only coach to have won at
least 24 games in back-to-back seasons. Bzdelik
guided the Falcons to a 31-1 home record, in-
cluding a 15-0 mark in 2005-06 and 16-1 in
2006-07.

In 2005-06, Bzdelik led the Falcons to a 24-
7 record and the school’s fourth appearance ever
in the NCAA Tournament. He also led the Fal-
cons to a 12-4 record and second place finish in
the Mountain West Conference. Air Force also
capped the season leading the nation for the
fourth consecutive season in scoring defense.

Prior to returning to the college ranks with
the Air Force Academy, Bzdelik was the Denver
Nuggets head coach for two-and-a-half seasons
(2002-2005). He was named head coach in Au-
gust of 2002 after spending one year as a scout
for the Nuggets. Bzdelik engineered one of the
biggest turnarounds in NBA history during his
second season in 2003-04, leading the Nuggets
to the playoffs for the first ime since 1994-95
while posting a 43-39 record. The 26-game im-
provement over the previous year was the sixth-
best in NBA history.

Bzdelik also became the first coach in league
history (since the adoption of an 82-game sched-

ule) to guide a team to the playoffs the year after
winning less than 20 games. In his first season,
Bzdelik earned NBA-wide praise for Denver’s
competitiveness, work ethic and never-give-up at-
titude. Despite having the youngest team in fran-
chise history, Bzdelik’s team shattered the fran-
chise record for scoring defense by more than five
points per game, giving up only 92.4 per outing.
In addition, the Nuggets led the league in turn-
overs forced (17.1 per game) and had six of the
top 12 marks for single-season scoring defense.

Surprisingly to many, he was let go by the Nug-
gets after just 28 games into the 2004-05 sea-
son, with the team off to a 13-15 start. But that
decision would eventually become Air Force’s and
now Colorado’s gain.

From 1995-2001, Bzdelik was an assistant
coach under Pat Riley in Miami, holding the title
of Assistant Coach/Director of Scouting during the
final two years. With the Heat, he was respon-
sible for the preparation of all game plans, video
coordination and statistical data as well as player
development.

In 2000, he was recognized by USA Today as

one of the NBA’s top five assistant coaches. In
the 1998 Pro Basketball issue of Sports Illus-
trated, he was voted as the NBA’s best advance
scout by league general managers.
Prior to his tenure with the Heat, Bzdelik spent
the 1994-95 season as the lead scout for Riley
and the New York Knicks. He also served as an
assistant coach with the Washington Bullets from
1988-94 and was Wes Unseld’s first assistant in
1993-94. In addition, he coached the Bullets sum-
mer league team in 1988 and 1994.

The Illinois native began his coaching career
in 1978 at Davidson (N.C.) College. In 1980, he
was named an assistant coach at Northwestern
University where he spent six seasons and was
instrumental in the Wildcats” first NIT appear-
ance in school history.

He then accepted his first head coaching posi-
tion at the University of Maryland-Baltimore
County, one he would handle for two years be-
fore moving on to the NBA.

During the 1986-87 season at UMBC, his
squad was cited by The Sporting News as having
“One of College’s Biggest Turnarounds,” in the
school’s inaugural season in Division I. After go-
ing just 11-44 the previous two seasons as a Divi-

sion II program before Bzdelik’s arrival, UMBC
went 12-16 in his first year and 13-15 in 1987-
88 in Division I. His teams excelled in the class-
room as well, posting a 2.86 grade point aver-
age during his tenure.

Bzdelik is a 1976 graduate of the University
of lllinois-Chicago, where he earned a bachelor’s
degree in physical education. He earned four var-
sity letters in basketball at UIC and was named
team MVP as a senior in 1975-76. He still holds
the school record for the best free-throw percent-
age in one season, shooting 88.1 percent (59-
for-67) from the line in 1975-76 and still ranks
among UIC’s all-time leading scorers.

Bzdelik also spent six years in the Army Na-
tional Guard during the early to mid 1970s.

