SPORTS INFORMATION

CU vs. NEBRASKA: If CU hopes to break a three-
game road losing streak and win their third confer-
ence road game of the season they’ll have to do it
at the Devaney Center, an arena where CU is 2-7
since 1996-97. CU’s lone two wins came in 2001
(60-57) and 2004 (68-60). Earlier this season, the
Buffs won, 81-59 (see page 35 for box, story). Over-
all, the Buffs are 11-12 against their Cornhusker
rival since 1996 and have won four of their last six
against the Huskers (three were in Boulder).

QUICKLY ON THE HUSKERS: Nebraska has
lost three of its last five games and recently are led
by Aleks Maric (18.0 ppg., 11.6 rpg.) over the last
five games. Overall, NU is 13-4 at home (3-3 in the
Big 12) and has lost two straight (Texas Tech, Kan-
sas). Wes Wilkinson leads the team in scoring (11.8
ppg.) and is third in rebounding (6.3 rpg.); Jason
Dourisseau (10.6 ppg., 7.0 rpg.) is second, followed
by Maric (10.5 ppg., 8.0 rpg.). Maric leads all
conference players in offensive rebounding (3.7).

BIG 12 LEADERS: Marcus Hall still needs the
conference (all games) in assist-turnover ratio (2.07)
In all
games played, CU ranks first in scoring (79.7),
blocks (6.0), offensive rebounding (15.6, and 3-
pointers made (8.8). In conference-only games, the
Buffs are first in 3-pointers made (9.2), blocks (6.3),
offensive rebounding (15.8) and 3-point FG defense
(32.7).

and is CU’s lone leader in any category.

BUFF TIDBITS: In their last three road
games, Marcus Hall leads CU in scoring (15.7),
rebounding (5.3), assists (3.0), 3-pointers
(9)...Richard Roby ranks 30th on the school’s
all-time scoring list with 904 pts. (17.1 in 53
games)...Roby holds the top-five of CU’s scor-
ing games this season (33, 30, 29, 28,
27)...Roby is the only CU player to have started
all games in two years (53-straight)...He has
scored double figures in 26 of his 28 career
conference games (the other two were nine
points)...Andy Osborn has made at least one
3-pointer in 20-straight games (2.2 a
game)...Roby has two of CU’s three double-
doubles (Texas Tech, Utah); Osborn has the
other (Cal Poly)...Hall grabbed a career-best
nine rebounds (defensive) at K-State...Hall is
11 assists from 11th place (264) on CU’s as-
sist list and 19 from 10th (Billups)...Hall led
CU in scoring for the first time since doing it at
TCU (16 games ago)...TEAM: CU is scoring
65.7 ppg. in their last three road games (allow-
ing 76.3)...In the last three road games, the op-
ponent starters have outscored CU 64-3-
50.3...CU has begun the game with 10 made
3-pointers (see page 4) including the last four
games with a trey made...CU has played with a

LAST TIME 17-5: The Buffs are 17-5 for the
first time since the 1996-97 season ...The 1954-
55 and 1968-69 teams were also 17-5 after 22
contests.

CU vs. RANKED TEAMS: Colorado is now 1-
1 vs. ranked teams in 2005-06; the win over
Oklahoma snapped a three-game losing streak
against ranked teams; its last win was 88-79 over
No. 23 Texas last February 8 in Boulder. CU
last beat a ranked OU team on January 19, 2000,
when the Buffs beat the No. 17 Sooners 88-80.

STUDYING HALL: Junior Marcus Hall has
averaged 12.4 ppg. over his last seven games
with 4.1 assists, 2.9 rebounds, 14 3-pointers.
That ranks second behind Richard Roby’s (19.9
ppg.) and 18 3-pointers.

