TODAY'’S FEATURE is 6'10 junior forward Trey Eckloff. The En-
glewood, Colo. native has played in six games this season av-
eraging 1.8 points and 1.2 rebounds per game. He is shooting
83.3 percent from the field (5-of-6). Last season he played in
15 games with one start (at Kansas State). Eckloff is a finance
major and was named to CU’s 4.0 GPA Club during the Fall
2008 and Spring 2009 semesters.

SHARING THE BALL: For the first time since the 1996-97 sea-
son (and four other times before that), CU had two players
with at least six or more assists in the same game in back-to-
back contents. Against Texas-Pan American, Cory Higgins and
Shannon Sharpe had seven and six assists, respectively. Last
Saturday, against Oregon State, Marcus Relphorde recorded
eight assists with Higgins adding six dimes. Upon further re-
search, there was no record of two players having six or more
assists in a single game in three consecutive games.

WINS/LOSSES: In six victories (all at home), the Buffs are av-
eraging 87.3 points per game; shooting 52.7 percent from the
floor, and outrebounding the opponent by five a game. Four
players are averaging 10 or more points with a team average
of 19.2 assists per contest. In three road losses, CU averages
73.7 points a game; shoots 41.2 percent from the floor, aver-
age only seven assists, and has two players in double digits
(both over 20 a game).

SENIORLEADERSHIP: LeviKnutson's six-3-pointersagainst Or-
egon State were the most since Richard Roby made six against
Nebraska (Jan. 25, 2006). Knutson’s eight FGs made ties a ca-
reer-high « Knutson is the first CU player other than Cory Hig-
gins and Alec Burks to lead the Buffs in back-to-back scoring
games since Dwight Thorne Il led CU in scoring Jan. 31 (at Kan-
sas) and Feb. 4 (Nebraska) during the 2008-09 season. Burks/
Higgins have led CU in scoring outright 34 of the last 40 games.

MOVING UP THE CHARTS: With 1,544 career points, Cory Hig-
gins is 22 points from seventh place on the school’s all-time
scoring list (Randy Downs: 112 games played, 1,566 pts., 1982-
85). Here's a look at the other lists Higgins appears on: third in
free throws made (445), fourth in career minutes (3,540), tied
for fifth in game starts (102), sixth in steals (168) and FT at-
tempts (547), and 14th in assists (252).

FIRST YEAR HELP: Freshman Andre Roberson leads the
Buffaloes in rebounding (63) with 7.0 a game and blocked
shots (12). He also leads on the offensive (21) and defensive
glass (42). More impressively he has led the Buffs at the end
of the game in a variety of categories: six times in blocks
(twice shared), rebounding six times (three shared), three
times in steals (once shared), and assists twice (both shared).

CHARITY STRIPE: Alec Burks and Cory Higgins have
reached the free throw line 126 times combined af-
ter nine games. The pair have made 105 of them
(83.3%). The rest of the team is 74-of-107 (69.2%).

2011-12 SEASON: The CU men’s basketball team will be
one of eight teams participating in the annual Honda Puer-
to Rico Tip-Off next season (Nov. 17, 18, 20) at the Coliseo
de Puerto Rico, in the cosmopolitan Hato Rey district of
San Juan. The field for the fifth annual Puerto Rico Tip-Off
includes CU, Alabama, lona, Maryland and Wichita State,
along with Purdue and Temple, which are ranked in the pre-
season ESPN/USA Today Coaches Poll at No. 8 and No. 22, re-
spectively. The final team will be announced at a later date.

PRESEASON WOODEN LIST: Cory Higgins and Alec Burks
were selected to The John R. Wooden Award Preseason Top
50 list. The list is comprised of 50 student-athletes who,
based on last year’s individual performance and team re-
cords, are the early frontrunners for college basketball’s
most prestigious honor. Higgins and Burks are the fourth
and fifth CU student-athletes, respectively to make the
Wooden preseason list. The other Buffaloes to make the
prestigious pre-season list are David Harrison (2003-04),
Chauncey Billups (1995-96), and Donnie Boyce (1994-95).

HIGGINSALL-BIG12PRESEASONFIRSTTEAM:CoryHiggins
was named to the All-Big 12 preseason first team. Players hon-
ored in the preseason voting were selected by the league head
coaches, who are not permitted to vote for their own student-
athletes. Higginsis atwo-time third team selection. It marks the
second time a CU student-athlete was named to the preseason
squad when Richard Roby was selected in 2006-07.Sophomore
guard Alec Burks was named an honorable mention selection.

