since Henry lIba (1933-34) to win his first three conference games -
Against K-State, CU’s first win on the road in 31 attempts against a
nationally ranked opponent (Jan. 11, 1997, #20 at Texas Tech)-14
years « The pair of nationally ranked upsets was a first since 2002-03
when the Buffs defeated four schools that season, it's also last time
CU reached the NCAA Tournament.

WOODEN TOP 30 LIST: Alec Burks was one of 30 student-athletes
named to The John R. Wooden Award Midseason list. Burks leads the
Buffs in scoring with 19.8 points per game and has led the team in
scoring10 times in 2010-11 « Alec Burks was named Big 12 Player of
the Week (Jan. 3-9) averaging 28 points and eight rebounds, CU’s first
conference weekly honor this season.

SIXTH MAN (see more on page 5): In his six Big 12 games, senior Levi
Knutson is making his name known as a solid sixth man. He's averag-
ing 11.7 points (third overall) with a team-best 16 three-pointers.

WINS/LOSSES: In 14 victories, the Buffs are averaging 86.6 points
per game (opponent 67.5 ppg.); shooting 51.1 percent from the floor
(oppt: 41.2), and outrebounding the opponent by 8.6 a game. Four
players are averaging 10 or more points (another at 9.8) with a team
average of 16.1 assists per contest. In seven losses, CU averages 71.7
points a game; shoots 43.3 percent from the floor, average only 9.6
assists, and have two players average double digits (Burks 22.4; Hig-

gins 16.6)

FRESHMAN SENSATION: Andre Roberson is making a run at CU his-
tory by becoming the first freshman to lead the team in rebounding,
steals and blocked shots in the same season. Here's the breakdown of

all three categories.

Note: No freshman has led in all three at season’s end (Scott Wilke
1987-88 and Joe Cooper 1980-81 are the only players of any class to
lead all three).

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21 GAME REVIEW: Head coach Tad Boyle is 14-7 after his first 21
games. He ranks second all-time among first-year head coaches
in their respective first full year at the helm. Ricardo Patton went
16-5.

CHARITY STRIPE: Alec Burks and Cory Higgins are a combined
231-for-269 (85.9 percent) from the free throw line this season. The
rest of the team is 165-for-237 (69.6). Three players are shooting
over 80 percent: Higgins (100-for-112, 89.3); Burks (111-for-157,
83.4) and Levi Knutson at 90 percent (27-for-30). In the Big 12 (all
games), the Buffs are the top shooting team at 78.3 percent.

MOVING UP THE CHARTS: Cory Higgins is now in fifth place on the
CU scoring list with 1,732 career points (only five CU players have
ever scored that many). Up next is Shaun Vandiver (1,876) in fourth
place.

LEVI KNUTSON BEST SHOOTER IN THE COUNTRY?

-As calculated by Ken Pomeroy, through games of Sunday, Jan. 23,
Knutson is first nationally in effective field goal percentage (69.6)
among players who play at least 40 percent of his team’s minutes. Ef-
fective field goal percentage measures the same as regular field goal
percentage, except made three-pointers are appropriately giving 50
percent more credit.

-Additionally, Pomeroy shows that Knutson is third nationally in true
shooting percentage (71.8). True shooting percentage is similar to ef-
fective field goal percentage, but also factors in trips to the free throw
line. The 71.8 percentage approximates what two-point percentage
Knutson would need to shoot to score the points he produces on all
his shooting attempts.

-Knutson remains first nationally in Offensive Rating (144.7) as calcu-
lated by Pomeroy. Offensive Rating is a complex formula developed
by Dean Oliver and explained in his book Basketball on Paper. Essen-
tially, the rating measures the points a player produces per 100 pos-
sessions in which that player ends the possession through a made
field goal or free throw, missed field goal or free throw rebounded by
the defense, or turnover.

-Knutson ranks first in the Big 12 and tied for 12th nationally in three-
point shooting percentage at 50.0 percent (42-of-84).

SHARING THE BALL: For the first time since the 1996-97 season (and
four other times before that), CU had two players with at least six
or more assists in the same game in back-to-back contents. Against
Texas-Pan American, Cory Higgins and Shannon Sharpe had seven
and six assists, respectively. Against Oregon State, Marcus Relphorde
recorded eight assists with Higgins adding six dimes. Upon further
research, there was no record of two players having six or more as-
sists in a single game in three consecutive games.

2011-12 SEASON: The CU men’s basketball team will be one of eight
teams participating in the annual Honda Puerto Rico Tip-Off next sea-
son (Nov. 17, 18, 20) at the Coliseo de Puerto Rico, in the cosmopoli-
tan Hato Rey district of San Juan. The field for the fifth annual Puerto
Rico Tip-Off includes CU, Alabama, lona, Maryland and Wichita State,
along with Purdue and Temple, which are ranked in the preseason
ESPN/USA Today Coaches Poll at No. 8 and No. 22, respectively. The
final team will be announced at a later date.

PRESEASON WOODEN LIST: Cory Higgins and Alec Burks were se-
lected to The John R. Wooden Award Preseason Top 50 list. The list is
comprised of 50 student-athletes who, based on last year’s individual
performance and team records, are the early frontrunners for college
basketball’'s most prestigious honor. Higgins and Burks are the fourth
and fifth CU student-athletes, respectively to make the Wooden pre-
season list. The other Buffaloes to make the prestigious pre-season
list are David Harrison (2003-04), Chauncey Billups (1995-96), and
Donnie Boyce (1994-95).




HIGGINS ALL-BIG 12 PRESEASON FIRST
TEAM: Cory Higgins was named to the All-
Big 12 preseason first team. Players honored
in the preseason voting were selected by the
league head coaches, who are not permit-
ted to vote for their own student-athletes.
Higgins is a two-time third team selection. It
marks the second time a CU student-athlete
was named to the preseason squad when
Richard Roby was selected in 2006-07. Soph-
omore guard Alec Burks was named an hon-
orable mention selection.

RECEIVING VOTES: For the first time since
the 2003-04 preseason, CU received votes
(seven) in the Associated Press Top-25 pre-
season poll. In 2003-04, the Buffs entered
the preseason with 12 votes fresh off their
2002-03 NCAA Tournament berth (their last
appearance), instead they made the NIT.
