Of the 11,064 seating
capacity of the Events Center 7,160 seats
are used for season tickets.

BUFFS IN THE NBA: For the second time
in as many years, CU has four former bas-
ketball players on opening day NBA rosters
in 2013 (Chauncey Billups, Pistons; Alec
Burks, Jazz; Chris Copeland, Pacers; Andre

Pac-12 MEDIA VOTE: The Buffaloes were
selected third in the preseason media vote.
