MATCH NOTES
• Last match recap, the Buffaloes defeated Wyoming 5-2. Julyette Steur, 
Winde Janssens, Nuria Ormeño Ruiz,  and Dhany Quevedo all won in straight 
sets, while Alex Aiello rallied from a set down to win in three. 

•  Alex Aiello leads the team in singles wins with a 17-3 record, followed by 
Nuria Ormeño Ruiz with a 14-6 mark, and Julyette Steur with a 11-5 record.

• CU has won singles positions No. 1 thru No. 4 three times, and have won 
the team score in all three matches (Northern Colorado, Colorado State, 
Wyoming).

• Colorado leads Denver in the all-time series, 28-9, however the Pioneers 
have won the last three in a row. The schools have played against one anoth-
er every year since 2001 with DU holding a 7-6 edge. CU is 4-3 in matches 
played in Boulder.

• In doubles, Julyette Steur and Ashley Tiefel have a team-best 10-3 record. 
Nuria Ormeño Ruiz and Winde Janssens are 9-5. Alex Aiello and Carla Manzi 
Tenorio have won six of 11 matches.

• In singles, Alex Aiello is undefeated at the No. 2 position with a 7-0 record, 
while Nuria Ormeño Ruiz is 4-0 at No. 4. Julyette Steur is 5-2 at No. 1 singles.

• At No. 3 doubles, Julyette Steur and Ashley Tiefel have won six of seven 
doubles matches since Jan. 24.

• Looking at the history books, Carla Manzi Tenorio ranks No. 20 overall in 
combined singles (47) and doubles (56) victories with 103. Winde Janssens 
is No. 26 overall with 47 singles and 48 doubles tallies (95 overall).

• In career doubles victories, Carla Manzi Tenorio has reached the Top-
10 with 56. The all-time record is shared by Melisa Esposito and Monica 
Milewski with 77 wins. Winde Janssens is tied for No. 23 overall with 48.

• Julyette Steur has 36 singles and 31 doubles victories to her credit. 

• When a match goes three sets, Winde Janssens has the most victories with 
12, followed by Julyette Steur and Carla Manzi Tenorio with eight each. In 
her brief time on the CU campus, Alex Aiello is 7-0 in three set matches.
