97 team with a win Saturday • CU is one of four teams in the Pac-12 with at least 20 
wins (Arizona, UCLA, ASU) • CU is looking 
for its ϐifth road win matching last year’s 
road total • The 10 road wins in two years, 
matches the 2003-05 seasons for combined 
road victories (2003-04: six, 2004-05: four).

3-STRAIGHT ROAD GAMES: It’s been 53 
years (1960-61) since CU ended the regular 
season with three-straight road conference 
games (lost at Oklahoma State, won at Okla-
homa, lost at Kansas State in Big Eight play).

WHAT A WIN SATURDAY MEANS: Sixth 
time in 113 years of the program the Buffs 
have won 21 games in a season, including 
the fourth straight year • Third straight year 
CU will have won double-digit Pac-12 Con-
ference games, a school record • Improving 
to 6-1 against Utah in Pac-12 play.

GREAT SCOTT: Josh Scott has led CU in scor-
ing & rebounding in the same game 8 times 
• Last 5 games he is averaging a team-best 
17.8 ppg., 8.4 rpg., 55.4 FG% and 9 blocks.

DEFEAT OF 18+ POINTS FOLLOWS WIN: Following a road or home loss of more than 
an 18 points, the Boyle coaching staff follows the next game with a win (6-0). See below.

FEBRUARY: CU has started 5-2 after the ϐirst 
seven games in February, its strongest start 
since 1961-62 (53 years ago). The 1961-62 
team won all seven February games. That 
team (19-7) won the Big 8 Conference title 
and ϐinished with its highest national AP 
ranking (#9).

INSIDE THE NUMBERS: Under the Boyle 
staff at the Events Center, CU is 50-1 when 
outrebounding the opponent (last year out-
rebounded Ariz. St., 41-26, OT loss) • CU is 
31-1 when the opponent shoots under 40 
FG% (UCLA this season) • CU is an incred-
ible 27-0 at home when out-rebounding the 
opponent AND holding opponent under 40 
FG% • Overall (all games), CU is 38-2 out-
rebounding and holding opponent under 
40 FG% • The 9 conference wins is just the 
fourth time CU has 8 or more league games 
four years in a row: Once in RMAC, once in 
RMAC/MSC, once in the Big 8 (1962-65), so 
nearly 50 years.

COACH BOYLE: Coach Boyle’s winning per-
centage (.659) is the best of any CU head 
coach in men’s hoops history • First CU MBB 
coach to guide the team to four-straight 20+ 
winning seasons • 89 victories over his four 
seasons, most wins in any four-year span in 
school history (89-46 record). 

MBB MISCELLANOUS: CU is 15-5 when the 
game is a home sellout • CU is 13-6 when 
committing single-digit turnovers over the 
last four years (CU has performed single-
digit turnovers ϐive times this season) • 
CU has made at least one three-pointer in 
394-straight games (dating back to Jan. 19, 
2002).

TEAM NOTES: CU is an impressive 27-4 un-
der Boyle when having 15 or more assists 
in a game • CU is 7-0 overall when shooting 
50 FG% (4-0 in Pac-12 games) • CU is 8-0 
in single digits games (12-1 overall) • Since 
CU joined the Pac-12, it has played the most 
one-point games in the conference (7) and 
are 5-2.

TEAM SCORING: CU boasts four players 
averaging over 11 ppg, including three av-
eraging over 14 a game. It’s the ϐirst time 
three players have averaged that many since 
1995-96 when four players averaged 14 or 
more a game. 

DOUBLE-DOUBLE: Not by the tradition way 
of points/rebounds, Askia Booker recorded 
his ϐirst-career double scoring 16 points 
with 12 assists at UCLA. He’s the ϐirst player 
since Marcus Hall (10 vs. Baylor, March 13, 
2008) • “Ski” is the seventh CU player in 
school history with at least 12+ assists in 
a game. Last CU player with that many Jose 
Winston (15 vs. Coppin St., Jan. 2 2001).

ESPN’s College Hoops GameDay 
Targets First MBB Boulder Stop 

• ESPN’s College GameDay Covered by State 
Farm made its ϐirst visit to the CU campus 
for men’s basketball on Feb. 22.
 
• GameDay’s ϐirst hour began at  8 a.m. on 
ESPNU, with the program continuing at 9 
a.m. on ESPN.  

• An one-hour segment at 6 p.m. on ESPN 
precedes the Buffaloes-Wildcats tipoff  later 
that night. 

• Rece Davis served as host for College 
GameDay. Other regular participants in-
clude analysts Digger Phelps and Jay Wil-
liams.

• Coach Boyle called CU getting the nod over 
Stanford “huge for the program (and) great 
for the University of Colorado. It’s great for 
Boulder, it’s great for our state. All the eyes 
in college basketball that day will be fo-
cused on Boulder, Colorado.”

• Boyle also called the selection “a testa-
ment to our players, a testament to our 
fans, a testament to our coaches and how 
far this program has come. It’s something 
we’re really proud of. Now, it’s one thing to 
have (GameDay) here, we’ve got to play well 
when they’re here, and have a full house, 
energy...it’s imperative we play well be-
tween now and then to make sure our fans 
have something to get excited about.”

BEST HOME RECORDS: Of the best home
records in school history (minimum 10 
home games played) in terms of wins, the 
Tad Boyle coaching staff owns the top two 
and three of four.

