
QUICKLY: Colorado closes its home non-conference schedule Saturday against North-
ern Colorado • CU plays at the Diamond Head Classic in Oahu, Dec. 22-25 and takes on 
DePaul (Dec. 22) in the ϐirst round on ESPNU • The Buffs have not lost three-straight 
games since the 2010-11 season (4-in-a-row in Big 12 play) • Last time CU out-re-
bounded two opponents and lost (at Georgia & Colorado State) was 2012-13 versus 
UCLA and at Washington • Nationally, CU is No. 38 in rebounding margin (7.8), No. 48 
in FG% defense (59.0), No. 66 in blocked shots (4.8).

850 KOA: Buffs Warm-Up with play-by-play “Voice of the Buffs” Mark Johnson and col-
or analyst Scott Wilke begins at 3 p.m. taking your calls discussing CU basketball; then 
at 3:30 p.m., KOA previews the CU/UNC game with a 30-minute pre-game breaking 
down the match-up, taking a look around the Pac 12, and talking with Head Coach Tad 
Boyle…followed by the Buffs/Bears tip at 4:06 p.m.

BUFF BITS: Xavier Johnson has scored 10+ pts and grabbed 5+ rebounds in four-
straight games (13.3 ppg, 5.3 rpg, .533 3 FG% (8-of-15) • 
Askia Booker has helped CU to a 17-2 home record when 
shooting 50+ FG% over his career • Booker’s last four 
games: 19.3 ppg, 4.0 apg, 3.8 rpg • Josh Scott and Xavier 
Talton have started all eight games • Nine players have at 
least 6 or more assists after eight games • Jaron Hopkins 
off the bench in the last four games: 6.0 ppg, 9-of-18 FG • 
Buffs have allowed over 70 points one time this year thru 8 
games (2007-08 CU team last to do that).

WOODEN TOP 50 WATCH LIST: Junior forward Josh Scott 
is making the most of his nomination leading CU in points 
(14.8 ppg.), rebounding (8.5 rpg.) and 14 blocks. He’s also 
shooting a team-best 55.2 percent from the ϐield (min. 40 
att.) and 89.6 percent from the charity stripe with three 
double-doubles (two 20+ scoring efforts). Toss in 13 as-
sists, four games with at least three blocks, and one made 
three-pointer.

A WIN TODAY MEANS: CU breaks a two-game losing skid 
and matches the 2010-11 team after nine games (6-3 re-
cord) • Coach Boyle picks up his 98th CU win • CU improves 
home record over the last ϐive years to 66-10 (.868) • 21st 
December win in 28 games for the Boyle coaching staff.

• CU won 23-straight non-conference 
home games that dated back to 2011, 
was ended by CSU, third longest streak in 
school history.

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MORE SCOTT: As of Thursday, Josh Scott 
continues his best season to date. He’s No. 33 
in double-doubles (3); No. 35 in FTM (43); 
No. 40 in FT% (89.6); No. 58 in rebounds 
(8.5); No. 81 in total rebounds (68), and No. 
93 in blocks (1.75). He’s tied with four others 
in the Pac-12 for second overall in double-
doubles (3) and his .552 FG% is sixth all-time 
in school history for a single-season.

CU/UNC: CU head coach Tad Boyle faces 
Northern Colorado for the ϐirst time since 
leaving Greeley to become the head coach 
at CU. Boyle coached UNC from 2006-10 
and guided the Bears to their best record in 
school history, a 25-8 mark in 2009-10. UNC 
is 4-3 this season with two of its losses at 
Wyoming and Colorado State, both by eight 
points. The Bears make 51 percent of their 
shots from the ϐield, and are led in the scor-
ing column by Tevin Svihovec (11.7 ppg) and 
Cameron Michael (11.2 ppg).

PAC-12 NETWORK: For those loyal follow-
ers of the Pac-12 Network, you may have no-
ticed the Pac-12 Sports Report is missing one 
of its regular co-anchors.  Ashley Adamson 
had surgery on December 9 on her left wrist 
(comminuted radius fracture) after a cha-
rades incident.  Although in reality, she’s on 
the disabled list, we’ll list her as day-to-day 
with the hope for a speedy recovery to re-join 
JB Long (Saturday’s play-by-play caller for CU 
vs. Northern Colorado).

1,000-POINT WATCH: Josh Scott ranks No. 
36 in all-time scoring (928 pts.) and is on the 
verge of becoming the No. 32 player in school 
history to score 1,000 career points. Xavier 
Johnson ranks No. 54 with 780 points.

