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THE SEASON: The 2013-14 season was one of ups and downs for 
the Colorado women’s basketball team, but the one constant was 
that the expectation and tradition of winning has returned.

Colorado was 19-15 overall, logging its fourth-straight winning 
season and postseason tournament trip. The Buffaloes survived a 
bumpy Pac-12 Conference schedule, tying for ninth at 6-12, to make 
a run to the “Sweet 16” of the Postseason WNIT.

Preseason expectations were certainly plentiful. Both the media and 
coaches picked Colorado to fi nish third in the Pac-12 and the Buffs 
entered the season ranked No. 19 in both the Associated Press and 
USA Today Sports Coaches polls.

The Buffaloes stormed out of the gate winning nine straight, building 
on a 33-game nonconference regular season winning streak that 
had spanned back to 2010-11. During that stretch Colorado also 
claimed its fi fth straight Omni Hotels Classic championship, and 
17th overall, by defeating South Alabama, 94-61, in the fi rst round 
and Rice, 75-58 in the title clash. 

The Omni Classic wins, which put Colorado at 6-0, vaulted the Buf-
faloes to No. 11 in the AP poll where they stayed for three weeks. 
Home wins over Illinois and Denver and a road victory at Wyoming 
moved Colorado to 9-0, lifting its Coaches’ poll ranking to No. 14 
and setting up a showdown with No. 7 ranked Louisville.

Colorado battled in this road contest between two top 11 ranked 
teams. But in the end, the 2013 NCAA runner ups were able to 
pull out a 69-62 decision, putting an end to the Buffaloes’ 33-game 
nonconference winning streak. 

In what has apparently become a tradition, Colorado’s Pac-12 
schedule was heavy loaded at the beginning. The Buffaloes played 
four of their fi rst six on the road, and the two home games against 
the consensus No. 1-2 preseason picks in the league race. 

Colorado split the opening weekend, falling at USC 55-45 but 
rebounded for a 61-59 win at UCLA. While playing solid at times, 
the Buffaloes weren’t consistent enough in home losses to No. 19 
California and No. 4 Stanford. 

At this point of the season two themes began to emerge. One, the 
Buffaloes were in every game, but just unable to fi nish consistently; 
13 of Colorado’s 15 losses were by 10 points or less. The second, 
injuries would begin to take their toll.

Several players missed multiple games with injuries. Colorado had 
10 different starting lineups in 2013-14 and no fi ve started more 
than seven games together. The Buffaloes were the only team in 
the Pac-12 not to have at least one player start every game and only 
two – Rachel Hargis and Jamee Swan – played in all 34. The Buf-
faloes lost starting wing Jasmine Sborov for the second half of the 
season, and played without Jen Reese, the team’s second leading 
scorer and rebounder, for the fi nal postseason run.

After falling to 1-5 in the Pac-12, the Buffaloes fell out of the national 
rankings after 25 straight weeks. Colorado rebounded with home 
wins over Arizona and Utah and a nice road win over Oregon to go 
an even 3-3 over the next six. But then the Buffaloes dropped three

straight, including a 55-51 setback at No. 20 Arizona State.

Following that loss to the Sun Devils it appeared the season may 
spiral out of control. At 14-12, and 4-11 in the Pac-12, Colorado 
found itself down 20 points late in the fi rst half at last place Arizona. 
But the Buffaloes dug deep and embarked on one of the greatest 
comebacks in team history. 

Colorado had trimmed Arizona’s lead to 16, 39-23, at halftime. The 
Buffaloes then outscored Arizona 26-10 in the second half, holding 
the Wildcats to just two fi eld goals, and 10 percent shooting (2-of-
20), eventually winning 61-56 in overtime. The 16-point halftime 
defi cit overcome to win is the second largest in team history and the 
20-point comeback is believed to be the best overall.

In what has become a trademark over the last four seasons under 
head coach Linda Lappe, the Buffs fi nished strong, winning fi ve 
of their last eight culminating in a Round of 16 WNIT appearance.

After defeating Arizona, Colorado claimed a pair dominant wins over 
UCLA in the span of a week. The fi rst was a 62-42 home win, where 
the Buffaloes’ defense nearly matched their record performance 
against the Wildcats, holding the Bruins to 12 second-half points 
and 12 percent shooting (3-of-25).

Colorado met UCLA again in the fi rst round of the Pac-12 Tourna-
ment. The No. 9 seeded Buffaloes had the offensive side working this 
time. Brittany Wilson had 17 points and twin sister Ashley Wilson 
had a career-high 16 as Colorado dispatched the No. 8 seed Bruins, 
76-65, giving the Buffaloes one Pac-12 Tournament win in all three 
seasons they’ve been a member of the league.

Taking advantage of a 12-day break between games, Colorado 
came out well rested and strong in a fi rst round WNIT win over TCU, 
78-71. Colorado then defeated Southern Utah in a regular season 
rematch, this time 79-68 in round No. 2. 

The postseason run came to an end in the Round of 16 at UTEP. 
Colorado fell behind by 13 points early in the fi rst half, but managed 
to climb back to take a brief lead late in the game. The Miners though, 
behind a program record crowd of 8,234, held on for a 68-60 deci-
sion, eventually advancing to the championship game.

Sophomore forward Arielle Roberson led Colorado in scoring (12.0 

ppg) and rebounding (8.3 rpg) while ranking second in blocks (33) 
and third in fi eld-goal percentage (.458). On the Pac-12 leaderboard 
Roberson ranked fi fth in offensive rebounds (3.4 orpg), ninth in over-
all rebounding, blocks and fi eld-goal percentage, 14th in defensive 
rebounds (4.9 drpg) and 20th in scoring.

An honorable mention All-Pac-12 selection, Roberson had a team-
best seven double-doubles on the season four of which occurred 
within the fi nal fi ve nonconference games. She recorded three 
straight double-doubles (Wyoming-Illinois-Denver), becoming the 
fi rst Buff to do that since Chucky Jeffery had three in a row from Feb. 
3-Feb. 10, 2013 (at USC, vs. Oregon State, vs. Oregon). Roberson 
was named the Pac-12 Player of the Week for Dec. 2-8 averaging 
15 points and 11 rebounds while hitting 48 percent from the fi eld in 
the wins over Wyoming and Illinois. 

Junior forward Jen Reese was second on the team in scoring and 
rebounding, fi nishing just a fraction of a point behind Roberson at 
12.0 points per game while pulling down 5.8 rebounds. An honorable 
mention selection to the 2014 All-Pac-12 team, Reese was sixth in 
the league in fi eld goal accuracy at 48.3 percent while also rank-
ing eighth in free-throw percentage (.744) and 21st in scoring. She 
scored in double fi gures in 17 of her 27 games before missing the 
fi nal seven with a broken bone in her left shoulder. Reese had a pair 
of double-doubles, including an 18-point, 13-rebound effort in the 
win at Oregon. She matched her career high of 22 points twice this 
season, coming in back-to-back home games against the Arizona 
schools in January.

Senior guard Brittany Wilson led the team in steals (42) while 
ranking second in assists (93) and third in scoring (10.8 ppg). She 
joined twin sister Ashley as the two leading scorers in postseason 
play (11.0 ppg) and led the way for the Buffaloes during the Pac-
12 Tournament averaging 16.5 points over the two games. On 
the overall Pac-12 charts she was 11th in free-throw percentage 
(.735), 13th in assists and 25th in scoring. Wilson had Colorado’s 
top individual scoring effort of the season, putting in a career-high 
26 points in the win over Iowa.

Sophomore forward Jamee Swan topped Colorado in both fi eld-goal 
percentage and blocked shots. She also ranked high on the Pac-12 
charts in those two categories, coming in at fi fth in fi eld-goal accuracy 
at 50.5 percent and eighth in blocks at 1.1 per outing.

Swan had 12 double-fi gure scoring games on the season, and shot 
particularly well in those outings. She shot 50 percent or better in 
10 of those games, including a 7-of-9 effort resulting in 16 points in 
the WNIT win over TCU (76-of-128, 59.4 when in double fi gures). 

Senior guard Ashley Wilson fi nished her career in style. Serving 
as the team captain, she recorded career-high numbers in every 
category. Wilson averaged 7.6 points, 4.2 rebounds, just under two 
assists per game and was second on the team in steals with 38. 
Ten of her 12 career double-fi gure scoring games came this season, 
including seven of the fi nal 11 contests down the stretch -- Wilson 
only had two double-fi gure scoring games in her fi rst 97 career 
outings. She shot 73.1 percent from the free-throw line as a senior, 
ranking 12th in the Pac-12. Wilson persevered through numerous 
injuries throughout her career, still appearing in 121 career games 
tying for 20th on CU’s all-time charts.

Wilson scored a career-high 16 points on a personal-best seven fi eld 
goals in the Pac-12 Tournament win over UCLA. She made 8-of-16 
three-pointers in her last 12 games; in her previous 108 games, she 
made just six. She recorded her fi rst career double-double logging 
15 points and 10 rebounds against Washington. 

Junior guard Lexy Kresl led Colorado in assists (3.1 apg) and 
free-throw percentage (.841) while ranking third in both steals (1.1 
spg) and 3-point fi eld goals (27). Kresl, who pitched in 8.1 points 
and 4.2 rebounds per game, missed three games in the middle 
of the Pac-12 season with an injury to her right leg. She bounced 
back to fi nish strong, averaging 9.0 points, 4.2 rebounds and 2.4 
assists during postseason play. Kresl ranked third in the Pac-12 in 
free-throw accuracy at 84.1 percent (69-of-82) while ranking 11th 
in assist-to-turnover ratio (1.2) and 12th in assists. Her free-throw 
performance also ranks 19th on CU’s single-season list.

Kresl was the MVP of the 2013 Omni Hotels Classic averaging 15.5 
points, 6.0 rebounds and 5.0 assists. She dished out a career-high 
six assists, with no turnovers, and added 12 points in the fi rst round 
win over South Alabama. Kresl scored 19 points in the championship 
game, just one point off her career high, hitting 7-of-14 from the fi eld 
and adding four assists, fi ve rebounds and three steals.

Junior wing Jasmine Sborov started the fi rst 14 games of the season 
averaging 7.8 points and 4.6 rebounds. Over her fi nal four games 
she averaged 7.0 rebounds which included her fi rst career double-
double, scoring 12 points and grabbing a career-best 10 rebounds 
against Southern Utah. Sborov shot 72.4 percent from the foul line, 
delivering clutch performances with last-second free-throws in road 
wins at Colorado State and Wyoming. Shortly after the Pac-12 home 
opener against California, she was diagnosed with a broken bone in 
her right foot which would cost her the rest of the season.

Freshman Haley Smith replaced Sborov in the starting lineup and 
emerged as a solid contributor, averaging 4.9 points, 3.1 rebounds 
and 1.3 assists in that role. She improved her scoring numbers to 
6.6 points during the postseason run. 

Senior Rachel Hargis contributed 3.5 points and 2.6 rebounds dur-
ing her fi nal season in which she set the school record for career 
games played at 134. Hargis had three of her six career double-
fi gure scoring games this year, matching a career-best 12 against 
Southern Utah in the WNIT. 

Freshman guard Lauren Huggins battled through injuries as well 
missing six games in the late portion of the Pac-12 schedule. She 
returned for the fi nal eight games, hitting one 3-pointer in all fi ve 
postseason contests including 5-of-10 during the three games of 
the WNIT. Huggins was second on the team in 3-point fi eld goals 
with 36 and ranked 11th in the Pac-12 in accuracy at 36.4 percent.

Forward Zoe Beard-Fails and guard Desiree Harris both gained 
valuable experience as fi rst year Buffs. Beard-Fails played more

minutes late in the season, scoring a personal-best 10 points in the 
regular season fi nale against USC. She averaged 2.7 points and 
1.4 rebounds on the season, hitting 52.8 percent from the fi eld (28-
of-53). Harris saw action in 15 games including 10 of the fi nal 12. 
She scored four points on the season, two coming during Colorado’s 
historic comeback win at Arizona.

Hargis took over sole possession of Colorado’s all-time lead in the 
second round WNIT game against Southern Utah, her 133rd game.  
She cemented the new school record at 134 by playing in the third 
round loss at UTEP. Wilson fi nishes up one behind Hargis at 133. 
The duo replaced Erin Scholz who compiled the previous mark of 
132 from 1993-97. 

The two combined for 267 out of a possible 270 games played dur-
ing their careers. Hargis missed only one contest, the 2013 NCAA 
Tournament game against Kansas, with a knee injury. Wilson missed 
both contests on this season’s Arizona trip after playing in the fi rst 126 
games of her career, a fi gure which ranks seventh in team history.

Colorado’s third senior, Ashley Wilson, fi nished at 121 which ties 
sixth others for the No. 20 spot on the Buffaloes’ career ledger.

WILSON ON NUMEROUS CAREER CHARTS: Senior guard Brit-
tany Wilson fi nished up her very productive career by settling into 
several of Colorado’s top 20 career lists.

Wilson ended in 19th place on Colorado’s all-time scoring list with 
1,194 points. She became the 25th player in team history to reach 
1,000 points during the Stanford game.

Wilson is also ended second in games played (133), seventh in 
3-point attempts (452), ninth in 3-pointers made (140) and minutes 
played (3,404), 11th in starts (104), 13th in steals (168), and 18th 
in assists (287).

BUFFALOES EARN HONORABLE MENTION: Colorado did not 
receive any fi rst team recognition on the coaches All-Pac-12 teams, 
but did receive several honorable mentions.

Arielle Roberson and Jen Reese earned honorable mention to 
the All-Pac-12 team. Both are repeat selections at that status from 
last season. Roberson, Ashley Wilson and Brittany Wilson all 
received honorable mention to the Pac-12 All-Defensive team. 
Brittany Wilson was an All-Defensive team member in 2013 while 
Roberson repeats as an honorable mention. This is Ashley Wilson’s 
fi rst Pac-12 recognition.

ACADEMIC BUFFALOES: Junior guard Lexy Kresl was named 
to the 2014 Pac-12 Conference Women’s Basketball All-Academic 
fi rst team. Senior center Rachel Hargis and redshirt freshman 
guard Lauren Huggins both received honorable mention to the 
All-Academic team.

Kresl is an integrative physiology major sporting a 3.63 cumulative 
grade point average. Kresl aspires to be a physician’s assistant and 
hopes to attend Colorado’s nationally recognized PA school after 
completing her undergraduate degree. She was a second team 
Pac-12 All-Academic pick as a sophomore; the only underclassman 
among the 10 student-athletes that made up the fi rst and second 
teams.

Hargis sports a 3.17 GPA and is scheduled to graduate this May with 
a degree in psychology. Huggins who is a sophomore academically, 
earns honorable mention in her fi rst year of eligibility for the program.

To be eligible for the Pac-12 Women’s Basketball All-Academic 
team, a student-athlete must have a minimum 3.0 overall GPA and 
either be a starter or a signifi cant contributor.

SHUFFLING THE LINEUP: Due in large part to injuries Colorado had 
to shuffl e its lineup throughout the season. The Buffaloes featured 
10 different starting lineups and no one lineup started together for 
more than seven games.

In contrast, the 2012-13 team, Colorado had six different starting 
lineups but only two for 28 of the 32 games. In those 28 games the 
only difference was Lexy Kresl for Jasmine Sborov, meaning Brit-
tany Wilson, Chucky Jeffery, Arielle Roberson and Rachel Hargis 
started together in 28 contests. Furthermore two of the four one-time 
lineups happened in the fi rst two games of the season, meaning the  
Buffs actually featured just two lineups for 28 of the fi nal 30 games.

Colorado was the only Pac-12 team in 2013-14 not to have one player 
that started every game of the regular season (UCLA, Oregon and 
Arizona State all had one). Only Rachel Hargis and Jamee Swan 
have appeared in every game for Colorado tying Oregon for the 
lowest total in the Pac-12 (Jillian Alleyne, Chrishae Rowe).

POSTSEASON NUMBERS: Colorado competed  in postseason 
play for the 22nd time in team history with an overall record of 
34-22. The Buffs played in four AIAW Tournaments from 1979-82 
(5-4) and have made 13 NCAA Tournaments (17-13) and fi ve WNIT 
apperances (12-5).
- Colorado is the postseason for the fourth-straight year its longest 
streak since advancing to four consecutive NCAA Tournaments 
from 2001 to ‘04.
- This was Colorado’s third trip to the postseason WNIT in the last

four years. The Buffaloes reached back-to-back quarterfi nals in 2011 
(3-1) and 2012 (3-1), the 2008 semifi nals (3-1), the third round in 
2014 (2-1) and also participated in the 1999 event (1-1).
- Colorado has won at least three games in three of fi ve WNIT ap-
pearances, advancing to at least the quarterfi nal round in the last 
three (2008, ’11, & ’12).
- Colorado’s last four WNIT exits have come at the hands of the 
eventual champion (Marquette in 2008, Oklahoma State in 2012) 
or runner up (USC in 2011, UTEP in 2014).

NATIONALLY RANKED: Colorado was ranked in the fi rst 11 polls 
this season (including preseason), reaching as high as No. 11 in 
the Associated Press poll and No. 14 in the USA Today Sports 
Coaches Poll.

The Buffaloes were ranked in 25 straight AP polls from Dec. 17, 
2012 to Jan. 13, 2014. Colorado has been ranked in 183 all-time 
AP polls, ranking third in the Pac-12 behind only Stanford and USC.

For the fi rst time since 2003, Colorado was ranked in both the As-
sociated Press and USA Today Sports Coaches Top 25 Preseason 
polls, coming in at No. 19 in each.

Prior to the 2003-04 campaign the Buffaloes were ranked 20th in 
both polls. The preseason rankings were Colorado’s highest since 
debuting at No. 12 (AP) and No. 13 (Coaches) heading into the 

2001-02 campaign.

Colorado was not ranked in the fi nal 2012-13 Coaches poll, coming 
in as the fi rst team listed in the receiving votes category. The Buf-
faloes appeared in 11 Coaches polls in 2012-13, reaching has high 
as No. 18 the week of March 4, 2013.

AGAINST RANKED TEAMS: Colorado was 0-6 against ranked 
teams this season after dropping a 69-54 decision to No. 4/3 Stan-
ford in the Pac-12 Tournament. The Buffaloes have lost their last 
12 to ranked opponents and are 3-17 under Linda Lappe. Only one 
of those opponents, No. 19/19 California on Jan. 10, was ranked 
lower than Colorado at the time. Twelve of Colorado’s last 16 ranked 
opponents have been ranked No. 8 or higher.

CU is 62-154 all-time against ranked opponents. 

TAKING CARE OF BUSINESS: Colorado has a record of 44-22 
since the beginning of the 2012-13 season. Of those 22 losses, 
12 have been to ranked teams and 11 of those ranked higher than 
Colorado at the time the game was played. The Buffaloes have won 
41 of their last 51 games against unranked opponents.

Colorado prepared for the Pac-12 season with a 10-1 nonconference 
record, with the lone loss coming on the road at then No. 7/7 ranked 
Louisville. The Buffaloes have  been dominant in the nonconference

regular season schedule in the last four years with an overall record 
of 41-5, including wins in 34 of their last 35 games. 

TIGHTENING UP THE ‘D”: One season after setting a school record 
for fi eld-goal percentage defense, Colorado put in another highly 
ranked effort in 2013-14.

