ARIZONA STARTS: Colorado got off to tremendous starts in both games on this
trip to Arizona; in Tuesday against Arizona, CU led 21-7 with just under nine
minutes left in the first half, and tonight in Tempe against Arizona State, CU led
20-7 with nine minutes left in the opening stanza; combined, that’s 41-14 out
of the gate in the Grand Canyon state.

NCAA RPI (Jan. 7): There are six Pac-12 schools ranked among the NCAA Top-
100 in RPL Arizona is fourth overall, followed by CU in sixth place. UCLA is No.
39, Oregon No. 48, Arizona State No. 54 and Cal No. 70.

MOVING ON UP: Andre Roberson grabbed 13 rebounds at Arizona State, his
11th double digit game of the season (49 career) and moved into fourth place
on CU’s all-time rebounding list. With 867, he passed Jim Davis (854 in his
three-year, 1961-64). Up next is another three-year standout, Shaun Vandiver,
(1988-91, 962).

20-POINT SCORERS: This season, CU has had four players score 20 or more
points in a games (Dinwiddie - 3; Scott - 2, Booker - 1). Last season in a school
record 36 games played, the Buffs managed only two players over 20-points in
a game (Andre Roberson - 3; Carlon Brown - 3).

1-2 BACKCOURT: Last season, Spencer Dinwiddie (360 pts.) and Askia Booker
(317 pts.) became CU’s most potent freshman duo ever establishing a school
record 677 points. This year, the two already have a combined 412 points and
are 1-2 leading the Buffs in scoring (Booker: 209: 14.9 ppg.; Dinwiddie: 203,
14.5 ppg.). They’'re also one-two in assists

CU vs. Pac-12: CU has a winning record against most of the conference: 6-2-3 in
its history. The Buffs hold winning records in the all-time series against Arizona
(10-7), Arizona State (4-3), Oregon (5-3), Oregon State (7-3), Utah (23-15), and
Washington State (2-1). They’re tied with California (10-10), USC (3-3) and
Washington (7-7). CU has losing records against UCLA (1-5) and Stanford (3-9).

SHARING THE BALL: CU recorded 39 assists in its last two non-conference
games (Hartford, Northern Arizona), the best two-game total since 23 assists
in each game against The Citadel & Longwood (2010-11), Coach Boyle’s first
season at CU.

TONIGHT’S POSTER: Junior guard Jeremy Adams is the featured student-ath-
lete on tonight’s poster. Adams has played in 12 games averaging almost eight
minutes a game with 2.1 points and one rebound a game. He scored a season-
best eight points with two steals against Northern Arizona. Adams scored a key
five points with three rebounds in the championship game of the Charleston
Classic helping the Buffs to an 81-74 victory over Murray State.

2-2 in a grueling slate that only six other
schools among the six BCS Conferences have
played this non-conference season. The Buffs
played three of four true road games during
the non-conference season. The others were
Utah, Alabama, DePaul, LSU, Miami, Villa-
nova). LSU is the only school playing three
straight road non-conference games.

NATIONAL RANKINGS: CU loss at Wyoming
(Dec. 1) pushed the Buffs out of the AP and
USA Today polls. CU was No. 19 (Nov. 26-Dec.
2) in the AP and USA Today Coaches’ Poll, the
highest among the top-20 since Mar. 4, 1997,
when they were No. 18 ¢ CU was also ranked
in the AP Top-25 at No. 23 (Nov. 19-25).
