NCAA RPI (Jan. 14): There are eight Pac-12 schools ranked among the NCAA
Top-100 in RPI. Arizona is second overall (4th last week), followed by CU in
17th place (6th last week). Oregon is No. 26 (48), UCLA is No. 34 (39), Wash-
ington (No. 58/73), Arizona State (No. 59/54), Cal (No. 70/70), and Stanford
(No.74 74/81)..

CLEANING GLASS: Andre Roberson has led the Buffs in rebounding in
10-straight games and in 16 of 17 games this season (shared w/ Josh Scott vs.
TX Southern; Xavier Johnson led the team in the season opener). Last season,
Roberson led in 12-straight, then Spencer Dinwiddie led CU at Stanford with six
boards, then Roberson rattled off the last 19 games of the season as leader on
the glass for the Buffs.

RECORD BOOK WATCH: Andre Roberson has 887 career rebounds good
enough for fourth place on the school’s all-time list. Up next is three-year stand-
out, Shaun Vandiver (1988-91) with 962.

20-POINT SCORERS: This season, CU has had three players score 20 or more
points in a games (Dinwiddie - 4; Scott - 2, Booker - 1). Last season in a school
record 36 games played, the Buffs managed only two players over 20-points in
a game (Andre Roberson - 3; Carlon Brown - 3).

1-2 BACKCOURT: Last season, Spencer Dinwiddie (360 pts.) and Askia Booker
(317 pts.) became CU’s most potent freshman duo ever establishing a school
record 677 points. This year, the two already have a combined 470 points and
are 1-2 leading the Buffs in scoring (Booker: 239: 14.9 ppg.; Dinwiddie: 231,
13.9 ppg.). They're also one-two in assists and 3-pointers made.

GAME NOTES vs. UCLA (in case you missed it)

BUFFALO TIDBITS: MBB season ticket
sales have increased to over 6,666 season
tickets (as of Dec. 29), an increase of 60%
over last season (previous record set last
season was 3,941) e CU started this season
6-0 for the first time since 1989-90 (fin-
ished 12-18).

NATIONAL RANKINGS: CU loss at Wyo-
ming (Dec. 1) pushed the Buffs out of the
AP and USA Today polls.

20 since Mar. 4, 1997, when they were No.

20+ POINT SCORER: Spencer Dinwiddie
became first CU player to net three-straight
20-point efforts since Alec Burks (five in a
row) did it the last five games of the 2010-
11 season. Dinwiddie scored a career-high
