10+ PPG.: In each season under Coach Boyle, the Buffs have had four players
average in double figures. This year, Spencer Dinwiddie (14.6), Askia Booker
(14.2), Josh Scott (13.0) and Andre Roberson (10.5). Last year, Carlon Brown,
Andre Roberson, Austin Dufault, and Nate Tomlinson ended the season averag-
ing 10 or more a game; and in 2010-11, Alec Burks, Cory Higgins, Levi Knutson
and Marcus Relphorde averaged over 10 a game.

ONE-TWO BACKCOURT: CU sophomores Askia Booker and Spencer Dinwiddie
are one of the best guard tandems nationally, ranking fourth out of five sopho-
more backcourts in leading their respective teams in points per game. With a
combined 28.8 points per game, they are the only combo guard duo from the
list leading their team in scoring, assists and three-pointers made.

CLEANING GLASS: For the first time in his career, Askia Booker led the Buffs in
rebounds with seven, tying Andre Roberson for the team-high at Washington
State. It’s only the third time someone else this season has led CU on the glass.
Against Texas Southern, Roberson tied with Josh Scott (w/ 12) and in the sea-
son opener, freshman Xavier Johnson led everyone with eight. Even though he
shared team honors twice, Roberson has the Buffs in rebounding in each game
with the exception of one game (18 times w/ two shared). Roberson’s longest
streak is 19-straight, the last 19 games of last season.

1-2 BACKCOURT: Last season, Spencer Dinwiddie (360 pts.) and Askia Booker
(317 pts.) became CU’s most potent freshman duo ever establishing a school
record 677 points. This year, the two already have a combined 517 points and
are 1-2 leading the Buffs in scoring (Dinwiddie: 262, 14.6 ppg.; Booker: 255:
14.2 ppg.; ). They're also one-two in assists and 3-pointers made.

FALL ACADEMIC UPDATE

The grade point average for the fall 2012 semester for all 321 CU student-ath-
letes was 2.889, while the cumulative grade point was 2.902; it was the best
fall GPA on record (surpassing 2.867 in Fall 2011) and the third highest ever
recorded. Seven of the 14 programs (indoor and outdoor track are combined)
boasted grade points of 3.0 or better for the semester, with seven also sporting
a cumulative grade point besting the 3.0 mark. Overall, 221 student-athletes
own grade points over 2.5 (72%), 151 over 3.0 (49%, which is also a record)
and 61 over 3.5 (23%, yet another best). The men’s and women'’s ski teams,
along with women'’s soccer, women'’s tennis and women'’s golf, led the way; a
closer look:
