STARTERS: CU plays its fourth ranked opponent this season (1-2) • CU 
has played 15 games among Pac-12 Conference teams decided by 10 
points or less (9-6), including a 3-5 mark in Pac-12 play • In all games 
played, CU ranks second in FG% defense (.323), rebounding offense 
(38.3), defensive rebounds (27.5), and overall attendance average 
(10,290) • In Pac-12-only games, the Buffs rank No. 1 in FG% defense 
(.405), tied for second in defensive rebounds (26.1) and third overall 
in home attendance average (10,346) • The overall games played and 
conference-only games in attendance average are both school record.

TIED AT THE TOP: Heading into tonight’s game, CU’s Andre Rober-
son and Siena’s O.D. Anosike are tied at 11.6 rebounds per game as the 
nation’s leaders in rebounding. Siena has played 23 games to CU’s 21. 
Anosike led the nation in rebounding (12.5 rpg.) a year ago, has 266 
rebounds (11.57) to Roberson’s 244 this season (11.62). Roberson was 
third in the nation last year (11.6).

A WIN TODAY MEANS: CU ϐirst win in Eugene since Dec. 5, 1955 (58 
years) and second win in ϐive games there • A 15-7 record matching last 
year’s record after 22 games • 
Second conference road win 
(at WSU) and handing Oregon 
its ϐirst loss at home this sea-
son • Third road win overall • 
It will be Coach Boyle’s 63rd 
career win at CU, tying for 
seventh  all-time (H.B. Lee).

1,000 POINTS/1,000 RE-
BOUNDS CLUB: Stephane 
Pelle (1999-2003) is the only 
men’s player in CU history 
to have 1,000 points and re-
bounds during his four-year 
career (1,367 pts., 1,054 
rebs.). Andre Roberson is 
making a strong push this 
year with 901 points and 942 
rebounds. Entering tonight, 
Roberson is 99 points and 58 
rebounds from joining Pelle.

Booker seven times (including one shared); Josh Scott ϐive times • Andre Rob-
erson has led the Buffs in rebounding in every game except twice this season, 
both other times were Xavier Johnson • Dinwiddie led in assists 11 times (one 
shared) • Roberson in steals 12 times (four shared) and blocks 16 times (ϐive 
shared).

LEADER ON THE GLASS: For the ϐirst time in his career Andre Roberson was 
ranked ϐirst nationally in rebounding (Jan. 25) at 11.9 per game. With early foul 
trouble against Cal, he only managed ϐive boards slipping to second nationally 
at 11.6.  Currently he sits tied for ϐirst entering this week’s games at Oregon & 
Oregon State. See left column for additional conference/national rankings.

HOME COURT: Colorado is 9-1 at home this season and 41-5 (.891) at the Co-
ors Events Center under the Boyle coaching staff • CU has played in front of 
10,000 fans in attendance eight of 10 home games (largest crowd a school re-
cord vs. Colorado State: 11,708; smallest vs. Texas Southern: 8,325).

Pac-12 HALL OF FAME: The Pac-12 Conference will honor 11 former student-
athletes and one former coach with their induction into the Pac-12 Men’s Bas-
ketball Hall of Honor. The induction will occur on Saturday, March 16, during a 
ceremony prior to the Championship Game at the 2013 Pac-12 Men’s Basket-
ball Tournament held at the MGM Grand Garden Arena in Las Vegas, Nev.

The individuals to be inducted are: Jason Gardner (Arizona), Dennis Hamil-
ton (Arizona State), Shareef Abdur-Rahim (California), Cliff Meely (Colorado), 
Chuck Rask (Oregon), Charlie Sitton (Oregon State), Ron Tomsic (Stanford), Lu-
cius Allen (UCLA), Forrest Twogood (USC), Keith Van Horn (Utah), Nate Robin-
son (Washington) and James McKean (Washington State).

CHART MOVERS: With 942 career rebounds, Andre Roberson is closing on 
Shaun Vandiver (962) for third place on the all-time rebounding list, needing 
20 • Freshman Josh Scott has 254 points ranking No. 15 on CU’s all-time fresh-
man scoring list, needing two points to tie Andre Roberson (256) at No. 14; 
Scott is No. 16 rebounding list (113).

ONE-TWO BACKCOURT: CU sophomores Askia Booker and Spencer Dinwiddie 
are one of the best guard tandems nationally, ranking third out of ϐive sopho-
more backcourts in leading their respective teams in points per game. With a 
combined 28.9 points per game, they are the only combo guard duo from the 
list leading their team in scoring, assists and three-pointers made.

