COACH REUNION: Tonight is the first time A&M head coach Mark Tur-
geon and CU head coach Tad Boyle will coach against one another.
College teammates at Kansas where Turgeon played from 1984-87
and Boyle from 1981-85. Boyle was a senior captain in 1985.

Boyle spent six seasons Mark Turgeon as an associate head coach at
Wichita State (2000-06) and was part of a turn around that saw the
Shockers improve from 9-19 (.321) his first year to one of the nation’s
top mid-major teams in 2006 when Wichita State went 26-9 and
advanced to the Sweet 16 of the NCAA Tournament. The Shockers
eventually lost to Final Four Cinderella George Mason in the regional
semifinals and finished with a No. 21 final ranking. The also went to
a trio of NITs.

From 1998-2000, they reconnected at Jacksonville State (1998-2000)
where they helped turn a team that was 8-18 into a 17-11 squad in

BIG 12-ONLY LEADERS:
After nine games in Big 12
play, Alec Burks continues
to lead the Big 12 Confer-
ence in points per game at
21.1. He's also third in re-
bounding (8.1). Only KU’s
Marcus Morris ranks in the
top-5 in both categories.

Other top-5 CU perform-
ers in Big 12-only catego-
ries are: Andre Roberson
(1st in offensive rebounds,
3.4); Levi Knutson (third
3-Pt. FG% .489 and fifth in
3-pt. FGs made 2.4); Cory
Higgins (third FT%, .921),
Marcus Relphorde (sixth
steals, 1.8); Burks is fourth
in defensive rebounds
(5.0).

FROSH LEADER ON THE BOARDS ... Andre Roberson: He is averag-
ing 7.5 rebounds per game through Tuesday, Feb. 8. Entering this
week’s play, Roberson is the highest ranking freshman in conference-
only games (7.2).

- With 180 rebounds on the season, Roberson needs to average
5.6 per game in the seven remaining conference games to surpass
Stephane Pelle as CU’s freshman rebounding leader (218 in the 1999-
00 season). This does not factor any potential Big 12 tournament or
postseason games. Pelle left CU as the Buffs only player to grab over
1,000 career boards, finishing with a CU record 1,054.

NATIONAL RANKINGS: If CU is ranked this season, it will be the first
time since the Buffaloes appeared in any ranking since the USA To-
day/Coaches’ Poll during the 2005-06 season at No. 25 in back-to-
back weeks (Jan. 30-Feb. 5; Feb. 6-12). During those two weeks, CU
was 15-3 and 5-2 in the Big 12, then lost at lowa State and at Texas
A&M. Last time CU was ranked in the AP poll was the final poll at No.

SHARING THE BALL: For the first time since
the 1996-97 season (and four other times be-
fore that), CU had two players with at least six
or more assists in the same game in back-to-
back contents. Against Texas-Pan American,
Cory Higgins and Shannon Sharpe had seven
and six assists, respectively. Against Oregon
State, Marcus Relphorde recorded eight as-
sists with Higgins added six dimes. Upon
further research, there was no record of two
players having six or more assists in a single
game in three consecutive games.

2011-12 SEASON: The CU men’s basketball
team will be one of eight teams participat-
ing in the annual Honda Puerto Rico Tip-Off
next season (Nov. 17, 18, 20) at the Coliseo de
PuertoRico, in the cosmopolitan Hato Rey dis-
trict of San Juan. The field for the fifth annual
Puerto Rico Tip-Off includes CU, Alabama,
lona, Maryland and Wichita State, along with
Purdue and Temple, which are ranked in the
preseason ESPN/USA Today Coaches Poll at
No. 8 and No. 22, respectively. The final team
will be announced at a later date.
