CU AT HOME: CU is 13-2 at home « With two more wins against Texas and
Nebraska, the Buffs would set a school best with 15 wins at home in a sea-
son « All-time best is 14 victories accomplished twice (2002-03 & 2005-06 )
- Saturday’s game against No. 5/5 Texas is sold out. It's the fourth sell out at
the Events Center this season (school record for a season).

LAST NINE GAMES: Since rattling off seven-straight wins from Dec. 23-
Jan. 15, CU has found itself 2-7 in their last nine games. Aside from beating
lowa State (95-69) and Kansas State (58-56) at home, the Buffs are only
averaging 68.1 ppg. (allowing 78.4) and shooting 41.1 from the field (oppt.
50.1) in those seven losses. Four of the seven games, CU has scored in the
60s.

This season Cory Hig-
gins has etched his
name atop three school
records: games starts
(120), career FTs made
(522) and career minutes
(4,118). Entering today’s
game he has 121 career
games played, sole pos-
session of second place.
The CU record is 123
held by two players.

GETTING CLOSER: An-
dre Roberson is averag-
ing 7.2 rebounds per
game prior CU’s game at
Texas Tech. Entering to-
day’s game, Roberson is
the third highest ranking
freshman in conference-
only games (6.6).

- With 194 rebounds on
the season, Roberson
needs to average 6.0 per
game in the four remain-
ing conference games
to surpass Stephane
Pelle as CU’s freshman
rebounding leader (218
in the 1999-00 season).
This does not factor any
potential Big 12 tour-
nament or postseason
games. Pelle left CU as
the Buffs only player to
grab over 1,000 career
boards, finishing with a
CU record 1,054.

CU MILESTONE CLUB:
Cory Higgins is the 18th
player in school his-
tory to score over 1,000
points (1,828) with 500
rebounds in a career
(518). However, he's
only the third player in
school history to score

over 1,000 points, grab 500 rebounds, handout over 200 assists (292),
and have 150 steals (185). The others are Donnie Boyce (1991-95) and
Richard Roby (2004-08).

SENIOR SEASON: Senior guard Levi Knutson is having his best sea-
son-to-date averaging 11.4 ppg. (third overall) and converting 52.2
percent from the field, which is a team best with over 200 attempts.
He also has a career-best 52 treys with a team-best 92.9 percent at
the free throw. On Monday, Knutson was named second-team Capi-
tal One Academic All-America® Men’s Basketball teams, as selected
by the College Sports Information Directors of America (CoSIDA). He
was also selected the CoSIDA District 7 Academic All-American first
team. Knutson is a business administration major with an emphasis
in finance and carries a 3.92 grade point average.

SCORING: Alec Burks and Cory Higgins have led CU one-and-two in
scoring 36 of their 57 games together, 17 times this season « Leading
CU in scoring: Burks 18 times (one shared); Higgins five times (one
shared); Levi Knutson three times; Austin Dufault once « Burks net-
ted scoring double figures 25 of 27 games; Higgins 24 of 27 games;
Relphorde and Knutson 18 of 26 - Dufault and Marcus Relphorde are
the only players to start every game (27).

TRENDS: Four players are averaging 10 or more points a game in the
team’s 16 wins « The Buffs are 12-1 when scoring 80+ points « CU is
12-0 with a higher shooting percentage; 12-2 when outrebounding
the opponent (at OU, at Mizzou only losses); 10-2 when their bench
outscores the opponent (at OU, at BU); 8-0 when shooting 50 percent
or higher; 14-3 when leading at the half.

MORE TRENDS: CU committed just nine turnovers against A&M, the
ninth time in 2010-11 the Buffs have had single-digit miscues « CU
has forced more turnovers than it has committed in 19 of 27 contests
this year « Roberson has grabbed 10 boards or more eight times this
season and has led the Buffs in rebounding 15 times « CU swept pre-
season Big 12 favorite Kansas State for the first time since 2003-04.
The win earlier this season in Manhattan broke a nine-game skid to
K-State

CHARITY STRIPE: Alec Burks and Cory Higgins are a combined 291-
for-335 (86.9 percent) from the free throw line this season. The rest of
the team is 202-for-290 (69.7).

ALL SEASONS SINCE 1996-97: In the last 15 years (the
history of the Big 12 Conference), CU is on record pace in
all six categories.

WINS/LOSSES: In 16 victories, the Buffs are averaging 87.2 points
per game (opponent 67.6 ppg.); shooting 51.0 percent from the floor
(oppt: 41.6), and outrebounding the opponent by 8.9 a game. Four
players are averaging 10 or more points (another at 9.5) with a team
average of 16.5 assists per contest. In 11 losses, CU averages 70.9
points a game; shoots 42.4 percent from the floor, and average only
9.7 assists, and have three players average double digits (Burks 19.4;
Higgins 15.6, Knutson 10.1).

RUN AT HISTORY: Andre Roberson is making a run at CU history by
becoming the first freshman to lead the team in rebounding, steals
and blocked shots in the same season.

Note: No freshman has led in all three at season’s end (Scott Wilke
1987-88 and Joe Cooper 1980-81 are the only players of any class to
lead all three). Note: Only Matt Bullard as a freshman in 1985-86 led
CU in two of these three categories (rebounds and blocks).

Roberson would become only the fourth freshman ever in Big 12 play
to lead his team in rebounding, blocks steals. Here are the others who
