Prior
to this season, CU’s last appearance was 2005-06 (also a 20-win season
losing to Old Dominion, 79-61, Mar. 15). The 1939-40 team won the title,
while the 1954-55 and 1990-91 teams finished in third place [2006: 0-1;
2004: 0-1;2000: 0-1; 1999: 1-1; 1995: 0-1; 1941: 4-1; 1940: 2-0; 1938: 1-1].

TOP-20 WOODEN LIST: Sophomore Alec Burks was named one of 20 fi-
nalists this week on the John R. Wooden List honoring the top collegiate
player. Burks is one of four Big 12 players named.

FOUR CU RECORDS: This season Cory Higgins has etched his name atop
four school records: games played (129), games starts (128), career FTs
made (559) and career minutes (4,382). With 1,953 career points, he's 42
points from second place (Donnie Boyce, 1,995 pts., 1991-95) and 48 from
tying the school record held by Richard Roby (2,001, 2004-08).

BIG 12 HONOR: Alec Burks became the first CU player in the 15-year his-
tory of the Big 12 Championships to be named to the all-tournament
team. He averaged 25.3 points, 8.7 rebounds, 5.7 assists, and two steals
per game helping the Buffs advance to the conference semifinals for the

He is fourth among
freshmen on NCAA Tournament teams be-
hind Ohio State’s Jared Sullinger, Kentucky’s
Terrence Jones, and Texas' Tristan Thomp-
son, and 107th overall. Roberson is the only
one who comes off the bench in a reserve
role with only 22.1 minutes per game.

CU RECORDS: The Buffaloes has won a
school-record 16 game at home, in addition
set four attendance marks: most sellouts
a season (5); all games (123,605); confer-
ence total (78,472); and conference aver-
age (9,809) - Tonight the Buffs will play their
36th game of the season, another school re-
cord « A win tonight break the school reord
for most wins in a season (23).

RARE FEAT LOOMING: Four CU players
have made over 100 field goals this season,
the most by a CU team since 2004-05. The
feat ties six other teams in school history.
Entering tonight’s game, Austin Dufault has
98 FGs made. No CU team has ever had five
players in one season with over 100 made
field goals.

Co-Big 12 SIXTH MAN: Senior guard Levi
Knutson has 11 games in double-digits in
Big 12 play with a career conference high 21
points in the upset win over Texas; he also
came off the bench with 18 points at Texas
Tech; 16 points with four treys at lowa State
(more Levi pages 5, 22, 23).

+ 15 games coming off the bench in Big 12,
Knutson averaged 12.7 points per game
(50.8 FG%) with 2.6 treys a game. He also
averaged 50.0 from the 3-point arc.

+ Knutson has made a three-pointer in 23-
straight games; 33 of 35 games this season
with at least one three-pointer « Knutson
has led CU in scoring four times this season

CU MILESTONE CLUB: Cory Higgins is the
18th player in school history to score over
1,000 points (1,955) with 500 rebounds in a
career (544). However, he’s only the second
player in school history to score over 1,800
points, grab 500 rebounds, handout out
300 assists (309), and having over 150 steals
(189). Donnie Boyce (1991-95) is the only
other player.

SCORING: Alec Burks and Cory Higgins have
led CU one-and-two in scoring 39 of their 65
games together, 20 times this season « Burks
and Higgins have scored 20 or more points
in the same game this season five times (3-2

ON THE ROAD: The last time CU won three Big 12 road games was
1996-97 (made NCAA Tournament) « The Buffs have won three true
road games this season, the most since winning three in 2007-08
(all those wins in state of Colorado) « Wins at Texas Tech and No.
21/20 K-State equal two Big 12 roads in the same season since
2005-06 season (at Missouri, at Oklahoma State).

BIG 12 HONOR: Alec Burks was named Big 12 Player of the Week
for games of February 21-27 in voting by a panel of media cover-
ing the Conference. It is the second honor this year for Burks, who
was named back on January 10. Burks averaged 23.5 points, nine
rebounds, and three assists per game helping the CU men’s basket-
ball team to a 2-0 week with wins over No. 5 Texas (91-89) and at
Texas Tech (71-68). The 2-0 week is the first unbeaten week for the
Buffaloes since beginning the conference season with three con-
secutive victories.

Burks scored 24 of his game-high 33 points in the second half
rallying the Buffs from a 22-point deficit against the Longhorns. He
also grabbed 10 rebounds for his third double-double on the sea-
son and handed-out four assists.

In the win at Texas Tech, the sophomore guard from Grand-
view, Mo. scored 14 points with eight rebounds. In CU’s upset vic-
tory over Texas, Burks led a CU second half surge scoring 11 of the
team’s next 14 points pulling the Buffs to 58-55 with 12:55 remain-
ing after trailing 58-43. CU scored a season-best 58 points in the
second half on 58.1 percent shooting.
