FOR STARTERS: CU is the No. 23 nationally ranked team in the Associ-
ated Press Top-25 poll, a ϐirst in the AP poll since 1997. CU is receiving 
votes in ESPN/Coaches’ Poll (27th overall) • MBB season ticket sales 
have increased to over 6,400 season tickets (as of Nov. 19), an increase 
of 60% over last season (previous record set last season was 3,941) • 
CU is 4-0 to start the season since 1998-99 (all four played at home); 
the last 4-0 start with at least one road game was 1994-95 • CU is 9-1 in 
its last 10 games dating back to the Pac-12 Tournament, following two 
road losses to end the 2011-12 season (at Oregon, at Oregon State) • CU 
is 6-0 at home under Boyle in the month  of November.

Pac-12 HONOR: Sophomore guard Askia Booker was named Pac-12 
Conference Player of the Week (Nov. 19) on the heels of the Buffs win-
ning the Charleston Classic and Booker being named tournament MVP. 
Booker averaged 19.3 points, 3.0 assists, 2.7 steals and 2.3 rebounds 
per game en route to MVP honors, helping the Buffs knock off Dayton, 
No. 16 Baylor and Murray State in four days in Charleston, S.C. Booker 
is the second men’s player to earn Pac-12 Player of the Week honors 
in as many seasons as Carlon Brown garnered conference honors Jan. 
2-8, 2012.

NATIONALLY RANKED: The Buffs came in 
at No. 23 in the Associated Press poll (Nov. 
19-25),  the ϐirst time the program has been 
ranked in a major poll since earning back-
to-back No. 25 rankings in the Coaches Poll 
during the 2005-06 season. In the AP poll, 
it is the ϐirst ranking since appearing at 
No. 24 in the ϐinal poll of the 1996-97 sea-
son, when Chauncey Billups led the Buffs 
to the second round of the NCAA Tourna-
ment. It’s the ϐirst time the Buffs have been 
ranked before the start of conference play 
in 43 years, since a showing on the Dec. 30, 
1969, poll, coming in at No. 20. Overall, it 
is the 32nd time the Buffs have appeared 
in the AP rankings. CU’s highest ranking 
came on Dec. 18, 1963, coming in at No. 6.

AIR FORCE UPDATE: The Falcons enter today’s game with a 5-0 record with three 
of their wins at home Montana State (86-72), Western State (102-68); Regis (83-63);  
and defeated Army (76-65); The Citadel (77-70). 

SERIES vs. AFA: Colorado leads the head-to-head series holding an 18-3 advantage, 
including an 8-1 mark in Boulder. CU has won two of three in the series since 2006 
and defeated the Falcons in overtime on the road last season, 76-73 back on Nov. 23.

TOURNEY SETTING: In the past three seasons under coach Tad Boyle, the Buffaloes 
are 15-6 in a tournament setting, including winning eight of their last nine games dat-
ing back to the Pac-12 Tournament last season.  
2010-11: 6-3, 1-1 in Vegas, 2-1 Big 12 Tournament, 3-1 NIT.
2011-12: 6-3, 1-2 in Puerto Rico, 4-0 Pac-12 Tournament, 1-1 NCAA.
2012-13: 3-0, 3-0 in Charleston. 

‘DRE WATCH: CU is 18-5 when Andre Roberson grabs at least 12 rebounds in a game; 
8-0 when 15+ • Roberson is ϐifth on CU’s all-time rebounding list with 739. He trails 
Jim Davis (1961-64, 863) by 124 • Roberson is ϐifth in career blocks (119) and trails 
Cliff Meely (1968-71, 123) by four • Has 33 rebounds in his last three games, the 30th 
time he has registered a combined 20-something rebounds in back-to-back games • 
In 78 career games, has grabbed 7+ rebounds 59 times. 

