
QUICKLY: Colorado is 3-0 to begin Pac-12 play for the second time in three years 
(2011-12) • CU is 14-2 on the season matching the 1968-69 team after 16 games 
(that team with All-American Cliff Meely won the Big Eight Championship) • CU en-
ters the game as the No. 15/No. 17 ranked team in the national polls • Fifth straight 
week ranked in the AP poll (longest since 1997 season, 8-straight weeks), fourth in 
the Coaches Poll • Tre’Shaun Fletcher returns home to the state of Washington. He’s 
the ϐirst CU MBB student-athlete from of Washington since 1999-2000 (Sam Sanders).

INDIVIDUAL TRENDS: CU has won four straight games and during those games, Askia 
Booker has led the Buffs in scoring three of four games (19.3 ppg.); Josh Scott has led 
in rebounding (11.2 rpg.) in ϐive straight with four double-doubles; Spencer Dinwiddie 
has led in assists seven of the last nine games; Scott has eight blocks in three Pac-12 
games and is tied in the Pac-12 in double-doubles with eight. Prior to road win at 
Washington State, Scott rattled off ϐive consecutive double-doubles (Andre Roberson, 
CU’s second all-time leading rebounder only had four in a row in his career) • With two 
minutes to play in the game (overtime excluded), Spencer Dinwiddie is shooting 84.8 
career percentage from the free throw line (89-of-105).

IF THE BUFFS WIN SUNDAY AT WASHINGTON: A 15-2 
record to start the season would be the second best start 
in school history after the 1939-40 NCAA Final Four 
team that started 17-2 (ϐinished 17-4) • A 4-0 confer-
ence start, a school-ϐirst since CU’s ϐirst year in the Big 12 
Conference (started 6-0) • CU’s ϐirst win in Seattle since 
Dec. 21, 1956 (65-53), 58 years ago and the Buffaloes 
would tie the all-time series at 8-8 • Coach Boyle would 
improve to 2-1 against the Huskies.

PAC-12 POW: Askia Booker was named the Pac-12 Play-
er of the Week, his second of the season (third career). 
He averaged 20.0 points, 5.5 rebounds, 3.0 assists and 
2.5 steals per game as CU opened conference play with 
victories against Oregon State and Oregon. Booker re-
corded a career-high 27 points in the 100-91 upset win 
over Oregon, posting a season-best seven rebounds with 
four assists and a steal.  The junior shot 8-of-16 from the 
ϐield (.500 FG percentage) and 10-of-12 from the char-
ity stripe (.833 FT percentage). In the 64-58 win over 
Oregon State, Booker led CU with a team-high 13 points 
four rebounds, four steals, and two assists.

SCHOOL RECORD: CU went 26-for-26 from 
the charity stripe against Georgia, marking 
their ϐirst perfect outing from the line since 
Feb. 27, 2010 (12-of-12 vs. Iowa State). It 
also marked the ϐirst time in program his-
tory that a CU squad shot 1.000 from the line 
while attempting at least 15 FTs. This was 
just the 10th known time in CU history that 
CU was perfect from the FT line and just the 
sixth time with 10 or more FTA. 

MBB MISCELLANOUS: Coach Boyle’s win-
ning percentage (.675) is the best of any CU 
head coach in men’s hoops history (min. 2 
years) • CU has held the opponent to shoot 
under 39 percent in six games this season 
(Colorado State the lowest at 33.3%) • CU is 
15-3 when the game is a home sellout • CU 
is 13-5 when committing single-digit turn-
overs over the last four years (CU has per-
formed single-digit turnovers ϐive times this 
season) • CU has made at least one three-
pointer in 382-straight games (dating back 
to Jan. 19, 2002) • CU played only eight in the 
rotation against Oregon State, the smallest 
line up this season • CU tied a season high 6 
blocked shots vs. Oregon, Oregon State, and 
Harvard.

NATIONAL NOTES: Spencer Dinwiddie 
leads the team in 3-point shooting at .419 
(26-of-62), while the rest of the team is 
shooting .289 (65-of-225).

NATIONAL POLLS: The CU men’s basketball 
team (14-2, 3-0 Pac-12) moved up in both 
Top-25 national polls as the No. 15 team in 
Associated Press, and No. 17 in the USA To-
day/Coaches’ Poll, respectively. Last week, 
they were No. 20 and No. 24 in the respec-
tive polls. The No. 15 AP ranking is the high-
est since being No. 10 team in the 1969-70 
preseason poll. In addition, the No. 15 rank-
ing matches CU’s No. 15 nod during the 
1996-97 campaign where they held that slot 
for two consecutive weeks from Feb. 4 and 
Feb. 11, 1997. In the USA Today/Coaches’ 
Poll, the Buffs moved up signiϐicantly from 
last week’s No. 24 ranking, where they held 
that spot for three straight weeks, moved up

