
QUICKLY: With its 1-1 record last week, CU fell out of the Top-25 national polls. Entering 
this week, CU is No. 28 in the Coaches’ Poll and No. 30 in AP •  The six straight weeks 
ranked in the AP poll (longest since 1997 season, 8-straight weeks), ϐifth straight in the 
Coaches Poll (last week, CU was No. 21/22) • CU is 2-3 against ranked opponents this 
season • In Pac-12 (all games) stats, Arizona is the top team on the glass in offensive (CU: 
2nd), defense (CU: 3rd), and margin (CU: 2nd).

WIN ON THURSDAY MEANS: CU’s ϐirst win over the No. 1 ranked team in the country  
(0-15 all-time; see chart on next page) • CU would improve its series lead to 12-8 and 
hold a 4-3 edge in Pac-12 play over UA • First win in Tucson since Dec. 3, 1960 (54 years) 
• CU’s second road conference win and a 5-2 conference mark • CU will have defeated 
three Top-10 opponents in the same season (UA, KU, Oregon), a school-ϐirst.

WHAT’S NEXT: CU heads to Tempe to take on Arizona State (13-5, 2-3) Saturday, 5 p.m. 
(MT) on the Pac-12 Network. The CU-ASU series is tied at 4-4 and 2-2 in Pac-12 play. The 
Sun Devils were the only team to sweep the Buffaloes last year and have won two in a 
row in the series. CU trails at the Wells Fargo Arena, 3-1. 
Jordan Bachynski leads the nation in blocked shots with 
4.5 a game.

INDIVIDUAL NOTES: Askia Booker is 17 points from be-
coming the 31st player in school history to score 1,000 
career points • After 19 games, Josh Scott is inching 
closer of surpassing his point total in rebounds from his 
freshman year (last year: 178; this year: 173) • CU swat-
ted 10 shots [5 by Wesley Gordon] against USC, the most 
this season and ties for the most since 10 versus Pep-
perdine (Dec. 4, 2006) • In six Pac-12 games, Scott has 
scored double ϐigures every game (16.8 ppg) • Last two 
games: Scott (19.5 ppg., 8.0 rpg., 2.5 bpg); Askia Booker 
(17.0 ppg., 4.0 apg., 4.0 rpg., 6-of-9 3FG) • Booker/Scott: 
combined 36.5 ppg., 25-of-41 FG (61.0%) • Scott has led 
team in rebounding six of last eight games.

SHOOTING 3’S: Spencer Dinwiddie not only led the team 
in scoring, assists, steals, free throw percentage, he was 
also the leader beyond the 3-point arc (26-of-63, 41.3). 
The rest of the team is 77-of-269 for a 28.6 percentage.

TEAM TRENDS: CU has allowed opponent 
to shoot below 39 percent eight time this 
season, three times in Pac-12 play (USC, 
UCLA, Oregon State) • After 19 games, CU is 
averaging 39.2 rebounds a game, last year at 
this time 38.7 • CU continued its consecutive 
3-point streak of 385-straight games • CU is 
8-1 this season in single-digit games • CU is 
12-2 out-rebounding the opponent and 66-
12 in that category in the coach Boyle era • 
11-1 when leading at half (62-11 overall); 
6-1 when grabbing 40+ rebounds (32-6); 
7-1 when having fewer turnovers than op-
ponent (45-12 overall) • CU is 13-2 when 
out-rebounding the opponent at the end of 
the ϐirst half.

SPENCER DINWIDDIE: The 6-6 junior’s 
2013-14 season is over, ended by an ACL 
injury that will require surgery when swell-
ing subsides in his left knee (surgery was 
Monday, Jan. 20). The injury was suffered 
in the ϐirst half at Washington. Dinwiddie 
underwent a magnetic resonance imaging 
(MRI) exam last Monday. Dinwiddie is CU’s 
Mr. Everything leading the Buffs in scoring 
(14.7 ppg.), assists (64, 3.8 apg.) and steals  
(26, 1.5 spg.). He also leads in free throw 
shooting (.857). In the history book, Dinwid-
die ranks in a number of categories: 
 • No. 3 in FT% (420-of-506, .830) • No. 4 in 
3-FG% (115-of-298, .386) • t-No. 11 in game 
starts (86: has started all 86 career games) • 
No. 17 in minutes (2,590) • No 20 in assists 
(227) • No. 23 in scoring (1,115 pts).
    Nationally: No. 64 in FT percentage 
(85.7); No. 104 Assist-Turnover Ratio (2.13); 
No. 165 in steals (1.53); No. 189 in assists 
per game (3.8).

TRE’SHAUN FLETCHER: The freshman 
wing also had surgery on his left knee ear-
lier (Monday) and will be out from six-to-
eight weeks. An eight-week absence would 
stretch into the Pac-12 Conference tour-
nament, set for March 12-15 in Las Vegas. 
Fletcher suffered his injury late in the ϐirst 
half at Washington. Spencer Dinwiddie went 
down with 2:51 left in the ϐirst half, Fletcher 
about minute later. But while Dinwiddie was 
ϐinished for the game and ultimately the sea-
son, Fletcher returned in the second half and 
ϐinished the game with four points and one 
rebound in 10 minutes. Fletcher, of Tacoma, 
Wash., was averaging 3.8 points, 1.8 re-
bounds and 0.3 assists. He had played in 16 
of the Buffs’ 17 games, with his 10.2-minute 
average third among CU’s four true fresh-
men.

