LAST TIME VS. WSU: No. 15 CU escaped
Spokane Arena with a 71-70 overtime win
over Washington State.

“[Washington State] dictated the tempo, we
let them dictate the tempo, we were soft de-
fensively,” Colorado head coach Tad Boyle
said. “We did whatwe had to do down the
stretch to get the win, and for that 'm proud,
but [ am not proud of this performance.”

Sophomore Josh Scott scored eight of his
team high 19 points, nine rebounds. Junior
guard Askia Booker scored 18 points and
sophomore forward Xavier Johnson added
14.

The Buffs hit five of eight free throws -
four by Booker, one by Spencer Dinwiddie -
in the final 37.2 seconds of the extra period
but had to withstand a pair of treys by the
Cougars that brought them to within one
point with 1.5 seconds to play.

INDIVIDUAL NOTES: Josh Scott has equaled
last year’s point total (317) e Scott has a
team-high four, 20-point games, two of them
in the last four games ¢ Wesley Gordon has at
least one block in 8 of 9 (zero vs. Utah) and
has grabbed 6+ rebounds in 8 of 9 Pac-12
games, including 8-straighte XavierJohnson
recorded his second double-double of the
season (Utah: 11 pts., 10 rebs.), third career.

SHOOTING 3’S: Spencer Dinwiddie not only
led the team in scoring, assists, steals, free
throw percentage, he was also the leader
beyond the 3-point arc (26-0f-63, 41.3). The
rest of the team is now 89-0f-309 for a 29.0
percentage.

TEAM TRENDS: CU has allowed opponent
to shoot below 39 percent eight times this
season, three times in Pac-12 play (USC,
UCLA, Oregon State) ¢ In four years, Tad
Boyle and the Buffs are 15-3 in games when

ESPN'’s College Hoops GameDay
Targets First Men’s Basketball
Boulder Stop

BOULDER - The Colorado men’s basket-
ball program takes center stage nation-
ally on Saturday, Feb. 22 when ESPN’s
College GameDay Covered by State Farm
makes its first visit to the CU campus.

The widely popular telecast will air in ad-
vance of that night’s matchup between CU
and Arizona, offering a rematch of the Jan.
23rd Pac-12 Conference meeting in Tucson
won by the Wildcats, 69-57. Tipoff is at 7
p.m. MT (ESPN) in the Coors Events Center.

GameDay’s first hour begins at 8 a.m. on
ESPNU, with the program continuing at 9
a.m. on ESPN. A one-hour segment at 6 p.m.
on ESPN precedes the Buffaloes-Wildcats
tipoff that night (all es as host for College
GameDay. Other regular participants include
analysts Jay Bilas, Digger Phelps and Jalen
Rose, who collaborate to preview the day’s
top games and storylines in college hoops.

CU was selected to host GameDay
from two “flex pick” options, with ESPN’s
other choice being the UCLA at Stan-
ford contest, which will now air on ei-
ther ESPN or ESPN2 at 4 p.m. MT.

Boyle called CU getting the nod over
Stanford “huge for the program (and)
great for the University of Colorado. It's
great for Boulder, it's great for our state.
All the eyes in college basketball that day
will be focused on Boulder, Colorado.”

Boyle also called the selection “a testament
to our players, a testament to our fans, a testa-
ment to our coaches and how far this program
has come. It's something we’re really proud of.
Now, it's one thing to have (GameDay) here,
we’ve got to play well when they’re here, and
have a full house, energy..it's imperative we
play well between now and then to make sure
our fans have something to get excited about.”

Boyle is also hoping the announcement of
GameDay’s provides a “pick-me-up” for his
team, which is trying to reestablish its iden-
tity after the Dinwiddie-Fletcher losses. “Ab-
solutely,” Boyle said. “It can be one of those
things our players can look for and antici-
pate. It'll make them feel good. But it’s hard
for me to think about that now because we
have so much basketball yet to be played. But
it's a huge deal for our program. It's a mile-
stone and we need to take advantage of it.”

Boyle agreed itis “very hard to measure that
kind of exposure,” but added his focus now is
on “playing to win the next game. Our focus is
on trying to get better each day and compete
at a high level. Whether that turns into wins. .

The Buffs are 3-4 against the Wildcats since
joining the Pac-12 in 2011, but still lead the
overall series 11-9..

“We’ve played them tough; they’'ve been
great games, whether down there or up here.
They’ve been fun games to watch. The game
there last year and the way it ended. I don’t
know if Arizona considers Colorado a rival,
but I know our guys really enjoy the opportu-
nity to play against them. I respect their pro-
gram; Sean Miller is a heck of a coach. I don’t
know if there’s one rival we have, but Arizona
has become a fun game.”

