QUICKLY: Colorado is looking for its 20th regular season win Wednesday night for 
the second straight season (CU teams with 20 regular season wins: 1968-69, 1996-97, 
2012-13) • CU seeking its fourth straight 20-win season under head coach Tad Boyle •  
This week are the last two home games of the season against Arizona State (2-3) and 
Arizona (3-4). The Buffaloes overall are 5-7 against the Grand Canyon schools, however 
at the Coors Events Center are 3-1 in Pac-12 games (3-0 vs. UA; 2-1 vs. ASU).

A WIN ON WEDNESDAY MEANS: Breaking a three-game skid to the Sun Devils and 
evening the all-time series at 5-5 • Improving to 60-8 (.882) at the Coors Events Center 
under the Boyle-coaching staff • Winning 20 games in a season for the four-straight 
season and becoming the eighth team in school history in 113 years of the program to 
win 20 games in a season.

No. 4/4 Arizona on ESPN at 7 p.m., fans are encouraged to wear black and make it the 
best BLACKOUT the Coors Events Center has ever seen! Plus it’s senior night honoring 
fan favorites Beau Gamble and Ben Mills. On Saturday, 
the doors will open at 6 a.m. for the morning broadcast 
hosted by ESPN analysts Rece Davis, Digger Phelps, Jalen 
Rose and Jay Williams.  Admission is FREE for all fans!  
Live look-ins during the SportsCenter broadcast will 
start at approximately 7:00 a.m.  Need reasons to get up 
early? Here are a few:

TEAM SCORING: CU boasts four players averaging over 
11 ppg, including three averaging over 14 a game. It’s the 
ϐirst time three players have averaged that many since 
1995-96 when four players averaged 14 or more a game.

TEAM NOTES: Colorado has won 19 games, 
the 12th time in 113 years of the program to 
win that many in a season, head coach Tad 
Boyle owns four-straight • The 19-7 record 
is the best start for a Boyle-coached team 
after 26 games and it matches the 1996-97 
NCAA team after 26 games • CU is one of ϐive 
teams in the Pac-12 with eight conference 
wins and one of four teams with 19 over-
all wins • CU scored 40 points at the half in 
each of the last three games, a season-ϐirst • 
CU is an impressive 27-4 under Boyle when 
having 15 or more assists in a game • CU 
is7-0 overall when shooting 50 FG% (4-0 in 
Pac-12 games) • CU is 6-0 in Pac-12 games 
in single digits games (11-1 overall) • The 
Buffs are 59-8 (.881) at the Events Center 
under the Boyle-coaching staff • Since CU 
joined the Pac-12, it has played the most 
one-point games in the conference (7) and 
are 5-2.

DOUBLE-DOUBLE: Not by the tradition 
way of points/rebounds, but Askia Booker 
recorded his ϐirst-career double scoring 16 
points with 12 assists on Thursday at UCLA.  
He’s the ϐirst player since Marcus Hall (10 
vs. Baylor, March 13, 2008) • Booker has at 
least 7 or more assists in three of his last 
ϐive games • “Ski” is the seventh CU player 
in school history with at least 12+ assists in 
a game. Last CU player with that many Jose 
Winston (15 vs. Coppin State, Jan. 2 2001).

20 POINT SCORERS: In seven of the last 
nine games (not at Arizona State & at UCLA), 
each of CU’s leading scorers scored at least 
20 points • CU has had multiple 20-point 
scorers in three games this season -- all wins 
(Oregon, WSU, UW). In 33 games last season 
and 36 games in 2011-12, CU did not have a 
pair score 20 in the same game. In 2010-11, 
it happened eight times (5-3 record).

INDIVIDUAL NOTES: Against Washington, 
CU had three 20-point scorers in the same 
game (Johnson-27, Scott-21, Booker-20), a 
ϐirst since Feb. 3, 2007 against Oklahoma 
State (Kal Bay-21, Dominique Coleman-20, 
Richard Roby-20) • Jaron Hopkins came off 
the bench to grab a season-high 10 boards 
against Washington • Last time CU had two 
players with 30 or more blocks in a season 
was 2007-08 (Marcus King-Stockton: 49), 
Richard Roby: 30). This season: Wesley Gor-
don: 35 & Josh Scott: 34.

THREE WINS IN FEBRUARY AT HOME : 
Produced three home wins led by Askia 
Booker (21.3 ppg., 6.3 apg., 5.7 rpg.): Xavier 
Johnson (19.3 ppg., 9.7 rpg., 55.9 FG%); Josh 
Scott (14 ppg., 6.3 rpg., 56 FG%) and a de-
fense that allowed the opponent to shoot 
41.6 FG% • CU outscored the opposition 
79.3 ppg. to 67.7 ppg. and out-rebounded 
them 39.3 t0 27.3.

