First time
CU scored above 80 points in back-to-back
games since last season (94 vs. Jackson State
and 93 vs. Arkansas State).

vs. GEORGE WASHINGTON (Dec. 23): The
Buffs fought but faltered in the final minutes,
allowing GW to escape with a 53-50 win in
the semifinals of the Diamond Head Clas-
sic. CU did most of what Boyle demands in
two key areas - defense and rebounding.
His team suffered only its fourth loss (45-4)
when outrebounding the opponent (33-32)
and holding it under 40 percent from the
field (38.6). But 14 turnovers cost CU 15
points. The Buffs fought back from a pair of
nine-point first-half deficits and led by six
points midway through the second half in
the first ever meeting between the teams.
But the Colonials (8-3) caught up with a 6-0
run, took advantage of Buffs errors down the
stretch, tied the score at 49-49, and pulled
ahead with four free throws in the final 41.4
seconds. Askia Booker, who tied a career high
with 27 points in Monday’s 82-68 rout of De-
Paul, sat out most of the first half after two
quick fouls and finished with eight second-
half points. Wesley Gordon and Josh Scott led
CU in scoring with 10 points each.

at HAWAI'I (Dec. 25): Two recurring prob-
lems - an inability to defend the perim-
eter and inefficiency in the final minutes -
proved disastrous for CU, who lost 69-66 to
Hawai'’i in the third-place game of the Dia-
mond Head Classic. The Warriors (10-4) hit
9 of their 18 3-point attempts, becoming the
seventh of 12 opponents the Buffs have al-
lowed to make seven or more shots from be-
yond the arc. Four CU foes have made nine
or more triples this season; the Buffs are 2-2
in those games. Using a 12-0 run, CU rallied
from its eight-point second-half deficit to
take a 62-58 lead with 4:39 to play. But UH,
cashing in on CU’s wasted late possessions,
outscored the mainland visitors 11-4 in the
final 3:30. After Askia’s 3-pointer gave them
a 60-58 lead with 5:06 left, the Buffs didn’t
hit another field goal.

A DIFFERENT ASKIA BOOKER:

MORE ‘SKI: With 115 career games under
his belt, Askia Booker is the 15th player
in school history to log over 3,000 career
minutes (3,180, 13th place now). With over
1,000 minutes played in each of his last two
seasons, Booker could make a push to finish
second in school history, only behind Cory
Higgins (2007-11: 4,478 minutes). Higgins
is the only player in school history to score
over 2,000 points, 500+ rebounds, 300+as-
sists, 150+ steals.

WOODEN WATCH LIST: For the fourth time
since 2010-11, a CU men’s basketball player
was named to the John R. Wooden Award
Top 50 Watch list. Josh Scott, a junior ma-
joring in sociology, joins four other CU play-
ers who have been nominated. Alec Burks
(2010-11) made it as a Top 20 finalist;
Spencer Dinwiddie (2013-14), Andre Rob-
erson (2012-13) were honored with a Top
50 mention; Chauncey Billups, in 1995-96.

CARDIAC BUFFS: Under Tad Boyle (164
games: 99-55), the Buffs have had more than
their fair share of close games. In games de-
cided by three points or less in the Boyle
Era, CU is 18-11 (5-4 in one-point games,
7-2 in two-point games and 6-5 in three-
point games ... and 14-5 against league op-
ponents, 10-4 vs. Pac-12, 4-1 vs. Big 12).
And there were 10 overtime games, so that
means 37 games ended after regulation
with the margin between 0 and 3 points.

SEASON TICKETS: For the second straight
year, the men’s basketball program sold
out its season tickets allotment. Of the
other 11 Pac-12 schools, only Arizona has
accomplished this feat.

UP & DOWN TEAM SCORING: The Buffs
haven’t scored in the same 10-digit range
(i.e...50s, 60s, 70s, 80s, 90s) thru their 12
games this season: Totals: 65, 90, 33, 68,

CENTENNIAL STATE: Last season was the
first time since 1995-96 that three starters
hailed from the state of Colorado [CU was
4-3 with Gordon, Scott, Talton]. To date, the
trio is 7-6 (2-3 in 2014-15). This season, if
four players from the Centennial State start
a game, it will be the first time in 40 years
(Jan. 14, 1974). Dave Logan (Wheat Ridge/
Wheat Ridge HS), Scott Wedman (Denver/
Mullen HS), Bill Cole (Denver/Mullen HS),
Pat Kelly (Denver/Regis HS). CU lost at
Oklahoma, 91-66.

BUFFS IN NBA: Three players have left
CU early for the NBA Draft since 2010-11
(Alec Burks: Utah Jazz; Andre Roberson:
Oklahoma City Thunder;

Spencer Dinwiddie: Detroit Pistons).

ALL-TIME WINS: Askia Booker still has
a chance to become the all-time leader in
wins in CU history among four-year letter-
winners. With 75 wins, it will take a school
record 25 wins this season to top the re-
cord of 92 wins set last year by Ben Mills.

FOUR-YEAR BESTS: The Boyle coaching
staff over the last five years has won the
most games in school history. Here's a
breakdown of the top two classes in school
history defined by wins. May 2014 gradu-
ate Ben Mills ranks No. 1 among all 4-year
CU players. Senior Askia Booker ranks
fourth all-time and is steadily moving up
the list.
