
QUICKLY: CU is one of four teams in the Pac-12 looking for its ϐirst road win (Arizona 
State: 0-5; CU: 0-4; UCLA: 0-3; Oregon: 0-0) • Askia Booker moves into a tie for ninth 
place on the CU career games played list (119) • After three Pac-12 Conference games, 
the Buffs ranks ϐirst in 3-Point Field Goal % (.469) and in steals (7.7).

TEAM DEFENSE: CU ranks No. 60 nationally in FG% Defense (.392), the lowest of any 
CU team in history since 1964-65 (.387, 51 years ago) • Buffs also are No. 71 in scoring 
defense (61.7 ppg), the lowest allowed since 1962-63 (59.6, 53 years ago).

XJ UPDATE: Xavier Johnson suffered a right high-ankle sprain in the ϐirst half (13:33) 
at Utah on January 7. He had one rebound and did not return. He’s listed as day-to-day.

TOUGH ROAD: Colorado is playing back-to-back road games against the nation’s 
Top 10 for the ϐirst time since the 1989-90 season. After falling at No. 9/11 Utah last 
Wednesday, the Buffaloes now take on No. 
10/9 Arizona. It’s a CU men’s basketball ϐirst 
playing against the Top 10 on the road since 
Jan. 31, 1990 at No. 2 Kansas (L, 69-90) and 
Feb. 4, 1990 at No. 1 Missouri (L, 69-93).

ROAD RANKED OPPONENTS: The last time 
the Buffaloes defeated a nationally ranked 
opponent on the road they edged No. 19/19 
Oregon, 48-47 (Feb. 7, 2012) • The last time 
CU defeated a Top 10 team on the road was 
Jan. 15, 1973 (42 years ago) at Missouri, 81-
79 (ot) in the Big Eight Conference.

A WIN TONIGHT MEANS: First road win 
this season in ϐive games (1-4) • First win at 
Arizona since 1960 (55 years) • CU pushes 
ahead in the all-time series, 12-11, however 
still trails at UA, 5-3 • First win over a nation-
ally ranked Top 10 team in 42 years (see note 
above) • CU is now 4-6 against the ‘Cats in 
Pac-12 play • The ϐirst UA home loss in 10 
games this season.

Askia Booker (1,441 pts.), Josh Scott (990), 
and Xavier Johnson (870) are looking to 
become the ϐirst CU tri-teammates to score 
1,000 career points in the same season since 
2003-04 (Michel Morandais: 1,428; David 
Harrison: 1,317; Blair Wilson: 1,253). Harri-
son played only three years.

BUFF BITS (individual): Dustin Thomas’ 17 
points against USC (Jan. 4) was the highest 
point total among all of CU’s ϐive sophomores 
over a season-and-a-half • Wesley Gordon’s 
seven blocks against UCLA was the most 
blocks by a CU player since Andre Roberson 
had seven against Oregon (Feb. 4, 2012). Gor-
don was had his second double-double of the 
season (3rd career) against the Bruins w/ 11 
points and a career-high 14 boards.

JOSH SCOTT UPDATE: The 6’10 junior for-
ward missed only his fourth career game 
when he didn’t suit up for CU’s homestand 
against UCLA & USC because of back spasms. 
Although not 100 percent, the Wooden Award 
Top 50 Watch List candidate needs 10 points 
to become the 32nd player in school history 
to reach the 1,000-point plateau. Ironically, in 
the two games Scott missed during his fresh-
man year, CU also won (vs. Utah, Feb. 21 and 
at Stanford, Feb. 27, 2013). The Buffs are 4-0 
without their junior forward in the lineup.

FROM JON ROTHSTEIN | CBS SPORTS: 
Colorado’s Wesley Gordon stepped in ad-
mirably for the Buffaloes when Josh Scott 
(back spasms) was out against UCLA and 
USC. The 6-9 power forward averaged 
8.5 points, 11.5 rebounds, and 4.5 blocks 
for the two games did a tremendous job 
of protecting the rim, bringing to mind a 
Pat Riley phrase: “Injury is opportunity.”

‘SKI ELITE COMPANY: Senior guard Askia 
Booker is in elite company in school history 
as the sixth player with over 3,200 minutes 
played and scoring over 1,400 career points.

en from 1980-83, including an impres-
sive 43-0 at home. Walseth is the ϐirst 
at CU and only a few to coach both the 
men’s and women’s basketball teams at 
the same school.
