CU vs. Washington: The Huskies lead the all-time se-
ries, 9-8 and are tied 2-2 with CU in Pac-12 play. Each 
team has defended their home court in all four Pac-12 
games.  CU is 6-1 in Boulder and has won four straight in 
the series at home dating back to 1987.

QUICKLY: Colorado looks to break a three-game skid (all on the road); the last time 
CU lost four straight was in Big 12 play (2010-11) • Askia Booker will be playing in his 
121st CU game Thursday, ranking No. 7 all-time in CU history • The Buffs are 8-1 at 
home this season and 2-0 in the Pac-12 (wins over UCLA & USC).

PAC-12 ONLY: Entering this week’s play, Tre’Shaun Fletcher ranks tied for ϐirst in Pac-
12-only 3-point percentage (.667) and Askia Booker ranks third in conference-only 
scoring (20.2) • Booker is one of three averaging over 20 points a game (Chasson Ran-
dle, Stanford: 22.2 ppg; Jordan Matthews, Cal: 21.0 ppg). 

ALEC - ASKIA: With Josh Scott and Xavier Johnson out with injuries, Askia Booker 
has picked up the scoring, leading the Buffaloes with a 20.2 ppg average in conference 
games. The last CU player to average 20 points through a conference season was Alec 
Burks at 20.0 a game during 16 Big 12 Conference games in 2010-11.

SUPER SOPH.: Over his last three games - all on the road, 
CU guard Jaron Hopkins is averaging 13.3 points, 3.7 re-
bounds, 2.0 assists, and 2.0 steals per game. He shooting 
59.3 percent from the ϐield (16-of-27). Against Arizona 
State, Hopkins had career highs in points (20), rebounds 
(7), ϐield goals made (7) and attempts (11). He also tied 
career-highs in assists (5) and steals (4). In the last 8 
games - all starts, Hopkins is ϐirst in steals (16) and FG% 
.547); second in assists (17), fourth in scoring (9.1) and 
ϐifth in rebounding (3.5).

JOSH SCOTT UPDATE: He has missed four of the last ϐive 
games (at UA, at ASU, UCLA, USC) and is still listed as day-
to-day with back problems.

A WIN TONIGHT MEANS: Breaking a three-game skid • 
3-0 at home in Pac-12 play and 9-1 overall record at the 
Events Center • Evening the all-time series with Washing-
ton at 9-9 and a 3-2 edge in the Pac-12 • Fifth straight win 
against the Huskies with games in Boulder • In ϐive meet-
ings with UW, the home team has won every game • Boyle 
coaching staff improves to 69-10 at home (.873).

KEEPING OPPONENT UNDER 69: CU has 
allowed the opponent to score 70 points just 
three times this season (Arizona State: 78; 
Lipscomb: 75 pts., Utah: 74) thru 17 games. 
The 1958-59 (Head Coach Sox Walseth) was 
the last CU team keeping opponent from the 
70’s.

SOX WALSETH COURT: The Coors 
Events Center basketball ϐloor is named 
after legendary Colorado basketball 
coach Sox Walseth in 
1996.  He is CU’s all-

en from 1980-83, including an impres-
sive 43-0 at home. Walseth is the ϐirst 
at CU and only a few to coach both the 
men’s and women’s basketball teams at 
the same school.

PAC 12 CONFERENCE HALL OF HONOR: The Pac-12 will honor 12 former student-
athletes with their induction into the Pac-12 Men’s Basketball Hall of Honor.  The in-
duction will occur on Saturday, March 14, during a ceremony prior to the champion-
ship game at the 2015 Pac-12 Men’s Basketball Tournament held at the MGM Grand 
Garden Arena in Las Vegas, Nev.  The inductees will also be recognized at halftime of 
the championship game. 
  The individuals to be inducted are: Fred Snowden (Arizona), Ron Riley (Arizona 
State), Sean Lampley (California), Jim Davis (Colorado), Anthony Taylor (Oregon), Jim 
Jarvis (Oregon State), Casey Jacobsen (Stanford), Dave Meyers (UCLA), Alex Hannum 
(USC), Danny Vranes (Utah), Jon Brockman (Washington) and Bennie Seltzer (Wash-
ington State). 
  Davis was a three-year letterman under the legendary Sox Walseth.  Davis was a two-
time ϐirst-team All-Big 8 honoree in his career with the Buffs.  He scored 1,110 career 
points, which still ranks 25th on CU’s all-time list, averaging 14.4 points and 11.2 re-
bounds per game with a .489 shooting percentage. Davis led the Buffs to a 53-24 re-
cord in his three years in Boulder, winning two Big 8 titles and earning two berths to 
the NCAA Tournament. 
  He is also one of the few players in school history to average a double-double for 
two-consecutive seasons, with 13.8 points and 12.7 rebounds per game as a junior 
followed by 18.5 points and 12.7 rebounds per game in his senior season. At the time 
of his graduation, Davis was CU’s all-time leading rebounder and third all-time scorer. 
Davis was a fourth-round selection by the Detroit Pistons in the 1964 NBA Draft, and 
eventually signed as a free agent with the St. Louis Hawks in 1967.  He played eight 
seasons in all, scoring a total of 3,997 points in his career.  “Spider” as he was known 
by his teammates was part of the 10th class of the University of Colorado Athletic Hall 
of Fame last October.

20-WIN SEASONS: CU won 23 games in 2013-14, third most victories in school his-
tory • Coach Boyle owns the top three winningest seasons in school history (24 wins 
in each of the 2011-12 and 2010-11 seasons) • CU has won 20 games in each of Tad 
Boyle’s four seasons at CU - a school record for four straight years • In 113 years of CU 
basketball there’s been eight seasons of 20 wins or more, and he owns four of them 
• For only the second time in school history (1996-97), the Buffaloes won 21-regular 
season games.

2013-14 NCAA TOURNAMENT: Seeded eighth in the South Region, it was CU’s high-
est NCAA Tournament seed since the 1997 Tourney when they were ninth in the East 
Region (defeated Indiana in the ϐirst round; then fell to No. 1 seed North Carolina) • 
CU earned its third straight NCAA Tournament berth, a school record (2011-12 (auto-
matic berth): 3rd Round; 2012-13 (at-large bid): 2nd Round; 2013-14 (at-large bid): 
2nd Round.

MORE TOURNAMENT HISTORY: It was CU’s 13th NCAA Tournament appearance in 
its history (10-15, .400) with two Final Fours: 1942 & 1955 • CU last played in the state 
of Florida for the NCAA Tournament (Tampa) as a No. 10 seed, South Region (2002-
03): lost to No. 7 Michigan State • Since 1997 (7 NCAA games since then), CU was the 
higher seed vs. Pitt.

CU IN POSTSEASON: The Buffs are 13-7 in postseason games (9-3 conference, 3-1 NIT, 
1-3 NCAA) under Coach Boyle • .650 postseason winning percentage, ranks ϐirst in 
school history • Conference tournament semiϐinals three of the last four years (Pac-12: 
2014 and 2012. Big 12: 2011).

CONFERENCE PLACING: CU ϐinished tied for third in the ϐinal conference standings 
with a 10-8 mark. However, at the conference tournament, seeded ϐifth. CU was the 
ϐifth seed in 2012-13; sixth seed in 2011-12 even though they tied for ϐifth in the over-
all standings. In the last year in the Big 12, the Buffs were the ϐifth seed at the confer-
ence tournament as well.
