QUICKLY: Colorado closes the regular season on the road for the second straight sea-
son, this time at Washington, at Washington State (last year ended at Utah (L, 65-75), 
at Stanford (W, 59-56), at Cal (L, 65-66, ot) • The Buffaloes are looking for back-to-back 
wins since the end of January (Washington State, at USC).

A WIN THURSDAY MEANS: CU’s ϐirst win in Seattle in 59 years and only its second 
win against the Huskies on the road • Second road win of the season (other: at USC) • 
Evening the Pac-12 series with Washington at 3-3 and narrowing the all-time series to 
9-10 against the Huskies. 

CONFERENCE SCORING: With his 19.1 points per game average, Askia Booker is look-
ing to match Alec Burks (2010-11, Big 12) to lead the conference in scoring. Booker 
would become the ϐifth Buff since 1954-55 to average more than 20 points in conference 
play. Booker trails Joseph Young (Oregon: 20. 2) and Chasson Randle (Stanford: 19.8).

ELITE CLUB: Josh Scott is one of ϐive players in school 
history with career numbers over 1,000 points, 600 re-
bounds, 100 blocks. He joins Donnie Boyce, Cliff Meely, 
David Harrison, and Andre Roberson. Scott’s stats are 
1,061 points, 624 rebounds, 104 blocks.

ABDUL JABBAR CENTER OF THE YEAR AWARD: Over 
the last seven games since his return from injury, Josh 
Scott, the Top 15 watch list nominee is averaging 10.1 
points and team-best 8.1 rpg. and 14 blocks. At Oregon 
(Feb. 18), he tallied his fourth double-double (19th career) 
with 10 points and a career-best 17 rebounds. Against No. 
7 Arizona, Scott’s stat line was 9 pts, 6 reb. 4 blks.; against 
ASU, he was 14 pts, 6 reb, 3 blocks, 3 assists.

BLOCKS: Wesley Gordon and Josh Scott are the ϐirst CU 
teammates to record back-to-back 40 block seasons. Gor-
don and Scott are the ϐifth and sixth players, respectively 
for accomplish the feat, twice. 

4-YEAR BESTS: In the history of the men’s basketball pro-
gram, Ben Mills, a May 2014 graduate is the all-time leader 
in wins of four-year student-athletes. That’s the ϐirst four 
years of the Tad Boyle era in Boulder. Senior Askia Booker

ABOUT WASHINGTON: Nigel Williams-
Goss ranks 11th nationally in assist per 
game (6.1). The Huskies are struggling 
having lost nine of their last 10 games and 
are only 2-7 in Pac-12 home games having 
defeated Oregon and Oregon State in mid-
January. The Huskies have also defeated 
won on the road at CU and at Washington 
State.

CU/UW LAST TIME: With only six play-
ers who played in the game, Washington 
escaped Boulder with a 52-50 win. CU 
shot its third worst shooting percentage of 
the season (.317 percent, 19-of-60). Jaron 
Hopkins and Wesley Gordon scored 11 and 
10 points, respectively. Gordon grabbed a 
career-best 17 rebounds.

SINGLE-SEASON STATS: CU’s .352 3-pt. 
FG% is ninth all-time in school history • 
.707 FT% is just outside the Top 10 • Wes-
ley Gordon’s 41 blocks are tied for No. 12 
in single-season blocks • Askia Booker

BLOCK PARTY: Wesley Gordon (41) and 
Josh Scott (40) are the ϐirst CU teammates 
to have 40+ blocks in back-to-back seasons 
since blocked shots were a kept as a sta-
tistic in a season (1977-78; 38 years). Last 
year: Gordon: 41, Scott: 40.

SENIOR DAY: CU’s 59.2 percent shooting performance last Sunday (vs. Arizona 
State), was the second best for the program in Pac-12 games played.

SOX WALSETH COURT: The Coors 
Events Center basketball ϐloor is named 
after legendary Colorado basketball 
coach Sox Walseth in 
1996.  He is CU’s all-
time leader in men’s 
basketball victories 
with 261, then added 
another 77 victories 
coaching the CU wom-
en from 1980-83, including an impres-
sive 43-0 at home. Walseth is the ϐirst 
at CU and only a few to coach both the 
men’s and women’s basketball teams at 
the same school. With the men, CU won 
three Big Eight titles and was named con-
ference coach of the ear ϐive times (4-Big 
Eight; 1-Big Seven). He coached 20 differ-
ent CU teams from 1957-1976.  Walseth 
was inducted into the Colorado Sports 
Hall of Fame in 1998 and the CU Athletic 
Hall of Fame in 2002.

