IT’S YOU AGAIN?: Wednesday’s match up
with Oregon State is the second time CU
will play the Beavers this season. During
the Pac-12 Conference season facing the
same team again after a loss in the first
meeting, the Buffs are 2-2 (wins: Arizona
State & Washington; losses: Utah & Ari-
zona).

CENTURY MARK: CU has nine players on
the roster to have scored over 100 points
this season. That matches the 2005-06
team.

40+ REBOUNDS: CU has grabbed 40 or
more rebounds in 15 games this season
(9-6 record), the most since 2005-06,
when that team did it 17 times (15-2).

DUNKS/CHARGES TAKEN: Of the 79
dunks the CU team has this season, Josh
Scott leads with 21 despite missing eight
games. Of the 41 charges taken, Josh Scott
and Dustin Thomas each have 10.

BLOCKS: Wesley Gordon and Josh Scott are
the first CU teammates to record back-to-
back 40 block seasons. Gordon and Scott
are the fifth and sixth players, respectively
to accomplish the feat, twice.

LAST TIME VS. OREGON STATE: CU cut
a 22-point halftime deficit to eight points
with 3:44 to play, however fell 72-58 Pac-
12 back on Feb. 21. CU committed a sea-
son-high 22 turnovers that cost them 28
points, the Buffs again shot dismally, fin-
ishing at 35 percent (18-of-52) from the
field.

Oregon State shot 49 percent from the
field and had three players in double fig-
ures, led by Gary Payton II with 24 points.
And the 6-2 guard was pretty close to a
one-man wrecking crew, blocking a school
single-game record seven shots, making
four steals and collecting five rebounds.

In the second half, the Buffs trailed by as
many as 22 points before a 15-4 run fueled
by a three-point play by Dom Collier and
a follow-up trey by the freshman cut into
the Beavers’ 19-point lead. When Xavier
Johnson hit a triple with 3:44 remaining,
CU was down 54-46 - the closest the Buffs
had been since 13-4.

Xavier Johnson led CU with 12 points -
10 in the second half - while Tre’Shaun
Fletcher added 11 and Gordon 10. Askia
Booker scored nine points.

SINGLE-SEASON STATS: Wesley Gordon
has 46 blocks and is No. 10 in single-sea-
son blocks e Askia Booker has 500 points
for the first time in a season, ranking 27th
in a single season ¢ Booker is No. 30 in sea-
son steals (43) ¢ Gordon is second in offen-
sive conference-only rebounding (2.8).

A four-year letterwinner and three-year
starter in the Buffaloes lineup, Booker has
steadily moved up the career rankings in
a number of categories. With 82 career
victories, a member of a handful of All-
Tournament teams, and a Pac-12 Tourna-
ment Championship to his résumé, Booker
has etched his name in the annals of the CU
Record Book. One of the most memorable
shots in CU basketball history was Book-
er’s 30-footer as time expired to upset No.
6 Kansas, 75-72, December 7, 2013 at the
Coors Events Center. Most notably, Booker
is one of eight players in school history
with over 1,600 career points. He’s one of
three players in school history to play over
3,600 minutes, score 1600 points with 400
rebounds, 300 assists, 140 steals. Booker
will graduate in May with a degree in com-
munication.

CU’s Newest Hoops Recruit Adds
Different Perspective

BOULDER - The newest member of Colorado men’s basketball's 2015
recruiting class, 6-year-old Cason Turkaly, sat in the Buffs’ media room
flanked by his parents and his coach, with all of his teammates in atten-
dance.

“Cason, we've had our eye on you for six or eight weeks now,” coach
Tad Boyle said. “We love everything that you bring to the table. You're a
terrific young man and we know you love basketball. We think
you're going to fit in with this Buffalo family.”

Cason picked up a pen, put his signature on the dotted line of a National
Letter of Intent and made it official, even though he’d been part of the fam-
ily from the start.

“It means that I'm a part of the team,” Cason said. “It feels great

Boyle presented Cason with a No. 6 jersey with his name on it. From the
back of the room came a whoop from Cason’s favorite player, “big tall Josh”
Scott.

Colorado drafted Cason through its partnership with Team IMPACT,
a nonprofit that improves the lives of children with life-threatening and
chronic illnesses by placing them with teams.

“We jumped at the opportunity,” CU Director of Operations Bill Cartun
said. “It's something we really wanted to take part in because we think
that we can make an impact on his life. He’s made an impact in our lives as
well”

Cason was diagnosed with Schwachman-Diamond Syndrome (SDS)
when he was two years old. SDS is a rare genetic disorder that causes bone
marrow deficiencies, digestive issues and immune deficiencies. There is
also a high rate of leukemia associated with SDS.

“Part of my mission as a parent is to educate the wider public about it,”
Cason’s mom, Jen, said. “I'm going to ask you guys to spread the word in
the greater community.”

Cason’s parents searched for the first two years of his life for a diagno-
sis for the digestive issues and lack of growth that no doctor could suitably
treat. With the diagnosis came certainty and fear. Cason has blood work
done every six weeks and sees specialists four times a year. He has an an-
nual bone marrow aspiration to test for leukemia.

“It was that blessing and a curse thing,” Jen Turkaly said. “Those are
some scary things to learn about.”

But last year Cason went an entire school year without an inpatient
hospital stay for the first time. He munches on mac and cheese, bologna
and chocolate ice cream. He skis and plays basketball and soccer. He builds
Legos, dresses up as superheroes and sword fights with his dad, Eddie.

“We learned to appreciate that little smile and his little bounce,” Jen
said. “Every healthy day that we have we are thankful for. We want you
guys (Buffs players) to be appreciative of that, too. As you get up out of
bed in the morning and you're healthy and you're happy and get to go to
class and play basketball and do the things that you get to do, being a part
of Cason’s life, we want you to be appreciative of that”

When the press conference ended, Cason’s new family left for practice
with bounces in their steps. Boyle beamed as he got up from the media
table.

“It lends great perspective to our lives,” he said.