BOULDER, Colo. (AP/CU Sports Info.) - J.R.
Giddens 18-foot jumper in the corner with 33 seconds
remaining helped New Mexico to a 54-47 victory over
Colorado, Friday evening at the Coors Events Confer-
ence Center.

Hall scored all of Colorado's nine points over the
first 10:18 of the second half, but his teammates went
cold and New Mexico maintained a double-digit lead.

Robin Lopez, the Cardinal's second-leading scorer,
didn't score until the 18:48 mark of the second half.
He finished with four points and six rebounds. Taj
Finger provided a spark off the bench, scoring 11
points, and Hill grabbed a season-high 10 boards.

Colorado was down by three points, 25-22, after
Levi Knutson hit a 3-pointer in the closing seconds of
the first half.

However, the Cardinal went on a 16-4 run to start
the second half to break open the contest.

The Buffaloes were coming off a 60-50 win at Air
Force on Thursday night in coach Jeff Bzdelik's emo-
tional return to the academy. Bzdelik bolted from Air
Force to Colorado last April. The team had also won
back-to-back road games for the first time since the
1998-99 season.

Stanford showed it was comfortable playing at the
Buffaloes' slowed-down pace. The Cardinal scored
13 points under their season average.

It was the first meeting between the two schools
since the Cardinal's 71-58 win on Nov. 30, 1991.
Stanford now leads the all-time series 6-3.

BOULDER, Colo. (AP) - Senior guard Marcus Hall
scored a game-high 16 points leading three other play-
ers in double figures propelling the University of Colo-
rado to a 63-52 home victory over SMU on Friday
night.

Aggies Defeat Buffs in Big 12 Opener

COLLEGE STATION, Texas (AP) - Colorado
shot a season-best 62 percent from the field and
Cory Higgins matched a personal-best 15 points,
however the No. 11 Texas A&M Aggies scored an
86-69 victory over Colorado in the Big 12 Conference
season opener for both schools.

Dominique Kirk scored 15 points and DeAndre
Jordan added 14 points and nine rebounds to lead
the 11th-ranked Aggies to a win, their eighth straight
win by at least 15 points.

The Buffaloes lost their 11th straight Big 12 opener
and fell to 8-7 and 0-1 in the conference. They have
won just once in a league opener since the inception
of the Big 12.

CU shot a season-best 61.7 percent from the field
along with a season-low 10 turnovers. The Buffaloes
also shot a conference school record 77.3 percent
in the second half (17-0f-22). The percentage fell
just short of the school record of 78.9 set at Texas
Tech back on Dec. 28, 1985 (15-0f-19).

Higgins led three other CU players in double-
figures, in additon to his five rebounds. Richard
Roby and Xavier Silas each chipped-in 14 points
and Marcus Hall added 12 second half points. Hall
also had six assists.

The Aggies (15-1, 1-0) led by 15 points at halftime
and built their lead to 61-42 after a layup by Bryan
Davis about eight minutes into the second half.

A dunk by Marcus King-Stockton capped a 12-6
run for Colorado and cut A&M’s lead to 67-54. Kirk
answered the run with a jump shot and a 3-pointer to
put the game out of reach.

CU had trouble defending A&M’s balanced scoring
attack, which featured six players who scored in
double figures. Along with Jordan and Kirk, Davis,
Josh Carter, Joseph Jones and Donald Sloan all scored
at least 10 points.

The Aggies went on an 10-2 run in the first half to
take a 13-5 lead. The Buffaloes cut that lead to 16-
13 before the Aggies outscored them 20-8 over the
next 7 minutes. Texas A&M led 42-27 at halftime
on 55.6 shooting from the field with the help of eight
3-pointers.

Buffs Win Big 12 Home Opener

BOULDER (AP) - University of Colorado fresh-
man guard Cory Higgins scored a team-high 13
points and Richard Roby added 12 points and 10
rebounds to lead Colorado to a 55-51 win over
Nebraska Tuesday night.

It was CU’s ninth win of the season and it evened
their conference mark at one.

Even with Texas’ big rally, Colorado almost came
back at the end.

BOULDER (AP) - Richard Roby scored a team-