STREAKS, RUNS, TRENDS: Marcus Hall has
at least five or more assists in 10 games; two or
more steals in 10 games; two of more treys in
eight games; and 50 percent of FGs made in nine
games. Richard Roby has had seven or more
rebounds in 10 games; made 50 percent of his
shots in 10 games; three of treys made in 10
games; four or more assists (six games), three or
more steals (nine games) and has at least three
rebounds in 22 of 23 games (at KSU);

TOP 25 RANKINGS: Colorado was ranked
for two weeks as the No. 25 school in the ESPN/
USA Today Coaches Poll. The back-to-back
weekly ranking were the first since the 1996-97
season. This week the Buffs received 22 votes in
the coaches’ poll, while in the AP poll, received
13 votes. Prior to last week, CU last made either
poll in 1997 at No. 24 (Associated Press). The
others were 1969 (#18), 1963 (#10), 1962 (#9)
and 1955 (#15).

4-POINT PLAYS: There have been two 4-point
plays and one failed attempt at a 4-point play

TRIPLE THREAT: Not only are the Buffs on
pace to break their record of 223 three-pointers
in a season, set last year, but their .375 percent-
age from behind the arc is easily CU’s best since
the introduction of the three-point line in 1986-
87. The best three-point percentage for an entire
season was in 2003-04 when the Buffs made 188-
of-505 treys (.372).

GUARDING THE GLASS: Richard Roby’s 15
rebounds against Texas Tech (Feb. 11) were the
most in a game by any CU player since Julius
Ashby pulled down 17 boards against California
on Dec. 7, 2004. In case you're wondering the
last time a guard had that many rebounds, here
you go: Roughly 11 years ago, on March 4, 1995,
CU’s Donnie Boyce grabbed 18 rebounds in a
70-51 win over Kansas State.

SHOOTING THE THREE: CU has made the
3-pointer as their preferred offensive weapon of
choice with 10 or more treys in six of their last
10 games (only five at K-State, seven vs. TTU
and OU, eight vs. K-State). The Buffaloes are
inching closer to last year’s school record of 223.
Entering today, CU is 201-0f-536; last year at
this time they were 167-0f-465!

BIG 12 START: Colorado has opened Big 12
play with seven wins in its first 12 games. The
last time CU won that many after the first 12
games was 1996-97 (8-4).

CHAUNCEY: The Chauncey Kid’s Roundup wall
graphic is complete in the CECC and officially
was acknowledged at the CU-TTU game.
Chauncey Billups parents, Faye and Ray Billups,
attended and were honored on Chauncey’s be-
half in the first half of the game (first media
timeout). Chauncey donated $100,000 over four
years to the Athletic Department to create a pro-
gram to provide tickets for children from his na-
tive Denver and surrounding communities to at-
tend men’s basketball games. The wall graphic
is 25’ tall by 68’ wide.

REBOUNDING BY COMMITTEE: Five Buffs
are averaging at least four rebounds per game in
conference play: Richard Roby (6.0), Calvin Wil-
liams (4.7), Julius Ashby (4.6), Chris Copeland
(4.4), and Martane Freeman (4.1).

BIG 12 ROAD WINS: In five road conference
games, CU has won only two of those. The last
time they won at least three Big 12 road games
came in 2003-04 (NIT), 2000-2001 (non post-
season), and 1996-97(NCAA Tournament). Here
are the highlights of those two wins: Richard Roby
scored 27 points, including the decisive basket
in overtime as CU beat Oklahoma State 80-78
(Jan. 21). It was the Buffaloes’ second Big 12
Conference road win of the season. CU hadn’t
won at Gallagher-Iba Arena since Jan. 12, 1980,
a stretch of 20 games. The Buffs also hadn’t won

RAINING THREE’S: After topping the 40
percent mark for three-pointers twice in non-con-
ference play (.533 at Penn; .632 vs. Mercer), the
Buffs have shot over the mark in five of their 12
conference games. CU has reached double-digit
totals in three-point field goals made six of their
last 10 conference games. CU performed a school-

first with four-straight games with 10 or more
since the introduction of the three-point line in
the 1986-87 season.

THE STEAL CURTAIN: With a conference
high 10 steals against the Wildcats (Feb. 18) and
Cornhuskers (Jan. 25), CU’s season total stands
at 209. The single-season record is 285 by the
1994-95 Bulffs, led by Keith Higgins (72) and
Donnie Boyce (66). This season, the Buffs are
on pace for 254, led by Roby (51) who has reg-
istered at least one steal in every game this sea-
son, capped by his six-steal performance against
Oklahoma State (Jan. 21). If he continues his 2.2
steals-per-game average, he will finish the sea-
son with around 62, 10th in season steals at CU.