RECEIVING VOTES: For the first time since the 2003-
04 preseason, the CU men’s team received votes (sev-
en) in the Associated Press Top-25 preseason poll. In
2003-04, the Buffaloes entered the preseason with 12
votes fresh off their 2002-03 NCAA Tournament berth
(their last appearance), instead they made the NIT.

WHAT'’S BACK in 2010-11: Senior Cory Higgins (18.9 ppg.)
and sophomore Alec Burks (17.1 ppg.) form one of the best
1-2 guard combos in the nation « The duo ranks third na-
tionally of top returning scoring tandems at 36.0 points
per game (see page 2 for complete list) « Last year, Hig-
gins scored 587 points and Burks (512 pts.) becoming the
first CU duo to score over 500 points in single season since
1990-91 (Shaun Vandiver, 699; and Stevie Wise, 655) « Burks
was fourth nationally among all freshmen in points per
game and field goal percentage, and became the first CU
freshman to score over 500 points in a single-season (512).

BIG 12 COACHES: With nine returning letterwinners and
all five starters returning, the Big 12 Coaches preseason
poll predicts the Buffs to finish in ninth place. Last season,
CU finished the regular season in eighth place. It was the
first in three seasons not finishing 12th. During the 2005-
06 season, CU ended up fifth in the conference standings.

BOULDER - Tad Boyle won his debut as Colorado’s new
men'’s basketball coach, but there are a couple of obvious
fixes to make as he and the Buffaloes move forward.

Start with better on-ball defense on the other team’s
point guard. And start with Idaho State’s Broderick Gil-
chrest as Exhibit A. Boyle and his players expect more, but
it was a‘'W’- the only bottom line letter that matters.

After CU had finally dispatched Idaho State 88-80 -
despite Gilchrest’s career-best 39 points - Boyle admitted
his emotions were “all over the board ... It wasn't a pretty
win, but it was a win. There’s a lot of room for improve-
ment, but you expect that on Nov. 12. | was nervous. You
just hope your guys respond and are ready to play.”’

Most of the time they were, with the noticeable excep-
tion of defending the 6-foot, 185-pound Gilchrest, who hit
6-of-8 from beyond the arc and was 13-of-21 overall from
the field.

“Once you let a guy like that get going, it’s hard to stop
him,” CU senior Cory Higgins said.

But if the Buffs yielded too many points to Gilchrest to
suit any of them, they also finished well for a first night by
hitting 10 free throws in the final 3:14 to keep the Bengals
winless in their last 13 road games.

CU got double-figure scoring from Alec Burks (20, his
ninth 20-point career performance), Cory Higgins and
Levi Knutson (16 each) and Marcus Relphorde (12). Austin
Dufault added nine points and freshman Andre Roberson
had a game-high 11 rebounds in 21 minutes.

Higgins said he and his teammates “want to do our
best for (Boyle); we know he has our backs ... . but this
wasn't the type of win we wanted. We gave up 80 points
at home, a lot of layups, and we're going to see a lot better
teams.”

The Buffs led 45-38 at halftime, opening that advan-
tage with a 10-4 run that was highlighted by Burks’ high-
light reel dunk - a twisting, over-the-head throw-down
that almost sent CU’s student section into a collective
spasm.

That field goal gave the Buffs their biggest first-half
lead - 43-35 - and momentarily stifled the momentum the
Bengals had gotten from Gilchrest, a senior guard who
finished the half with 20 points by hitting all four of three-
point attempts and was 7-for-10 from the field.

Gilchrest's first-half total was only five points shy of his
career-best (25, twice), and CU fans might have had a bad
feeling about what he could accomplish in the second half
if the Buffs' defense didn't tighten.

ATHENS, Ga. - Colorado came back from a large first-half
deficit, however Georgia’s Gerald Robinson Jr. scored 21
points as the Bulldogs overcame poor free-throw shooting
to edge Colorado 83-74 on Tuesday night.

SAN FRANCISCO (AP) - With 2.4 seconds remaining, the
score tied and two technical free throws coming, San
Francisco coach Rex Walters had only one question for
sophomore guard Michael Williams: Can you shoot these?

He could, and he did.

Williams, who had dragged himself off the court
minutes earlier due to severe cramping in both legs,
sank both foul shots to deliver USF an 83-81 over-
time victory against Colorado on Saturday night.