20 POINT SCORERS: In seven of the last 11 
games (not Arizona, at ASU, at UCLA), each 
of CU’s leading scorers scored at least 20 
points • CU has had multiple 20-point scor-
ers in three games this season -- all wins 
(Oregon, WSU, UW). In 33 games last season 
and 36 games in 2011-12, CU did not have 
a pair score 20 in the same game. In 2010-
11, it happened eight times (5-3 record) • 
Against Washington, CU had three 20-point 
scorers in the same game (Johnson-27, 
Scott-21, Booker-20), a ϐirst since Feb. 3, 
2007 against Oklahoma State (Kal Bay-21, 
Dominique Coleman-20, Richard Roby-20) 
• Last time CU had two players with 30 or 
more blocks in a season was 2007-08 (Mar-
cus King-Stockton: 49), Richard Roby: 30). 
This season: Wesley Gordon & Josh Scott 
each have 36.

UNDER 70 POINTS A GAME (when 3-Pt. FG 
Established): Entering this season, no CU 
team has kept the opposition from averag-
ing in the 60’s three-straight seasons since 
the inception of the 3-point play. So far, the 
CU defense is holding the opposition to 69.2 
points per game. Last year, it was 63.6 ppg., 
and in 2011-12, the opponent averaged 
63.0 ppg. The Buffs can match the 1978-79 
(66.9), 1979-80 (67.3), 1980-81 (64.5).

COLORADO TRIO: For the ϐirst time since 
the 1995-96 season (Jan. 2), three Colo-
rado student-athletes were in the start-
ing lineup against Washington State. Josh 
Scott (Monument), Wesley Gordon (Colo. 
Springs) and Xavier Talton (Sterling) 
started in the 68-63 win over the Cou-
gars. Eighteen years ago, Chauncey Billups 
(Denver), Fred Edmonds (Denver) and Ted 
Kritza (Colo. Springs) started at Wash-
ington (Huskies won 76-68). Kritza is the 
older brother of CU volleyball head coach 
Liz Kritza.

TEAM TRENDS: CU has allowed opponent 
to shoot below 39 percent 11 times this 
season, six times in Pac-12 play (Arizona 
State, Washington, USC, UCLA, Oregon 
State, at USC) • In four years, Tad Boyle 
and the Buffs are 15-3 in games when a 
home win follows a road OR neutral court 
loss • CU is 16-2 out-rebounding the op-
ponent and 69-12 in that category in the 
coach Boyle era • 15-2 when leading at half

SPENCER DINWIDDIE: The 6-6 junior’s 
2013-14 season is over, ended by an ACL 
injury that will require surgery when 
swelling subsides in his left knee (surgery 
was Monday, Jan. 20). The injury was suf-
fered in the ϐirst half at Washington. Din-
widdie is CU’s Mr. Everything leading the 
Buffs in scoring (14.7 ppg.), assists (64, 
3.8 apg.) and steals  (26, 1.5 spg.). He 
also leads in free throw shooting (.857). 
In the history book, Dinwiddie ranks in a 
number of categories: No. 3 in FT% (420-
of-506, .830) • No. 4 in 3-FG% (115-of-
298, .386) • t-No. 11 in game starts (86: 
has started all 86 career games) • No. 
17 in minutes (2,590) • No 20 in assists 
(227) • No. 23 in scoring (1,115 pts).

CU SENIORS: Beau Gamble and Ben Mills 
will be graduating this May.

TOURNAMENT STRUCTURE 
 
1. Seeding and Tie Breakers 
All Conference teams that are eligible for post-season play shall participate in the Tournament.  
The seeding and pairings shall be determined upon completion of the regular season. The won-
lost percentage record of the teams in regular season Conference play will determine seeding. 
This shall apply even in the event one or more teams cannot play its entire 18-game Conference 
schedule. An ineligible team’s record and place in the final standings will be utilized in any 
tiebreaker situations. The team with the best winning percentage in Conference play will be 
seeded No. 1, the next best winning percentage in Conference play will be seeded No. 2, and 
so forth through all the seeds. 
  
2. Tie Breakers 
Tie breaking procedures for determining all Tournament seeding will be: 
 

2.1. Two-team tie 
a. Results of head-to-head competition during the regular season. 
b. Each team’s record (won-lost percentage) vs. the team occupying the highest 

position in the final regular season standings, and then continuing down through the 
standings until one team gains an advantage. 

 
When arriving at another group of tied teams while comparing records, use each team’s record 
(won-lost percentage) against the collective tied teams as a group (prior to that group’s own tie-
breaking procedure), rather than the performance against individual tied teams. 
 

c. Won-lost percentage against all Division I opponents. 
d. Coin toss conducted by the Commissioner or designee. 

 
2.2. Multiple-team tie 

a. Results of collective head-to-head competition (won-lost percentage) during the 
regular season among the tied teams. 

b. If more than two teams are still tied, each of the tied team’s record (won-lost 
percentage) vs. the team occupying the highest position in the final regular season 
standings, and then continuing down through the standings, eliminating tied teams 
with inferior records until one team gains an advantage.  

 
When arriving at another group of tied teams while comparing records, use each team’s record 
(won-lost percentage) against the collective tied teams as a group (prior to that group’s own tie-
breaking procedure), rather than the performance against individual tied teams. 
 
If at any point the multiple-team tie is reduced to two teams, the two-team tie-breaking 
procedures will be applied. 

c. Winning percentage against all Division I opponents. 
d. Coin toss conducted by the Commissioner or designee.