‘SKI: With 111 career games under his belt, 
Askia Booker is the 15th player in school his-
tory to log over 3,000 career minutes (3,065). 
With over 1,000 minutes played in each of his 
last two seasons, Booker could make a push 
to ϐinish second in school history, only be-
hind Cory Higgins (2007-11: 4,478 minutes). 
Higgins is the only player in school history 
to score over 2,000 points, 500+ rebounds, 
300+assists, 150+ steals. 

WOODEN WATCH LIST: For the fourth time 
since 2010-11, a CU men’s basketball player 
was named to the John R. Wooden Award Top 
50 Watch list. Josh Scott, a junior majoring 
in sociology, joins four other CU players who 
have been nominated. Alec Burks (2010-11) 
made it as a Top 20 ϐinalist; Spencer Din-
widdie (2013-14), Andre Roberson (2012-
13) were honored with a Top 50 mention; 
Chauncey Billups, in 1995-96.

CARDIAC BUFFS: Under Tad Boyle (160 
games: 97-53), the Buffs have had more 
than their fair share of close games. In 
games decided by three points or less in 
the Boyle Era, CU is 18-9 (5-4 in one-point 
games, 7-2 in two-point games and 6-3 
in three-point games … and 14-5 against 
league opponents, 10-4 vs. Pac-12, 4-1 
vs. Big 12).  And there were 10 overtime 
games, so that means 37 games ended af-
ter regulation with the margin between 0 
and 3 points.

ALL-TIME WINS: Askia Booker has a 
chance to become the all-time leader in 
wins in CU history among four-year letter-
winners. With 73 wins, it will take a school 
record 25 wins this season to top the re-
cord of 92 wins set last year by Ben Mills.

HAWAII BOUND: The CU men’s team is 
one of eight teams playing at the 2014 
Hawaiian Airlines Diamond Head Clas-
sic this Christmas in Oahu. The CU men’s 
basketball program is not a stranger to 
the Hawaiian Islands during the ϐirst two 
months of the non-conference season. In 
Nov. 2009, the Buffaloes competed at the 
EA Sports Maui Invitational, and in 2008, 
they participated at the Rainbow Classic in 
Honolulu. Both tournaments saw the Buffs 
achieve a 1-2 record.

CU/Pac-12/NCAA TOURNEY: Since the 
inception of the Pac-12 Conference in 
2011, the Buffaloes are the only team to 
represent the conference in the last three 
NCAA Men’s Basketball Tournaments. 

HOME GROWN: Six players from the state 
of Colorado are on the 2014-15 roster, it’s 
the most from the Centennial State in one 
season since 1978-79.

SOX WALSETH COURT: The Coors

FG Established): For 
the ϐirst time since the 1978-81 seasons, the Buffs kept the opposi-
tion under 69.9 points per game in three-straight seasons (2013-
14: 68.2 ppg.; 2012-13: 63.6 ppg.; 2011-12: 63.0 ppg.). The Buffs 
matched the 1978-79 (66.9), 1979-80 (67.3), 1980-81 (64.5). 

3-POINT ARC: Since 1982-83 when the 3-point shot was added to 
the college game, Mack Tuck ranks among the best 3-point shooters 
in CU history - of those who are 6’6” and taller. Here’s the Top-10 
list with a minimum of 150 career attempts:

PREP TEAMMATES: Freshmen Tory Miller and Josh Repine were 
teammates last year at New Hampton Prep [N.H.] and are the sec-
ond tandem on the 2014-15 roster hailing from the same high/
prep school. Eli Stalzer and Xavier Johnson are high school team-
mates from Mater Dei High School (Calif.). Stalzer/Johnson became 
the ϐirst pair from the same school since the 2002-03 season when 
Matt Greenwald and Blair Wilson played together on the CU roster 
(from Westminster High School). Repine/Miller are the 13th pair 
in CU history.

20-WIN SEASONS: CU won 23 games in 2013-14, third most victo-
ries in school history • Coach Boyle owns the top three winningest 
seasons in school history (24 wins in each of the 2011-12 and 2010-
11 seasons) • CU has won 20 games in each of Tad Boyle’s four sea-
sons at CU - a school record for four straight years • In 113 years of 
CU basketball there’s been eight seasons of 20 wins or more, and 
he owns four of them • For only the second time in school history 
(1996-97), the Buffaloes won 21-regular season games.