The Buffaloes allowed their opponents just 36.9 percent from the 
fi eld which ranks third on the program’s single-season list. CU set 
the standard at 35.0 percent in 2012-13. Colorado’s status this year 
ranked third on the Pac-12 leaderboard and 34th in the nation.

On the defensive side, Colorado also had top 10 team single-season 
performances in rebounding (5th with 1,408), rebound margin (8th 
with +5.0) and blocked shots (4th with 143).

SECOND ROUND BLOCK PARTY: Colorado blocked 14 shots in 
the WNIT second round win over Southern Utah, the second most 
in its history, trailing only the 16 against Sam Houston State on Dec. 
14, 2000. CU blocked seven shots in each half (school record is 
nine); all this after CU’s season high being eight versus Oregon on 
Feb. 10. It was the fi rst time the Buffs had double-digits in blocks 
since recording 10 at Iowa State on Jan. 30, 2008.

Sophomore forward Arielle Roberson had a career- and team-
season high fi ve blocks. She had four in the fi rst half, a number which 
eclipsed her overall previous best of three. Freshman Zoe Beard-
Fails had three blocks, accounting for the fi rst three of her career.

The 14 team blocks were also the most for the Buffaloes in a post-
season game passing the previous high of 11 against Southern in 
the fi rst round of the 2002 NCAA Tournament.

ROBERSON REBOUNDS: Sophomore forward Arielle Roberson 
has 464 career rebounds, the fourth most by a Buff in their fresh-
man and sophomore seasons combined (see chart).  Roberson had 
198 as a freshman in 2012-13 (96 offensive) and has 266 this year 
(109 offensive).  She is offi cially the third Buff to grab 90 offensive 
rebounds in back-to-back seasons since they were fi rst charted in 
the late 1980s (joining Jackie McFarland, who did it twice, and Erin 
Scholz; though without a doubt Lisa VanGoor accomplished the feat 
in the early 1980s).  Her 109 offensive rebounds are the fourth most 
in a single season during this span.

Her 205 total offensive rebounds over two seasons are the third-most 
in a two-year span in school annals, again not counting VanGoor 
who would likely had over 200 at least once (McFarland had 228 
between the 2005-06 and 2006-07 seasons, and then had 210 
between ’06-07 and ’07-08).

During the Pac-12 Tournament quarterfi nal loss to top seeded Stan-
ford, Roberson grabbed a career and team-season high 17 rebounds. 
Her 17 rebounds are the most by a CU player since Chucky Jeffery 
had 17 against Villanova in the 2012 Postseason WNIT.  It is the 
most rebounds by a Colorado player in a conference postseason 

tournament and ties for the third most in any postseason game in 
team history.

Roberson’s 266 total rebounds tied Erin Scholz (1994-95) for 18th 
on CU’s single-season chart.

HISTORIC COMEBACK: Colorado’s comeback from a 16-point 
halftime defi cit to win in overtime at Arizona (61-56) is the second 
largest in team history (since records are available from the 1978-79 
season), trailing only the 19-point comeback against Washington 
on Dec. 21, 1982 in Portland. The Buffaloes 20-point comeback is 
believed to be the best overall in team history, certainly since play 
by play records were kept on a more consistent basis since the 
1981-82 season.

Colorado trailed 36-16 with 4:14 left in the fi rst half and 39-23 at 
halftime. The Buffaloes outscored Arizona 26-10 in the second half, 
holding the Wildcats to just two fi eld goals, and 10 percent shooting 
(2-of-20), both all-time CU opponent lows for one half. 

Colorado put together two of the best defensive performances in 
team history in back-to-back games down the stretch. The Buffaloes 
allowed Arizona and UCLA a combined 22 points (11.0 per half) on 
5-of-45 from the fi eld (.111).

The 10 points allowed to Arizona was the fewest for any half in a 
conference regular season game, the second lowest in a second

half of any game and tied for the third-fewest in any half in team 
history. Colorado’s 12-point second half shut down against UCLA 
comes in right behind that performance, tying for the third lowest 
in a second half.

The Buffaloes allowed Kansas State only eight fi rst half points in the 
fi rst round of the 1992 Big Eight Tournament (W 79-27) and limited 
Utah State to just nine second half points in a nonconference home 
game on Dec. 13, 1986 (W 100-27). Colorado also held New Mexico 
to 10 in the fi rst half at home on Dec. 31, 1991 (W 92-22) and did 
the same against Wyoming in Laramie on Dec. 9, 1998 (W 70-50).

Those two games featured top two fi eld goal defense performances 
in team history for one half. Arizona shot 10 percent (2-of-20) while 
UCLA was limited to 12 percent (3-of-25). CU’s previous opponent 
low for a half before this stretch was 13 percent (3-of-23) by Kansas 
State in the fi rst round of the 1992 Big Eight Tournament (Mar. 7, 
1992).

Arizona’s two fi eld goals are an all-time opponent low for one half. 
UCLA’s three fi eld goals ties for second, also happening vs. Texas 
State on Dec. 1, 2010 and vs. Kansas State on Mar. 7, 1992.

REBOUNDING FOR THE WIN: After uncharacteristically losing 
the rebounding battle in fi ve of its fi rst six Pac-12 games, Colorado 
bounced back to be on the plus side, or even, in 13 of the last 16 
games prior to the UTEP contest. During that span the Buffaloes 
were a plus-88 on the boards, or 5.5 per game. 

Two of Colorado’s best rebounding efforts of the season came during 
this span. Colorado nabbed a season-high 54 rebounds in the win 
over Oregon, its most since grabbing 58 in the 2013 Pac-12 quar-
terfi nal win over Washington. The Buffaloes recorded 24 of those 
on the offensive end, just one off their season high of 25 against 
Southern Utah on Dec. 29. It was also Colorado’s fi fth game of 50 
or more rebounds on the season.

Another one of those 50-rebounds games came in the 61-45 win 
over Utah on Super Bowl Sunday. The Buffaloes tied a then-season-
high with 51 rebounds (Illinois, Southern Utah) and their plus-16 
margin over the Utes was their best in the Pac-12 this season and 
tied for the second-best mark overall (+21 vs. Illinois, +16 vs. Rice 
& Alcorn State). 

Colorado outrebounded the Utes 27-12 in the fi rst half. That plus-
15 margin is Colorado’s best of the season for a half and Utah’s 12 
rebounds was an opponent low.

Six players had at least fi ve rebounds for Colorado led by Arielle Rob-
erson and Haley Smith who both had eight. The last time Colorado 
had six players with at least fi ve rebounds was during its 65-49 win at 
USC on Feb. 3, 2013 which was also played on Super Bowl Sunday.

The Buffaloes were 17-5 when winning or equaling their opponent 
on the battle of the boards; 0-10 when trailing on the glass. 

3-POINT STREAK ENDS: Colorado’s 285-game streak with at least 
one 3-point fi eld goal came to an end on Jan. 26 against Arizona 
State. The Buffaloes were 0-of-4 from beyond the arc against the 
Sun Devils. The last time Colorado had gone without a 3-point fi eld 
goal prior to the Arizona State game was a 56-51 win at Missouri 
on Jan. 18, 2005 (0-for-8).

The Buffaloes did not score from 3-point range against Utah either 
(0-for-7), marking the fi rst time since Dec. 1-2, 1995, Colorado went 
back-to-back games without a 3-pointer.

Junior forward Jen Reese put an end to the scoreless string from 
downtown in the opening minutes of the win over Utah, ending a 
stretch of 88 minutes, 56 seconds with out a 3-pointer (0-for-13).

Colorado did not make a 3-pointer in the regular season fi nale against 
USC (0-for-9). The Buffaloes’ three games with out a 3-pointer is the 
most in one season since the 1995-96 team had fi ve.

MORE OFFENSE: Colorado hit 80 points in seven games this 
season, its most since scoring 80 in 13 games during the 2001-02 
season.  Four of those 80-point efforts came in succession from the 
Alcorn State through South Alabama contests. It marked the fi rst 
time that the Buffaloes had hit 80 points in four consecutive games 
since late in the 1982-83 season when Colorado achieved the mark 
in fi ve straight (Feb. 12-Mar. 5, 1983). 

Colorado’s 94 points against South Alabama were its most since a 
96-90 overtime win over TCU in the third round of the 2008 Post-
season WNIT, and the most in regulation since the last time the 
Buffaloes hit the century mark, a 100-71 win over Cal State-Fullerton 
on Nov. 18, 2005.

The Buffaloes scored 85 at New Mexico, the most on the road, in 
regulation time, since a 101-56 win at TCU on Dec. 7, 1993. Colo-
rado scored 90 on the road in a one-point overtime loss at Baylor 
on Feb. 23, 2000 and that same number in a 9-point overtime win 
at Kansas on Feb. 24, 1995.

FREE THROW HISTORY: Sophomore Arielle Roberson had one 
of the top free-throw performances in team history in the win over 
Denver. Her 13 free throws made tied for the fi fth best single-game 
performance in team history and most since Jackie McFarland 
had 13 against TCU in the 2008 WNIT, just days after setting her 
school record of 15 against Villanova. Roberson’s 17 attempts tie 
for the second most in team history, just one off the school-record 
18 attempted by LeaAnn Banks at Colorado State on Dec. 5, 1984.

ROBERSON PAC-12 PLAYER OF THE WEEK: Sophomore Arielle 
Roberson was named the Pac-12 Conference Women’s Basketball 
Player of the Week for the week of Dec. 2-8, the league offi ce an-
nounced on Dec. 9.

For Roberson it’s her fi rst Player of the Week honor and sixth con-
ference weekly award overall. She was a fi ve-time winner of the 
Pac-12’s Freshman of the Week award last season.

Roberson averaged 15 points, 11 rebounds while hitting 48 percent 
from the fi eld in Colorado’s wins over Wyoming (63-59) on Dec. 4, 
and Illinois (79-56) on Dec. 7. 

Roberson scored 13 points and matched a season-high with 12 
rebounds in the win at Wyoming. Eight of her rebounds were on the 
offensive end, one less than she had in her previous four games 
combined. She hit 6-of-15 from the fi eld and also dished out an assist.

Against Illinois, Roberson led Colorado in scoring, tying a season-
high with 17 points, hitting 58 percent from the fi eld (7-of-12). She 
pulled down 10 rebounds, logging her fi fth career double-double. 



Roberson’s honor is CU’s ninth weekly award in the Pac-12 since 
the Buffaloes joined the conference in 2011; fourth in the Player of 
the Week category.

FAST OUT OF THE GATE: Colorado’s 9-0 mark to start the season 
is the fi fth best in team history. Three of the top fi ve all-time best 
starts in program history have come in the last three seasons. CU’s 
best start was a 15-0 mark to begin the 1992-93 season. Here are 
Colorado’s top-eight all-time season starts:

LIGHTS OUT: Colorado had one of their best shooting stretches in 
recent memory during the three-game span of New Mexico through 
the Omni Classic. CU hit an impressive 52.8 percent (93-of-176) 
during that span and fi nished above 50 percent in all three contests, 
including a season-best 55.6 percent (30-of-54) at New Mexico.

In 2012-13 Colorado had only two games above 50 percent for the 
entire 32-game season. The last time the Buffaloes had hit 50 percent 
in three consecutive games was from  Nov. 27-Dec. 4, 1998, current 
head coach Linda Lappe’s freshman season.

NUMBERS FROM DEEP: Colorado hit 10-of-18 3-pointers at New 
Mexico, its best performance percentage wise since the home game 
against the Lobos last season. The Buffaloes hit 62 percent from long 
range (8-of-13) in their 84-39 win over New Mexico in Boulder on 
Dec. 29, 2012. The 10 3-pointers were Colorado’s most in a game 
on the road since hitting 15 at Oklahoma State on March 25, 2012, 
in the WNIT Quarterfi nals. Colorado also had 10 at home against 
Oregon on Feb. 10, 2013.

Jen Reese and Jasmine Sborov both went 2-for-2 from long range 
against the Lobos, setting new career-highs for 3-pointers made for 
both players. In fact the duo, 4-for-4 on the day, had been a com-
bined 7-for-48 (.146) in their careers prior to the New Mexico game.

ROAD WARRIORS: Colorado was 6-8 on the road this season and 
has won 25 of its last 42 true road contests. Prior to the start of this 
run, The Buffaloes had just fi ve wins in their previous 37 road games 
dating back to the 2008 Big 12 Conference schedule. Overall the 
Buffaloes are 29-22 away from Boulder dating back to the tail end 
of the 2010-11 season.

BIG WIN STREAKS: Colorado saw its 33-game regular season 
nonconference win streak come to an end at Louisville a string that 
had began with a 74-52 win over Colgate on Dec. 30, 2010. This 
run is just one of several enjoyed by the Buffaloes over the last 
three seasons. 

Colorado had claimed perfect 11-0 nonconference marks in each 
of the last two seasons, comprising of two of the top eight overall 
winning streaks in team history. The 2011-12 team actually began 
the season 12-0, including a win in its fi rst ever Pac-12 Conference 
game, tying for the fi fth-best streak in team history and the second 
longest to begin a season. 

The Buffaloes’ 11-game streak to start the 2012-13 season ties for 
the eighth best overall. Throw in a 10-game streak at the end of the 
2012-13 campaign, and the Buffaloes have registered three separate  
double-digit winning streaks in the last two seasons.

Colorado has 10 double-fi gure win streaks in its history. Head coach 
Linda Lappe has presided over three of those streaks, one behind 
her mentor Ceal Barry who coached the Buffaloes to four different 
double-fi gure win streaks over her 22 seasons on the bench.

OMNI HOTELS CLASSIC CHAMPIONS: Colorado won its 17th 
Omni Hotels Classic championship, and fi fth straight by defeating 
South Alabama 94-61 in the fi rst round on Nov. 29 and then Rice, 
75-58, in the championship game on Nov. 30. Junior guard Lexy 
Kresl was named Classic MVP while classmate Jen Reese joined her 
on the all-tournament team. Colorado improved to 44-10 all-time in 
its home holiday classic and has won 17 of the 26 tournament titles 
contested (no team champion was crowned in 2006 due to a format 
change). This was the 27th straight year Colorado has hosted an 
early season women’s basketball tournament. For the fi rst 22 years 
the tournament was known as the Coors Classic, and is in its fi fth 
year of being called the Omni Hotels Classic. 

FOR OPENERS: Colorado improved to 35-5 (.875) in all-time open-
ers with its win at Colorado State. It marked just the 13th time in 
40 seasons that Colorado opened away from Boulder and the 10th 
time in a true road game. The Buffaloes improved to 6-4 in overall 
season openers on the road.  Colorado is an outstanding 38-2 (.949) 
all-time in home openers.

BUFFS SIGN PAIR TO NLI’s: Zoe Correal and Brecca Thomas 
have signed National Letters of Intent to play basketball and continue 
their education at the University of Colorado in 2014-15 head coach 
Linda Lappe announced on Wednesday, the fi rst day of the NCAA’s 
early signing period.

Correal, a 6-4 center from El Cerrito, Calif., is gearing up for her 
senior season at Salesian High School a program where she has 
contributed to the last two NorCal Division IV titles. She averaged 9.4 
points, 7.6 rebounds and 2.4 blocks as a junior, guiding the Pride to 
a 29-8 record, the NorCal title and runner-up fi nish at the 2013 CIF 
Division IV State Tournament. Correal was named to the 2012-13 
Cal-Hi Sports Division IV All-State Second Team.

Thomas, a 5-5 point guard from Houston, is entering her senior 
season at the Kinkaid School. She has scored nearly 1,700 points 
and dished out over 400 assists in three years for the Falcons who 
have won back-to-back Southwest Preparatory Conference Division 
I titles. A three-time All-SPC Division I selection, Thomas averaged 
20.6 points, 5.5 assists and 3.5 steals as a junior, leading the Fal-
cons to a 28-5 record. 

BUFFS PICKED THIRD: On the heels of its best season in a decade, 
Colorado was picked to fi nish third in the 2013-14 Pac-12 Conference 
race in separate Preseason Polls conducted by league coaches and 
media members who cover the league.

In the coaches’ poll, Colorado received 91 points trailing only de-
fending co-league champions Stanford and California. The Cardinal 
and Golden Bears were essentially a unanimous pick to fi nish 1-2 
respectively. Stanford received 121 points including 11 fi rst place 
votes. California scored 111 points and received the other fi rst place 
nod. Coaches were not able to vote for their own teams.

The third place preseason ranking is Colorado’s highest since a 
similar third place status in the 1997-98 Big 12 Coaches poll. The 
Buffaloes have climbed the ladder in three short seasons in the 
Pac-12 Preseason Poll. Colorado was picked to fi nish 11th in 2010-
11 (eventually tied for 10th) and ninth in 2011-12 (placing  fourth).

Washington, which fi nished one spot behind Colorado last year in 
the fi nal standings, was picked to do so again coming in fourth with 
85 points. UCLA, last year’s third place team, was sixth (80) followed 
by USC (77), Utah (59), Oregon State (51), Washington State (50), 
Arizona State (29), Arizona (21) and Oregon (17).



In the media poll, Colorado received 129 points trailing only Stanford 
and California. Stanford was picked to win the 2013-14 league race, 
receiving 166 points including 12 of 14 fi rst place votes. California 
had 156 points and received the other two fi rst place nods.

The top eight selected by the media mirrored the order of the 
coaches’ poll. Washington fi nished just behind the Buffaloes in fourth 
with 122 points followed by UCLA (112), USC (99), Utah (79) and 
Oregon State (64).

Arizona State was ninth (62) and Washington State 10th (50) fl ipping 
spots from the coaches’ poll. Oregon and Arizona did the same, with 
the Ducks coming in at 11th in the media poll (27) and the Wildcats 
in 12th (21).

BUFFS ON TV: Colorado was featured on the Pac-12 Networks 
16 times during the 2013-14 season, a school record number for 
television appearances in one campaign. The Buffs were on the 
network 14 times during the regular season and twice during the 
Pac-12 Tournament.

The Buffaloes have tipped off on 128 national or regional contests 
since the Fall of 2001.

Colorado made its 2013-14 Pac-12 Network debut by hosting Iowa 
on Nov. 20.

Fourteen of Colorado’s 18 conference games were orginally sched-
uled to be televised on the Pac-12 Networks, including eight of nine 
at home. The Buffaloes dropped one road TV game as winter storm 
delayed CU’s game at Oregon State by one day, and the Saturday 
morning makeup time was unable to be televised. All home games 
not televised on the Pac-12 Networks, will be available online 
through Colorado’s Pac-12.com video player. Pac-12 road games 
that are not televised will be available on the opponent’s Pac-12.

BUFFS IN EXHIBITION: Colorado improved to a perfect 24-0 in 
exhibition games with its 91-42 win over the Colorado School of 
Mines on Nov. 2. The Buffaloes have outscored their opponents by 
an average of 32.0 points in those 24 contests (86.2 to 54.2)

The Buffaloes have played at least one exhibition game in all but 
one year (2009) since 1997. CU’s exhibition games have featured a 
mix of NCAA II schools, foreign teams and traveling all-star teams. 
This was the fourth time Colorado and Colorado Mines played in 
an exhibition game. 

TOUR OF ITALY: Colorado took a 10-day tour of Italy this past 
summer (Aug. 12-21) as players, coaches and staff took in the op-
portunity to visit historic destinations including Lake Como, Venice, 
Florence, and Rome.