1-2 BACKCOURT: Last season, Spencer Dinwiddie (360 pts.) and Askia Booker 
(317 pts.) became CU’s most potent freshman duo ever establishing a school 
record 677 points. This year, the two already have a combined 604 points and 
are 1-2 leading the Buffs in scoring (Dinwiddie: 308, 14.7 ppg.; Booker: 296: 
14.1 ppg.; ). They’re also one-two in assists and 3-pointers made.

Stanford 11,212; Wofford, 10,611; Air 
Force, 10,607).

• 11,708 against CSU was the most attend-
ed game - men’s or women’s at the CEC.

• 13 sellouts (2012-13: 4; 2010-11: 5; 
2011-12: 4). CU is 11-2 in those games.

• Eight of 10 home games have exceeded 
10,000 fans.

•  CU sold out the home/season opener 
with 10,611 in attendance. It was also the 
largest non-conference home crowd (es-
sentially in school history) to see a sea-
son/home opener. 

•CU’s home win over California (70-57) on 
Senior Day (Feb. 26, 2012) was the 500th 
game at the Coors Events Center. 

•Two conference attendance seasons un-
der Boyle: 9,809 (2010-11) and 9,160 
(2011-12), ϐirst time 9k in back-to-back 
seasons.

•The men’s basketball team is 354-156 
(.694) at the Events Center in 35 seasons.

• According to The Chronicle of Higher Ed-
ucation, CU went from 4,637 fans in 2009 
to 7,804 in 2012 for a 68 percent increase. 
The 68 percent makes CU the biggest 
gainers in attendance and a No. 1 rank-
ing. Among the top 10 schools listed, CU 
is the only Pac-12 school that improved in 
attendance, while ϐive Pac-12 schools de-
creased in attendance.

20-REBOUND CLUB: Andre Roberson has a 
pair of 20 rebound games this season (Stan-
ford, at Fresno State), becoming the 17th 
and 18th time in school history a CU player 
to have 20 or more in a game. Roberson is 
the 10th player to reach the 20-rebound 
plateau and only the ϐifth player to have 
multiple 20-rebound games. The others: 
Burdette Haldorson (4), Jim Davis (3), Cliff 
Meely (2), Jamahl Mosley (2) • Roberson is 
the ϐirst CU player to grab that many multi-
ple times since Mosley accomplished it twice 
during the 2000-2001 season (vs. Missouri, 
vs. Baylor at Kansas City). Prior to Mosley, it 
hadn’t happened since Meely did it in during 
the 1969-70 and 1970-71 seasons. Roberson 
and Mosley are the only two players to ac-
complish the feat in the past 43 years.

FIVE PLAYERS IN DOUBLE FIGURES:
Against Stanford (Jan. 24), all ϐive CU start-
ers scored over 10 points for the ϐirst time 
since Jan. 5, 2009 in a 70-67 loss at SMU. In 
that game against the Mustangs, CU start-
ers scored 62 of 67 points. Against Stanford, 
the Buffs accounted for 60 of the team’s 75 
points.  

10+ PPG.: In each season under Coach Boyle, 
the Buffs have had four players average in 
double ϐigures. This year, Spencer Dinwiddie 
(14.7), Askia Booker (14.1), Josh Scott (12.1) 
and Andre Roberson (10.8). Last year, Carlon 
Brown, Andre Roberson, Austin Dufault, and 
Nate Tomlinson ended the season averag-
ing 10 or more a game; and in 2010-11, Alec 
Burks, Cory Higgins, Levi Knutson and Mar-
cus Relphorde averaged over 10 a game.

CLEANING GLASS: For the ϐirst time in his 
career, Askia Booker led the Buffs in re-
bounds with seven, tying Andre Roberson 
for the team-high at Washington State. It’s 
only the third time someone else this season 
has led CU on the glass. Against Texas South-
ern, Roberson tied with Josh Scott (w/ 12); 
in the season opener against Wofford, fresh-
man Xavier Johnson led everyone with eight. 
Even though he shared team honors twice, 
Roberson has the Buffs in rebounding in 
each game with the exception of one game 
(19 times w/ two shared). Roberson’s lon-
gest streak is 19-straight, the last 19 games 
of last season.

NCAA RPI (Feb. 4): There are eight Pac-12 
schools ranked among the NCAA Top-100 
in RPI. Arizona is fourth overall, followed by 
CU at No. 25, Oregon (No. 27), UCLA is No. 
44, Arizona State (No. 63), Stanford (No. 67), 
Washington  (No. 69), and Cal (No. 70).

Hopkins’ take: “I feel like I ϐit in with the team and I love the campus • I just like the school in 
general.”

Position: Wing • Height: 6-6 Weight: 195
High School: Lincoln (Tacoma, Wash.) 