SKI ON FIRE: Askia Booker has led CU in scoring three straight games, the longest 
streak by one player since 2010-11 season when Alec Burks did it ϐive-straight times 
outright, twice •  Booker scored a career-high 23 points on 10-of-18 shooting from 
the ϐield – also career highs; ϐirst 20-point scorer this season for CU • Named the 
Charleston Classic Most Valuable Player, averaged 19.3 points with 3.0 assists, 2.7 
steals, and 2.3 rebounds per game, also shot 51.1 percent from the ϐield (24-of-
47) and made seven 3-pointers over the three games. Had a career-best four steals 
against Murray State • Booker shooting a team-best 17.8 ppg. and making 50 percent 
of his shots (30-of-60).

BUFF NOTES: Andre Roberson scored a season-best 16 points, his ϐirst game this 
over 10 points and third straight game he has led the team in rebounding (61st ca-
reer) • Spencer Dinwiddie made a career-high 10 made and 11 attempted free throws 
against the Racers; season-high 14 points • Jeremy Adams came off the bench and a 
banked a key 3-pointer in the ϐirst half against Murray State. He scored ϐive points in 
four minute • CU has allowed opponent under 40 FG% in three of four games (Mur-
ray State, 45.2%) • Against Murray State, CU shot a season-best 53.2 percent from the 
ϐield (25-of-47) and the 25 made FGs tying a season-best (25 vs. Baylor).

WATCH LISTS: Andre Roberson has been named to a pair of top-50 watch lists for the 
2012-13 season: the John R. Wooden Award Preseason list by The Los Angeles Ath-
letic Club and the Naismith 50-player watch list by the Atlanta Tipoff Club. The 37th 
annual Wooden Award ceremony will honor the Men’s and Women’s Wooden Award 
winners, and will include the presentation of the Wooden Award All American Teams 
and the Legends of Coaching Award, which in 2013 will go to Kansas Head Coach Bill 
Self. The event will take place the weekend of April 12-13, 2013. The Naismith Men’s 
College Player of the Year presented by AT&T will be awarded on April 7, 2013 in 
Atlanta. Roberson is one of two CU basketball players in the last three years named 
to the prestigious Wooden Top-50 watch list. Former Buff standout Alec Burks was 
named to the Top-50 watch list in 2010-11 and later made the ϐinal top-20.

HOME OPENER SELLOUT: For the ϐirst time at the Coors Events Center (since the 
1979-80 season), CU sold out the home/season opener with 10,611 in attendance. 
It was also the largest non-conference home crowd (essentially in school history) to 
see a season/home opener. The 10,611 crowd was the third largest at CU of all non-
conference home games.

UPSET SPECIAL: CU played two nationally ranked teams a year ago, beating No. 
23/25 UNLV, 68-64 (March 17, 2012) at the 2012 NCAA Tournament in Albuquerque, 
N.M. Last Friday, CU knocked off No. 16/17 Baylor in the semiϐinals of the Charleston 
Classic. It was also CU’s ϐirst regular season win over a ranked non-conference team 
since defeating Long Beach State, 73-71 on Dec. 5, 1973 (29 years ago).

HOME SWEET HOME:  The Boyle coach-
ing staff is an impressive 33-4 (.892) at 
the Coors Events Center in their ϐirst 75 
games in Boulder. The 33 victories is the 
best winning span in school history.

•CU’s home win over California (70-57) on 
Senior Day (Feb. 26, 2012) was the 500th 
game at the Coors Events Center. 

•Two conference attendance seasons un-
der Boyle: 9,809 (2010-11) and 9,160 
(2011-12), ϐirst time 9k in back-to-back 
seasons.

•The men’s basketball team is 346-155 
(.691) at the Events Center in 34 seasons.

• 10 sellouts (1 in 2012-13; 5 in 2010-11; 
4 in 2011-12). CU is 8-2 in those games.

• According to The Chronicle of Higher Ed-
ucation, CU went from 4,637 fans in 2009 
to 7,804 in 2012 for a 68 percent increase. 
The 68 percent makes CU the biggest 
gainers in attendance and a No. 1 rank-
ing. Among the top 10 schools listed, CU 
is the only Pac-12 school that improved in 
attendance, while ϐive Pac-12 schools de-
creased in attendance.

•In 2011-12, CU set a school-record for 
conference total attendance (82,442) 
breaking the 2010-11 total of 78,472.