 Head coach Tad Boyle is scheduled to team with coaches from 
around the nation during the seventh annual Coaches vs. Cancer 
Las Vegas Golf Classic at MGM Grand Hotel and Casino on the Las 
Vegas Strip, May 18-20. Since its inception, the event has netted 
nearly $1.5 million to directly beneϐit the American Cancer Soci-
ety’s effort to ϐinish the ϐight against cancer. Coaches vs. Cancer is 
a partnership between the American Cancer Society and the Na-
tional Association of Basketball Coaches. 
 The following coaches are scheduled (at this time) to join 
Boyle at the event in May: Roy Williams, North Carolina; Lon Kru-
ger, Oklahoma; Tubby Smith, Texas Tech; John Beilein, Michigan; 
Dave Rice, UNLV; Tim Miles, Nebraska; Frank Martin, South Caro-
lina; Bruce Weber, Kansas State; Bob Chipman, Washburn; Craig 
Neal, New Mexico; Travis Ford, Oklahoma State; Larry Eustachy, 
Colorado State; Billy Tubbs, Oklahoma; Tim Jankovich, SMU; Dana 
Altman, Oregon; Larry Krystkowiak, Utah; Brad Underwood, Ste-
phen F. Austin; and Fran Fraschilla, ESPN.
 More than 50 foursomes from around the nation will be a part 
of the three-day event which includes two days of golf at two of

ment poolside at MGM Grand. The event brings together college 
basketball coaches and business leaders from around the nation 
to support the American Cancer Society which ultimately results 
in the celebration of more birthdays.



ATTENDANCE: CU’s season ϐinale crowd of 10,105 was the 12th crowd over 10,000 this year and 14th over 9,000, both school bests.  The 
total for the 15 home games was 155,884, the highest gross total in school history; the 10,392 average works to 94 percent of capacity 
(11,064) of the Coors Events Center this season and ϐinishes second in the Pac-12 this season to Arizona (14,131).  Under Tad Boyle, the 
Buffs have now enjoyed the best three consecutive years in attendance numbers ever (421,028, an 8,255 average for 51 games; no previous 
coach averaged over 6,500 for a three-year run).  CU’s top ϐive season attendance ϐigures:

BUFFS PRIMETIME: For the third straight 
year, the Buffaloes Primetime Radio Show 
will be at Carelli’s of Boulder, located at 
645 30th Street. Buffs PrimeTime is hosted 
by Mark Johnson every Tuesday night at 
Carelli’s beginning at 7 p.m. The show can 
be heard on 850 KOA and streamed live at 
850KOA.com. Fans are welcome to attend 
and be part of the studio audience. Head 
Coach Tad Boyle and one men’s player will 
be in attendance to talk about the season.

RECAP VS. OREGON: Colorado’s pair of stel-
lar junior guards – Askia Booker and Spen-
cer Dinwiddie – took control last Sunday af-
ternoon, alternately pushing and pulling the 
No. 20 Buffs to a 100-91 Pac-12 Conference 
win over No. 10 Oregon at the raucous Coors 
Events Center.
  CU improved to 13-2 (2-0 Pac-12), match-
ing the program’s best start since the 1968-
69 season. The Buffs have now won ϐive of 
six meetings and four straight against the 
Ducks since joining the Pac-12 and are un-
beaten (5-0 all time, 3-0 Pac-12) against 
Oregon at the CEC, where fourth-year coach 
Tad Boyle is an imposing 55-7.
  “That was a high-level basketball game, a 
treat for anybody in the building,” Boyle 
said. “It’s a special win because of the re-
spect we have for (coach) Dana Altman and 
the Oregon program.”
   Booker, who scored a career-high 27 points, 
and Dinwiddie (23) combined for 50 points 
as the Buffs overcame a 10-point second-
half deϐicit and disposed of the previously 
unbeaten Ducks (13-1, 1-1). CU’s prized 
backcourt duo was golden in nearly every-
thing they touched: Booker hit 10-of-12 free 
throws, Dinwiddie sank 10-of-11 and they 
combined for 11 of CU’s 14 assists. Between 
them, they were four-of-seven from beyond 
the arc, with Dinwiddie going three-for-four.

the eight-team ϐield. The Hawaiian Airlines 
Diamond Head Classic, an eight-team men’s 
college basketball tournament, will feature 
12 games through three days. Each team 
will compete in one game per day, advanc-
ing through the bracket. The two teams that 
remain undefeated throughout will face 
off in the championship game on the ϐinal 
day of the tournament. Previous tourna-
ment champions of the Hawaiian Airlines 
Diamond Head Classic include USC (2009), 
Butler (2010), Kansas State (2011) and Ari-
zona (2012), currently the top-ranked team 
in the nation.