NATIONALLY RANKED OPPONENTS: CU is 
11-12 against nationally ranked opponents 
and 5-6 against the nation’s Top-10 • CU has 
defeated a nationally ranked opponent at 
least once since 2010-11.

AGAINST RANKED OPPONENTS
• The Buffs have defeated two or more 
ranked teams nine times in the history of 
the AP poll, and four of those nine streaks 
have come under Tad Boyle.  The longest 
streak is three games, accomplished twice, 
ϐirst spanning two seasons from December 
12, 1960 to January 6, 1962; and then again 
in the 1991-92 season from February 5-19.  
• Only four times have the Buffs defeated 
three or more ranked teams in the same sea-
son, with two of those four seasons coming 
under Tad Boyle in the last three years.  The 
Buffs defeated four ranked teams in 2012-
13, 2010-11, and 2002-03, and have three 
such wins in 1991-92.  
• CU has defeated 55 ranked teams (AP poll) 
in its history dating back to 1949-50.  Tad 
Boyle now has 11 wins over ranked teams.

MBB MISCELLANOUS: Coach Boyle’s win-
ning percentage (.664) is the best of any CU 
head coach in men’s hoops history (min. 2 
years) • CU is 15-4 when the game is a home 
sellout • CU is 13-5 when committing single-
digit turnovers over the last four years (CU 
has performed single-digit turnovers ϐive 
times this season) • CU has made at least 
one three-pointer in 384-straight games 
(dating back to Jan. 19, 2002) • CU played 
only eight in the rotation against Oregon 
State, the smallest line up this season.

COACH BOYLE: First CU men’s coach to 
guide the team to three-straight 20+ win-
ning seasons • The 84 victories over the last 
four years, most wins in any four-year span 
in school history • 21 wins last year was the 
ϐifth time a CU team won that many games in 
a season (24 games won in each of the 2010-
2011 and 2011-2012 seasons.

SCHOOL RECORD: CU went 26-for-26 
from the charity stripe against Georgia, 
marking their ϐirst perfect outing from the 
line since Feb. 27, 2010 (12-of-12 vs. Iowa 
State). It also marked the ϐirst time in pro-
gram history that a CU squad shot 1.000 
from the line while attempting at least 15 
FTs. This was just the 10th known time in 
CU history that CU was perfect from the FT 
line and just the sixth time with 10 or more 
FTA. 

TIED SCHOOL RECORD: CU tied a school 
record with 28 consecutive FTs made (all 
26 vs. UGA and the ϐinal 2 vs. Oklahoma 
State on Dec. 23). Previous mark was pre-
viously set vs. Colorado State (last 23) 
and UC Irvine (ϐirst 5) on Dec. 7 and Dec. 
10, 1983 • CU missed its ϐirst FT attempt 
against Oregon State.

KEARNEY JOINS CU STAFF: Sean Kear-
ney joins the CU men’s basketball staff as 
the Director of Player Development. He 
replaces Tom Abatemarco, who resigned 
in June to become an assistant coach at 
Loyola Marymount.
 Kearney brings 26 years coaching ex-
pertise to CU and was the University of 
Notre Dame Associate Head Coach from 
2000 through 2009 under head coach 
Mike Brey. With the Irish, Kearney was 
part of nine post-season teams, includ-
ing ϐive NCAA Tournaments (Sweet 16 in 
2003) and four NIT berths.
 At Notre Dame, Kearney coached at 
least one player in his nine seasons that 
were named to the Big East All-Confer-
ence team, including a pair of conference 
player of year nominees, one rookie of 
the year, and nine ϐirst team selections.
 “Sean is going to be a great addition 
to our staff,” Boyle said. “Sean brings a 
lot of experience as an assistant and head 
coach, and has a great perspective. He’s 
going to be a great-sounding board for 
me based on all the years of his experi-
ence he has in the game.”
 After Notre Dame, Kearney was the 
men’s basketball head coach for one year 
at the College of the Holy Cross (2009-
2010).
 Prior to Notre Dame, Kearney spent 
nine years (1991-2000) at the University 
of Delaware where he helped the Blue 
Hens to four NCAA Tournament appear-
ances and winners of the America East 
Conference four times. He was also an 
assistant coach at Northwestern (1988-
1991) and as a volunteer assistant at 
Providence College (1986-87) with then-
head coach Rick Pitino.  The Friars ad-
vanced to the NCAA Final Four that sea-
son after winning the Southeast Regional.
 Although not on the coaching sideline 
over the last three years (2010-13), Kear-
ney was not far from the game, working 
as a color analyst for Irish radio broad-
casts, in addition to Big East and Big Ten 
games with ESPN during the 2012-13 
season. During October and November 
months, Kearney traveled throughout the 
country attending early season basket-
ball practices at numerous college cam-
puses. 
 “I have a great respect for what Coach 
Boyle and his staff has done in the three 
short years here in Boulder,” Kearney 
said.  “The achievements they already 
have, is remarkable, not only have they 
done it with coaching, but they also have 
done it with recruiting, and I think the 
sky is the limit right now with this group.
 “I’m thrilled to be a part of that and 
hopefully have a positive impact myself. 
Certainly there’s no need to re-invent the 
wheel around here, but if I can help a lit-
tle bit, I’m anxious to do that in any area 
that Coach Boyle or his staff needs me to 
help in.”