COACH BOYLE: First CU men’s coach to
guide the team to three-straight 20+ win-
ning seasons ¢ The 85 victories over the last
four years, most wins in any four-year span
in school history e 21 wins last year was the
fifth time a CU team won that many games in
a season (24 games won in each of the 2010-
2011 and 2011-2012 seasons).

MBB MISCELLANOUS: Coach Boyle’s win-
ning percentage (.660) is the best of any CU
head coach in men’s hoops history (min. 2
years) o CU is 15-4 when the game is a home
sellout e CU is 13-5 when committing single-
digit turnovers over the last four years (CU
has performed single-digit turnovers five
times this season) ¢ CU has made at least
one three-pointer in 388-straight games
(dating back to Jan. 19, 2002).

BUFFS PRIMETIME: For the third straight
year, the Buffaloes Primetime Radio Show
will be at Carelli’s of Boulder, located at
645 30th Street. Buffs PrimeTime is hosted
by Mark Johnson every Tuesday night at
Carelli’s beginning at 7 p.m.. The show can
be heard on 850 KOA and streamed live at
850K0A.com. Fans are welcome to attend
and be part of the studio audience. Head
Coach Tad Boyle and one men'’s player will
be in attendance to talk about the season.

NATIONALLY RANKED OPPONENTS: CU is
11-13 against nationally ranked opponents
and 5-7 against the nation’s Top-10 under
Boyle ¢ CU has defeated a nationally ranked
opponent at least once since 2010-11 « CU
is 2-4 against ranked opponents this season.

SPENCER DINWIDDIE: The 6-6 junior’s
2013-14 season is over, ended by an ACL
injury that will require surgery when swell-
ing subsides in his left knee (surgery was
Monday, Jan. 20). The injury was suffered
in the first half at Washington. Dinwiddie
is CU’s Mr. Everything leading the Buffs in
scoring (14.7 ppg.), assists (64, 3.8 apg.) and
steals (26, 1.5 spg.). He also leads in free
throw shooting (.857). In the history book,
Dinwiddie ranks in a number of categories:
No. 3 in FT% (420-0f-506, .830) « No. 4 in
3-FG% (115-0f-298,.386) ¢ t-No. 11 in game
starts (86: has started all 86 career games)
¢ No. 17 in minutes (2,590) ¢ No 20 in as-
sists (227) ¢ No. 23 in scoring (1,115 pts).

TRE’SHAUN FLETCHER: The freshman
wing also had surgery on his left knee
earlier (Monday) and will be out from six-
to-eight weeks. An eight-week absence
would stretch into the Pac-12 Conference
tournament, set for March 12-15 in Las Ve-
gas. Fletcher suffered his injury late in the
first half at Washington. Spencer Dinwid-
die went down with 2:51 left in the first
half, Fletcher about minute later. But while
Dinwiddie was finished for the game and
ultimately the season, Fletcher returned
in the second half and finished the game
with four points and one rebound in 10
minutes. The Tacoma, Wash., was averag-
ing 3.8 points, 1.8 rebounds and 0.3 assists.
He had played in 16 of the Buffs’ 17 games,
with his 10.2-minute average third among
CU’s four true freshmen.

SCHOOL RECORD: CU went 26-for-26
from the charity stripe against Georgia,
marking their first perfect outing from the
line since Feb. 27, 2010 (12-0f-12 vs. Iowa
State). It also marked the first time in pro-
gram history that a CU squad shot 1.000
from the line while attempting at least 15
FTs. This was just the 10th known time in
CU history that CU was perfect from the FT
line and just the sixth time with 10 or more
FTA.

TIED SCHOOL RECORD: CU tied a school
record with 28 consecutive FTs made (all
26 vs. UGA and the final 2 vs. Oklahoma
State on Dec. 23). Previous mark was pre-
viously set vs. Colorado State (last 23)
and UC Irvine (first 5) on Dec. 7 and Dec.
10, 1983 ¢ CU missed its first FT attempt
against Oregon State.

BOYLE TO TEAM WITH COLLEAGUES TO
SUPPORT COACHES VS. CANCER

Head coach Tad Boyle is scheduled to
team with coaches from around the na-
tion during the seventh annual Coaches
vs. Cancer Las Vegas Golf Classic at MGM
Grand Hotel and Casino on the Las Ve-
gas Strip, May 18-20. Since its inception,
the event has netted nearly $1.5 million
to directly benefit the American Cancer
Society’s effort to finish the fight against
cancer. Coaches vs. Cancer is a partner-
ship between the American Cancer Society
and the National Association of Basketball
Coaches.