ESPN’s College Hoops GameDay 
Targets First Men’s Basketball 

Boulder Stop 

BOULDER – The Colorado men’s basket-
ball program takes center stage nation-
ally on Saturday, Feb. 22 when ESPN’s 
College GameDay Covered by State Farm 
makes its ϐirst visit to the CU campus.
 The widely popular telecast will air 
in advance of that night’s matchup be-
tween CU and Arizona. Tipoff is at 7 p.m. 
MT (ESPN) in the Coors Events Center.
 GameDay’s ϐirst hour begins at 8 a.m. on ES-
PNU, with the program continuing at 9 a.m. on 
ESPN. A one-hour segment at 6 p.m. on ESPN pre-
cedes the Buffaloes-Wildcats tipoff that night. 
 Rece Davis serves as host for College 
GameDay. Other regular participants include 
analysts Jay Bilas, Digger Phelps and Jalen 
Rose, who collaborate to preview the day’s 
top games and storylines in college hoops.
 CU was selected to host GameDay 
from two “ϐlex pick” options, with ESPN’s 
other choice being the UCLA at Stan-
ford contest, which will now air on ei-
ther ESPN or ESPN2 at 4 p.m. MT.  
 Boyle called CU getting the nod over 
Stanford “huge for the program (and) 
great for the University of Colorado. It’s 
great for Boulder, it’s great for our state. 
All the eyes in college basketball that day 
will be focused on Boulder, Colorado.”
 Boyle also called the selection “a testament 
to our players, a testament to our fans, a testa-
ment to our coaches and how far this program 
has come. It’s something we’re really proud of. 
Now, it’s one thing to have (GameDay) here, 
we’ve got to play well when they’re here, and 
have a full house, energy...it’s imperative we 
play well between now and then to make sure 
our fans have something to get excited about.”
 Boyle is also hoping the announcement of 
GameDay’s provides a “pick-me-up” for his 
team, which is trying to reestablish its iden-
tity after the Dinwiddie-Fletcher losses. “Ab-
solutely,” Boyle said. “It can be one of those 
things our players can look for and antici-
pate. It’ll make them feel good. But it’s hard 
for me to think about that now because we 
have so much basketball yet to be played. But 
it’s a huge deal for our program. It’s a mile-
stone and we need to take advantage of it.”
 Boyle agreed it is “very hard to measure that 
kind of exposure,” but added his focus now is 
on “playing to win the next game. Our focus is 
on trying to get better each day and compete 
at a high level. Whether that turns into wins . . 
.”
 The Buffs are 3-4 against the Wildcats since 
joining the Pac-12 in 2011, but still lead the 
overall series 11-9..
  “We’ve played them tough; they’ve been 
great games, whether down there or up here. 
They’ve been fun games to watch. The game 
there last year and the way it ended. I don’t 
know if Arizona considers Colorado a rival, 
but I know our guys really enjoy the opportu-
nity to play against them. I respect their pro-
gram; Sean Miller is a heck of a coach. I don’t 
know if there’s one rival we have, but Arizona 
has become a fun game.”

SINCE 1986-87 (when 3-Pt. FG Estab-
lished): Entering this season, no CU team 
has kept the opposition from averaging in 
the 60’s three-straight seasons since the 
inception of the 3-point play. So far, the CU 
defense is holding the opposition to 69.2 
points per game. Last year, it was 63.6 ppg., 
and in 2011-12, the opponent averaged 
63.0 ppg. The Buffs can match the 1978-79 
(66.9), 1979-80 (67.3), 1980-81 (64.5). 

COLORADO TRIO: For the ϐirst time since 
the 1995-96 season (Jan. 2), three Colorado 
student-athletes were in the starting lineup 
against Washington State. Josh Scott (Monu-
ment), Wesley Gordon (Colo. Springs) and 
Xavier Talton (Sterling) started in the 68-63 
win over the Cougars. Eighteen years ago, 
Chauncey Billups (Denver), Fred Edmonds 
(Denver) and Ted Kritza (Colo. Springs) 
started at Washington (Huskies won 76-68). 
Kritza is the older brother of CU volleyball 
head coach Liz Kritza.

INSIDE THE NUMBERS: Under the Boyle 
staff at the Events Center, the Buffs are 49-1 
when outrebounding the opponent (last 
year outrebounded Arizona State, 41-26, OT 
loss) • CU is 30-1 when the opponent shoots 
under 40 FG% (UCLA this season) • CU is an 
incredible 26-0 at home when out-rebound-
ing the opponent AND holding opponent

under 40 FG% • Overall (all games), CU is 
37-2 out-rebounding and holding oppo-
nent under 40 FG%.