BEST HOME RECORDS: Of the best home
records in school history (min. 10 home games
played) in terms of wins, the Tad Boyle coach-
ing staff owns No. 1, No. 2, and No. 4. CU is
averging 15 home wins over the last four years.

CU’s all-time list, averaging 14.4 points and 11.2 rebounds per 
game with a .489 shooting percentage. Davis led the Buffs to a 53-
24 record in his three years in Boulder, winning two Big 8 titles and 
earning two berths to the NCAA Tournament. 
  He is also one of the few players in school history to average a dou-
ble-double for two-consecutive seasons, with 13.8 points and 12.7 
rebounds per game as a junior followed by 18.5 points and 12.7 re-
bounds per game in his senior season. At the time of his graduation, 
Davis was CU’s all-time leading rebounder and third all-time scorer. 
Davis was a fourth-round selection by the Detroit Pistons in the 
1964 NBA Draft, and eventually signed as a free agent with the St. 
Louis Hawks in 1967.  He played eight seasons in all, scoring a to-
tal of 3,997 points in his career.  “Spider” as he was known by his 
teammates was part of the 10th class of the University of Colorado 
Athletic Hall of Fame last October.

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CU’s Newest Hoops Recruit Adds 
Different Perspective

BOULDER – The newest member of Colorado men’s basketball’s 2015 
recruiting class, 6-year-old Cason Turkaly, sat in the Buffs’ media room 
ϐlanked by his parents and his coach, with all of his teammates in atten-
dance.
 “Cason, we’ve had our eye on you for six or eight weeks now,” coach 
Tad Boyle said. “We love everything that you bring to the table. You’re a 
terriϐic young man and we know you love basketball.  We think 
you’re going to ϐit in with this Buffalo family.”
 Cason picked up a pen, put his signature on the dotted line of a National 
Letter of Intent and made it ofϐicial, even though he’d been part of the fam-
ily from the start.
 “It means that I’m a part of the team,” Cason said. “It feels great!”
 Boyle presented Cason with a No. 6 jersey with his name on it. From the 
back of the room came a whoop from Cason’s favorite player, “big tall Josh” 
Scott.
 Colorado drafted Cason through its partnership with Team IMPACT, 
a nonproϐit that improves the lives of children with life-threatening and 
chronic illnesses by placing them with teams.
 “We jumped at the opportunity,” CU Director of Operations Bill Cartun 
said. “It’s something we really wanted to take part in because we think 
that we can make an impact on his life. He’s made an impact in our lives as 
well.”
 Cason was diagnosed with Schwachman-Diamond Syndrome (SDS) 
when he was two years old. SDS is a rare genetic disorder that causes bone 
marrow deϐiciencies, digestive issues and immune deϐiciencies. There is 
also a high rate of leukemia associated with SDS.
 “Part of my mission as a parent is to educate the wider public about it,” 
Cason’s mom, Jen, said. “I’m going to ask you guys to spread the word in 
the greater community.”
 Cason’s parents searched for the ϐirst two years of his life for a diagno-
sis for the digestive issues and lack of growth that no doctor could suitably 
treat. With the diagnosis came certainty and fear. Cason has blood work 
done every six weeks and sees specialists four times a year. He has an an-
nual bone marrow aspiration to test for leukemia.
 “It was that blessing and a curse thing,” Jen Turkaly said. “Those are 
some scary things to learn about.”
 But last year Cason went an entire school year without an inpatient 
hospital stay for the ϐirst time. He munches on mac and cheese, bologna 
and chocolate ice cream. He skis and plays basketball and soccer. He builds 
Legos, dresses up as superheroes and sword ϐights with his dad, Eddie.
 “We learned to appreciate that little smile and his little bounce,” Jen 
said. “Every healthy day that we have we are thankful for. We want you 
guys (Buffs players) to be appreciative of that, too. As you get up out of 
bed in the morning and you’re healthy and you’re happy and get to go to 
class and play basketball and do the things that you get to do, being a part 
of Cason’s life, we want you to be appreciative of that.”
 When the press conference ended, Cason’s new family left for practice 
with bounces in their steps. Boyle beamed as he got up from the media 
table.
 “It lends great perspective to our lives,” he said.