CU vs. RANKED TEAMS: In the last four years
at home, CU has defeated at least one nationally
team in Boulder. Most recently upsetting No. 19/
19 Oklahoma (84-75). Last year, it was No. 23/
22 Texas (88-79); in 2003-04, it was No. 22/23
Texas Tech (85-75); and of course the last NCAA
Tournament season, 2002-03, the Buffaloes de-
feated four schools, No. 3/3 Texas (93-80), No.
6/6 Kansas (60-59), No. 20/18 Oklahoma State
(68-56), nr/No. 22 Missouri (89-68).

BETTER FROM THE ARC THAN THE
FIELD: For the fifth time this season (at Texas
A&M), CU shot better from the 3-point arc than
it did from the rest of the field. The other games
were at Penn, Mercer, Kansas, and at Missouri.
In fact, only one time the Buffs have shot better
from the 3-point arc than the free throw line (Mer-
cer).

“LS” INITIALS: If you notice the “LS” initials
on each of the CU player uniforms that’s in
memory of senior walk-on Scott Senger’s mother,
Linda died of cancer last July. Scott played at
nearby Monarch High School where set the school
record for 3-pointers made in a season and most
points scored.

MAKING A RUN at TREY HISTORY: CU
is inching closer to the school record in treys
made in a season. What about the Big 12 Con-
ference record?

BOULDER, Colo. (AP) - Chris Copeland’s 20 points led
Colorado past UNC Wilmington 73-54 Friday night, the
Seahawks’ first loss after three impressive wins in the Black
Coaches Association Tournament.

Buffs coach Ricardo Patton, who has a .547 winning per-
centage and a .439 Big 12 mark in his decade in Boulder,
improved to 10-0 in season openers.

Richard Roby, who led the Buffs with a 16-point average as
a freshman last season, added 14 points, Jayson Obazuaye had
12 and Andy Osborn finished with 10. T.]J. Carter’s 12 points
led the Seahawks (3-1).

With 6-9 post player Julius Ashby academically ineligible
until the second semester, the Buffs turned to forwards
Copeland, a junior, and Osborn, one of Colorado’s nation-
high 10 seniors on the roster, to control the paint and keep
Wilmington from going 4-0 on its trip through the Rockies.

Copeland scored 10 first-half points - he had the only suc-
cessful 3-pointer in nine tries by Colorado - and Osborn, who
finished with eight boards, had eight points by halftime as the
Buffs inched ahead 29-23.

The Seahawks, of the Colonial Athletic Association, have
averaged better than 19 wins each of their three seasons under
coach Brad Brownell. They were fresh off capturing the cham-
pionship of the Black Coaches Association Tournament in
Laramie, Wyo., with wins over Butler, Wyoming and North-
western.

But instead of being in rhythm, they were tired. Both teams
started out slowly with Wilmington shooting 39 percent (10-of-
26) in the first half and Colorado 38 percent (11-0f-29).

The Seahawks were within six at 38-32 when the Buffaloes,
led by Copeland’s five points, used an 18-2 run to take control.
Antoine McGee’s three-point play with 11:12 remaining made
it 56-34.

Back-to-back baskets by Roby and Copeland’s three-point
play made it 68-44 with 3:46 left.

PHILADELPHIA, Pa. - Sophomore guard Richard Roby
and senior forward Chris Copeland scored 22 and 20 points,
respectively leading the University of Colorado Buffaloes to
78-60 victory over the University of Pennsylvania at The
Palestra.

CU/Penn played the first 20 minutes of play all even and
went to the intermission with a 37-37 tie. Unfortunately for the
Quakers, they went ice cold during the second half, and the
Buffaloes took advantage to earn the 18-point win.