Angelo Caloiaro scored a career-high 26 points with
eight rebounds and Rashad Green added 16 points
for USF (2-1), which led for most of the extra period
but almost let the game slip away in the final seconds.

Alec Burks had 29 points and Cory Higgins added 28
points and eight rebounds for the Buffaloes (1-2). Higgins
gave Colorado an 81-79 lead with 10 seconds left - the
Buffaloes’ first lead in OT - when he scored on a knifing
fast-break drive and added the ensuing free throw.

Doolin drove the length of the court and missed
a wild runner, but Green grabbed the rebound and
converted the putback with 2.4 seconds remaining.

Colorado was judged by the officiating crew to have called
timeout after Green’s basket, but the Buffaloes had none re-
maining, soWilliamswassenttotheline, where he swished both.

CU coachTad Boyle protested the technical call vehemently,
tonoavail. Boylesaid hewastold by the officiating crew that Hig-
gins signaled for the timeout, but the player denied culpability.

“Cory swears he didn't do it,"Boyle said.”(The officials) said
we'll see it on film. The problem is, if he didn’t do it, what
do we do then? It's a shame the game has to end like that”

Burks missed a running 30-footer over Green as the final
buzzer sounded.

USF shot 63.2 percent on 3-pointers, with Caloiaro
converting six of seven, to overcome their 17 turn-
overs and the 22 points Colorado generated from them.

Burks and Higgins, the third-highest-scoring guard
tandem in Division | last season, carried the Buf-
faloes’ offense, but CU neither could pull away nor
fully impose Boyle’s preferred up-tempo style.

Higgins' free throws with 3:32 left in regulation gave CU
its first lead in more than six minutes at 63-61. The teams
traded the lead four more times down the stretch. Higgins
hit another pair of foul shots at the 43.9-second mark to put
Colorado up 70-68, but Williams responded with two free
throws of his own with 34.9 seconds left to tie the score at 70.

CU held for afinal shot, but Higgins'twisting 18-footer from
therightelbow was long, and the Buffaloes'tap-in try fell short.

BOULDER - Alec Burks was fresh off a career-high, 29-point
performance, Cory Higgins was set to make his 98th consec-
utive start at Colorado.

Tad Boyle is as much a numbers guy as any basketball
coach, but he’s more focused on the big picture. And from
his first CU team, this is what he was seeing: Uninspired de-
fense, critical breakdowns and weak board work that were
costing the Buffaloes.

The message to his players in the wake of their painful
overtime loss at San Francisco was simple and direct: The
five who play the best defense reap the rewards. Burks and
Higgins, the team’s two top scorers, weren’t among that
fivesome - and they didn’t start Tuesday night in CU’s 91-51
blowout of Alcorn State at the Coors Events Center.

“Coach said the best defensive players were going to play
... he stuck to his word and | respect that,” Burks said.

Boyle called the starting lineup “irrelevant.” Of more rel-
evance, though, is “where this program’s identity needs to
come from - defend and rebound . . . | said it when | took the
job and you’ll get sick of hearing me say it.”

Making Burks and Higgins short-term spectators, said
Boyle, wasn’t as much a punishment for them as a reward
for the players whose defensive play against USF graded out
higher. So Boyle started Shannon Sharpe, Nate Tomlinson,
Levi Knutson, Austin Dufault and Marcus Relphorde - with
Burks and Higgins watching.

“I don’t look at it like they didn’t start, | look at it like the
other guys did,” said Boyle, who admitted he was “an emo-
tional coach” after the loss at USF and that he had to “stick
to his guns” in starting the five best defenders.

Higgins, who had started every game of his CU career, said
his streak was an accomplishment he was “proud of - but it’s
always team first. I’'m not going to sit here and say it didn’t
bother me, but it’s over now.”

Boyle was aware of the streak and said he had spoken to
Higgins about it: “Cory is a team guy, a guy concerned about
the program. | was aware of it, it wasn’t something | took
lightly. | was proud of the way he handled it. | want this sea-
son to be special for our seniors.”

Their brief absences at the beginning of each half didn’t
matter that much. The Buffs breezed past the Braves, leading
by as many as 43 points in the final 1:02 and evening their
record at 2-2 while dealing the visitors their fourth consecu-
tive loss.

CAMBRIDGE, Mass. - Christian Webster scored 20 points
and Keith Wright added 19 and nine rebounds to lead Har-
vard over Colorado 82-66 on Sunday.