2013-14 NCAA TOURNAMENT: Seeded eighth in the South Region, 
it was CU’s highest NCAA Tournament seed since the 1997 Tourney 
when they were ninth in the East Region (defeated Indiana in the 
ϐirst round; then fell to No. 1 seed North Carolina) • CU earned its 
third straight NCAA Tournament berth, a school record (2011-12 
(automatic berth): 3rd Round; 2012-13 (at-large bid): 2nd Round; 
2013-14 (at-large bid): 2nd Round.

MORE TOURNAMENT HISTORY: It was CU’s 13th NCAA Tourna-
ment appearance in its history (10-15, .400) with two Final Fours: 
1942 & 1955 • CU last played in the state of Florida for the NCAA 
Tournament (Tampa) as a No. 10 seed, South Region (2002-03): lost 
to No. 7 Michigan State • Since 1997 (7 NCAA games since then), CU 
was the higher seed and wore its lighter color home jersey (instead 
of home white, they wore their third jersey, silver).

CU IN POSTSEASON: The Buffs are 13-7 in postseason games (9-3 
conference, 3-1 NIT, 1-3 NCAA) under Coach Boyle • .650 postsea-
son winning percentage, ranks ϐirst in school history • Conference 
tournament semiϐinals three of the last four years (Pac-12: 2014 
and 2012. Big 12: 2011).

BLOCKS IN A SEASON: Last year was the ϐirst time the Buffs had 
a pair with at least 40 blocks in a season. (Wesley Gordon: 41 and 
Josh Scott: 40). In 1993-94, Ted Allen had 55, Donnie Boyce, 40. 

CONFERENCE PLACING: CU ϐinished tied for third in the ϐinal con-
ference standings with a 10-8 mark. However, at the conference 
tournament, were seeded ϐifth. CU was the ϐifth seed in 2012-13; 
sixth seed in 2011-12 even though they tied for ϐifth in the overall 
standings. In the last year in the Big 12, the Buffs were the ϐifth seed 
at the conference tournament as well.
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MEN’S BASKETBALL HALL OF FAME:  The 10th class of the Uni-
versity of Colorado Athletic Hall of Fame was inducted Thursday,
October 30 at the Coors Events Center. Among those inducted for
men’s basketball was former head coach Frosty Cox and two for-
mer greats, Jim Davis and Bob Jeangerard.  Of the 68 members and 
one team (1959 NCAA Ski team) in the CU Hall of Fame, there are
nine former men’s basketball players and two former head coach-
es. Players are Ken Charlton (1960-1963), Burdette Haldorson 
(1952-55), Jack Harvey (1938-40), Billy Lewis (1957-60), Dave 
Logan (1972-76), Leason “Pete” McCloud (1939-42), Cliff Meely 
(1968-71); former coach Russell “Sox” Walseth (1946-83).

• Forrest B. “Frosty” Cox, Basketball Coach (1935-50)
Cox passed away at the age of 54; his son Forrest “Frosty” Jr., ac-
cepted on his behalf.  “It’s a privilege to be able to represent Dad in
accepting this award.  This is a tremendous honor for him and our
family.  We are so proud of his accomplishments here at the Univer-
sity of Colorado.  He was a strict on discipline and a perfectionist, 
and tried to instill those traits into his players both on and off the
court.  But away from basketball, he was a kind man and a great 
sense of humor.”  Cox made mention that several family members 
went on to attend CU.

• Jim Davis, Basketball (1961-64)
“Spider” as he was known by his teammates, opened by congratu-
lating the rest of the class.  “I personally feel very, very honored to
have this award bestowed upon me.  I hope that whatever happens,
I will always be a Colorado Buffalo.  I am currently living in Canada,
but it’s a great privilege to be able to travel back here.  This was my 
second home.  I want to thank my teammates and all those who
helped me earn this honor this evening.”  He introduced his two 
roommates, and hoped that they would truly enjoy themselves this
weekend, “especially at The Sink.”  He said he was sold on CU when
he woke up the morning of his recruiting trip and saw the sun shin-
ing on the Flatirons.

• Bob Jeangerard, Basketball (1952-55)
Jeangerard succumbed to complications from Alzheimer’s dis-
ease this past July at the age of 83; his son, Robert, Jr., represented 
him.  “If my dad was up here accepting this honor tonight, what 
he would talk about would be his teammates and everything they 
did for him.  The stories that he used to tell us about, everything 
was about teamwork and dedication.  He would tell us about the
magic that this university brought him and the opportunity that 
this university gave him.”  He spoke about how his father grew up
in Chicago during a rough time, but excelled in basketball and base-
ball and was grateful that CU came along and gave him a chance.
He also spoke about his dad’s last days, where he still made every-
body around him happy despite his nearly decade-long battle with 
Alzheimer’s.