Per NCAA rules, the Buffaloes were allowed to have 10 full team 
practices prior to leaving for Italy. The trip was funded by donors of 
the basketball program.

Colorado played two full games against a pair of all-star teams 
made up of professional players from around Italy. The Buffaloes 
won handily in both contests, 80-47 against the Toscana All-Stars 
on Aug. 16 near Florence and then 96-22 against the Lazio All-Stars 
in Rome on Aug. 18.

A third game against the Lazio/Latina All-Stars provided a unique 
twist. The Buffaloes and their Italian counterparts played one normal 
10-minute quarter that ended in a 20-7 Colorado advantage. For the 
remaining three periods, the teams started over on the scoreboard 
and then shuffl ed rosters to form a Black and Gold squad. Senior 
guards Ashley & Brittany Wilson, junior guard Lexy Kresl, sophomore 
forward Jamee Swan and freshman center Bri Watts, joined the 

Italian coach and players on the Black team, along with Colorado 
assistants Jonas Chatterton and LaTonya Watson. Several Italian 
players joined the rest of the Buffaloes and head coach Linda Lappe 
and assistant Kelly Rae Finley on the Gold.

The contest proved to be highly spirited and competitive with the 
Black team, led by Brittany Wilson, staging a last-minute comeback 
for a 48-46 win. Wilson sank two free throws with under 20 seconds 
left for the deciding margin.

HUGGINS RECEIVES HARDSHIP: Colorado guard/forward Lauren 
Huggins was granted a medical hardship by the NCAA this summer, 
allowing her to regain her freshman year of eligibility.

Huggins played in fi ve games as a true freshman before a stress 
fracture in her right leg sidelined her for the remainder of the season.  
She had six points and three rebounds in the win over Colorado State 
on Dec. 5, in her fi nal appearance before the injury. Huggins is a 
fantastic outside shooter that will help the Buffaloes extend the fl oor.

CHATTERTON PROMOTED TO ASSOCIATE HEAD COACH: 
Fourth-year assistant Jonas Chatterton was promoted to Associate 
Head Coach prior to the beginning of the 2013-14 season.

Chatterton has been a member of Lappe’s staff since the very begin-
ning of her reign, joining the program on June 9, 2010.  He assists 
with recruiting, opponent scouting, post play development, offensive 
and defensive schemes and serves as the program’s liaison with 
marketing and promotions.

Chatterton’s record on the CU bench is a sterling 83-52, including 
four-straight postseason appearances. The Buffaloes had one of 
their best seasons in over a decade in 2012-13, fi nishing at 25-7, 
fourth in the Pac-12 Conference, and advancing to the 13th NCAA 
Tournament in program history, and fi rst since 2004. 

HOME AT THE CECC: Colorado is traditionally tough at home with 
a 394-135 all-time record at the Coors Events Center (.745). The 
Buffaloes have won 10 or more games in a season at the CEC in 25 
of 36 years. The Buffaloes have enjoyed fi ve undefeated seasons 
(1980-83, 1992-94) at the CEC.

Colorado is 12-6 at Coors in 2013-14 and has won 19 of its last 26 
and 30 of its last 40 at home.

 FORT COLLINS – In the post-Chucky Jeffery era, even though the Colorado 
women’s basketball team might still be in search of a specifi c go-to player, the 
No. 17 Buffs made a signifi cant opening-night discovery.
 They had talked about having each other’s backs, and when crunch time 
arrived against their in-state rival Tuesday night, they backed each other up. CU 
withstood a late Colorado State comeback and escaped with a 63-59 win in its 
2013-14 season opener at Moby Arena.
 “We stuck together and that’s a major accomplishment,” said forward Arielle 
Roberson, whose layup with 6:43 left was the Buffs’ last fi eld goal of the night. 
“One of the things we talked about was having each other backs. I think we had 
that, especially down the stretch.”
 CU led by as many as 13 twice in the fi nal 10 minutes, including 59-46 on 
Roberson’s fi nal basket. But the Rams outscored the Buffs 13-1 during that span 
and pulled to within 60-59 on a basket by Ellen Nystrom with 2:15 to play.
 CSU had an opportunity to go ahead on a possession in the fi nal minute, but 
Roberson stole the ball with 51 seconds left. Jasmine Sborov hit two free throws 
with 27 seconds showing, giving her a career-high 13 points and putting the Buffs 
ahead 62-59.
 After Buffs center Rachel Hargis blocked Elin Gustavsson at the other end, 
Brittany Wilson hit one of two free throws with 2.4 seconds remaining – and the 
resilient Rams were done.
 The versatile Sborov, who has seen her role undergo alterations in each 
season of her college career, said hitting the two late free throws “felt good, I’m 
not going to lie. It was really comforting to know my teammates and coaches trust 
me with those shots.”
 The Rams’ late 13-1 run included a pair of free throws by Caitlin Duffy fol-
lowing a technical foul called on CU coach Linda Lappe. Duffy, who had hit a 
three-pointer on the previous possession, sank both free throws and pulled the 
Rams to 60-57 with 2:30 to play. CSU closed to within one on Nystrom’s basket 
but could get no closer.
 Lappe called her team’s victory “gutsy,” adding, “We found a way to win, 
which is really important. First game of the year, on the road against your rival 
...CSU is a good team. We got stops when we needed to, got rebounds and made 
free throws when we needed to.”
 And there are areas that obviously need improvement. The Rams turned the 
Buffs’ 19 turnovers into 15 points and outscored the visitors 28-24 in the paint. 
Gustavsson scored a game-high 21 points and got assistance from Duffy with 13 
and Sam Martin with 10.
 CU benefi ted from balanced scoring from its fi ve starters, with Roberson 
and Sborov each scoring 13. Reese added eight points and guard Lexy Kresl 
grabbed a career-high nine rebounds, with four points and four assists.
 The Buffs opened the night by hitting four of their fi rst eight fi eld goal at-
tempts and went ahead 10-4 before cooling off. When the cold touches arrived, 
they lingered; CU went 0-for-7 from the fi eld during a 6:18 stretch and CSU took 
advantage.
 The Rams overtook the Buffs 11-10 at on a Martin three-pointer and in-
creased their lead to as many as four (22-18) just under 5 minutes later. 
 With about 5 minutes left before halftime, CU appeared to at least temporarily 
solve its turnover (10 for the half) and shooting problems and launched a 13-0 run 
that opened a nine-point lead. 
 Suddenly, the Buffs were up 31-22, although by halftime the Rams had 
trimmed that lead to 33-27.
 The second half started as the Sborov show. The 6-0 junior scored CU’s fi rst 
six points of the half on two fi eld goals and a pair of free throws, jump-starting an 
11-5 run that sent the Buffs up by 12 (44-32). They led by as many as 13 points 
twice in the fi nal half before the Rams launched their comeback and put a large 
opening-night scare into the visitors.

 BOULDER – Four nights after breathing a sigh of relief following a four-point 
win at Colorado State, the No. 17 Colorado women’s basketball team hardly was 
forced to take a deep breath in its 2013-14 home opener.
 CU cruised past overmatched Alcorn State 83-33 Friday night at the Coors 
Events Center, winning its sixth consecutive home opener and its 38th in 40 tries.
 Alcorn State became CU’s 26th consecutive non-conference regular-season 
victim. Buffs coach Linda Lappe won her 66th game at CU, the third-most wins in 
program history behind Ceal Barry (427) and Russell “Sox” Walseth (77).
 CU led 42-14 at halftime and was up by as many as 50 in the fi nal minute. The 
Lady Braves led once, 2-0, before being left behind.
 Lappe used 11 players, and each of them scored. CU’s bench outscored Al-
corn State’s 45-10.
 “We had a lot of players play a lot of minutes and really played together well on 
the offensive and defensive ends,” Lappe said. “Anytime you have as many play-
ers as we did play signifi cant minutes and share the ball and score and defend, it’s 
a good thing. I think our depth this year will be one of the keys in how we do as we 
go through the season. I liked what we saw tonight in terms of that.”
 CU got a game- and career-high 16 points from redshirt freshman reserve 
guard Lauren Huggins, who hit fi ve of her 10 three-point attempts. Junior guard 
Jasmine Sborov added 10 points, with junior forward Jen Reese and junior guard 
Lexy Kresl fi nishing with nine points each.
 Included in Kresl’s total was a second-half trey that was the 100th of her CU 
career. She also went above 500 career points (501).
 The 6-1 Huggins is shooting precisely the way she does in practices, Lappe 
said: “She’s getting her feet squared to the rim...she’s got deep range and she’s 
6-1, 6-2 with a high release. That makes her hard to guard. That’s her role on the 
team and she knows it.”
 The Buffs had trouble at CSU fi nding offensive consistency, which was a point 
of emphasis in practices leading to Friday night. Said Kresl: “We went over it a 
lot the past two days (and) kind of fi gured out some of the areas we struggled in 
against CSU. I think we put together a more complete offensive game.”
 The Buffs shot 42.3 percent (11-of-26) from the fi eld in the fi rst 20 minutes, but 
only outscored the Lady Braves 6-2 in the paint. CU built its fi rst-half lead largely 
on turnovers, getting 16 points off of Alcorn State’s 13 fi rst-half errors.
 CU wasn’t bad on the defensive end, either, holding Alcorn State to 19 percent 
from the fi eld (10-of-53), forcing the visitors into 20 turnovers that were converted 
into 28 points and making 12 steals.
 “Thus far this season Colorado is the best defense we’ve seen,” Alcorn State 
coach Tanya Edwards said. “They’re defi nitely on target to be one of the better 
defensive teams.”
 The Buffs also outrebounded the Lady Braves 41-28, but Lappe knows when 
Iowa comes calling and later when Pac-12 play begins, the diffi culties inside will 
increase as the bodies become bigger and more athletic.
 “The one thing I’m a little displeased about is our rebounding,” she said. 
“That’s something that has to get a lot better as we go forward.”
 The Lady Braves scored the game’s fi rst basket, took a 2-0 lead, and watched 
as the Buffs missed three shots on their fi rst possession. And those were the 
night’s highlights for Alcorn State.
 From there, CU hit fi ve of its next seven shots – including a pair of three-
pointers – and went up 14-2 before the visitors scored again. The Buffs built their 
lead to 21 (27-6) on three free throws by Kresl, who was hacked on a three-point 
try, then to 27 (36-9) on a Huggins trey with 4:14 left in the half.
 CU closed out the fi rst half with six consecutive free throws – four by Rachel 
Hargis, two by freshman Zoe Beard-Fails – and went to the locker room with a 
28-point lead (42-14).

 BOULDER – The draw was clear, but it didn’t matter. Colorado students 
turned out by the hundreds for Wednesday night’s women’s basketball game 
matching No. 16 CU against previously unbeaten Iowa. Never mind that they 
came mostly for tickets to the men’s game on Dec. 7 against No. 2 Kansas.
 All that mattered to CU coach Linda Lappe and her players was that the 
students showed up for a 90-87 Buffs win at the Coors Events Center.
 Brittany Wilson topped fi ve Buffs in double fi gures. She started for the fi rst 
time this season and scored a career-high 26 points – 17 in the fi rst half.  Arielle 
Roberson scored 17 points, contributed a game-best nine of CU’s 44 rebounds 
(Iowa had 35) and had a career-high six assists. Lexy Kresl scored 12, while 
Jasmine Sborov and Jen Reese added 10 points each for the Buffs.
 Rounding back into form after a leg injury, Wilson hit seven of 10 free throws in 
the fi nal 1:46 as the Buffs turned back their Big Ten visitors. For the foul-fi lled night 
(59 were called on both teams), CU hit 30-of-40 free throws to Iowa’s 21-of-32. 
The Hawkeyes lost three players to fouls, the Buffs two. But CU benefi tted most at 
the line, getting 15 of its fi nal 18 points at the free throw line in the last 4:54.
 With the Twitter world abuzz Tuesday about the KU ticket distribution plan, 
Lappe had told her players to “keep a narrow focus” on Wednesday night.
 The Buffs did, didn’t and fi nally did. A 20-point fi rst-half lead was cut to two 
early in the second half. A 15-point second-half lead was cut to three in the fi nal 
half minute. Yet the Buffs kept their cool, remained unbeaten (3-0) and eventually 
handed the Hawkeyes their fi rst loss in fi ve games.
 The Buffs led by as many as 20 points (46-26) late in the fi rst half, but a 9-2 
run to close the half pulled the Hawkeyes to within 48-35 at intermission.  
 CU forged its double-fi gure lead with a 17-0 surge that broke an 8-8 tie less 
than 5 minutes into the game. Wilson scored six points during the Buffs’ spurt but 
just as instrumental as her scoring in that run was CU’s defense. While the Buffs 
were going from that 8-8 tie to a 25-8 advantage, the Hawkeyes went without a 
fi eld goal in six attempts. By the time Iowa found its range again, CU had opened 
its 20-point margin.
 The Buffs shot 45.9 percent from the fi eld in the fi rst 20 minutes, hitting 17 
of their 37 attempts, while the Hawkeyes went to the locker room at 40.7 percent 
(11-of-27). Iowa fi nished the game at 46.9 percent, thanks to 51.4 percent second 
half shootinig.
 If the Buffs believed they could open the second half in cruise control, the 
Hawkeyes quickly put an end to the notion. Less than 2 minutes into the fi nal 20, 
CU’s 20-point fi rst-half lead was a distant memory.
 The Hawkeyes one-upped their 9-2 run that closed the fi rst half, outscoring 
the Buffs 10-2 to pull to within fi ve points (50-45) on a Theairra Taylor three-pointer 
with just over 17 minutes remaining. Two minutes later, CU saw its lead cut to 
three (54-51) on a pair of free throws by Ally Disterhoft.
 One of two free by Alexa Kastanek shrunk the Hawkeyes’ defi cit to 56-54 – 
and the Buffs were in dire need of a boost. They got it with a 15-2 run.
 Field goals by Sborov and Roberson, coupled with two Roberson free throws 
and another pair  by Reese, pushed CU back up by 10 (64-54) with 10:01 left. 
Kresl added a layup, aided by a sweet look-off of an Iowa defender, then freshman 
Lauren Huggins drained a three-pointer from the left corner.
 Suddenly, the Buffs were back up by 15 points (71-56) and appeared to be out 
of danger.

Four consecutive free throws by Melissa Dixon 
brought Iowa to within 79-75 with 2:02 to play, and a layup by Clair Till pulled the 
Hawkeyes to 84-80 with 41.4 seconds showing. They got to 85-82, then 87-84, 
then 90-87 at the buzzer on a three-pointer by Samantha Logic, who tied Wilson 
with a game-high 26 points.

 ALBUQUERQUE – The popular question around the University of Colorado 
women’s basketball team this past off season is who would step up and take over 
the scoring punch from all Pac-12 Conference guard Chucky Jeffery.
 The early returns on the answer? Everybody.
 No. 16 (AP)/20 (USAT) Colorado had fi ve players in double-digits led by Jen 
Reese’s 18 points as the Buffaloes ran away with an 85-53 decision over New 
Mexico Saturday afternoon at The Pit.
 Reese, a 6-2 junior forward, hit 7-of-10 from the fi eld and drilled two early 
3-pointers for the second best scoring output of her career.  She received the start-
ing nod for Arielle Roberson, who missed Saturday’s game with a concussion.
 Lexy Kresl had 13 points, Lauren Huggins had 12 connecting on 4-of-7 from 
3-point range. Jasmine Sborov had 11, all in the fi rst half. Jamee Swan came off 
the bench to add a season-best 10 points.
 The Buffaloes, who have hit 80-plus in their last three games, scored their 
most points in a true road game, in regulation, since a 101-56 at TCU on Dec. 
7, 1993. The win was also the 28th straight for Colorado during regular season 
nonconference play.
 Colorado was effi cient on offense hitting a season-high 56 percent from the 
fi eld. The Buffaloes were just as potent from the 3-point line, making 10-of-18 
attempts.
 “We did play really well,” CU head coach Linda Lappe said. “I liked our ver-
satility and the way we played together on the offensive side. We moved the ball, 
moved ourselves, we had nice action towards, nice action away. When you have 
that many players that can drive, that can score, that can pass and see the open 
player, you become a very tough team to guard.”
 It was outside early and often for the Buffaloes. After spotting New Mexico an 
early 7-3 lead Sborov scored six straight, including a 3-pointer that tied the game 
at 9-9.  Ashley Wilson gave CU its fi rst lead at 12-9 on her fi rst 3-pointer of the 
year at 14:45 of the fi rst half.
 Wilson’s bucket ended up being the fi rst of three straight possessions that 
ended in Colorado 3-pointers. Huggins followed Wilson’s with her fi rst of the game 
and Reese connected on her second the next time down the court.
 Minutes later Sborov drilled another 3-pointer to cap of a 20-6 run that gave 
Colorado a 29-15 lead at 8:17 of the fi rst period. The Buffaloes made 8-of-12 from 
downtown in the fi rst half alone.
 The Buffaloes also distributed the ball well once again, dishing out 19 assists, 
led by Kresl with fi ve.
 “When we move the ball, if we get paint touches, we are pretty hard to stop,” 
Reese said. “Everyone on the fl oor is so versatile that we can score in so many 
different ways.”
 New Mexico was led by Sara Halasz who nearly single-handedly kept the 
Lobos in the game in the fi rst half. The senior guard scored 12 of her 16 points in 
the fi rst half as the Buffaloes held onto a 42-28 lead at the break.
 New Mexico pulled within 12 early in the second half, at 48-36 three minutes 
in, but the depth of Colorado began to break through. As much success as Colo-
rado had from long range in the fi rst half, the Buffaloes attacked the basket in the 
second.
 Reese had her two early 3-pointers, but changed gears going 4-of-6 from the 
fi eld in the second half for 10 points closer to the basket including a couple free 
throws. Swan had eight of her 10 points in the fi nal frame. Kresl and Wilson both 
had success driving in the lane as well.
 The Buffaloes also clamped down defensively. After allowing the Lobos to 
shoot 44 percent in the fi rst half, New Mexico made just 35 percent in the second 
as the Buffaloes closed out the contest with a 26-11 run over the fi nal 12:16.

Buffaloes sprinted past South Alabama, 94-61 in the fi rst round of the Omni Hotels 
Classic Friday evening at the Coors Events Center.
 Colorado (5-0) will play Rice (4-4) in Saturday’s championship game, set for 
7:30 p.m. at the Coors Events Center. Rice squeaked by Samford 57-52 in the 
opener. South Alabama (0-5) will play Samford (1-4) in Saturday’s consolation at 
5 p.m.
 Colorado had fi ve players score in double-digits for the third straight game and 
hit at least 80 points for the fourth consecutive contest, and 90 for the second time 
this year.
 Jen Reese and Jamee Swan tied for lead scoring honors with 16 points 
apiece.  Lexy Kresl had 12 points, seven rebounds and a career-high six assists. 
Rachel Hargis had 11 and Lauren Huggins had 10.
 “It was another night with really good balance,” head coach Linda Lappe said. 
“Offensively, we moved the ball well. We had a lot of different players contribute; 
we scored on the inside, we scored on the outside. I really like the fl ow of some of 
the things we’re doing offensively.”
 Colorado’s balanced shined once again as all 10 players that played scored, 
in fact that was achieved less than 10 minutes into the contest.