 Vital stats/storylines: In his junior season, was named MVP of the Narrows League, as well as 
ϐirst team all-are and second-team all-state • Averaged 18 points, 11 rebounds and ϐive assists in 
Lincoln’s 18-8 season • Rivals.com rated him a three-star prospect • Scholarship offers came from 
Arizona State, Washington State, UCLA, Boise State, Cal Poly, Gonzaga, Oregon State and Santa Clara • 
Played AAU ball with the Northwest Panthers, whose coach, Gary Ward, called Fletcher “a legitimate 
6-foot-6 with a 6-foot-9 wingspan • Multi-skilled, played some one, some two and some three (posi-
tions). Ward also described Fletcher as “crafty” and “sometimes a little too unselϐish, he is a really 
good player.”

CU scouting report: Lefthander with a great skill package • More of a true wing • Handles ball 
well and shoots well.

Boyle’s take: “He’s really a good passer for his position. He’s long, athletic, runs the ϐloor well and 
is great in transition. We think he’ll ϐit in very well with what we’re looking to do here. Bottom line is, 
he can do a lot different things to help you win.”
 Fletcher’s take: “I feel like Colorado is a good ϐit for me. I love the coaches, the players and the 
system. I feel like I am a very versatile player. I can guard positions one through three, I can shoot it, I 
can dribble it and I can pass it. I think colleges like my length, too. I can get in and bang with the fours 
and ϐives, too. I just need to put on a little bit more muscle and get my dribbling better and I will be 
set.”

DUSTIN THOMAS
Position: Combo forward • Height: 6-7 Weight: 210 
High School: Pleasant Grove (Texarkana, Texas)

 Vital stats/storylines: Pleasant Grove won 29 games last season, with Thomas a big reason for 
the success • He was 3A Region II District 15 MVP after averaging 20 points, 14 rebounds, ϐive assists 
and ϐive steals • Made an astounding 48 percent of his three-point attempts • Rivals.com ranks him as 
a three-star prospect • Schools offering him a scholarship included Oklahoma, Texas-Arlington and 
Lehigh, with interest being shown by Kansas State, Texas, SMU and Tulsa • Pleasant Grove coach Billy 
Brewer said Thomas is very comfortable shooting from behind the arc: “Three-point range is pretty 
easy for him. We run a motion offense and we are going to run until they get the ball in his hands • 
Dustin can also dribble penetrate and he can go in the post. He can do whatever he wants to do so we 
try to get the ball in his hands.”

CU scouting report: At 6-7, probably not as explosive or as athletic as Andre Roberson, but shoots 
the ball extremely well from the perimeter and can put the ball on the ϐloor  • Can play inside and out 
• Plays with extraordinary energy and can rebound.

Boyle’s take: “The thing that makes Dustin special is his love for the game, his motor. And shoot-
ing, he can really stroke it. But what sets him apart is his love for the game. Every time I talk to him 
he’s going to the gym or on his way back. There’s not a day that goes by that he’s not trying to get 
better as a basketball player. I think if anything we’ve got to kind of tone him down a little; he loves 
the game and his desire to be great is unquestionable.”

Thomas’ take: “Going up there (to visit Boulder), I didn’t know what to expect. Everything about 
Colorado was perfect. It is like a big family out there. At ϐirst, I didn’t even think Colorado would have 
been where I would choose to go. But once I got out there, it completely turned my impression about 
it. I loved everything about it. The players made me feel like family. The coaching staff was just real 
up front and I trust them • They won the Pac-12 last year and you can tell the fans really show them 
a lot of love. It is just real fun to be around it and I wanted to be a part of that.”

Buffs were ranked nationally for two weeks 
coming in at No. 23 in the Associated Press 
poll (Nov. 19-25) and No. 19 in both polls 
(Nov. 26-Dec. 2). The No. 23 ranking was 
the ϐirst time the program has been ranked 
in a major poll since earning back-to-back 
No. 25 rankings in the Coaches Poll during 
the 2005-06 season.

the Grand Canyon state.

CU vs. Pac-12: CU has a winning record 
against most of the conference: 6-3-2 in its 
history. The Buffs hold winning records in 
the all-time series against Arizona (10-7), 
Arizona State (4-3), California (11-10), Or-
egon (5-3), Oregon State (7-3), USC (4-3), 
Utah (23-15), and Washington State (3-
1). They trail with losing records against 
UCLA (2-6), Washington (7-8), and Stan-
ford (4-9).

SHARING THE BALL: CU recorded 39 as-
sists in its last two non-conference games 
(Hartford, Northern Arizona), the best 
two-game total since 23 assists in each 
game against The Citadel & Longwood 
(2010-11), Coach Boyle’s ϐirst season at 
CU.