•CU set a school-record for average atten-
dance (7,804), breaking the 2010-11 total 
of 7,014.

MURRAY STATE REVIEW: Askia Booker 
had a career-high 23 points and Andre 
Roberson had 16 points and nine rebounds 
as CU won the Charleston Classic with an 
81-74 victory over Murray State. The Buf-
faloes (4-0) used an 11-1 run midway 
through the second half to break open a tie 
game and ϐinish off their perfect trip South. 
Booker closed that run a 3-pointer and 
Colorado was ahead for good, 63-53 with 
5:05 to go. Murray State (3-1) was the last 
undefeated team in 2011-12, starting 23-0 
on the way to a 31-2 record. The Racers got 
within ϐive points several times down the 
stretch, including 79-74 on Isaiah Canaan’s 
basket with 4 seconds left. Booker, who 
scored 58 points in the three games, was 
awarded the tournament’s most valuable 
player. Spencer Dinwiddie ϐinished with 14 
points, going 11-of-12 at the foul line. Colo-
rado made 27 of 36 from the stripe against 
Murray State, including all six in the ϐinal 
minute to keep out front.

BAYLOR RECAP: Revenge is sweet. Is pay-
back sweeter? Doesn’t matter. The Colo-
rado Buffaloes got both Friday afternoon 
in the Charleston Classic, holding off No. 
16 Baylor 60-58 to advance to the tourna-
ment’s championship game. CU reeled in a 
rare signature win in November, with its 
last defeat of a ranked team in non-confer-
ence regular season play dating to 1973. 
Buffs coach Tad Boyle understood the 
magnitude of that as well as what it meant 
to defeat Baylor. CU’s last win against a 
ranked opponent came last March in the 
NCAA Tournament, when the Buffs de-
feated No. 23 UNLV. In the next game in 
Albuquerque, N.M, Baylor ousted the Buffs 
80-63. Askia Booker led the Buffs with a 
career-high 19 points - 16 in the ϐirst half. 
Spencer Dinwiddie (11) was the only other 
CU player in double ϐigures. Baylor (3-1) 
was led by Cory Jefferson’s 17, with Pierre 
Jackson adding 12. CU made only four of 
18 free throw attempts, including missing 
ϐive of six in the ϐinal 1:01. The four makes 
were the fewest in 
a Buffs win since 
the 1980 team sank 
only two against 
Oklahoma in a 60-
59 win. Fortunately 
on Friday, Booker 
hit one of two with 
11.6 seconds to 
play, giving CU its 
narrow margin.

DAYTON RECAP: 
Colorado’s youth-
ful Buffaloes used 
a 16-2 second-half 
run to take control 
Thursday against 

Dayton and breeze into the second round 
of the Charleston Classic with a 67-57 
win. CU (2-0) got double-ϐigure score from 
Askia Booker (16), Xavier Johnson (15), 
Josh Scott (13) and Spencer Dinwiddie 
(12). Andre Roberson collected a game-
best 14 rebounds. Dayton (1-1) was led by 
Vee Sanford’s 13 points.CU hit only 14 of 
24 free throws for the afternoon, but Din-
widdie still sealed the win by making ϐive 
of six in the ϐinal 37.1 seconds.

SEASON OPENER WOFFORD : Freshman 
Josh Scott scored a team-high 14 points 
in his college debut with six rebounds as 
the Buffs defeated Wofford, 74-59. Sopho-
mores Askia Booker and Spencer Dinwid-
die each added 13 points each, and fresh-
man forward Xavier Johnson came off the 
bench with eight boards with ϐive points. 
All four of CU’s freshmen scored • Sabatino 
Chen made his ϐirst career CU start and 
scored nine points • Booker tied a career-
high minutes played (30) and ϐield goals 
made (6).

HOME OPENER SELLOUT: For the ϐirst 
time at the Coors Events Center (since the 
1979-80 season), CU sold out the home/
season opener with 10,611 in attendance. 
It was also the largest non-conference 
home crowd (essentially in school history) 
to see a season/home opener. The 10,611 
crowd was the third largest at CU of all 
non-conference home games.