NON-CONFERENCE WRAP: CU improved 
to 19-5 record in December games under 
the Boyle coaching staff and 16-1 in Decem-
ber home games • Under the Boyle coach-
ing staff, the Buffs are now 30-1 (.968) at 
the Coors Events Center in November and 
December (only home loss, Wyoming, Dec. 
9, 2011, 65-54 stopping CU’s 22-game non-
conference home winning streak) • The 
Buffs have won double-digit non-confer-
ence games in three of Boyle’s four seasons 
at the helm, amassing a 44-15 non-confer-
ence mark (.746) during that span.  

AGAINST RANKED OPPONENTS
• The Buffs have defeated two or more 
ranked teams nine times in the history of 
the AP poll, and four of those nine streaks 
have come under Tad Boyle.  The longest 
streak is three games, accomplished twice, 
ϐirst spanning two seasons from December 
12, 1960 to January 6, 1962; and then again 
in the 1991-92 season from February 5-19.  
• Only four times have the Buffs defeated 
three or more ranked teams in the same 
season, with two of those four seasons com-
ing under Tad Boyle in the last three years.  
The Buffs defeated four ranked teams in

CARDIAC BUFFS: Under Tad Boyle (122games), the Buffs have 
had more than their fair share of close games. In games decided by 
three points or less in the Boyle Era, CU is 14-7 (4-3 in one-point 
games, 7-1 in two-point games and 3-3 in three-point games … 
and 10-4 against league opponents, 6-3 vs. Pac-12, 4-1 vs. Big 12).  
And there were three overtime games that were decided by four or 
more points, so that means 23 games ended after regulation with 
the margin between 0 and 3 points.

WOODEN WATCH LIST: For the second straight year, Spencer Din-

KEARNEY JOINS CU STAFF: Sean Kear-
ney joins the CU men’s basketball staff as 
the Director of Player Development. He 
replaces Tom Abatemarco, who resigned 
in June to become an assistant coach at 
Loyola Marymount.
 Kearney brings 26 years coaching ex-
pertise to CU and was the University of 
Notre Dame Associate Head Coach from 
2000 through 2009 under head coach 
Mike Brey. With the Irish, Kearney was 
part of nine post-season teams, includ-
ing ϐive NCAA Tournaments (Sweet 16 in 
2003) and four NIT berths.
 At Notre Dame, Kearney coached at 
least one player in his nine seasons that 
were named to the Big East All-Confer-
ence team, including a pair of conference 
player of year nominees, one rookie of 
the year, and nine ϐirst team selections.
 “Sean is going to be a great addition 
to our staff,” Boyle said. “Sean brings a 
lot of experience as an assistant and head 
coach, and has a great perspective. He’s 
going to be a great-sounding board for 
me based on all the years of his experi-
ence he has in the game.”
 After Notre Dame, Kearney was the 
men’s basketball head coach for one year 
at the College of the Holy Cross (2009-
2010).
 Prior to Notre Dame, Kearney spent 
nine years (1991-2000) at the University 
of Delaware where he helped the Blue 
Hens to four NCAA Tournament appear-
ances and winners of the America East 
Conference four times. He was also an 
assistant coach at Northwestern (1988-
1991) and as a volunteer assistant at 
Providence College (1986-87) with then-
head coach Rick Pitino.  The Friars ad-
vanced to the NCAA Final Four that sea-
son after winning the Southeast Regional.
 Although not on the coaching sideline 
over the last three years (2010-13), Kear-
ney was not far from the game, working 
as a color analyst for Irish radio broad-
casts, in addition to Big East and Big Ten 
games with ESPN during the 2012-13 
season. During October and November 
months, Kearney traveled throughout the 
country attending early season basket-
ball practices at numerous college cam-
puses. 
 “I have a great respect for what Coach 
Boyle and his staff has done in the three 
short years here in Boulder,” Kearney 
said.  “The achievements they already 
have, is remarkable, not only have they 
done it with coaching, but they also have 
done it with recruiting, and I think the 
sky is the limit right now with this group.
 “I’m thrilled to be a part of that and 
hopefully have a positive impact myself. 
Certainly there’s no need to re-invent the 
wheel around here, but if I can help a lit-
tle bit, I’m anxious to do that in any area 
that Coach Boyle or his staff needs me to 
help in.”

“One of the steadiest people I have ever worked with in my life,” said CU head 
coach Tad Boyle.  “Mike is the ultimate grinder, works extremely hard and he’s 
a guy that thinks; a forward-thinker and ready to be a head coach. He has all 
the tools in what it takes to be a head coach, and is invaluable to our staff and 
to me.”

Texas A&M (2007-2010): Three years as the director of basketball opera-
tions at Helped the Aggies to a trio of NCAA Tournament Round of 32 ap-
pearances.