WITHOUT SPENCER IN THE LINEUP: 
Over the last nine games, the Buffs are 5-4 
in full games without their former leading 
scorer • CU is averaging 71.3 ppg., shooting 
46.0 FG%, while the opponent is shooting 
42.6 FG% • Four of the losses are an aver-
age of 16.0 ppg. (all by double-digits); ϐive 
wins by an average of 13.0 (three single-
digit wins/two 20+pt. blowouts).

and Wesley Gordon (4.9 ppg., 6.3 rpg., 1.9 
bpk.) have contributed in a number of 
categories • CU is outrebounding the op-
ponent: 35.8-to-32.3 • Booker has led the 
team in assists the last 8 games • Three 
different leading scorers: Johnson (four 
times), Scott (three times), Booker (twice).

SHOOTING 3’S: Spencer Dinwiddie not 
only led the team in scoring, assists, steals, 
FT%, he was also the leader beyond the 
3-point arc (26-of-63, 41.3). The rest of the 
team is now 119-of-381 for a 31.2 percent-
age. 

COACH BOYLE: Coach Boyle’s winning 
percentage (.662) is the best of any CU 
head coach in men’s hoops history (min. 2 
years) • First CU MBB coach to guide the 
team to three-straight 20+ winning sea-
sons • 88 victories over the last four years, 
most wins in any four-year span in school 
history (88-45 record). 

MBB MISCELLANOUS: CU is 15-4 when 
the game is a home sellout • CU is 13-5 
when committing single-digit turnovers 
over the last four years (CU has performed 
single-digit turnovers ϐive times this sea-
son) • CU has made at least one three-
pointer in 392-straight games (dating back 
to Jan. 19, 2002).

TEAM TRENDS: CU has allowed opponent 
to shoot below 39 percent 10 times this 
season, ϐive times in Pac-12 play (Wash-
ington, USC, UCLA, Oregon State, at USC) • 
In four years, Tad Boyle and the Buffs are 
15-3 in games when a home win follows 
a road OR neutral court loss • CU is 15-2 
out-rebounding the opponent and 69-12 in 
that category in the coach Boyle era • 14-2 
when leading at half (63-12 overall); 7-1 
when grabbing 40+ rebounds (32-6); 8-1 
when having fewer turnovers than oppo-
nent (46-12 overall).

KEARNEY JOINS CU STAFF: Sean Kear-
ney joins the CU men’s basketball staff as 
the Director of Player Development. He 
replaces Tom Abatemarco, who resigned 
in June to become an assistant coach at 
Loyola Marymount.
 Kearney brings 26 years coaching ex-
pertise to CU and was the University of 
Notre Dame Associate Head Coach from 
2000 through 2009 under head coach 
Mike Brey. With the Irish, Kearney was 
part of nine post-season teams, includ-
ing ϐive NCAA Tournaments (Sweet 16 in 
2003) and four NIT berths.
 At Notre Dame, Kearney coached at 
least one player in his nine seasons that 
were named to the Big East All-Confer-
ence team, including a pair of conference 
player of year nominees, one rookie of 
the year, and nine ϐirst team selections.
 “Sean is going to be a great addition 
to our staff,” Boyle said. “Sean brings a 
lot of experience as an assistant and head 
coach, and has a great perspective. He’s 
going to be a great-sounding board for 
me based on all the years of his experi-
ence he has in the game.”
 After Notre Dame, Kearney was the 
men’s basketball head coach for one year 
at the College of the Holy Cross (2009-
2010).
 Prior to Notre Dame, Kearney spent 
nine years (1991-2000) at the University 
of Delaware where he helped the Blue 
Hens to four NCAA Tournament appear-
ances and winners of the America East 
Conference four times. He was also an 
assistant coach at Northwestern (1988-
1991) and as a volunteer assistant at 
Providence College (1986-87) with then-
head coach Rick Pitino.  The Friars ad-
vanced to the NCAA Final Four that sea-
son after winning the Southeast Regional.
 Although not on the coaching sideline 
over the last three years (2010-13), Kear-
ney was not far from the game, working 
as a color analyst for Irish radio broad-
casts, in addition to Big East and Big Ten 
games with ESPN during the 2012-13 
season. During October and November 
months, Kearney traveled throughout the 
country attending early season basket-
ball practices at numerous college cam-
puses. 
 “I have a great respect for what Coach 
Boyle and his staff has done in the three 
short years here in Boulder,” Kearney 
said.  “The achievements they already 
have, is remarkable, not only have they 
done it with coaching, but they also have 
done it with recruiting, and I think the 
sky is the limit right now with this group.
 “I’m thrilled to be a part of that and 
hopefully have a positive impact myself. 
Certainly there’s no need to re-invent the 
wheel around here, but if I can help a lit-
tle bit, I’m anxious to do that in any area 
that Coach Boyle or his staff needs me to 
help in.”