After shooting nearly 44 percent from the field during the
first stanza, Penn (2-1) went just 9-0f-31 (29.0 percent) in the
second half including 2-0f-15 (13.3 percent) from three-point
land. CU on the other hand was 15-0f-33 (45.5 percent) and an
impressive 8-0f-10 (.800) from the free throw line.

CU (3-1) jumped all over Penn to start the game, scoring
nine of the game’s first 10 points. However, the Quakers re-
sponded with an 8-3 run to draw within three, then reeled off
11 unanswered points to lead 20-16.

Roby led a five-point Colorado run that gave the Buffs back
the lead, but after the teams traded buckets Penn went on
another 11-point streak that pushed its lead to 33-23. Roby
was again on display, though, scoring 10 points as CU climbed
back to tie the game at the break. At the half Roby had 17
points and had missed just one of his 11 shots from the field (4-
of-5 field goals including 3-of-3 three-pointers, 6-of-6 free
throws).

The Buffs scored seven of the first 10 points in the second
half to take a 44-40 lead, then extended that advantage to 50-
42 as the Quakers missed several opportunities. Penn was within
nine points with seven minutes left (57-48), but Colorado
dropped seven of the next eight points to make its lead 15 (64-
49) and Penn never got inside double digits after that.

Senior guard Jayson Obazuaye led the CU dominance on
the glass with a game-high and career-high nine rebounds help-
ing CU to a 50-28 advantage. Copeland added seven rebounds
along with sophomore Marcus King-Stockton tying a personal-
best seven boards.

BOULDER - The University of Colorado men’s basketball
team placed all five of its starters in double figures led with 17
points each by Andy Osborn and Richard Roby as the Buffa-
loes cruised to a 93-75 victory over Cal Poly at the Coors
Events Center.

With the win, CU improves to 4-1, having won its last three
in a row, while the Mustangs drop their fourth straight and fall
to 1-4.

Other starters who reached double figures for the Buffs were
Jayson Obazuaye (13 pts.), Chris Copeland (12 pts.) and Marcus
Hall, who finished the game with 11 points and five assists.

“It was a good game, a good win,” said CU head coach
Ricardo Patton. “There was some good, but some bad. But,
overall, I thought the guys played fairly well. In fact, we had
only five turnovers.”

The Buffaloes raced out to a 45-39 advantage at the inter-
mission on 51.5 percent shooting (17-0{-33), getting balanced
scoring from all five of its starters, including Roby and Osborn
with nine points apiece.

Midway through the first half, CU rallied from its biggest
deficit of the game (four points) with a 9-0 run over the next two
minutes, pushing its lead to eight points (31-23).

In the second half, CU continued to hold its advantage over
the Mustangs, extending its lead to 22 points with five minutes
remaining as Osborn hit his fourth three-pointer of the game
and an 87-65 lead.

Osborn also recorded his second career double-double in a
CU uniform, grabbing 10 rebounds to go with his 17 points.

BOULDER (AP) - Jayson Obazuaye scored a career-
high 19 points and Kyle Carder added 13 points as Colorado
won its seventh straight by routing Mercer 117-74.

Sixteen players scored points for Colorado (8-1) which
substituted freely and posted its first seven-game winning
streak since the 1996-97 season. The Buffaloes shot a sea-
son-high 63 percent from the field as they extended their
non-conference unbeaten streak to 15 games.

CU continued its hot 3-point shooting, connecting on 12-
for-19 on 3-pointers, to boost its four game total to 41.

Andrew Brown led undermanned Mercer (1-5) with 14
points. Brian Pfohl and Will Emerson had 12 points each for
the Bears, who suffered their fourth straight loss and their
worst of the year.

Colorado had 65 points by halftime, the most the Buffa-
loes had scored in a half since Dec. 7, 1990 when they re-
corded 75 points in the second half of a game against Central
Connecticut.

BOULDER (AP) - Ricardo Patton couldn’t tell if Baylor’s
lack of a non-conference schedule was the difference in a
lopsided win, but he saw improvement in his top two scorers,
Richard Roby and Chris Copeland.

Richard Roby scored 21 points and Copeland added 17 on
four 3-pointers as Colorado dealt Baylor its 17th consecutive
loss by winning 81-48 Wednesday night.