The Crimson (4-1) used sharp shooting from the field

Colorado struggled from the floor, shooting 19-for-49
(38.8 percent) as a team.

BOULDER - Tad Boyle always is looking for better defense,
and for at least a 13-minute stretch Tuesday night at the Co-
ors Events Center his Colorado Buffaloes gave him exactly
what he wanted.

After Texas-Pan American hit three consecutive three-
pointers and took a 9-3 lead, CU applied the clamps and
didn't allow another field goal for 13 minutes.

Although their grip loosened considerably in the second
half, the Buffs retained enough momentum to roll over the
Broncs, 83-64, evening their record at 3-3 and remaining
undefeated at home in Boyle’s first season.

Boyle called his team’s second-half defensive effort - al-
lowing 45 points and 11 offensive rebounds - “the most dis-
appointing thing about tonight ... but our guys know that.
We just lost our focus in the second half. There are so many
things we need to get better on”

After Sunday'’s disheartening loss at Harvard, Boyle had
challenged his team to play more together and ratchet up
their intensity level no matter the opponent, regardless of
the venue. He said he saw glimpses of unselfish play from
seniors Marcus Relphorde, Cory Higgins and Levi Knutson,
noting the trio “reacted how senior leaders should,” as well
as from sophomore Alec Burks.

“In practice and for the whole season, we've been try-
ing to play hard on defense and let the offense come,’ Rel-
phorde said. “We were finally to string together a bunch of
stops. .. the more consistent we can become with that, the
better we'll be”

But, added Knutson, “We need to string two (defensive)
halves like the first one together”

Knutson (18) Relphorde (16) led CU in scoring, with 13 of
Relphorde’s total coming in the first half. Higgins added 15
points and a season-high seven of CU’s 24 assists. Burks, the
Buffs’ leading scorer (22.4), managed only three first-half
points and finished with 12 - the first game this season he’s
been under 20.

But Burks added five assists and a game-best seven re-
bounds, showing Boyle that he’s striving to be well-round-
ed even if he's not hitting his scoring average.

Texas Pan-Am (2-6) scored its first nine points on three-
pointers by three different players and took a six-point lead
with 17:25 left in the half. If CU allowed that to continue,
trouble awaited.

It didn't.

Holding the Broncs to a single free throw for the next 13
minutes, the Buffs went on a 19-1 run to take a 22-10 lead
with 5:33 left before intermission.

BOULDER - When they play next season, it will be a confer-
ence game. Saturday night, it was a glimpse into the future
for the Colorado Buffaloes - and for CU Coach Tad Boyle it
was a welcome sight.

In their final game of the Big 12/Pac-10 Hardwood Series,
CU ripped Oregon State 83-57 at the Coors Events Center,
providing a good vibe for Boyle’s bunch as it contemplates
membership next winter in the Pac-12 Conference.

Staying unbeaten (4-0, 4-3 overall) at the Events Center,
the Buffs strung together their most complete 40 minutes
of the season against a name opponent. The Beavers (3-4)
had won two of their past three games, and Boyle was anx-
ious to see how his team responded against another BCS
school.

“Iwish | would have know we were going to play this well
before the game, | could have saved myself a lot of angst,”
he said.“l think our guys are starting to buy in. I'm seeing it.
In timeouts I'm seeing it . . . they’re recognizing (mistakes).
We're not there yet, it's one game; but | sense guys are buy-
ing into if we stop people we have a better chance!”

Boyle had plenty of reasons to be pleased. CU had four
players in double figures, topped by Knutson's career-high
22 points and followed by Alec Burks (15), Austin Dufault
(12) and Marcus Relphorde (12).

“When we're balanced, when we're playing together,”
said Boyle, “we're pretty hard to guard”

For a second consecutive game, Knutson came out in
“can’t miss” mode. Against Texas-Pan American on Tuesday
night, he came off the bench to score 18 points on 7-of-10
shooting from the field.

On Saturday night, playing as a starter, he hit eight of his
10 field goal attempts, including six-of-eight from beyond
the three-point arc. Knutson attributed his recent accuracy
to“a lot of things - but experience definitely helps. But | had
a great off-season, working in the weight room and with
coaches!”

He called Saturday night’s game “a good test for us, play-
ing against a team from a big conference. We were looking
to see where we were.