“It was nice to get some 
fouls and get to the line.”
 Reese was 6-of-8 from the fi eld and pulled down seven rebounds. Ashley 
Wilson fi nished with six points, six rebounds and tied a personal best with four 
assists.
 Colorado ended up at 52 percent for the game (34-of-65) and dished out 19 
assists. The Buffaloes also enjoyed a 42-28 edge on the boards.
 Cumbo had a game-high 19 points for South Alabama while Jennifer Johnson 
scored 18 off the bench.

 LARAMIE, Wyo. - Outside, negative temperatures and raging winds chilled 
Laramie, Wyo., but inside the Arena-Auditorium, the No. 11 Colorado women’s 
basketball team burned a fi re in the second half to power them to a 63-59 victory 
over Wyoming.
 Colorado, 7-0, wins its 31st straight regular nonconference game and im-
proves its all-time record against Wyoming to 36-9.
 Brittany Wilson led the Buffs and fi nished the game with 19 points. Arielle 
Roberson added 13 points and 12 rebounds, her fourth career double-double 
and the Buffaloes’ fi rst of the season. Kayla Woodward recorded 17 points for the 
Cowgirls.
 Wyoming (4-2) tied the game up at 57 with 57 seconds left on the clock after a 
dribble-drive through the lane by Chelan Landry. Lauren Huggins missed a shot 
on the Colorado end, but Wilson came up with the rebound in a crowd in the paint 
and scored on a layup to give the Buffs a two point lead with 35 seconds left. 
 From there, the Buffs and Cowgirls traded free throws. Tough defense disal-
lowed a shot from by Kaitlyn Mileto and brought Lexy Kresl to the charity stripe. 
She made both free throws to give the Buffs a 61-57 lead.
 A foul on the other end put the Cowgirls at the line, and Fallon Lewis capital-
ized to cut the Buffs lead to two once more. Jasmine Sborov was fouled with fi ve 
seconds left on the clock, and she went to the line and made both free throws to 
seal the 63-59 victory.
 “You got to give our players a lot of credit,” Colorado head coach Linda Lappe 
said. “We fi gured it out, we bared down, and I think Arielle [Roberson] and Brittany 
[Wilson] got some key shots. We were resilient again. It’s nice to be able to pull out 
with wins. Lot of things to take away, but I’m proud of the way we stepped up.”
 Colorado was without leading scorer Jen Reese, who suffered a concussion 
earlier in the week, and backup guard Ashley Wilson who injured her shoulder 
against Rice.
 The Buffs got off to a rough start and struggled to drain a bucket. They fell be-
hind and could not match Wyoming’s quick four points. Rachel Hargis made both 
of her free throws to narrow the Cowgirls’ lead to 4-2. Just before the fi rst media 
timeout, Huggins gave the Buffs their fi rst lead at 5-4 after draining a big three.   
 From there, Colorado continued to maintain its lead in the fi rst half with some 
big plays. Hargis gobbled a ball up defensively at half-court, and the Buffs turned 
it around to add a three from Kresl. A Wilson 3-pointer put the Buffs ahead 13-8 at 
the 12:10 mark.
 Colorado held the lead for a majority of the fi rst half, but the Cowgirls closed 
on a 10-2 run in the fi nal 4:26, capped off by a Kaylee Hoffman 3-pointer at the 
buzzer, to take a 27-21 lead at the break.
 The Buffs shot  a season-low 26.7 percent from the fi eld in the fi rst half.
 In the second half, Wyoming opened the scoring with a Woodward 3-pointer. 
Soon afterward, the Buffs went on an 11-0 run, including Huggins’ 18th trey of 
the season. The Buffs took a 32-30 lead with 16:44 remaining in the half, but the 
Cowgirls evened the score once more. Huggins let another three fl y to give the 
Buffs a 35-32 advantage going into the media timeout.
 Wilson added another three from the left corner to give the Buffs a 40-32 edge 
with 14:06, their largest lead to that point.
 But Wyoming came back strong. After a Woodward missed free throw, Hoff-
man grabbed the rebound to keep possession. Mileto then drilled a 3-pointer to cut 
the lead to 40-36.
 Roberson stopped Wyoming’s momentum with a jumper that sparked an 11-2 
Colorado run ended by fi ve straight points from Wilson.
 The Buffaloes kept their lead near double digits until one fi nal run by the Cow-
girls in the fi nal fi ve minutes. Wyoming embarked on a 10-0 run, including a pair 
of tough shots by Landry that tied the score which led to the Buffaloes fi nal clutch 
shots.

 BOULDER – Strange afternoon of hoops in Boulder, but strange was good. 
The No. 11 Colorado women remained unbeaten with a 79-56 win over Illinois, but 
it was anything but business as usual in the Coors Events Center.
 For starters, the Buffs (8-0) and Illini (5-5) had their pregame warm-up time 
shortened due to the aftermath of the CU’s men’s last-second upset of No. 6 Kan-
sas. That game started at 1:20 p.m., with the women’s contest scheduled to begin 
just after 5 p.m. But it took longer than anticipated to clear the CEC court after it 
was stormed by CU students and fans following the electrifying 75-72 win.
 Then, with 8:30 left in the fi rst half of the women’s contest and the Buffs up 27-
20, alarms sounded in the CEC. Play continued, but after a couple of possessions, 
the court and stands were cleared. A sprinkler head had burst in the loading dock 
area of the Events Center, triggering the alarms and stopping play for 20 minutes. 
Players went to their locker rooms, fans went to the building’s upper concourses.
 Meanwhile, second-year Illinois coach Matt Bollant might not have known 
what he was missing. He was ill and remained at his Boulder hotel, which made 
associate head coach Mike Divilbiss the head man for the afternoon.
 “There’s not much you can say in that situation,” Divilbiss said of the delay. 
“We’re a young team and it’s just one of those things – you just have to learn to get 
past the environment.”
 Once back on the court, Illinois guard Amber Moore got a quick score but the 
Buffaloes quickly went up by double-digits for the fi rst time on a three-pointer by 
Jen Reese (16 points) and a jumper by Rachel Hargis (12) for a 32-22 lead.
 Forward Jacqui Grant (game-high 20) helped keep Illinois close. When the 
Illini cooled off from the outside, they started going in and the 6-3 freshman scored 
four of her 15-fi rst half points on a run that cut Colorado’s lead to 40-35.
 But Lauren Huggins hit another 3-pointer and Hargis matched an Illinois 
score with a layup of her own to give the Buffaloes a 45-37 halftime advantage.
 Reese hit her fi rst three fi eld goals of the second half as the Buffs built their 
lead to 20. A Jasmine Sborov trey and a soft Hargis layup pushed CU in front 
62-42. But Illinois increased its press, contributing to the Buffs’ 20 turnovers, and 
crept to within 14 (62-48).
 CU fi nally settled down as Sborov (10) hit a three-pointer at the 7:56 mark to 
push the lead back to 17 and the Illini were done.
 “I thought it was a great win for our team,” CU coach Linda Lappe said, ac-
knowledging Illinois’ athleticism, quickness and different defensive looks. “There 
were a lot of different obstacles and adversities through the game – not having the 
normal warm up time, having a fi re alarm . . . I liked how we came out of being in 
the locker room for 15 minutes and got back into it. So, there were a lot of positives 
to take out of it.”
 Once again, the Buffs’ balance was apparent. Four players, topped by Arielle 
Roberson’s 17, reached double fi gures and 10 players scored. The Buffs out-
rebounded the Illini 51-30 and held the visitors to 30.8 percent shooting. 
 In addition to her seven points, senior guard Brittany Wilson set career highs 
in assists (eight) and rebounds (13) and tied a career-best with three blocked 
shots.
 CU committed 21 turnovers to Illinois’ 14, but Wilson said given the Illini’s 
average of forcing 26, the Buffs will take their 21 and move on. “You don’t want to 
have 21 turnovers a game,” she said, “but we won, so hey.”
 Reese, who sat out the Wyoming game on Wednesday night with concussion 
symptoms and a broken nose, said her fast start “was good to get the confi dence 
up. Even if I did miss it, it’s short memory. But it was good to come back and it felt 
good.”

 BOULDER - A respectable night on offense and a 22-point win might appease 
many college basketball coaches, but don’t count Colorado’s Linda Lappe among 
them.
 Although her unbeaten No. 11-ranked Buffaloes put away the University of 
Denver 83-61 on Thursday night for the program’s 33rd straight regular-season 
non-conference win, Lappe left the Coors Events Center disgruntled about the 
Pioneers’ point total.
 “I’m not happy with giving up 61 points,” Lappe said, crediting DU with their 
strategy in attacking the Buffs as much as her team’s hot-and-cold defensive ef-
fort. “Our sense of urgency and intensity (on defense) have to get better.”
 Offensively, that’s a different, more upbeat story. The Buffs (9-0) hit 80 points 
for the fi fth time this season and continue to cruise behind balance like they 
haven’t enjoyed in recent years. Four players reached double fi gures on Thursday 
night, with eight of the 10 players Lappe employed entering the scoring column.
 Arielle Roberson’s 22 points were a game high, and her 10 rebounds consti-
tuted a third consecutive double-double and sixth of her career. She was backed 
by Jen Reese (18), Lexy Kresl (13) and Brittany Wilson (12). Kresl also tied a 
career high with six assists.
 “It felt good,” Roberson said of her overall game. “I mean, it’s fi nals week and 
I’m just trying to relieve some stress in some type of way. This is the only way I 
really know how. I just went out there and played my game, and my teammates 
were great.”
 Roberson hit 13 of 17 free throws – both career highs – with her 17 attempts 
one shy of the school record. For the night, the Buffs hit 25 of 32 foul shots, while 
the Pioneers were 8-of-18.
 Reese might have believed she was done wearing protective masks, but she’s 
back in one after suffering a broken nose a couple of days before the Buffs’ trip 
to Wyoming on Dec. 4. A broken orbital bone required Reese to wear protective 
goggles all of last season.
 “I can’t catch a break on my face, apparently,” she said, adding that she is 
scheduled to ditch this mask by the end of this month. “It’s a hassle, obviously, 
just like the goggles were. But I have to protect my face right now.”
 Reese had eight rebounds to go with her 18 points and was one of four Buffs 
with six or more boards. CU outrebounded DU 49-35 and outscored DU 36-18 in 
the paint. The Buffs also collected 23 second-chance points to the Pioneers’ fi ve. 
CU shot 44.3 percent from the fi eld while holding DU to 37.1 percent.
 The Buffs fell behind 17-12 with 12:10 left before halftime but fi nally got un-
tracked with a 20-3 run that helped put them ahead 32-20 and in command for the 
rest of the night. The Pioneers (1-8) lost for their sixth consecutive game.
 “There were moments where we defi nitely let them have anything they wanted 
like easy transition buckets,” Roberson said. “But I don’t think we ever lost con-
fi dence and thought the game wasn’t ours. We just knew we had to settle and 
buckle down.”
 The Buffs did both in their 20-3 spurt, and as sporadic as it was for the night 
Lappe credited her defense for hitting the ignition in that run.
 “It’s amazing how that happened,” she said. “We started playing defense and 
getting aggressive. We got our hands in passing lanes, not giving up angles on 
drives, stayed between them and the basket and communicated. We had a differ-
ent level of defense in that period of time and what that led to was fast and easy 
baskets on our end.”
 After that brief defensive fl urry, the Buffs led 47-32 at the half.  They outscored 
the visitors 11-4 in the fi rst 5 minutes of the second half and went up by as many 
as 26 points before the fi nal buzzer. The Pioneers got no closer than 14 in the last 
12 minutes.

 LOUISVILLE, Ky. – Lexy Kresl had 17 points and Jen Reese corralled her 
second career double-double, but Louisville had a little bit more Saturday after-
noon at the KFC Yum! Center as the No. 7 ranked Cardinals outlasted No. 11 
Colorado 69-62.
 Louisville’ Shoni Schimmel had a game-high 30 points, including 13-of-16 
from the line as Cardinals improved to 12-1.
 Reese had 14 points and pulled down a team-season-high 14 rebounds for the 
Buffs (9-1) who saw their 33-game nonconference regular season win streak end.
 It was a tough, physical battle, the kind one would expect from a game be-
tween two of the nation’s top teams. But that aggressiveness cost both teams at 
times; and Colorado a little more in the end. A total of 56 fouls were called, 32 on 
Colorado. The teams combined for 70 free throw attempts, Louisville hitting 24-of-
40 while the Buffaloes were 17-of-30.
 Colorado held a potent Louisville offense well below its average. The Cardi-
nals entered the game averaging over 90 points per game, and over 100 in their 
last four. The Buffaloes were able to slow Louisville down and force the 2013 
NCAA runner-ups to score in the half court.
 But Colorado gave the Cardinals more opportunities than they hoped. The 
Buffs were outrebounded for the fi rst time this year, 52-47. Louisville crashed the 
offensive glass, pulling down 21 offensive boards. Even though second-chance 
points were even (11-11), it was missed opportunities for stops that hurt the Buffs.
 Despite the rebounding struggles, Colorado was in the game the whole way as 
neither team led by more than seven points and featured nine lead changes.
 Kresl gave Colorado an early 8-5 lead with a 3-pointer, but Bria Smith hit 
back-to-back jumpers to even the game at 10-10. The Cardinals pushed their lead 
to 24-18 on a Sara Hammond layup with 8:01 left in the fi rst half, but Colorado 
answered with its biggest run.
 Kresl, who scored 15 of her 17 points in the fi rst half, answered Hammond 
with a jumper that set off a 13-0 run. Arielle Roberson put back a Reese miss and 
a pair of Kresl free throws tied the game at 24-24.
 Lauren Huggins broke the tie with a long 3-pointer to give the Buffs a 27-24 
lead, forcing a Louisville timeout. At the beginning of the timeout Louisville’s bench 
received a technical foul giving the Buffs an opportunity to extend the lead.
 Kresl hit the two technical free throws coming out of the timeout to give the 
Buffaloes their largest lead at 29-24. Unfortunately that was it for Colorado in the 
fi rst half and the Cardinals came storming back.
 Schimmel fi nally ended Colorado’s run with a runner in the lane, drew a foul 
and completed the 3-point play. Younger sister Jude Schimmel then connected on 
a pair of fast break layups in the closing minutes as a 9-0 run gave the Cardinals a 
33-29 lead at the half.
 Colorado quickly erased the Louisville halftime lead as a Sborov 3-pointer 
ended a 7-2 CU run out of the break for a 36-35 Buffs lead. However, shortly 
after that the fouls started to catch up with Colorado. Sborov picked up her third 
moments after her 3-pointer. Brittany Wilson then picked up No. 4 with nearly 13 
minutes left with Ashley Wilson and Roberson matching that total moments later.
 Still the Buffaloes continued to stay close. Sborov hit a bucket to tie the game 
at 46-46 with 9:44 remaining, but the Cardinals reeled off seven straight behind the 
Schimmel sisters.
 In the end, the game was put away at the line. Louisville hit 18-of-24 from the 
line in the second half compared to just 10-of-18 for Colorado.
 The Buffs did get a few stops, a pair of free throws by Kresl and one each from 
Roberson and Reese cut the Louisville lead to 63-59 with 1:10 left. The defense 
came up big when Jude Schimmel missed a jumper with under a minute left, and 
Roberson grabbed the rebound. Rachel Hargis eventually ended up at the line, 
hitting 1-of-2 to make it a one possession game at 63-60. But that was it as Shoni 
Schimmel clamped down hitting four free throws down the stretch, and scored the 
fi nal points on a breakaway basket in the closing seconds.

 BOULDER – If Sunday afternoon was a tune-up for Pac-12 Conference play, 
the No. 12 Colorado women’s team likely left the Coors Events Center knowing 
the fi ne-tuning isn’t fi nished.
 But putting into practice what they had emphasized recently in practice, the 
Buffaloes showed if they continue to grind they can succeed. Applying the brakes 
to stubborn Southern Utah Sunday in the last 8 minutes, the Buffs fi nally put away 
the Thunderbirds 75-59 and now can turn their full attention to the Pac-12.
 Although CU did enough against Southern Utah to claim its 10th non-confer-
ence win (10-1), the Buffs often had diffi culty getting in synch offensively and let a 
14-point second half lead dwindle to two with 8:09 to play.
 But that was as close as the Thunderbirds (7-3) would get. After Carli More-
land hit a pair of free throws to bring Southern Utah to 54-52, the Buffs launched 
a 19-2 run to take a 19-point lead (73-54) with 1:24 remaining.
 Outscored 21-7 over the fi nal 8:09, the T-Birds were toast.
 “Overall, I liked how we responded to the last three days of practice,” CU 
coach Linda Lappe said, noting the Buffs had focused on rebounding, tighter 
defense and setting screens. “I saw all three things improve.”
 Most apparent, according to guard Jasmine Sborov, was the defensive fac-
tor: “To be honest, it didn’t really feel like the score was that close leading up to the 
two-point defi cit . . . we  looked at scoreboard and we were like, ‘All right, we need 
to get down, get some stops and just extend our lead.’ I think that’s one negative 
thing with this game – we were up and then we were down and we were up and 
we let them get closer. We didn’t step on their throats and just keep going.”
 Not until they needed to, anyway. During the decisive 8-minute surge, Arielle 
Roberson scored seven of her team-best 18 points while Ashley Wilson, who 
fi nished with career highs in points (14) and assists (5), contributed four points. 
Roberson added 14 rebounds for her fourth double-double in fi ve games and sev-
enth of her career.
 Down by 12 points at halftime, the Thunderbirds crept to within four before the 
Buffs answered with a 12-2 run to take what appeared to be a comfortable 50-36 
lead. Not so. The visitors kept competing, climbing back to within 54-52 before CU 
delivered its fi nal answer.
 “We relaxed instead of keeping our foot on the gas,” Wilson said. “They play 
hard (but) we responded every single time; it shows what kind of team we have.”
 CU also got double-fi gure scoring from Jen Reese (11) and Sborov (12), who 
also recorded her fi rst career double-double with a career-high 10 rebounds.
 Desiree Jackson led Southern Utah with 21 points and was her team’s only 
player in double fi gures.
 “Slow start” doesn’t come close to describing what the Buffs overcame to 
eventually pull away and take a 36-24 halftime lead. Just under 9 minutes into the 
fi rst half, CU had one more turnover (fi ve) than baskets (four) but still led 10-7.
 But after Moreland, a 6-1 senior forward from Broomfi eld, tied the score at 
13-13 on a 3-pointer, CU made its move. Over the next 6 minutes, the Buffs out-
scored the Thunderbirds 17-6 to take their fi rst double-digit advantage (30-19) on 
a basket by Ashley Wilson.
 Southern Utah rallied briefl y, closing to within six points (30-24) before CU 
used a 6-0 run – four free throws by Roberson, a layup by Jamee Swan, who 
made her second career start – to establish its 12-point halftime advantage. But 
the T-Birds quickly cut into that, forced the Buffs to make a run, then the whole 
process was repeated.
 Neither team shot impressively from the fi eld – CU checked in at 37.9 percent, 
Southern Utah at 34.0 – and between them the Buffs and Thunderbirds committed 
45 turnovers (CU 21, Southern Utah 24). And long-range accuracy was lacking: 
the teams were a combined 2-of-26 from beyond the arc, with each getting one 
trey in 13 attempts.