The Bears have played only three games this season after
NCAA violations forced the elimination of their non-
conference schedule.

“I can’t tell you if they showed signs of rustiness,” Patton
said. “I do know that without a non-conference schedule of
games, it has to have some effect.”

Andy Osborn also had 12 points for CU (12-3, 2-2 Big 12
Conference). The Buffaloes have beaten Baylor six straight
times at home, last losing to the Bears here on Dec. 15, 1951.

“The one thing I've learned is you have to play hard no
matter who you are playing,” Roby said. “It doesn’t matter
what the color of the other uniform is.”

Roby did most of his damage from the perimeter, with 8-
for-17 shooting, two 3-pointers to go with seven rebounds.
Although Copeland had four, 3-pointers, the remainder of
his contribution came inside the paint.

Henry Dugat led Baylor (0-3, 0-3) with 10 points. The team’s
leading scorer, Aaron Bruce had nine points and didn’t score
until hitting a 3-pointer a little over a minute into the second
half.

Baylor never appeared to be in sync in shooting 25 percent
for the game and finishing 10-for-19 at the free throw line.
They led only briefly and that was early on in the game.

Colorado led 36-18 at halftime after starting slowly, missing
5-0f-6 six shots to start the game.

Roby had seven of Colorado’s 23 points over the final 10:12
of the half while Baylor managed only two field goals and a
pair of free throws over that span.

STILLWATER, Okla. (AP) - Richard Roby scored 27
points, including the decisive basket in overtime, as Colorado
beat Oklahoma State 80-78, the Buffaloes’ second Big 12
Conference road win of the season.

Colorado led by as many as 11 points in the first half and
was up 39-30 at halftime. The Buffs took control with a 14-3
run midway through the half, fueled by nine points by Roby.

Colorado led 45-34 with 18 minutes left but didn’t score
again for almost seven minutes. In the interim, the Cowboys
scored 16 straight points to go ahead 50-45.

Roby scored on a driving runner with 33.7 seconds left in
regulation to tie the game 71-71 and OSU then held the ball
for the last shot. Curry missed a long 3-point attempt and
CU’s Marcus King-Stockton blocked a follow shot by Brown
out of bounds with 2.2 seconds left.

BOULDER (AP) - Sophomore guard Richard Roby re-
corded his fourth career double-double scoring a team-high
17 points and grabbing a personal best 15 rebounds, helping
the Buffs hold off a late Texas Tech rally, 66-64, Saturday
afternoon at the Coors Events Center.

Roby, who was 3-for-11 shooting, was 10-for-11 from the
free throw line as Colorado (16-5, 6-4 Big 12) snapped a two-
game losing streak. Marcus Hall also had 13 points, but missed
two free throws with six seconds left to give the Red Raiders a
chance to win.

Jarrius Jackson led Texas Tech (12-12, 4-6) with 18 points.
Martin Zeno had 17 as the Red Raiders remained winless in
five conference road games.

Andy Osborn’s 3-pointer put Colorado up by six early in
the second half, but two baskets off inside moves by Jackson
got the Red Raiders as close as 41-39 with 11:35 left. Two
unforced turnovers by Colorado led to 3-pointers by Zeno
and Dora, and Texas Tech took its first lead, 46-45.

Roby broke a 50-50 tie with a 3-pointer and hit two free
throws with 5:41 remaining to put the Buffaloes ahead 55-50,
but Jon Plefka’s 3-pointer and Zeno’s short jumper got the
Red Raiders within 57-55 with 3:43 left.

Jackson had eight points the rest of the way, but Colorado
countered with nine free throws, including three by Roby.
Hall’s two missed free throws led to an off-balance 3-pointer
at the buzzer by Jackson that caught the front of the rim and
bounded out.

Texas Tech missed its first eight shots and had four turn-
overs to start the game before Darryl Dora buried a 3-pointer
with 14:23 left. By then Osborn had hit two 3-pointers and
the Buffaloes led 9-3.