BOULDER- In non-hoops lingo, what happened Wednesday
night at the Coors Events Center closely resembled the mak-
ing of sausage - an often unsightly, grind-it-out process that
could have wound up being unpalatable for the Colorado
Buffaloes.

They worked overtime to get the final product right, but it
was worth it. The Buffs and their first-year coach, Tad Boyle,
left their home court with a 90-83 OT win over their in-state
rivals, the Colorado State Rams.

It was a savory end to a long night.

“I don't know where to start,” Boyle said afterwards, “but
we beat a really good team tonight. I've got all the respect
in the world for Coach (Tim) Miles, the job he’s done and the
team we just beat out there!”

Boyle called the contest “a grind-it-out type game. We
talked about it at halftime. (CSU) was trying to grind itout on
us...We've got opportunities to play a lot of different styles.
Obviously, we want to get up and down, and we'll play an
80-point game. There may be times when we have to play
games in the 50s or 60s.”

But the bottom line for the Buffs, said Boyle, is this: “The
resiliency, the pride and the toughness are starting to de-
velop.”

CU found all three in the final minute of overtime, getting
four consecutive free throws by Levi Knutson and a pair by
Marcus Relphorde, who added a “take that” dunk at the
buzzer.

Just as important, the Buffs also got a crucial block by
Austin Dufault on a layup attempt by the Rams’ 6-foot-9,
245-pound Andy Ogide that led to Knutson’s last two free
throws. Boyle called the block “key ... it was huge”

Both coaches believed their teams should have won the
game - which featured 14 lead changes and 10 ties - in regula-
tion play. But Boyle’s case might have been a little stronger
than Miles!In the final 2:00 of regulation, CU’s Alec Burks and
Cory Higgins missed four of eight free throw attempts, with
the normally dependable Higgins going three-for-six.

“I wouldn't change it," Boyle said. “I'd take Cory at the line
every day. I've got confidence in all the guys from the free
throw line. We're a good free throw shooting team.”

When they got a reprieve in the extra period, they proved
it, avenging a 77-62 loss to CSU last season in Fort Collins
and defeating the Rams for the 15th time in 16 games at the
Events Center.

The Buffs (5-3) again were the beneficiary of balanced
scoring: four players reached double figures, topped by Burks’
25.Behind him were Relphorde with 18, Higgins with 15 and
Knutson with 14.

BOULDER - If first-year men’s basketball coach Tad Boyle
fretted just once about semester finals and an eight-day
break taking any edge off his team, it was one fret too
many.

In fact, the time off might have come at a perfect time.

Boyle’s Colorado Buffaloes opened with a purpose Friday
night against The Citadel and played most of the next 39
minutes the same way, routing the Bulldogs, 89-61, at the
Coors Events Center.

Improving to 6-3, the Buffs stretched their home-court
winning streak to six this season and 18 consecutive home
victories against non-conference competition. It was the
first meeting between CU and The Citadel, which dropped
to 3-6 and plays eight of its next 10 games on the road.

CU had four players in double figures - freshmen Alec
Burks (19) and Andre Roberson (11), and seniors Cory Hig-
gins (18) and Levi Knutson (11). Roberson also collected 10
rebounds for his first career double-double.

With his team coming out of final exams and not play-
ing since an overtime win against Colorado State on Dec. 8,
Boyle had expressed mild concern earlier in the week about
the layoff and whether his team would be mentally sharp
after finals.

“As a coach you never know what to think coming off fi-
nals week . .. | was a little nervous,” Boyle said.

Not to worry. The Buffs hit half of their 20 three-point
attempts, shot 59.6 percent (34-of-57) from the field and
limited the Bulldogs to 41.4 percent (24-of-58) shooting.
CU outrebounded the visitors 33-29 and outran them at
every opportunity, scoring 23 points on fast breaks to The
Citadel’s two.

Higgins said his coach’s concern was needless: “We all
itched to get back out on the court. | knew we were going
to be ready to play, and it was just going to come down to
execution.”

Boyle was particularly pleased with the Buffs'increasingly
unselfish play, noting on occasion they might have been
overly unselfish. But finishing with 23 assists on 34 baskets
won't draw too many complaints from any coach.

Said Boyle: “Guys are looking for each other ... guys are
conscious of trying to make each other better”

Point guard Nate Tomlinson is at the head of that pack.
He dished out a team-best eight assists and had just one
of his team’s nine turnovers. Higgins had five assists and no
turnovers. It was the fifth time in nine games that the Buffs
have kept their errors in single digits.