 LOS ANGELES — Southern California held No. 12 Colorado scoreless over 
the fi nal four minutes here Friday night, as the Trojans scored the fi nal 13 points of 
the game to defeat the Buffaloes, 55-45.
 USC blocked 10 shots and held Colorado to just 28 percent shooting in hold-
ing the Buffs to their season low in points in handing CU its second loss in its last 
three games, both on the road.  It was just CU’s second loss to an unranked team 
in the last 36 games over the past two seasons. 
 Colorado overcame a horrifi c start in which it missed its fi rst dozen shots and 
16 of its fi rst 17 to rally from 12 point fi rst-half defi cit to take small leads in the sec-
ond half.  The game’s fi rst time came early after intermission, as buckets by Lexy 
Kresl and Jen Reese knotted the score at 24; a soon after 10-4 run gave Colorado 
its big lead of the night at 34-30 with 14:06 to play.
 But the Buffs would endure nearly a six-and-a-half minute stretch without a 
fi eld goal, though USC could only muster a 7-1 advantage in that window to take a 
37-35 edge with 8:57 left.  CU then countered with a 10-5 run to go up 45-42 with 
4:01 remaining. 
 For CU, it was basically the “Wilson Show,” as the twins, senior guards Ash-
ley and Brittany from nearby Long Beach, combined to score 25 of Colorado’s 
points.  Brittany scored CU’s last fi eld goal at the 4:54 mark and fi nished with 13 
points, while Ashley converted two free throws for the last Colorado points with 
4:01 on the clock to end with 12.  
 Cassie Harberts led the Trojans with 19 points, seven coming down the 
stretch.  She made two free throws that put the Trojans ahead for good, 46-45, 
with 3:08 remaining, and grabbed an offensive rebound and converted a layup for 
a 48-45 lead with 2:20 to go. 
 Brianna Barrett’s layup in traffi c with 48 seconds left made it a two-score game 
at 50-45, and 15 seconds later, Harberts sunk another pair of free throws to all but 
seal the win for USC.  Colorado (10-2, 0-1 Pac-12) came up empty on its last eight 
possessions.
 USC (9-5, 2-0), which opened the week and Pac-12 play with a 56-54 win at 
rival UCLA on Monday, snapped a 16-game losing streak against ranked teams.   
 “We’ll learn from this, and we’ll be fi ne,” CU coach Linda Lappe said.  “We 
have a great group of seniors that provides us with great leadership. This was one 
of those games where we just didn’t play well in numerous spurts, especially the 
last eight to 10 minutes.”
 Colorado didn’t get on the board until there was 13:23 remaining in the 
fi rst half, when Brittany Wilson’s fl oater from the lane got a friendly bounce and 
dropped through.  The Buffs missed their fi rst 12 shots before that one fell, but 
trailed only 9-2 at that point; USC was just 1-of-5 from the fi eld with four turnovers 
and built the lead converting all six of its early free throw attempts.  The Trojans 
also blocked fi ve of CU’s fi rst dozen fi eld goal tries.
 USC built the lead up to 12 on two occasions, the last following a Cassie 
Harbert layup to make it 17-5 with 9:05 left in the half.  Those were CU’s largest 
defi cits of the season, as previously the Buffaloes had yet to trail in double fi gures, 
trailing the most at Wyoming when the Cowgirls led at nine at one point.
 It was then the Trojan’s turn to get cold; USC failed to score on its next 12 pos-
sessions, missing 11 fi eld goals and turning it over three times, and Colorado used 
the 6:23 scoring drought to climb back into the game.  The Buffs reeled off the next 
10 points to pull to within 17-15, with Ashley Wilson scoring fi ve of the points in the 
run.
 CU would close the half on a 15-8 spree overall to cut the USC lead to 23-20 
at intermission.  While CU opened just 1-of-17 from the fl oor, it made six of its last 
16 shots, while the Trojans weren’t clicking any better, fi nishing the half 7-of-27.  
Ashley Wilson had seven of CU’s points for the half, topping her season average 
of 6.1 coming into the game in just the fi rst 20 minutes.

 LOS ANGELES – No. 12/14 Colorado erased a late nine-point second half 
defi cit to edge UCLA, 61-59, Sunday night at Pauley Pavilion.
 Jen Reese scored 15 points and Jamee Swan had nine points and nine re-
bounds.
 Trailing 52-43 with 6 minutes, 20 seconds left, the Buffs clamped down on 
defense and held UCLA scoreless for 4:06 as CU embarked on a 10-0 run. 
 Reese started the run off with a made free throw. She missed the second but 
Swan corralled the layup and scored to cut the Bruins lead to six.
 UCLA missed three shots and had a couple of turnovers as the Buffs whittled 
the lead down to 52-48 with 4:09 left on a pair of Ashley Wilson free throws.
 After two more defensive stops, Arielle Roberson drilled a long two-pointer at 
the top of the key at the 2:53 mark. On the next possession, Brittany Wilson tied 
up Thea Lemberger with the arrow in the Buffs favor.
 Brittany Wilson was fouled and hit one of two free throws to cut the UCLA lead 
to one at 52-51. She missed the second one, but the scramble for the ball fell out 
of bounds in CU’s favor. Wilson then drove the lane and scored on a layup in traffi c 
as CU regained the lead at 53-52 with 2:32 left.
 UCLA’s Luliana Livulo hit a couple of free throws at 2:14 as the Bruins briefl y 
retook the lead. But Reese hit a jumper at the top of the key to give Colorado a 
55-54 lead with 1:55 left. After a defensive stop for CU, and both teams swapping 
turnovers, Swan scored on a layup for a 57-54 lead.
 The Buffaloes kept the Bruins out of reach at the free throw line. Lexy Kresl 
hit a pair to extend the lead to fi ve. UCLA’s Nirra Fields, who led all players with 23 
points, countered with a layup. She was fouled and hit the subsequent free-throw 
to cut the CU lead to 59-57 with 16 seconds left.
 Brittany Wilson was fouled immediately and hit one of two from the line to up 
the CU lead to three. Lemberger attacked the rim and scored with eight ticks left 
to knock the lead back to one at 60-59.
 Wilson again was sent to the line and again hit one of two. With no timeouts 
left, Lemberger hustled down the fl oor took a contested runner in the lane. Livulo 
grabbed the offensive rebound but her put back fell short at the buzzer.
 Jasmine Sborov had 11 points and eight rebounds for the Buffaloes. Atonye 
Nyingifa had a double-double for the Bruins with 13 points and a game-high 11 
rebounds.
 Late in the fi rst half it looked as if Colorado’s comeback heroics weren’t go-
ing to be needed. The Buffaloes shook off some early turnovers and offensive 
rebounds by UCLA and went into the lockerroom with all the momentum.
 Colorado had an early 8-4 lead, hitting two of its fi rst four shots, but went 
scoreless for four minutes. A UCLA 9-0 run capped off by a Madeline Brooks 
jumper with 6:55 left in the half gave the Bruins a 17-13 lead.

 Kresl then drained her second straight 3-pointer to put the Buffaloes up 28-20. 
Livulo ended the Colorado run with a pair of free throws, but then Wilson drained 
a 12-foot jumper at the halftime buzzer to cap off a 9-2 run and give the Buffaloes 
a 30-22 lead at the break. 
 Fields and Nyingifa led a 10-0 run that tied the game at 32 with 14:33 left.
 Sborov ended the run with her second 3-pointer of the contest and the Buf-
faloes were able to stay even until the decisive run.

 BOULDER – California never stopped grinding, Colorado couldn’t step up with 
a stop. It was the recipe for a gut-wrenching, frustrating Friday night at the Coors 
Events Center.
 Outscoring CU 14-2 in the fi nal 4:08, No. 19 Cal rallied from a 10-point defi cit 
to edge No. 17 CU, 57-55. 
 If the Buffs left their home court Friday night feeling they had been taken ad-
vantage of, it was justifi ed. It was also mostly self-infl icted. CU (11-3, 1-2)  held a 
10-point halftime lead, led by 10 with just over 4 minutes to play and still couldn’t 
fi nish what was shaping up to be a milestone Pac-12 win. Cal (11-3, 3-0) wouldn’t 
allow it.
 “We just didn’t play to win necessarily...they were the aggressors and we 
didn’t buck up to that challenge,” said Arielle Roberson, who rebounded from a 
subpar West Coast trip last weekend with a game-high 21 points – including 11 
during a 15-6 run that opened a 50-40 CU advantage with 5:55 to play.
 But after Jen Reese hit a jumper to put the Buffs up by 10 for a second time, 
they failed to hit a fi eld goal in the fi nal 4:08. Roberson’s two free throws were CU’s 
only points in that span.
 The Bears, led by Reshanda Gray (15) and Brittany Boyd (13), never con-
sidered going away. After CU called a timeout with 25 seconds remaining – 22 
on the shot clock – Roberson was fouled and went to the free throw line with 
16.2 seconds showing. She hit both, putting the Buffs up 55-54, prompting a Cal 
timeout with 12.1 seconds to play.
 Afure Jemerigbe drove the right baseline and scored to give Cal a 56-55 lead 
with 6 seconds left. Head coach Linda Lappe set up a play for Roberson, but 
Jamee Swan’s side-court inbounds pass was stolen by Courtney Range, who was 
fouled by Roberson and hit one of two free throws at the 2.9 second mark.
 Lexy Kresl’s half-court fl ing at the buzzer bounded off the back iron and the 
Buffs’ night of late frustration was complete.
 Employing full-court pressure to begin the second half, the Bears forced the 
Buffs into nine turnovers in the fi nal 20 minutes and converted CU’s 16 errors into 
16 points. Cal also outscored CU 36-34 in the paint, outrebounded the Buffs 40-39 
and limited them to 37.5 percent from the fi eld. The Bears shot only 39.7 percent, 
but they were at 45.5 percent (15-of-33) in the second half.
 CU’s biggest lead of the fi rst half – 28-18 – came courtesy of a 10-4 run and 
a nearly 8-minute lockdown of the Cal offense. With 7:44 left before intermission, 
Mikayla Lyles hit a 3-pointer to bring the Bears to within 18-17, but that would be 
Cal’s last fi eld goal of the half. 
 In the fi rst 2 minutes of the second half, it was Cal’s turn to turn up the ‘D.’ 
Opening with full-court pressure, the Bears disrupted the Buffs offensive rhythm 
just enough to force three turnovers and outscored them 10-2 to pull to within 30-
28 on a conventional three-point play by Gray with 17:08 to play.
 Over the next 51/2 minutes, Cal cut CU’s lead to one on two occasions, but 
after the Bears had closed to 35-34 the Buffs answered with an 8-0 surge on three 
baskets by Roberson and one by Rachel Hargis to go up 43-34 with 9:40 to play.
 And Roberson wasn’t fi nished. After scoring in the paint, she backed up for a 
trey that opened a 10-point CU lead (50-40) with just under 6 minutes to play.  
But the Bears wouldn’t roll. They cut the defi cit to fi ve (53-48) on a three-point play 
by Gennifer Brandon with 3:33 left, got a fast break layup by Gray to pull to 53-50, 
then crept to 53-52 on a jumper by Boyd at the 2:07 mark.
 A turnover caused by Cal’s full-court pressure followed a CU timeout, and 
Courtney Range sank two free throws to give Cal a 54-53 lead – its fi rst since 12-
11 – with 1:59 left. Roberson’s pair of free throws gave the Buffs a 55-54 lead and 
their fans hope, but a stop at the other end was needed – and it didn’t happen.

 BOULDER – The Colorado Buffaloes battled gallantly on Sunday afternoon to 
fi nd the edge their coach said they lacked, but fi nding it against Stanford’s Chiney 
Ogwumike and the No. 4 Cardinal presented a different problem altogether.
 No. 17 CU cut a 19-point second-half defi cit to seven in the fi nal minute before 
fi nally succumbing 87-77 at the Coors Events Center. On Friday night, the Buffs 
(11-4, 1-3) were edged 57-55 by No. 19 California, and CU coach Linda Lappe 
challenged her team to play with more toughness.
 The Buffs did that on Sunday, but they struggled to fi nd an answer for the Car-
dinal’s Ogwumike, who scored 34 points and collected 16 rebounds. The Stanford 
All-American scored 20 of her total in the fi rst half, when the Cardinal (15-1, 4-0) 
rolled to a 55-38 lead.
 Ogwumike got fi rst-half help from freshman Karlie Samuelson, who scored 
17 of her career-high 19 points in the opening half.  Samuelson, who arrived in 
Boulder with a 3.8 point average, hitting fi ve of her eight fi rst-half 3-point attempts 
and both of her free throw tries.
 CU was without junior guard Jasmine Sborov, who was on crutches after 
being diagnosed with a broken bone in her foot.
 The Buffs got a career-best performance from sophomore forward Jamee 
Swan, who had team highs in points (20) and rebounds (13). Also scoring in 
double fi gures were Arielle Roberson (19), Brittany Wilson (15) and Lexy Kresl 
(10).
 The Cardinal held a 19-point lead on two occasions early in the second half, 
but the Buffs refused to roll. They cut the defi cit to 82-73 on a 3-pointer by Lauren 
Huggins, then to 82-75 on two free throws by Wilson with 1:02 to play.
 But that was as close they got to the Cardinal, now 6-0 against the Buffs since 
CU joined the Pac-12 in 2011.
 The Buffs stayed with the Cardinal for the game’s fi rst 2:47, but after a 6-6 
tie, Stanford began pulling away behind the 3-point shooting of Samuelson. After 
Ogwumike broke the tie with a trey, senior guard Sara James hit a three, giving the 
Cardinal a 12-6 lead.
 And Stanford was off and bombing.
 Less than 2 minutes later, Samuelson drained threes on consecutive pos-
sessions, pushing the Cardinal ahead 20-11 with 14:32 left before intermission. 
Stanford led by as many as 18 (46-28) before ending the half on – what else? – a 
Samuelson trey at the buzzer that gave her team a commanding 55-38 advantage.
 Stanford, which normally shoots 47.9 percent from long range, was 8-of-15 
(53 percent) from behind the arc, accounting for most of the damage as CU gave 
up its highest fi rst-half total of the season and the most since 2006.
 The Buffs entered the game allowing only 59 points a game and 57 in Pac-12 
play. If CU was to have a chance at catching up, its defense would have to tighten 
dramatically.
 An early second-half basket by Ogwumike gave the Cardinal its biggest lead 
– 59-40 – before the Buffs fi nally ratcheted up their ‘D.’ It helped when Ogwumike 
went to the bench briefl y with three fouls at the 15-minute mark, and CU took 
advantage.
 A 7-0 run on back-to-back baskets from Brittany Wilson and a three-point play 
by Swan pulled the Buffs to within 11 points (63-52) with 13:03 left. Stanford an-
swered with an 8-0 run – six of the points by Ogwumike – and went back in front 
by 19 (71-52) with just under 9 minutes to play.
 But CU wasn’t done. Runs of 5-0 and 6-0 pulled the Buffs back to within seven 
points before the Cardinal fi nally closed it out.

 SEATTLE – Washington freshman guard Kelsey Plum scored 35 points as 
the Huskies handed No. 21/20 Colorado its fourth straight loss, 81-71, Sunday 
afternoon at Alaska Airlines Arena.
 Plum and backcourt mate Jazmine Davis combined for 55 of Washington’s 81 
points. Plum made a CU opponent record 18 free throws, on only 19 attempts, and 
drilled three 3-pointers. Davis had 20 points on 6-of-14 from the fi eld and 6-of-6 
from the line. 
 The Huskies (10-7, 3-3) won the battle mostly from the free throw line. Wash-
ington was 38-of-46 from the charity stripe, setting a CU opponent mark for free-
throws made in one game.
 “We put them to the free throw line way too much. We outshot them, but we 
didn’t shoot as well as we needed to. They were scoring, and they were getting to 
the free throw line,” coach Linda Lappe said. 
 Washington made 21 of those in the fi rst half as the Huskies used a 10-0 run 
midway through the period to build a double-digit lead at the break, 39-27. 
 Colorado (11-6, 1-5) tightened up its defense early in the second half and 
started turning the Huskies over. The Buffaloes were able to completely erase 
Washington’s advantage, taking a 54-53 lead on a Jamee Swan layup with 8:42 
remaining.
 But Plum scored the game’s next six points to spark a 17-2 Washington run 
and the Huskies built their lead back to 70-56. 
 Brittany Wilson scored 10 of her 16 points during a fi nal Colorado push. The 
Buffaloes knocked Washington’s lead back down to fi ve with under a minute left 
with a 13-4 run. However, time ran out on the Buffaloes. Forced to foul, Plum sank 
her fi nal four tries from the line to put the game away.
 Colorado was held to 38 percent from the fi eld. Washington also limited the 
Buffaloes to one shot, winning the battle of the boards, 45-33. 
 Arielle Roberson led Colorado with 20 points on 8-of-16 shooting. Jen Reese 
added 13 points and six rebounds. Haley Smith also grabbed a career-high seven 
rebounds for the Buffaloes.
 “I just think we have to fi nd a way to win games,” Wilson said. “We have to fi nd 
some type of competitive fi re and win some games. We have to get it together. 
We’ll defi nitely fi gure it out. We’ll go home, put our hats together and go hard at 
home.”

 BOULDER – Needing a win and an accompanying dose of confi dence, the 
Colorado Buffaloes grabbed both Friday night at the Coors Events Center. 
 Powered by the solid mid-range shooting of Jen Reese and reserve Lauren 
Huggins’ rediscovered long-ball accuracy, CU disposed of Arizona 68-47 to snap 
a four-game Pac-12 Conference losing streak.
 “It’s great to be back on the winning track,” CU coach Linda Lappe said. “You 
take the game or be taken...tonight we took the game and we have to continue to 
do that.”
 Reese, a junior from Clackamas, Ore., tied her career high with 22 points, 
hitting a career-best eight fi eld goals in 13 attempts. Huggins, a redshirt freshman 
from Littleton, tied her career high by hitting fi ve of her nine 3-point attempts for 15 
points – one below her season and career highs. Huggins had been 2-of-16 from 
beyond the arc in the previous six Pac-12 games.
 For Huggins, regaining focus and her long-distance shooting touch started 
with early week meetings involving her teammates and Lappe. Huggins said her 
teammates expressing their belief in her got her back on track: “My teammates 
said, ‘Shoot the ball, kid, that’s what you need to do.’”
 Lappe said players – maybe more so with shooters – often “forget their roles” 
during the course of a season. Lappe told Huggins “to keep it simple...don’t put the 
ball on the fl oor, be ready to catch it, slow down your mind and be a shooter.”
 Huggins, who scored a career-high 16 points in November against Alcorn 
State, obviously did what her coach wanted. But Lappe saw another facet of Hug-
gins’ game that was equally locked in – her defense, which Lappe said usually 
ignites Huggins at the other end. “I thought her defense was solid – the best it’s 
been,” Lappe said.
 “Solid” also has been Reese’s calling card. “She’s a really special player,” 
Lappe said, comparing her to former NBA star Larry Bird in that while both might 
be missing the “wow” factor in their jumping ability and overall athleticism, both can 
be quietly spectacular in their results.
 Reese and Huggins got scoring assistance from Brittany Wilson, who added 
12 points and was the only other CU player to reach double fi gures. Arizona’s 
Candace Warthen led her team with 14 points.
 After a 14-2 run, the Buffs led by as many as 12 points (20-8) in Friday night’s 
fi rst half and were up 29-22 at intermission. The Wildcats’ last fi rst-half lead was 
6-4 – and it would be their last of the night.
 Reese supplied most of CU’s early offense, scoring eight of the fi rst 11 points 
on two fi eld goals and four free throws. She fi nished the half with 12 points and 
was the only Buffs player in double fi gures. During its 14-2 run, CU got a pair of 
3-pointers from Huggins – and more were coming.
 The Buffs were outrebounded 23-17 in the fi rst half, but capitalized on a dozen 
Wildcats turnovers while committing only four. CU ended the night with a 33-32 
board edge and pressured Arizona into 20 turnovers. Both teams shot 33.3 per-
cent from the fi eld in the opening half, but the Buffs fi nished the night at 50 percent 
(24-of-48) while keeping the Wildcats at 34.6 percent.
 A fast second-half start would greatly benefi t the Buffs – and they came close 
enough. After Arizona got the fi rst four points of the half, CU scored the next seven 
and restored a double-digit lead (36-26) with just over 16 minutes remaining.
 Reese factored in that run, too, hitting a pair of free throws. Then it was Hug-
gins’ turn to supply the offense. After Arizona’s Kama Griffi ts hit a 3-pointer, Hug-
gins answered with a pair to push the Buffs ahead 42-31 with 14:12 to play.
 When CU pushed ahead by 23 (60-37) on back-to-back treys by Huggins and 
Brittany Wilson with 7:20 left, all that was undecided was the winning margin.