Roby’s first points of the game came on a rebound basket
and layup midway through the half to make it 22-8, but the
Red Raiders went on a 9-0 run. Two free throws each by Dora
and Zeno cut it to 25-23. Freeman came off the bench to
have a layup and 3-pointer in the last 2:11 to make it 30-25 at
the break.

Neither team burned the net in the first half. The Red

BOULDER (AP) - Richard Roby scored 28 points and
Chris Copeland added 18 to lead Colorado to its first victory
this season over a ranked opponent, 84-75 over No. 19 Okla-
homa on Wednesday night.

The Buffaloes (17-5, 7-4) moved into a tie with the Sooners
for third place in the Big 12 and bolstered their argument that
they deserve a spot in the NCAA tournament with the win
over the ranked team.

Michael Neal, who started in place of injured guard Austin
Johnson, scored 28 points on 7-0f-14 shooting from 3-point
range to lead Oklahoma (16-6, 7-4). Johnson sprained his
right ankle in Saturday’s 80-52 win over Baylor and did not
play.

Terrell Everett added 16 points for the Sooners.

The Buffaloes managed to beat Oklahoma’s stifling defense
by forcing the Sooners into their faster pace from the start.
Oklahoma had been holding opponents to an average of 59.6
points per game, while Colorado led the Big 12 with an 80.4
scoring average.

Colorado trailed 57-53 with 11:59 remaining when it went
on a 10-1 run to take a 63-58 lead with 7:19 remaining. The
run was capped by a basket by Marcus Hall and the Buffaloes
would never trail again.

Oklahoma pulled to 69-67 on a basket from Neal, but Roby
scored eight points, including two 3-pointers, and Hall added
another 3 to give the Buffaloes an 80-71 lead with 2:26 re-
maining.

The Buffaloes have struggled at the free throw line this
season, but they made 19-0f-22 in the game.

Oklahoma had held its last two opponents to just four first-
half field goals, but couldn’t dominate Colorado early. The
Sooners led 40-35 at halftime thanks to Neal’s 18 points on
six straight 3-pointers, which tied a school record.

MANHATTAN, Kan. (AP) - Cartier Martin scored 21
points - all but three in the second half - and had 10 rebounds,
helping Kansas State come back to beat Colorado 72-60.

Akeem Wright added 17 points and Dramane Diarra had
13, both career highs, for Kansas State (14-9, 5-7 Big 12).

The Wildcats, who won for just the second time in seven
games, blew an early 9-point lead and trailed by 11 points
early in the second half before surging ahead and then putting
the game away with a late 16-0 run.

Richard Roby, who led CU (17-6, 7-5) with 28 points in
Wednesday’s 84-75 victory over No. 19 Oklahoma, was held
to 14 points on 5-for-14 shooting.

Kansas State had its own offensive struggles, going more
than eight minutes without a field goal in the late first half and
early second before Wright scored nine straight points in a 13-
2 run that put the Wildcats up 46-43 with just under 9 1/2
minutes left.

Glean Eddy’s basket with 8:25 left put Colorado just one
point behind, at 46-45, but Kansas State responded with its
16-point run.

The 16-0 surge started quietly enough, when Diarra hit a
19-footer with just over 8 minutes left. Both teams went score-
less on several possessions after that, but Mario Taybron’s 3-
pointer with 6 1/2 minutes left and Martin’s fast-break dunk
35 seconds later put the momentum squarely on KSU’s side.

Marcus Hall led the Buffaloes, who lost their third straight
road game, with 15 points, nine rebounds and four assists.

The Buffaloes opened the second half on a 7-0 run before
Martin’s 3-pointer with 17:11 left broke Kansas State’s dry
spell from the field. The Wildcats were just 1-for-3 from the
line in the first half, when the Buffaloes were called for only
four fouls. Kansas State finished 14-for-19 after Colorado was
forced to foul late in the game.

Colorado hit all 11 of its free throws, one of the bright spots
on the afternoon for the Buffaloes. CU has turned around its
fortunes from the foul line over the last three games, making
51-0f-59 (86.4 percent). However, it was not enough to help
the Buffs in their attempt to match the school’s best record
(18-5) after 23 games.