 BOULDER – Colorado stayed with No. 14 Arizona State for the better part of 
40 minutes Sunday at the Coors Events Center. Unfortunately for the Buffaloes, 
the fi nal half minute was no time to come undone. 
 Getting a pair of free throws from Adrienne Thomas with 4.4 seconds to play, 
the Sun Devils edged the Buffs 68-66. 
 With the score tied at 66-66, CU coach Linda Lappe called timeout with 21 
seconds to play to set her fi nal strategy. It didn’t go as planned; Brittany Wilson 
lost her dribble, ASU got the loose ball and Thomas was fouled with 4.4 seconds 
to play.
 After Thomas hit both free throws, Wilson lost the ball coming up court, recov-
ered, but could manage only a three-quarter court heave that only added to CU’s 
afternoon of frustration.
 Jen Reese, who matched her career high with 22 points for a second straight 
game, said she believed the Buffs were focused coming of their timeout when the 
score was tied at 66. “But we should have gotten a shot up,” she added. “We didn’t 
fi nish...they were fouled and hit their free throws.”
 Aiding Reese in the scoring column were Brittany and Ashley Wilson with 12 
points each and Jamee Swan with 10. 
 CU outrebounded ASU 42-35 and hit 20-of-23 free throws – including 11-of-11 
in the fi rst half. ASU led by 10 points in the fi rst half before CU regained its shoot-
ing touch and made the afternoon competitive in the second half. 
 From the 15:05 mark until 7:23 before intermission, they dropped from 75 
percent shooting to 35 percent – going one for 12 and watching the Sun Devils 
launch a 12-0 run. That surge enabled ASU to take a double-digit lead – 24-14 
–and appear to be in control.
 But CU wasn’t ready to roll. If their shooting touches from the fi eld occasionally 
went icy, it was a different story at the free throw line. The Buffs were perfect at 
the foul line, hitting all of 11 of their attempts – which kept them in the game. By 
halftime their fi eld goal percentage was a humbling 30.3 (10-of-33), while the Sun 
Devils checked in at 42.9 percent (12-of-28).
 After Mann scored consecutive baskets to open the second half scoring and 
push ASU ahead 38-31, Reese – her nine fi eld goals were a career high – hit a 
put-back to open a 6-0 run that pulled the Buffs to within 38-37. It was the closest 
CU had been since 13-12.
 The Buffs got their fi rst lead since 12-11 on a layup by Roberson that sent 
them up 39-38 with 15:16 remaining. CU matched its largest lead to that point – 
three points at 43-40 – on back-to-back baskets by Reese.
 But Promise Amukamara matched Reese’s two buckets, giving ASU a 44-43 
advantage and promising a back-and-forth fi nal 10 minutes – if the Buffs didn’t 
encounter another Ice Age. They didn’t, and even a fi ve-point ASU lead (52-47) 
didn’t deter them.
 The Buffs lost their perfection from the foul line when Ashley Wilson fi nally 
missed the fi rst of two with 8:58 to play. But “A-Wil” hit the second attempt, fol-
lowed with two more on the next possession and tied the score at 52-52.
 Neither team led by more than two over the fi nal 8 minutes, with CU taking a 
two-point advantage (66-64) on a three-point play by Ashley Wilson with 2:51 left. 
 With the Buffs leading 66-65, Reese missed a foul line jumper with 45 seconds 
left ASU called a time out with 41.9 seconds to play. Fouled by Brittany Wilson on 
a loose ball battle, Kelsey Moos hit one of two free throws to tie the score at 66-66 
at the 28.5-second mark.
 Reese controlled the rebound on Moos’ miss and it was CU’s turn for a timeout 
to set its fi nal strategy in the last 21.1 seconds. If both of the Buffs’ fi nal posses-
sions went bust, the Sun Devils have been there and conquered that.

 BOULDER – Linda Lappe’s scouting report for Sunday’s Pac-12 Conference 
game against Utah didn’t change much – if at all – from last Wednesday night’s 
encounter in Salt Lake City. It didn’t need to.
 Colorado’s coach was more focused on what her team didn’t do than most 
anything Utah did – and fi ne-tuning her team was the right approach. Lappe’s 
Buffs clamped down defensively, made a few offensive tweaks and dispatched the 
Utes 61-45 at the Coors Events Center.
 “It was good to get that win,” Lappe said. “I thought our players stepped up and 
did some good things on the defensive end and in rebounding.”
 Winning for only the second time in their past eight games, the Buffs (13-8, 
3-7) scored the afternoon’s fi rst points and never trailed thereafter. CU led 33-16 
at halftime, by as many as 20 points early in the second half, and allowed the Utes 
(10-11, 3-7) no closer than 13 for the rest of the game.
 ‘D’ was key for the Buffs, who had shot below 40 percent from the fi eld in 
nine of their previous 11 games. While Sunday’s shooting percentage didn’t climb 
above 40 (35.8), CU held Utah to a frigid 25.9 percent – well below the 38.8 the 
Utes shot in Wednesday night’s 58-55 win.
 In that game, CU’s Arielle Roberson and Jen Reese combined for only nine 
points. By halftime Sunday, Roberson-Reese had 16 between them – Roberson 
with nine, Reese with seven. Reese didn’t score in the second half, but Roberson 
doubled her fi rst-half productivity and fi nished as the game’s high scorer (18).
 Brittany Wilson added 10 points for CU, seven of them in the second half. 
Freshmen Haley Smith contributed eight points and eight rebounds, matching 
Roberson’s board total. 
 Utah had one player in double fi gures – guard Danielle Rodriguez with 11. 
Forward Michelle Plouffe, the Utes’ high scorer (14) in Wednesday’s game, went 
1-for-10 from the fi eld Sunday and fi nished with 7 points. 
 The Buffs raced to a 33-16 halftime lead, fi nally ending a long 3-point drought 
and getting an impressive fi rst-half fi nish from freshman Zoe Beard-Fails.
 After missing the last 13 trey attempts – a span of 88:33 or two-plus games 
– CU got a 3-pointer from Reese to take a 5-2 lead. Roberson closed the Buffs’ 
fi rst-half scoring with a straightaway triple from the top of the key. 
 CU fi nished the half 2-of-6 from beyond the arc and got one of its top 3-point 
shooters – junior guard Lexy Kresl – back on the court. Kresl, out for the previous 
three games with a lower leg injury, played 4 fi rst-half minutes but did not attempt 
a shot. But with 6:45 to play in the game, she knocked down a critical trey to send 
CU ahead 50-31. The Buffs fi nished 3-of-11 from behind the arc.
 Beard-Fails, who had scored six points in the previous nine Pac-12 games, 
matched that total in fi nal 2:38 of Sunday’s fi rst half. The 6-2 Beard-Fails, of 
Herndon, Va., followed a pair of free throws with two inside baskets as the Buffs 
stretched their advantage to 30-16.
 Half a minute later, Roberson drained her 3-pointer, giving CU its 17-point lead 
at the break. The Buffs owned a healthy 27-12 rebounding edge after the fi rst 20 
minutes (51-35 for the game), but they committed 11 turnovers (17 for the game) 
which the Utes converted into 11 fi rst-half points – the key number in keeping Utah 
as close as it was after one half. The plus-15 board advantage was the Buffs’ big-
gest in a half this season.
 CU shot 42.9 percent in the opening half and went into the second half wanting 
that stat to hold up. It didn’t, but the Buffs compensated on the defensive end. They 
kept their intensity up to open the fi nal 20 minutes, opened a pair of 20-point leads 
and kept the Utes playing catch up for the remainder of the game.

 CORVALLIS, Ore. – The Colorado Buffaloes cut a 10-point second-half Or-
egon State lead to three on two occasions but couldn’t complete their comeback, 
losing 75-63 here Saturday afternoon at Gill Coliseum.
 The Buffs (13-9 overall, 3-8 Pac-12) stayed with the Beavers for most of the 
fi rst half but couldn’t keep up with the home team to start the fi nal 20 minutes. OSU 
(14-9, 6-5) outscored CU 10-5 to open the second half and the Buffs never caught 
up when their offense went stagnant in the fi nal 6 minutes.
 Nonetheless, CU coach Linda Lappe said her team could have salvaged the 
afternoon had its defense stayed as solid as it was for most of the opening half. 
The Beavers hit 60 percent from the fi eld (15-of-25) in the second half.
 “We were on pace to hold them under 60 points, which would have won us 
the game,” Lappe said. “I’m not impressed with our defense right now. It’s what we 
should be all about...we have to be more defensive minded so we can grind out 
games and win.”
 Saturday’s game was originally scheduled to played Friday night, but it was 
pushed back a day because of a winter storm in the area. Then Saturday’s tip time 
also was pushed back an hour.
 With the exception of trips to the free throw line and free throws made, the 
statistics showed an even contest. Both teams made 25 fi eld goals, collected 38 
rebounds and hit four 3-pointers. But OSU made 21-of-28 free throws – including 
14-of-16 in the fi rst half – while CU went 9-for-16 from the foul line.
 Four Beavers players reached double fi gures in scoring, topped by point guard 
Sydney Wiese’s 20. Forward Deven Hunter added 18 points and nine rebounds, 
while guard Ali Gibson added 12 points and center Ruth Hamblin 11 points.
 The Buffs, who have lost seven of their past nine games, had three players 
in double fi gures, led by Arielle Roberson (12), Jen Reese and Brittany Wilson 
contributed 10 each, but OSU held Reese scoreless in the second half.
 The Beavers hit fi ve of six free throws in the fi rst half’s fi nal 48.3 seconds to 
take a 36-13 lead at the break. Wiese, who led all fi rst-half scorers with 12 points, 
hit three of her four foul shots to give OSU its fi ve-point advantage – the largest for 
either team in the fi rst 20 minutes.
 The Buffs were competent at the foul line, but they simply didn’t get there 
enough in the fi rst half. And when they reached the stripe in the second half, they 
had trouble converting. Roberson hit only one of her seven free throw attempts.
 Reese led CU with 10 fi rst-half points, going four of fi ve from the fi eld. But she 
missed all six of her second-half fi eld goal attempts.
 The score was tied four times in the fi rst half – the last at 31-31 – with 13 lead 
changes. CU’s last lead was 29-28 on Reese’s pair of free throws. 
 Oregon State, which had been averaging 80-plus points a game at home and 
73.1 overall (fourth in the Pac-12), opened the second half with a 10-5 run and took 
its largest lead – 46-36 – only 4 minutes into the fi nal 20.
 CU kept chiseling away at OSU’s lead, and when Ashley Wilson hit a 3-point-
er from the left wing near the 11-minute mark the Buffs were only back by three 
points – 55-52. A Lexy Kresl layup kept CU’s defi cit at three – 57-54 – with 6:50 
to play but the Buffs could come no closer.
 A quick 5-0 run courtesy of a layup by Hunter and a Gabriella Hanson triple 
pushed the Beavers’ lead to 62-54. But empty possession after empty possession 
awaited the Buffs; they didn’t get their next basket until Ashley Wilson hit a jumper 
in the lane with 2:20 remaining – a span of 4:27 without a fi eld goal.
 In the meantime, CU had problems getting stops and OSU built its biggest 
lead – 11 points twice – until Hanson hit one of two free throws in the fi nal 10 
seconds to put the Beavers up by their fi nal 12-point margin.

 EUGENE, Ore. – Playing in her native Oregon, Jen Reese felt right at home 
scoring 18 points and grabbing 13 rebounds as Colorado clipped Oregon 81-75 
Monday at Matthew Knight Arena.
 Playing aggressive defense and dominating on the boards, Colorado held 
Oregon, the nation’s top scoring offense, 20 points below its season average. 
Colorado grabbed a season-high 54 rebounds, including 24 on the offensive end.
 And it wasn’t just Reese on the boards. Arielle Roberson had nine with her 
17 points, just missing a double-double. Jamee Swan had eight points and eight 
rebounds off the bench.
 Rachel Hargis also came up with key minutes down the stretch. She scored 
seven of her eight points in the second half, getting two key baskets in the fi nal 
minutes. Hargis was credited with only two rebounds, but her presence in the 
paint, which included three blocked shots, caused issues for the Ducks.
 Oregon forward Jillian Alleyne who entered the game averaging 21.4 points 
and a nation-best 15.6 rebounds per game, was held to single fi gures in rebound-
ing for just the third time this season, fi nishing with nine to go along with 15 points.
 Freshman guard Chrishae Rowe scored a game-high 23 points for Oregon on 
7-of-19 shooting. 
 Colorado led by as many as 15 points in the fi rst half, but the Ducks stormed 
back using a 14-4 run to take its fi rst lead at 46-45 with 15:34 left.
 The Buffaloes regrouped with a stretch that epitomized the Buffaloes effort on 
the boards. CU capitalized on three consecutive offensive rebounds to help push 
its lead back up to eight.
 Up by one after a couple of Swan free throws, Swan missed a layup but Reese 
was in perfect position for the tip in. Fouled on the play, Reese missed the free 
throw, but Swan got the offensive board and was fouled herself.
 Swan made the fi rst but missed the second. This time Lexy Kresl grabbed the 
offensive board. She was able to split the Oregon defense for a layup as Colorado 
increased its lead to 52-46.  Following a Megan Carpenter missed jumper, Swan 
grabbed the long rebound and went coast-to-coast, capping of a 9-0 run and a 
54-46 Buffaloes advantage.
 Oregon stayed close with the long ball. The Ducks hit six of their 10 3-pointers 
in the second half. When it looked like Colorado could pull away after Reese gave 
the Buffs a 61-51 lead, Lexi Petersen drilled a 3-pointer that began an 18-5 run for 
the Ducks. Petersen hit a second long ball during that stretch and Ariel Thomas 
capped off the run with a 3-pointer to give Oregon a 69-66 lead with 4:41 remain-
ing.
 But Colorado never let the Ducks extend the lead beyond that. Hargis, who 
scored seven of her eight points during the fi nal stretch, answered Thomas with a 
bucket.
 Colorado then clamped down defensively, allowing Oregon (13-10, 4-8) only 
four points in the fi nal four minutes. 
 Reese scored the go-ahead bucket on a short baseline jumper with 45 sec-
onds left to break a 75-75 tie. After getting a stop on the defensive end, Brittany 
Wilson gave Colorado that all-important four-point lead on a pair of free throws 
with 15 seconds left.
 After stopping the Ducks for the second straight possession, Ashley Wilson 
accounted for the fi nal points with a pair of free throws to close the game. In all the 
Ducks came up empty on eight of their fi nal 10 possessions.
 Brittany Wilson fi nished with 11 points, six rebounds, four assists and three 
steals. Haley Smith scored a career-best nine points on 4-of-6 shooting and 
dished out three assists.

 It wasn’t anything the Buffs hadn’t seen before – and they didn’t have many 
answers then either. In UW’s 81-71 Pac-12 Conference win last month in Seattle, 
they combined for 55 points, with Plum getting 35 and Davis 20.
 On Friday night, Plum scored 25, Davis 24. They entered the game as the 
nation’s No. 2 top scoring backcourt, averaging 38.9 points. 
 “Washington’s two guards were outstanding...they torched us,” said CU coach 
Linda Lappe. “They pretty much did whatever they wanted to do...Davis carried 
them in fi rst half (with 14 points), Plum came alive in the second (with 18).”
 Still, even with Plum-Davis running mostly unchecked, the Buffs (14-10, 4-9) 
stayed in contention, cutting a 10-point Huskies lead to three twice in the fi nal 1:16 
but failing take the rally any further.
 After tying the score at 60-60 on a Swan put-back with 8:57 remaining, a 10-0 
run pushed UW ahead by 10 (70-60). CU fi rst closed to within three (81-78) on Jen 
Reese’s fi rst four points of the night, then got to within three again (83-80) on a 
basket by Arielle Roberson, who fi nished with 14 points and nine rebounds.
 But three points back was as close as the Buffs would get, and Wilson said the 
game was lost by CU’s inability to “get those crucial stops, whether it was keeping 
them from scoring or getting a defensive rebound...It all comes down to the same 
thing: we make a push and tie the game and then we have a mental lapse where 
we don’t get that stop or defensive rebound.”
 CU jumped to a 9-2 lead but UW recovered quickly with an 11-2 run and took 
its fi rst lead on a Plum 3-pointer with 15:01 left before intermission. Davis followed 
with trey on the Huskies’ next possession, giving them their largest advantage 
(16-11) of the fi rst half.
 The fi rst half’s last 13 minutes produced six ties and 11 lead changes before 
Ashley Wilson hit one of two free throws with 22.1 seconds left to put CU up 40-39 
at the break.
 The Huskies took a 49-43 to open the second half, getting back-to-back treys 
by Davis and Talia Walton, the latter hitting her triple with 16:38 left in the game. 
The Buffs fought back, closing to 51-50 on a 3-pointer by Lexy Kresl with just over 
13 minutes remaining. 
 But the Huskies answered with a 6-0 run on consecutive conventional three-
point plays by Plum and Chantel Osahor to open a seven-point advantage – 57-50 
– with 12:19 to play.
 If CU was to make a move, it would have to be soon. Ashley Wilson and Swan 
made two free throws each to pull the Buffs to within 57-54. After Swan scored 
consecutive baskets to tie the score at 60-60, the Huskies got 3-pointers from 
Osahor – only her second in fi ve games – and Mercedes Wetmore and two free 
throws each from Katie Collier and Plum to pull ahead 70-60. 
 It was UW’s largest lead of the night, but a runner by Plum in the lane put CU 
behind 11 (75-64) just over a minute later. The Buffs pulled to within fi ve (76-71) 
on a trey by Ashley Wilson, then seven (81-74) on a triple by Kresl with 1:16 left.
 Reese got her fi rst points of the night on a jumper to bring CU to 81-76 with 
1:06 remaining, then hit a pair of free throws 3 seconds later to cut the defi cit to 
81-78. A layup by Roberson made it 83-80 but the Huskies closed it out with four 
free throws by Aminah Williams in the fi nal 22 seconds.

 BOULDER – Another chance at a close-game breakthrough eluded the Colo-
rado women’s basketball team Sunday afternoon. Following what has become a 
painfully familiar script, CU faltered in the fi nal 5 minutes and lost 80-77 to Wash-
ington State at the Coors Events Center.
 “Well, it seems a little bit like déjà vu,” said head coach Linda Lappe, whose 
team lost its fourth Pac-12 Conference game this season by three or fewer points.
 Lappe credited the Buffs for competing throughout and staying close enough 
to win but again lamented their inability to “make key stops, free throws, passes 
and shots down the stretch that would have helped us.”
 After trailing by as many as nine points midway through the second half, CU 
(14-11, 4-10) rallied to tie the score at 71-71. But the Buffs clanked four of their 
next fi ve free throws, not hitting one until Ashley Wilson converted a pair with 2:52 
to play, then sank one of two to put CU up 75-73 with 2:17 remaining.
 From there until the fi nal buzzer, the Buffs got only a fi eld goal by Jen Reese 
in the last 2 seconds that made it a two-point (79-77) game. After one of two foul 
shots by WSU’s Shalie Dheensaw with 1.1 seconds left put WSU (14-12, 8-6) up 
80-77, Reese threw a three-quarter court length pass to Jamee Swan, who caught 
the ball then passed to Wilson instead of shooting. Time expired before Wilson 
could attempt a shot.
 Lappe said Reese’s long pass went a step or two too deep, forcing Swan 
inside the 3-point circle – thus Swan’s decision to kick it back to Wilson. Reese 
said the play was designed for Swan to catch-and-shoot, but added, “If there was 
more time, Ashley could have shot the ball. The pass was there; she had it.”
 Swan, again coming off the bench, and Reese led the Buffs with 19 points 
each, while Ashley Wilson added 12.  
 The Buffs had problems with Washington’s backcourt of Kelsey Plum (25 
points) and Jazmine Davis (24) in an 87-80 loss on Thursday night. This was 
part of Lappe’s déjà vu: On Sunday, CU surrendered 42 combined points to WSU 
guards Tia Presley (32) and Lia Galdeira (10).
 Presley got 22 of her total in the fi rst half, then picked up eight more points in 
the fi rst 4:55 of the second half. She didn’t get her 32nd point until hitting a layup 
with 1:27 to play, putting the Cougars up 77-75. 
 The Buffs trailed 44-40 at halftime, surrendering a 25-22 lead taken on a 
3-pointer by Roberson with 8:37 left before the break. But CU didn’t get another 
fi eld goal for nearly 4 minutes, and during that time WSU was building its largest 
lead of the half – 34-25 – with Presley scoring eight of her 22 fi rst-half points.
 The Cougars outscored the Buffs 7-2 to open the half, with Presley scoring 
consecutive baskets to kick off that run. WSU again stretched its lead to nine – 51-
42 – on a traditional three-point play by Sage Romberg (14 points, 12 rebounds).
 By the 10-minute mark the Buffs still trailed by seven – 64-57 – but they were 
about to make their move. With Reese getting four points in a 6-0 run and fresh-
man Zoe Beard-Fails scoring on a put-back, CU pulled within 64-63 with 9:07 
remaining.
 The Buffs fi nally tied the Cougars at 71-71 when Swan hit both ends of a 
one-and-one with 4:23 left. On the previous possession, With 5:51 to play, Swan 
scored what would be CU’s next-to-last fi eld goal – the last being Reese’s jumper 
with 2 seconds left.
 After Ashley Wilson hit one of two free throws to give CU its 75-73 lead with 
2:17 left, WSU got four free throws from Galdeira, Presley’s layup and one of two 
foul shots from Dheensaw to account for its 80 points.
 The Cougars were up 80-77 and the Buffs needed a nearly full-court pass and 
full-blown miracle to force overtime. They got the fi rst but not the second.

 TEMPE, Ariz. – The close games have not been kind to Colorado.
 The Buffaloes had their opportunities late to knock off No. 20 Arizona State 
Friday night, but like too many times this season, CU fell just short.
 Colorado couldn’t cash in on late possessions and Arizona State’s Deja Mann 
hit a pair of free throws with four seconds left to clinch a 55-51 win for the Sun 
Devils Friday night at Wells Fargo Arena in Tempe.
 Jen Reese led Colorado (14-12, 4-11 Pac-12) with 18 points. Lexy Kresl 
added 11. Eleven of Colorado’s 12 losses have come by 10 points or less.
 CU played well defensively for most of the game with a zone meant to keep 
ASU out of the lane. The Buffaloes succeeded in doing that, but lapses down the 
stretch allowed Arizona State to fi nd some open shots from long range instead.
 “Our defense was solid for the most part, we should have held them under 50 
points,” head coach Linda Lappe said. “We had a few too many mental break-
downs (defending) against players when we knew what they were trying to do.”
 One of those was Katie Hempen who led Arizona State with 13 points. Hemp-
en was 3-of-4 from long range, including two key buckets late in the second half.
 It was a defensive night from the start. Arizona State made Colorado’s offense 
work for everything early. The Buffaloes missed their fi rst 10 shots, and other than 
a pair of early Reese free throws, the Buffs were scoreless until Haley Smith broke 
the drought on a reverse layup at the 12:48 mark.
 Despite the scoreless streak, Colorado kept Arizona State in check by playing 
a solid zone defense. ASU had only put up fi ve points on the board to that point 
and when Smith took an ASU miss coast-to-coast it gave CU a 6-5 lead.
 The Buffaloes found some success attacking the basket and after missing 10 
straight from the fi eld made their next seven attempts.
 “That’s how we got going offensively tonight, attacking the basket after stops,” 
Lappe said. “Our defense led to our offense at the start of the game.”
 Following suit, Kresl scored on a reverse layup and jumpers by Reese and 
Wilson helped Colorado take a 19-16 lead. But the Buffs didn’t score again, the 
Sun Devils fi nished the half on a 6-0 run to take a 22-19 lead into the lockerroom.
 Offensively for Colorado, Reese hit 8-of-12 from the fi eld and had 12 of her 
points in the second half when Colorado’s offense found some rhythm.
 Reese scored the fi rst four points out of halftime but ASU answered with back-
to-back scores from Kelsey Moos and Sophie Brunner.
 Arizona State increased its lead to six at 34-28 when the Buffaloes went on 
a 7-0 run capped off by an Arielle Roberson 3-pointer. ASU recaptured the lead 
thanks to 3-pointers by Arnecia Hawkins and Brunner, giving ASU a 42-38 lead.
 A Reese layup and a 3-pointer by Ashley Wilson returned the lead to Colo-
rado, 43-42 with just 6:56 remaining. Arizona State started to fi nd the open spot 
from deep. With the Buffaloes up 45-43 after a Kresl layup, Hempen put ASU back 
up by one on a long 3-pointer.
 Reese hit another short range shot, but ASU once again answered from deep 
as Elisha Davis gave ASU a 49-47 lead at the 3:06 mark.
 Reese hit a short jumper that tied the game at 49-49 with just under two min-
utes left. The Buffaloes got a stop on the other end, but Wilson missed a contested 
layup with 1:13 remaining.
 The miss allowed Arizona State to run in transition. Moos was able to get 
behind the CU defense and put the Sun Devils (21-6, 10-5) up for good on a layup.
 Colorado had a turnover on its next possession and was forced to foul. Hemp-
en hit both free throws for a 53-49 lead with 33 seconds remaining.
 Roberson’s basket cut the lead to 53-51 with 23 seconds left, and the Buf-
faloes caught a break when Moos missed the front end of a one-on-one with 21 
seconds left, giving the Buffaloes one last shot.
 The ASU defense tightened though and forced Roberson into a tough shot in 
the lane in traffi c. It fell short leading to Mann’s clinching free throws.

 TUCSON, Ariz. – Colorado erased a 20-point fi rst half defi cit to claim a 61-56 
overtime Pac-12 Conference win over Arizona Sunday at the McKale Center.
 Jamee Swan banked in a short jumper just off the block with 0.9 seconds left 
in regulation to send the game to overtime. Ashley Wilson then scored seven 
of her 11 points in the extra session to help Colorado (15-12, 5-11) overcome its 
largest defi cit to win in program history from available records since 1982.
 Arizona (5-22, 1-15) was able to build its lead with an impressive fi rst half 
performance from the fi eld. The Wildcats hit 14 of their fi rst 20 shots (70 percent) 
and built a 36-16 lead by the 4:14 mark.
 Colorado came out in a zone defense to take away the paint, but Arizona 
caught fi re quickly hitting fi ve 3-pointers in the fi rst 15 minutes including two each 
from Candice Warthen and Carissa Crutchfi eld.
 The Buffaloes issues were compounded by their own cold shooting and turn-
overs. Colorado shot just 29 percent in the fi rst half and committed 12 turnovers.
 Colorado was able to whittle the lead down to 16, 39-23, at the break. Swan 
scored eight points in the fi nal fi ve minutes and had actually cut the Arizona lead 
to 14 on a pair of free throws with 5 seconds left, but Warthen was able to take the 
inbounds pass and went coast-to-coast, fi nishing off with a runner in the late at the 
halftime buzzer.
 With momentum starting to nudge towards Colorado, the Buffaloes put to-
gether an epic defensive effort to get to overtime.
 CU outscored Arizona 26-10 in the second half, holding the Wildcats to two 
fi eld goals, and 10 percent shooting (2-of-20), both CU opponent lows for one half.
 The Buffaloes immediately cut the lead to 39-27 on layups by Swan and Ari-
elle Roberson. After a LaBrittney Jones free throw, Colorado scored the next six, 
capped off by another Swan bucket as CU trailed 40-33 with 12:50 remaining.
 Erica Barnes put in Arizona’s fi rst bucket of the period on the next possession 
to put the lead back up to nine.  But the Buffaloes kept coming. Haley Smith 
scored four points during another 6-0 CU run and her two free throws with 8:55 left 
made it a one possession game at 42-39.
 Barnes made a free throw and Crutchfi eld made Arizona’s second and fi nal 
fi eld goal of the half with 7:14 left to kick the Wildcats’ lead back to six. Desiree 
Harris responded with her fi rst career fi eld goal on a nice layup in traffi c. Swan 
followed with a jumper after a stop and Roberson completed the comeback with a 
pair of free throws that tied the game at 45-45 with 3:22 left in regulation. Rober-
son gave CU its fi rst lead of the game on a layup with 1:52 remaining.
 Jones hit four free throws that gave the Wildcats the lead back at 49-47 at the 
1:07 mark.

 Following an Arizona shot clock violation, the Buffs had the ball with 15 sec-
onds remaining. After a CU timeout with 6 seconds left, Roberson had the ball at 
the top of the key and found Swan posted up on the left block. Swan hesitated for 
a second, but turned around and banked in the equalizer off the top of the class 
from about eight feet out with :00.9 on the clock.
 In overtime Roberson opened the scoring with a drive through the lane, but 
Jones answered at the other end. Wilson then hit Colorado’s fi rst 3-pointer of the 
game for a 54-51 advantage. On the following possession, Wilson picked off a 
Crutchfi eld pass and took it the distance for a 56-51 CU lead.
 The Buffaloes then held off Arizona at the free throw line. Lexy Kresl hit 
one and Jen Reese made two – her only points of the game – to give CU a six-
point lead. Kama Griffi tts pulled Arizona back to within 59-56 on the Wildcats’ fi rst 
3-pointer since the fi rst half with 8 seconds left in overtime. Wilson then iced the 
game for the Buffaloes with a pair of free throws.
 Swan fi nished with 18 points, seven rebounds and a career-high six steals.  
Roberson recorded her fi fth double-double of the season with 13 points and 10 
rebounds.

 BOULDER – Colorado’s defense came through again, only allowing UCLA 12 
second half points on 3-for-25 shooting as the Buffaloes cruised to a 62-42 victory 
on Friday night at the Coors Events Center.
 Last weekend, the Buffs held Arizona to 10 points in the second half and 
earned an overtime victory in Tucson after trailing by 20. 
 The 12 points surrendered ties for the 3rd fewest second half points scored by 
an opponent in Colorado school history. 
 “The last four halves felt like we’re getting back to who we are and what Colo-
rado women’s basketball is all about,” CU head coach Linda Lappe said. “Really, 
how our defense led to our offense that was key.”
 Colorado (16-12, 6-11 Pac-12) put the pressure on UCLA from the get-go, 
forcing UCLA into 11 miscues by intermission, and scored 18 points off 19 Bruins’ 
turnovers by the games end. 
 Arielle Roberson notched her second consecutive double-double (sixth of 
the season) scoring 14 points and grabbing 10 rebounds to lead the Buffaloes, 
Haley Smith also tallied a career-high 11 points.
 The effort from Smith was much needed as Jen Reese, the Buffaloes second-
leading scorer, went down hard after taking a charge with 33 seconds remaining 
in the fi rst half, sustaining a shoulder injury that sidelined her for the remainder of 
the game.  
 “It was defi nitely needed, and I’m really proud of her,” Roberson said of 
Smith’s performance. “Tonight she was very confi dent and it was great to see, and 
it was great to feel, it gave us all confi dence in her and she had confi dence in us. 
She helped us big time.”
 UCLA (12-17, 6-11 Pac-12) was led by Antonye Nyingifa with 12 points and 
Thea Lemberger who scored 11. Nyingifa scored eight fi rst half points, and Lem-
berger seven, respectively. 
 “I’ve been saying it for about 3-4 weeks now that we’re getting better,” Lappe 
said. “Even though other people couldn’t see it, I could see it…Now we’re starting 
to get that edge that we didn’t have. We feel like the season is not over and we 
want to play well as we go down the stretch here.”
 Colorado trailed 30-27 at halftime but began the second period on a 12-2 run 
capped off by a Smith layup giving the Buffaloes a 39-32 advantage with 11:52 
remaining. UCLA made just one of its fi rst 18 shots to start the half, and the Bruins 
never found a groove. 
 Nyingifa cut the lead to four on a 3-point play with 7:53 remaining and it ap-
peared UCLA could fi ght their way back. But, Colorado had other plans and buried 
the Bruins with a 16-0 run highlighted by a Jamee Swan layup off the fast break 
and a Roberson and-one play that gave Colorado a 55-39 lead. Ashley Wilson 
completed the run with a pair of free throws. 
 The Buffaloes largest lead of the game came with the fi nal points as Smith hit 
a free throw with 26 seconds remaining to give CU its 20-point margin of victory. 
 Unlike the fi nal 20 minutes, the fi rst half featured seven lead changes and 
three ties as the Buffs and Bruins battled to earn the upper hand. Both teams can 
expect to see each other in the fi rst round of the Pac-12 tournament starting March 
6 in Seattle. 
 The bracket won’t be offi cially released until Sunday night, however with only 
one game remaining and the same conference record for both schools, the Buffs 
and Bruins will make up the No. 8 vs. No. 9 matchup. It will be the third time this 
season the two teams have faced each other as Colorado won 61-59 on January 
5th at Pauley Pavilion. 
 “We just have to take it one game at a time and for now,” said Swan who 
fi nished with 14 points on 6-of-9 shooting. “We’re focused on Sunday, and as soon 
as we get into the Pac-12 tournament, we’ll focus on [UCLA].”

 BOULDER – The Colorado women’s basketball team erased a 12-point half-
time defi cit, even took a one-point lead in the fi nal 2 minutes, but couldn’t close out 
Southern California Sunday in a 66-59 Pac-12 Conference loss.
 CU (16-13, 6-12) honored seniors Rachel Hargis and the Wilson twins – Ash-
ley and Brittany – before and after the early afternoon game at the Coors Events 
Center.
 The Buffaloes got 25 points from the Wilson sisters – 15 from Brittany, 10 from 
Ashley – and 10 each from freshman Zoe Beard-Fails and sophomore Jamee 
Swan. Hargis added six.
 USC (18-12, 11-7) defeated CU 55-45 in the conference opener and swept 
the season series. The Trojans were led by Ariya Crook’s 18 points and Cassie 
Harberts’ 14. Crook hit a layup and four free throws in the fi nal 56 seconds after 
the Buffs had taken a 59-58 lead – their fi rst since 6-5.
 The Buffs were without junior forward Jen Reese on Sunday and will be for 
this week’s Pac-12 Conference Tournament in Seattle and any further postseason 
play. Reese, who was averaging 12 points and 5.8 rebounds a game, suffered 
a broken bone in her left shoulder near the conclusion of the fi rst half in Friday 
night’s 62-42 win against UCLA.
 The Buffs stayed close for the fi rst 41/2 minutes Sunday, but after a 10-10 
tie the Trojans put together an 18-4 run and took a 14-point lead (28-14) that CU 
could reduce by only two (34-22) at intermission.
 Shooting problems from the fi eld and the free throw line plagued the Buffs in 
the fi rst 20 minutes. They hit only nine of their 24 fi eld goal attempts (37.5 percent) 
and were just 4-of-13 (30.8 percent) from the foul line. No CU player could man-
age more than four points in the fi rst half, and 13 turnovers that accounted for 15 
Trojans points compounded the Buffs’ fi rst-half diffi culties.
 CU got the same number of points from 14 USC turnovers, but the Trojans hit 
10 of their 21 fi eld goal attempts (47.6 percent) and were 11-of-16 from the foul 
line (68.8 percent).
 CU had held its past two opponents to a combined fi ve fi eld goals in the sec-
ond half of each game, allowing 22 total points to Arizona and UCLA in winning 
both games. And if the Buffs were to extend their winning streak to three games, 
another defensive lock down would be needed in Sunday’s second half. An upturn 
on offense might help, too.
 CU got both, holding USC without a fi eld goal in the fi rst 6:00 and outscoring 
the Trojans 14-2 to tie the score at 36-36 on a put-back by Beard-Fails. Brittany 
Wilson contributed six of the 114 points in CU’s early second-half run.
 USC broke the tie with a 3-pointer by Brianna Barrett, then hit fi ve of six free 
throws – three by Harberts – to go up 44-38. And when Crook drained a trey from 
the left wing, the Trojans pushed their advantage to 47-38.
 But CU cut into that nine-point defi cit with two Brittany Wilson free throws, a 
layup by Swan on a nice feed from Arielle Roberson, then two Swan foul shots, 
pulling to 49-44 with 8:48 remaining. But a 3-pointer from the top of the key by 
Desiree Bradley gave USC a 52-44 lead.
 The Trojans maintained an eight- or six-point edge until Ashley Wilson hit a 
layup and Hargis added a foul-line jumper after Wilson’s missed free throw to cut 
USC’s lead to 56-54. Swan’s up-and-under layup tied the score at 56-56 with 2:38 
left.
 Harberts broke the tie (58-56) with two free throws, but Brittany Wilson con-
verted a conventional three-point play with a layup and a foul shot, giving CU a 
59-58 lead with 1:21 to play. But a pair of free throws and a layup by Crook pushed 
the Trojans ahead 62-59, followed by two more foul shots by Alexyz Vaioletama 
and another pair by Crook sealed it for USC.

 SEATTLE – College basketball in March is all about surviving and advanc-
ing – and the Colorado women’s team did both Thursday afternoon in the opening 
round of the Pac-12 Conference Tournament.
 Overtaking UCLA with a 15-2 run midway through the second half, the Buf-
faloes defeated the Bruins 76-65 to reach the tournament quarterfi nals for the third 
time since beginning Pac-12 competition in 2011.
 In defeating the Bruins (13-18) for the third time this season, senior guard 
Brittany Wilson and her twin sister, Ashley, gave the Buffs 55 quality minutes 
between them. The Wilson sisters combined for 33 points – 17 from Brittany, a 
career-high 16 from Ashley – to offset a game-high 23 points from UCLA sopho-
more Nirra Fields.
 Lexy Kresl contributed 14 points off the bench for the Buffs – nine of them 
in the second half when they rallied from a 46-38 defi cit. Kresl’s 3-pointer – the 
last of eight in 16 attempts for CU – gave the Buffs their largest lead of the game, 
68-56, with 2:50 remaining. The Bruins never got closer than six points the rest of 
the way.
 “I’m really excited for our team,” CU coach Linda Lappe said. “Any time you 
can win a game in postseason, it’s a plus.”
 After a 29-29 halftime tie, the Bruins – despite being minus senior guard and 
No. 2 scorer Thea Lemberger (concussion) who was averaging 15.0 points – went 
on an 11-2 run and took their 46-38 lead. But Lappe and the Buffs adjusted defen-
sively, nudging the Bruins out of their comfort zone and disrupting their offense.
 CU’s strategy worked. Of UCLA’s 13 turnovers, eight were committed in the 
second half. CU, meanwhile, cut its miscues from nine in the fi rst half to four in the 
second. The Buffs outrebounded the Bruins 43-35 and held them to 38.8 percent 
from the fi eld (26-of-67). CU shot slightly better at 39.3 percent (24-of-61).
 Lappe lauded her bench, which outscored the Bruins’ reserves 28-16, as 
being “fantastic...everybody did their job. Everybody knew their role. When we 
played together in that game, we were fantastic. When we moved the ball, when 
we played together defensively, hit the open player, and then we knocked down 
those open shots and everything seemed to go our way.”
 The Wilson sisters accounted for four of CU’s eight 3-pointers, with Brittany 
hitting three of her six attempts and Ashley one of her two. The Buffs 50 per-
cent performance from behind the arc, bolstered by four-of-six in the second half, 
followed a frigid 10 percent (3-of-30) from long range in the fi nal three regular-
season games. Thursday’s eight 3-pointers tie for the second most of the season.
 If the Bruins were without Lemberger, the Buffs also were minus their No. 2 
scorer – junior Jen Reese, who went down in the fi rst half of the CU-UCLA meet-
ing in Boulder with a broken bone in her shoulder. Ashley Wilson said the Buffs 
have adjusted well:  “With any team, adversity is going to come. So it’s just about 
how you respond to adversity and how tough you’re willing to be and how much 
you’re willing to bounce back. We’ve done that all year long.”
 Fields, a 5-9 sophomore, opened the scoring for UCLA and by the time the 
fi rst half was over had collected 16 of the Bruins’ 29 points. The Buffs matched that 
total for a 29-29 halftime tie, but no CU player could manage over six points – the 
Wilson sisters had six each – in the fi rst 20 minutes.
 After Fields hit her jumper for the game’s fi rst basket, the Buffs took control 
and rolled to a 17-10 advantage before the Bruins settled down. The teams traded 
baskets and the lead until the halftime buzzer ended play at 29-29. UCLA out-
scored CU 15-7 in the opening 6 minutes of the second half to take an eight-point 
(46-38) lead before the Buffs regrouped, went on their decisive run, tied the score 
at 46-46 on a 3-pointer from the right wing by Lauren Huggins and went ahead 
for good on a basket by Brittany Wilson.
 After Kresl’s trey gave them their largest lead – 68-56 – the Buffs fi nished out 
their scoring at the free throw line. Their 20-of-24 performance included Kresl and 
Brittany Wilson each going four-for-four in the fi nal 1:15 to keep UCLA at bay.

 SEATTLE – Friday’s fi rst half gave the Colorado women’s basketball team 
hope, but Stanford quickly took it away in the second half and eliminated the Buf-
faloes 69-54 in the quarterfi nals of the Pac-12 Conference Tournament.
 Down two points at halftime in KeyArena, top-seeded Stanford used a 16-2 
second-half run to take control and move into Saturday’s semifi nal round.
 Ninth-seeded CU ended its season at 17-14, while Stanford improved to 29-2. 
The Cardinal defeated the Buffs 87-77 in Boulder in mid-January in their only 
previous meeting this season.
 Senior guard Brittany Wilson led CU with 16 points, while freshman Haley 
Smith added 10. Held to fi ve points in the fi rst half, Chiney Ogwumike fi nished 
with 19 and added 11 rebounds for her 23rd double-double of the season and her 
seventh in Pac-12 Tournament play – tying her sister Nnemkadi for the most in 
tournament history.
 Stanford senior Senior Mikaela Ruef also contributed a double-double – 10 
points, 16 rebounds – while freshman guard Lili Thompson scored 16 points – half 
of them during the Cardinal’s game-turning run in the second half. Junior Bonnie 
Samuelson contributed 15 points, hitting three of her eight 3-point attempts.
 CU played the nation’s No. 4 team even – and then some – in the fi rst half, 
leading by as many as six points (10-4) in the fi rst 6 minutes and by two (23-21) at 
intermission.
 Stanford’s 21 fi rst-half points were its fewest this season – fi ve less than at No. 
1 Connecticut in a 76-57 loss on Nov. 11, 2013. And the Cardinal’s 24.1 fi rst-half 
shooting percentage also was a season low, coming in under the 32.3 percent at 
Texas on Nov. 23, 2013.
 As they did in their fi rst-round win against UCLA, the Buffs rediscovered their 
long-range shooting touches for a second consecutive game.  CU shot 50 percent 
(8-of-16) from beyond the arc in its 76-65 fi rst-round win over UCLA, a dramatic 
improvement over the 10 percent (3-of-30) combined in the Buffs’ last three regu-
lar-season games.
 Brittany Wilson opened the afternoon’s scoring with a trey from the top of the 
key and closed the fi rst-half scoring with another from the left wing to give CU its 
two-point edge at the break. She accounted for three of the Buffs’ four fi rst-half 
3-pointers, with Lauren Huggins – fresh onto the court with the shot clock winding 
down – hitting the other to give CU its 10-4 advantage.
 With 11 points, Brittany Wilson topped both teams in the opening half. No 
Stanford player reached double fi gures, with Ogwumike (27.0 ppg, 12.1 rpg) lim-
ited to fi ve points and six boards.
 Despite two of their post players – freshman Zoe Beard-Fails and senior 
Rachel Hargis – having their fi rst-half minutes limited by three fouls each, the 
Buffs bested the physical Cardinal on the boards (25-20).
 But if the Cardinal was sluggish in the fi rst half, no one expected it to carry far 
into the second half – and it didn’t.
 With the Buffs up 28-27, Ogwumike hit only her third trey of the season – the 
last was at Colorado in mid-January – to push the Cardinal ahead 30-28. Stan-
ford’s launch sequence already was underway; beginning with one of three free 
throws by Amber Orrange with 17:59 to play, the Cardinal outscored the Buffs 
16-2 over the next 4:41 to go up 41-30.
 Thompson scored eight points during Stanford’s rally, including a 3-pointer 
and an “and-one” three-point play that was followed by a Bonnie Samuelson trey. 
The Cardinal hit just one of its 10 3-pointers in the fi rst 20 minutes, but the second 
half would be different.
 A trey by Samuelson just over the 10-minute mark increased Stanford’s lead 
to 53-36, and CU never trimmed its defi cit to single digits thereafter. Still, the Buffs 
scrapped, closing to 13 (67-54) in the fi nal minute and having a chance to pull 
within 10 when a three-point attempt by Lexy Kresl rimmed out with 30 seconds 
to play.

 BOULDER - It took the Buffs nearly six minutes to knock off the rust of a 12-
day layoff. They then spent the game’s fi nal 34 minutes rediscovering a level of 
effi ciency that had been lost for the better part of the season, as they defeated the 
TCU Horned Frogs 78-71 in the fi rst round of the Women’s National Invitational 
Tournament at the Coors Events Center on Wednesday. 
 Trailing 19-11 with 14:01 left in the fi rst half, the Buffs suddenly switched into 
a different gear as they fi nished the half on a 32-11 run that also saw them shoot 
a resounding 55 percent from the fi eld over that span. They then fought off a furi-
ous Horned Frogs rally in the game’s fi nal few minutes and now will advance to 
the second round of the WNIT where they will play the winner of Thursday night’s 
Colorado State-Southern Utah game. 
 “We’re extremely excited to have our season continue,” said head coach 
Linda Lappe. “It was also good to get back into the fl ow of things and get that rust 
off. We really came out and started attacking their zone, which was a huge key 
and we got some easy baskets off of that.”
 One of the team’s best offensive performances of the season was sparked by 
a bench that outscored its opponents’ 36-3. Jamee Swan provided the biggest 
boost off that bench as her 16 points paced an offensive unit that struggled to fi nd 
its way in the game’s opening minutes. Trailing by eight at that tedious point early 
in the game, the Buffs bench proceeded to score 15 of the team’s next 20 points 
and help turn a defi cit into 31-24 lead in just over eight minutes. By the end of the 
half that surge of momentum had translated into a 43-30 halftime lead.
 With 16:59 remaining, the Buffs’ lead had ballooned to as much as 17 (47-30). 
But, before the Buffs even began to breathe a sigh of relief, the Horned Frogs went 
on a 24-7 run of their own, ignited by an effective full-court press defense, that 
ultimately culminated in a 59-59 tie with just over fi ve minutes to play. 
 “TCU’s a good team,” said Lappe. “They’re quick, they’re athletic and they can 
cause a lot of problems with their pressure. We wanted to make stronger and bet-
ter cuts through the center of their defense. I think we handled it pretty well but we 
didn’t do a good job in letting them back in the game, but I did like our composure 
when that happened.”
 After an offensive lull allowed the Horned Frogs back into the game, CU went 
more than six minutes without a fi eld goal at one point in the second half, It was a 
renewed level of defensive tenacity that eventually helped them win it.
 TCU guard Zahna Medley’s short jump shot tied the game at the 5:10 mark. 
Two Haley Smith free throws then helped CU regain a 61-59 lead on the ensuing 
possession. Facing the most critical juncture in the game, Lexy Kresl swiped a 
TCU pass, one of 22 turnovers they forced in the game. The steal led to a fast 
break layup by Arielle Roberson at the other end that gave the Buffs a four point 
lead, and the game’s momentum had offi cially swung for the fi nal time. 
 After a timeout and two TCU free throws, it was only fi tting that Swan would 
take center stage once again as she had done all night. Swan converted three 
times in the paint on the next four CU possessions and the Buffs once again had 
a double digit lead.
 “Everybody comes to play and I wouldn’t have been able to do it without the 
passes or the looks that I got from my teammates,” said Swan. “You can’t do it by 
yourself. As a team as a whole, I wouldn’t be able to do it without them.”
 Swan wasn’t the only Buff who had a big night offensively. Roberson, who 
pulled down a career-high 17 rebounds 12 days ago against Stanford, scored a 
team-high 18 points on Wednesday.
 “I think we did a really good job moving the ball,” said Roberson. “We could 
basically get anything we wanted. I think we had it in the post all night, and I think 
our guards also could shoot as much as they wanted. So, I think it was just a mat-
ter of your mentality and if you’re going to attack them or fall back on your heels 
and more often than not we were able to attack them.”

 BOULDER – April approaches and the Colorado women’s basketball team 
plays on. Arielle Roberson’s second-half scoring and her team’s overall shot 
blocking carried CU past Southern Utah 79-68 on Saturday night and into the third 
round of the WNIT.
 Roberson opened the second half with a 3-pointer, launching the Buffaloes on 
a 17-5 run that produced their largest lead of the game – 45-26. Held scoreless in 
the fi rst half, Roberson fi nished with a team-high 15 points, collected 11 rebounds 
for her seventh double-double of the season, and added a career-best fi ve of CU’s 
14 blocked shots – the second-most in team history.
 “That was a tough team we played,” CU coach Linda Lappe said. “Southern 
Utah does so many good things...we had a tough time scoring in fi rst half. Their 
defense was stingy, but I really liked the way we opened the second half; we had 
a different level of energy.” 
 The Buffs (19-14) defeated the Thunderbirds (23-10) for the second time this 
season, claiming a 75-59 win in their fi nal non-conference game on Dec. 29, also 
at the Coors Events Center.
 CU closed Saturday night’s fi rst half with a 12-5 run that produced a 28-21 
lead at intermission. Then, the Buffs opened the fi nal 20 minutes with a 17-5 surge 
to begin pulling away. They Buffs led by as many as 19 points but the T-Birds, who 
never led, closed to within nine points twice in the fi nal 3 minutes. CU hit seven of 
10 free throws in the fi nal 1:23 to put the game out of reach.
 Roberson said she opened the game “timid...I was just going through the mo-
tions. It was just a mindset.” She took only two fi rst-half shots, which she said drew 
a halftime admonishment from associate head coach Jonas Chatterton. 
 “Coach Jonas was saying ‘shoot the ball,’” Roberson recalled, and in the sec-
ond half she did. Roberson hit six of her eight fi eld goal attempts. “I just hit the 
switch,” she said. “In the second half I decided to be myself again and just go out 
there, be aggressive and play.”
 But Roberson had plenty of help. Rachel Hargis tied a career high with 12 
points and contributed four steals, while Lexy Kresl added 12 points, six rebounds 
and four assists. Brittany Wilson was CU’s fourth double-fi gure scorer with 11 
points, while her twin sister Ashley added eight points. 
 The Buffs went up 6-0 on consecutive 3-pointers by Brittany Wilson and held 
the lead until the T-birds went to Carli Moreland, a senior from Broomfi eld. She 
scored six straight points to pull SUU into a 16-16 tie with 5:42 left before half.
 But that deadlock served as a launch point for the Buffs. They closed the half 
with a 12-5 run and led 28-21 at intermission, with a catch-and-shoot 3-pointer by 
Kresl on an in-bounds play at the shot clock buzzer highlighting the surge.
 Moreland, meanwhile, got the T-Birds’ fi nal fi ve points of the half, giving her 11 
straight. She fi nished with a game-high 17.
 Roberson had three fi rst-half blocks and got her fourth – setting a career high 
– in the fi rst minute of the second half. Lappe attributed her team’s 14 blocks to 
“great help-side” defense.”
 After Roberson’s trey to open the second-half scoring, Hargis scored on a 
left-handed spin move and the Buffs were up 33-21, prompting a Southern Utah 
timeout with 18:22 to play. When the Buffs got one of two free throws from Ashley 
Wilson and a jumper from Roberson, their lead jumped to 15 (36-21) and the T-
Birds were on the ropes.
 In scoring 51 second-half points, the Buffs shot 60.7 percent (17-of-28) from 
the fi eld and fi nished at 47.9 percent (23-of-48) for the game. The T-Birds scored 
27 points off of the Buffs’ 24 turnovers, but CU limited the visitors to 34.5 percent 
shooting (19-of-55) and held a 21-8 advantage in second-chance points.
 That the Buffs are still playing is a large bonus for seniors such as Hargis and 
the Wilson sisters. “It’s always great to be able to continue to play when other 
teams are going home and other careers are done,” Hargis said. “We want to play 
as long as we can; it’s an awesome feeling.”

 EL PASO – Rallying from a 13-point fi rst-half defi cit, the Colorado women’s 
basketball team gave UTEP and its record women’s crowd plenty of anxious sec-
ond-half moments here Friday night before fi nally falling 68-60 in the third round of 
the WNIT.
 CU ends the 2013-14 season with a 19-15 record, while UTEP improved to 
27-7 and will host its second Pac-12 Conference opponent – Washington – on 
Monday night.
 “We’re pretty happy with the way we came back,” CU coach Linda Lappe 
said. “It took us time to adjust to the crowd (but) give UTEP a ton of credit – they 
were physical, fast and quick . . . all the credit goes to them. We fought but just 
didn’t have enough.”
 UTEP outrebounded CU 43-26 and took advantage of a huge discrepancy 
at the free throw line. The Miners made 26-of-30 foul shots, the Buffs 5-of-12. 
Jamee Swan came off the bench to lead CU in scoring with 15 points, with Ashley 
Wilson adding 10.
 Wilson, her twin sister Brittany, and Rachel Hargis ended their CU basketball 
careers. Brittany Wilson scored six points, with Hargis adding four before fouling 
out with 8:56 to play.
 Arielle Roberson, who had a double-double (15 points, 11 rebounds) in CU’s 
win against Southern Utah, attempted only two fi eld goals, making one. She fi n-
ished with four points and seven rebounds in 23 minutes, with her playing time 
limited by four personal fouls.
 Kristine Vitola led UTEP with 22 points and got help from Kayla Thornton (11) 
and Chrishauna Parker (10). Thornton, who was averaging 20.1 points, scored all 
of her points in the second half.
 Averaging 23.5 turnovers in their two WNIT wins, the Buffs fi nished with 21 
Friday night. But Lappe lamented that the most costly miscues occurred in the 
game’s fi nal 4 minutes and helped UTEP keep CU at bay.
 Buoyed by a record 8,234 at the Don Haskins Center, the Miners jumped to a 
9-0 lead and went up by as many as 13 (26-13) before the Buffs rallied with a 12-2 
run and tied the score at 28-28. UTEP scored the fi nal three points of the fi rst half 
and led 31-28 at intermission.
 CU took its fi rst lead (37-35) of the night with 16:10 to play and stayed close 
thereafter. A 3-pointer by Lauren Huggins gave CU a 40-39 advantage with just 
over 12 minutes remaining, but UTEP’s leading scorer – Thornton – scored her 
fi rst points of the night on a trey that returned the lead (42-40) to the Miners.
 The Buffs trailed by six points (50-44) after four consecutive free throws by 
Vitola. CU rallied behind layups by Haley Smith and Ashley Wilson to cut the 
defi cit to 50-48 with 6:18 remaining, and the Buffs – and Smith – weren’t done.
 Her layup tied the score at 50-50 with 51/2 minutes left, but a pair of free 
throws by Parker restored a two-point (52-50) UTEP lead. A Parker layup sent the 
Miners up 54-50 before Ashley Wilson answered with a short jumper to pull the 
Buffs to 54-52.
 Thornton got her second basket off a CU turnover and pushed UTEP ahead 
56-52 with a layup at the 2:36 mark. Lexy Kresl answered with a steal and a 
layup, bringing the Buffs to within 56-54 but that was as close as they would come.
 A Sparkle Taylor put-back restored the Miners’ four-point lead – 58-54 – with 
1:40 to play. And when a Vitola layup with just over a minute left sent UTEP up 
60-54, CU was in trouble.
 The Buffs’ woes deepened when Parker hit two free throws, pushing the Min-
ers up 62-54 with under a minute to play. When their lead went to double fi gures 
– 64-54 – on another pair of foul shots by Kelli Willingham, the Buffs’ season was 
all but done.
